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INTRODUCTION 

I 

Since the early nineteen-fifties, Statistics Canada 
has conducted periodic surveys of incomes of families 
and individuals. Initially, the surveys were restricted to 
non-farm households, but starting with income data for 
I965, the surveys have included a representative 
sample of virtually all private househoidsi in Canada. 
Beginning in 1972, these surveys are conducted an-
nually in the spring. While each survey will continue to 
collect relatively standard income information, supple-
mentary data on some related aspects will also be 
collected in alternate years when the sample is small. 
Data from the surveys have been published in a series 
of reports, a list of which is included elsewhere in this 
report. 

The present report is based on the data collected 
during the Survey of Consumer Finances, which was 
conducted in May 1973. 2  Information on incomes 
received in 1972 was sought from approximately 
15,000 households across the countty. 

Due to the smaller size of the sample for the 
1973 Survey, income distribution on a provincial basis 
could not be provided and instead classification by the 
five main regions has been employed. Also broader 
cross-classifications are used in several other tabu-
lations. The estimated numbers (in thousands) of 
various units in each income group are provided in 
Tables 19, 23, 31 and 50. For other distributions 
contained in this report, these figures are not being 
published. Such estimates from small samples are 
subject to large sampling errors. The number of income 
classes and class intervals, both for family and for 
individual distributions have been revised. However, 
comparison with earlier distributions does not present 
any difficulty since uniform class intervals can easily be 
obtained through regrouping. 

The estimates in Tables 6 and 43 are based on the 
revised occupational classification as used in the 1971 
Census. 3  These tables are, therefore, not comparable to 
similar tables in earlier income reports. 

In this report tabulations have been rearranged 
into three groups: income distributions by size, income 
quintile data and statistics on low income. The tables 
on income distributions and quintile data cover four 
different universes: families, unattached individuals, 
family units (families and unattached individuals com-
bined) and all individuals in receipt of cash income in 
1972. The low income statistics cover families and 
unattached individuals separately. Table headings 
specify the universe covered by each table and the 
variables by which the data in it have been cross-
classified.

Depuis le debut des années cinquante, Statistique 
Canada mne une sdrie d'enquétes sur les revenus des 
families et des particuliers. Au debut, les enquetes 
portaient exclusivement sur les ménages non agricoles, 
mais a partir de l'année 1965, les enquétes comportent 
un échantillon représentatif de pratiquement tous les 
ménages privés' au Canada. Depuis 1972, elles sont 
effectuées au printemps de chaque année. Bien que 
chaque enquéte continue a recueiliir les renseignements 
habituels sur le revenu, des données supplémentaires sur 
certains aspects lies au revenu seront également recueillies 
pour les anndes oü l'dchantillon est restreint. Les données 
des enquêtes ont paru dans une séiie de publications, dont 
Ia liste est donnée dans le present ouvrage. 

Les données contenues dans Ia présente publication 
proviennent de l'EnquCte sur les finances des consom-
mateurs qui a été menée en mai 1973 2 . Les données sur 
les revenus recus en 1972 ont été receuihies auprès 
d'environ 15,000 ménages répartis a travers Ic Canada. 

En raison de Ia reduction de l'échantillon de 
l'enquête menée en 1973, on n'a pas Pu Ctablir Ia 
repartition du revenu par province; on a donc utiisé Ia 
classification en cinq regions principales. Des classements 
recoupés pest détaillés ont également été utilisés dans 
plusicurs autres totalisations. Les chiffres estimatifs 
(en milliers) des diverses unites dans chaque tranche de 
revenu sont présentés aux tableaux 19, 23, 31 et 50. Ces 
chiffres ne sont pas publiés pour d'autres repartitions 
contenues dans ie present bulletin. Les estimations 
fondées sur de petits échantillons sont sujettes a de 
grandes en-curs d'échantillonnage. On a révisé le nombre 
des classes de revenu et des intervalles de classe a Ia fois 
pour les familles et pour les particuliers. Toutefois, Ia 
comparaison avec les repartitions antérieures ne présente 
aucune difficulté vu que l'on peut facilement obtenir par 
regroupement des intervalles de ciasse unifornies. 

Les estimations des tableaux 6 et 43 sont fondées 
sur Ia classification révisée des professions utilisdcs dans Ic 
recensement de 1971 3 . Ces tableaux ne sont donc pas 
comparables aux tableaux seniblables des bulletins pré-
cédents sur Ic revenu. 

Dans Ic present bulletin, les totalisations ont été 
regroupées en trois categories: les repartitions de revenu 
scion Ia taille, les données sur Ic revenu par quintile et les 
statistiques sur les personnes a faible revenu. Les tableaux 
sur les repartitions du revenu et les données par quintile 
portent sur quatre univers différents: les families, les 
personnes seules, les unites farniliales (familIes et per-
sonnes seules) et tous les particuliers recevant un revenu 
en espèces en 1972. Les statistiques sur les personnes a 
faible revenu distinguent les familIes des personnes seules. 
Les titres des tableaux spécifient l'univers couvert par 
chaque tableau et les variables en fonction desquelles les 
données ont été recoupées.

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Although in terms of coverage the series was 
broken in 1965 when farmers and their families were 
included, the main concepts underlying the estimates 
have remained the same since the first income dis-
tributions were published for 1951. The family unit 
has been defined consistently. The incomes measured 
are the total money income receipts from the following 
sources: wages and salaries (before deductions for 
taxes, pensions, etc.), net unincorporated business 
income (net income from self-employment or in-
dependent professional practices), investment income 
(bond interest, dividends, etc.), transfer payments 
(such as family allowances and old age pensions) and 
miscellaneous income (retirement pensions, alimony, 
etc.). The income estimates refer to the total money 
income receipts for the calendar year 1972. 

This income concept is not identical with the 
concept of personal income as measured in the 
National Accounts. The latter measures the income 
received by the personal sector of the economy and, 
although households (and families) are the most 
important part of the personal sector, they do not 
comprise the whole sector. Also, in spite of an 
extended coverage, some segments of the population 
are still excluded from the income distribution esti-
mates. The relationship between the survey estimates 
and the National Accounts is discussed on page 109, 
Sources and Methods. 

It should be noted, too, that the estimates are for 
total money income receipts during the year, not all 
receipts of money. The estimates exclude amounts 
received from inheritances, bequests, capital gains or 
cash from the sale of investments or property, mcome 
tax or pension fund refunds or gambling gains. 

The 1973 Survey of Consumer Finances also 
collected information on work experience. Work 
history, experience and training dating back to when 
the respondent began work on a regular basis was 
sought. A separate report analysing these data will be 
issued at a later date.

Bien que le champ de l'enquéte ait été modifié lors 
de l'inclusion des agriculteurs et leurs familles en 1965, les 
principes fondamentaux qui sont a Ia base des estimations 
sont demeurés inchangés depuis Ic premier bulletin sur la 
repartition du revenu, qui portait sur l'année 1951; de 
méme, Ia definition de l'unité familiale est demeurée Ia 
méme. Le revenu mesuré représente le total des revenus en 
espéces dont les sources sont les suivantes: salaires et 
traitements (avant les deductions pour impOts, pensions, 
etc.), revenu net des entreprises non constituées (revenu 
net provenant d'un emploi autonome ou de l'exercice 
privé d'une profession), revenu de placements (intéréts, 
dividendes, etc.), transferts (allocations famiiales et pen-
sions de vieillesse, par ex.) et revenus divers (pensions de 
retraite, pensions alimentaires, etc.). Les estimations du 
revenu se rapportent donc au total des revenus en espèces 
touches dans Ic courant de l'année civile 1972. 

La notion de revenu employee ici diffère de celle du 
revenu personnel des Comptes nationaux. Ces derniers me-
surent le revenu touché dans Ic secteur de l'économie se 
rapportant aux particuliers et, bien que les ménages et les 
familIes en constituent Ia partie Ia plus importante, ils 
n'en représentent pas Ia totalité. De plus, bien qu'on alt 
élargi le champ de l'enquéte, certains secteurs de Ia 
population demeu rent excius des estimations de Ia 
repartition du revenu. On peut trouver a Ia section 
"Sources et méthodes", page 109, une étude des rapports 
entre les estimations de l'enquCte et les Comptes 
nationaux. 

II convient egalement de noter que les estimations 
portent sur le total des revenus en espèces de l'année et 
non pas sur toutes ies sommes d'argent touchées; elles ne 
comprennent donc pas les sommes provenant d'héritages, 
de legs, de gains de capital, les revenus pécuniaires 
provenant de Ia vente de titres ou de biens fonciers, le 
remboursement d'impôt sur le revenu ou de cotisations a 
des regimes de pensions m, enfin, les somrnes gagnées au 
jeu. 

L'enquéte de 1973 sur les finances des consom-
mateurs a également recueilhi des données sur les antécé-
dents de travail. Les questions posées portaient notani-
ment sur les antécCdents de travail, l'expérience et Ia 
formation a partir du moment oi l'enquete a commence a 
travailler de façon régulière. On publiera ulténeurement 
un bulletin distinct analysant ces données.

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SUMMARY 

Income Distributions, 1972 

This report is based on the Survey of Consumer 
Finances conducted in the spring of 1973 which 
collected data on incomes received in 1972. An 
advance release of the survey results was made in 
November 1973, when a selection of tables was 
published in income Distributions by Size in Canada, 
1972. Preliminary Estimates. Catalogue 13-206. The 
tables in the present report revise these preliminary 
estimates and present much more detailed information 
on the incomes of families and individuals in 1972. 
The revision of the estimates is due to the application 
of full editing procedures to survey records; the 
preliminary estimates were based on a smaller sample 
since only those records which met some basic 
conditions were used. 

RESUME 

Repartition du revenu, 1972 

Ce bulletin se fonde sur l'enquete sur les finances 
des consommateurs menée au printemps de 1073 pour 
recueillir des données stir Ic revenu perçu en 1972. Les 
résultats préliminaires de l'enquéte ont été publiés en 
novembre 1973, dans Repartition du revenu au Canada 
selon la taille du revenu, premieres estimations, 1972, 
catalogue 13.206. Dans les tableaux du present bulletin, 
ces estimations préliniinaires orit été révisées; on y 
présente des renseignements beaucoup plus détailés sur Ic 
revenu des families et des particuliers en 1972. Ces 
modifications viennent ala suite d'un contrôle complet de 
tous les résultats de l'enquéte; les estimations prélimi. 
naires se fondaient sur un échantillon plus restreint 
puisque seuls les résultats qui satisfaisaient a certaines 
conditions avaient été utilisés. 

Income Distributions by Size 

Families 
The average income of families rose from 

S 10,368 in 1971 to $11,300 in 1972, an increase of 
nearly 9% over the year. The increase in the average 
income of families resident in metropolitan areas was 
ver 8% while families located in non-metropolitan 

areas had an increase of about 11%. Average incomes 
in metropolitan and non-metropolitan areas were 
$12,536 and $9,404 respectively. Average incomes in 
the five regions ranged from a low of $9,144 in the 
Atlantic Provinces to a high of $12,430 in Ontario. 

Families with different characteristics differ as to 
their incomes. Family income is closely related to the 
age of the head. Normally, family income rises until 
the head reaches middle age and then declines. Thus, in 
1972, families headed by young persons aged less than 
25 years or by older persons aged 65 years and over 
received, on the average, considerably less income than 
those headed by persons aged 25 to 64 years. The 
changing composition of the family may also result in 
additions to family income by other members of the 
family. The average income of husband-wife families 
with at least three income recipients (husband, wife, 
and other relative) was $15,011 compared with only 
$9,602 for husband-wife families in which the head 
was the only recipient. Education of the head is 
another factor which exerts a great influence on family 
income. The average income of families whose heads 
had a university degree was over twice that of families 
whose heads received elenientarv schooling and less. 

Repartition du revenu selon Ia mite du revenu 

Families 
Le revenu moyen des families est passé de $10,368 

en 1971 a $11,300 en 1972, soit une augmentation de 
prés de 9 %. La hausse en pourcentage du revenu moyen 
des familIes demeurant dans des regions métropolitaines a 
été de plus de 8 %; par ailleurs, le revenu moyen des 
families des regions non métropolitaines a progressé 
d'environ 11 %. La revenu moyen dans les regions 
métropolitaines et non métropolitaines s'est respective-
ment chiffré a $12,536 et $9,404. Au niveau des regions, 
II s'est échelonné entre une valeur plancher de $9,144 
dans les provinces de l'Atlantique et une valeur plafond de 
$12,430 en Ontario. 

La revenu des familles est fonction des carac-
téristiques familiales. II est dtroitement lie a l'ige du chef 
de famile. Dc façon générale, ii augmente jusqu'à cc que 
le chef atteigne l'age mür; puis II commence a diminuer. 
Ainsi, en 1972, les families dont les chefs étaient ages de 
moms de 25 ans ou de 65 ans et plus ont perçu en 
moyenne un revenu beaucoup moms élevé que celles dont 
ies chefs avaient entre 25 et 64 ans. L'évoiution de ia 
composition de la famille peut aussi entrainer un apport 
d'autres membres au revenu familial total. La revenu 
moyen des familles époux-dpouse oi au moms trois 
personnes recevaient un revenu (époux, épouse et autre 
parent) était de $15,011, comparativement a $9,602 
seulement pour les families époux-épouse dont ie chef 
était Ic seul bënéficiaire d'un revenu. La niveau de 
scolarité du chef est un autre facteur qui exerce une 
grande influence stir Ic revenu de Ia famille. La revenu 
moyen des familIes dont Ic chef détenait un grade 
universitaire a été plus de deux fois plus élevé que celui 
des families dont Ic chef avait fait ses etudes prirnaires ou 
1101 flS. 
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The general rise in family income was ac-
companied by an upward shift in the income distri-
bution. The proportion of families receiving less than 
$5,000 dropped from 20.5%in 1971 to 17.6% in 1972. 
in the upper part of distributions the proportion of 
families receiving $15,000 or more increased from 
17.1% in 1971 to 22.0% in 1972. However, such 
comparisons over time have greater relevancy if carried 
out in terms of constant rather than current dollars as 
changes in the prices of goods change the purchasing 
power of currency. 

Unattached Individuals 
The average income of unattached individuals 

increased by about 5% from $4,346 in 1971 to $4,572 
in 1972. In 1972 average income of unattached 
individuals in metropolitan areas increased by about 
5% to $5,048 while that of unattached individuals 
living in non-metropolitan areas increased by over 2% to 
$3,464. Average incomes in the regions ranged from a 
low of $3,218 in the Atlantic Provinces to a high of 
$5,104 in Ontario. 

The shape of income distributions for unattached 
individuals differs from that of families. The pro. 
portion of unattached individuals receiving less than 
$2,000 dropped from 37.1% in 1971 to 32.2% in 1972. 
However, keeping with the general trend of rising 
incomes, the proportion of unattached individuals 
receiving $10,000 or more increased from 7.7% in 
1971 to 8.2% in 1972. 

All Family Units 
The average income of all family units (un. 

attached individuals and families consisting of two or 
more persons combined) increased by about 8% from 
$8,845 in 1971 to $9,525 in 1972. However, due to 
the rise in the consumer price index, the real gain in 
incomes amounted to only about 3%. It should also be 
noted that the average income of all family units is not 
an entirely unambiguous measure insofar as the greater 
weight of unattached individuals at the lower end of 
the income scale is liable to exert a downward pressure 
on the average income of all units. 

Individuals 
The average income of all individual income 

recipients increased by over 8% from $5,371 in 1971 
to $5,828 in 1972. The increase in the average income 
of individuals resident in metropolitan areas was nearly 
7% while that of individuals in non-metropolitan areas 
was over 12%. Average incomes in metropolitan and 
non-metropolitan areas were $6,317 and $5,003 respec-
tively. Average incomes in the regions ranged from a 
low of $4,513 in the Atlantic Provinces to a high 
of $6,339 in Ontario. 

Les changements dans la repartition du revenu, 
sous-jacents aux augmentations des revenlus moyens, sont 
aussi significatifs. L'augmentation générale du revenu des 
families s'accompagnait d'une hausse dans la repartition 
du revenu. Le nombre de farnilles recevant moms de 
$5,000 est passé de 20.5 % en 1971 a 17.6% en 1972. 
Dans la classe supérieure, Ia proportion des families rece-
vant $15,000 ou plus est passée de 17.1 % en 1971 a 
22.0 % en 1972. Toutefois, de teiles comparaisons ne sont 
vraiment valables que si elies sont exprimées en dollars 
constants plutOt qu'en dollars courants car le changement 
du prix des produits modifie le pouvoir d'achat des con-
sommateurS. 

Personnes seules 
Le revenu moyen des personnes seules est passé de 

$4,346 en 1971 a $4,572 en 1972, ce qui représente une 
augmentation de près de S %. Pour les personnes seules 
demeurant dans des regions métropolitaines, l'aug-
mentation a été d'environ 5 % ($5,048) en 1972, et pour 
les autres de plus de 2 % ($3,464). Au niveau des regions, 
ie revenu moyen s'est échelonné entre $3,218 dans les 
provinces de I'Atlantique et $5,104 en Ontario. 

La physionomie des repartitions du revenu des 
personnes seules diffère de celle observée dans le cas des 
families. En effet, Ia proportion de personnes seules 
recevant un revenu de moms de $2,000 est tombéc de 
37.1 % en 1971 a 32.2 % en 1972. Toutefois, suivant Ia 
tendance générale de l'augmentation des revenus, Ia 
proportion de personnes seules touchant $10,000 ou plus 
est passée de 7.7 % en 1971 a 8.2 % en 1972. 

Ensemble des unites familiales 
Le revenu moyen des unites familiales (personnes 

seules et families de deux personnes ou plus) a augmenté 
d'environ 8 %, passant de $8,845 en 1971 i $9,525 en 
1972. Cependant, en raison de i'augmentation de I'indice 
des prix a Ia consomination au cours de ces deux années, 
l'accroissement reel du revenu n'a été que d'environ 3 %. 
Ii faut aussi noter que le revenu moyen de l'ensemble des 
unites famiiales peut être trompeur; en effet, I'influence 
du grand nombre de personnes seules a l'extrémité 
inférieure de Ia fourchette des revenus risque d'abaisser le 
revenu moyen de l'ensemble des unites familiales. 

Particuliers 
Le revenu moyen de tous les particuliers recevant un 

revenu a augmenté d'environ 8%, passant de $5,371 en 
1971 a $5,828 en 1972. Le revenu moyen des particuliers 
demeurant dans des regions métropolitaines s'est accru de 
près de 7 % et celui des particuliers des regions non 
métropolitamnes, de plus de 12 %. Les revenus moyens 
dans les regions métropolitaines et non métropolitaines se 
sont chiffrés respectivement a $6,317 et $5,003. Au 
niveau des regions, ils se sont échelonnés entre une valeur 
plancher de $4,513 dans les provinces de l'Atlantique et 
une valeur plafond de $6,339 en Ontario. 
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The average income of males increased by nearly 
9% from $7,004 in 1971 to $7,633 in 1972 and that of 
females rose by about 10010 from $2,948 in 1971 to 
$3,243 in 1972. One important factor in determining 
an individual income level is the number of weeks 
worked. Over 63% of all male income recipients 
reported having worked 50-52 weeks, whereas only 
about 38% of all female income recipients worked 
50-52 weeks in 1972. Of all female income recipients, 
one in five reported government transfer payments as 
her major source of income compared to only one in 
ten males. 

Quintile Distributions 

It is estimated that in 1972 the family units in 
the lowest quintile received 3.8% of the aggregate 
income of all family units while those in the highest 
quintile received 42.9% compared to 3.6% and 43.3% 
respectively in 1971. The lowest quintile consisted 
mostly of unattached individuals (66.6% of all family 
units in the quintile), whereas the highest quintile 
contained almost exclusively (97.3%) families. 

Estimates show that in 1972 the individuals in 
the lowest quintile received 2.4% of the aggregate 
income of all individuals while those in the highest 
received 48.1% compared to 2.0 17o and 49.2% respec-
tively in 1971. The lowest quintile consisted mostly of 
females (66.9% of all individuals in the quintile), 
whereas the highest quintile contained almost ex-
clusively (92.5%) males. 

La revenu moyen des hommes a progressé d'environ 
9 %, passant de $7,004 en 1971 a $7,633 en 1972; celui 
des femmes est passé de $2,948 en 1971 a $3,243 en 
1972, soit une augmentation d'environ 10 %. Un facteur 
important dans Ia determination du niveau du revenu 
individuel est le nombre de semaines de travail. Plus de 
63 % de tous les hommes bénéficiant d'un revenu ont 
déclaré avoir travaillé so a 52 semaines contre près de 
38 % seulement chez les bénéfIciaires de sexe féminin. Dc 
toutes les femmes ayant un revenu, une sur cinq a déclaré 
que les paiements de transfert constituaient sa principale 
source de revenu; chez les hommes, Ia proportion était de 
un sur dix seulement. 

Repartition par quintile 

Selon les estimations, les unites fainiliales du dernier 
quintile ont reçu 3.8 % du revenu global de I'ensemble des 
unites familiales en 1972; cefles du premier quintile ont eu 
42.9 %; les chiffres correspondants en 1971 étaient 
respectivement de 3.6 % et de 43.3 %. Le dernier quintile 
comprend surtout les personnes seules (66.6 % de l'ensem-
ble des unites famiiales du quintile) alors que le premier 
quintile est presque entiérement compose de families 
(97.3 %). 

Selon les estimations, les particuliers du dernier 
quintile ont recu, en 1972, 2.4 % du revenu global de tous 
les particuliers alors que ceux du quintile le plus éievé en 
ont eu 48.1 %; en 1971, les chiffres correspondants 
étaient respectivement de 2.0 % et de 49.2 %. Le demier 
quintile était compose surtout de femmes (66.9 % de 
i'ensembie des particuliers du quintile), alors que le 
premier comprenait presque uniquement des hommes 
(92.5 %). 

Low Income Statistics 

The estimates for 1972 incomes indicate that the 
incidence of low income among families decreased 
from 15.9% in 1971 to 13.7% in 1972. Consistent with 
the general trend, the incidence of low income in 
families headed by males fell from 13.7% in 1971 to 
10.7% in 1972. However, because of their larger 
dependence on income other than earnings, the pro-
portion of families headed by females falling below the 
low income cut-offs showed an increase from 43.7% in 
1971 to 45.5% in 1972. The incidence of low income 
among unattached individuals decreased from 37.6% in

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NOTES AND DEFINITIONS 

Families, Individuals and Their Characteristics 

Family 
The family in this publication is defined as a 

group of individuals sharing a common dwelling unit 
and related by blood, marriage or adoption. Thus, all 
relatives living together were considered to comprise 
one family whatever the degree of family relationship. 
Aside from single Sons and daughters, other relatives 
most commonly found living in the household were 
married sons and daughters and widowed parents. 

The family, as defined in this survey, is the 
family as constituted when the survey was conducted 
(May 1973). No recall or adjustment was made to 
account for persons who were members of the family 
for part of the year and who left because of marriage, 
death or other reasons. Some family units existing at 
the time of the survey were not family units during the 
whole year - for example, a couple who married in the 
middle of 1972. 

The definition of the family used in the present 
study is a common definition of what constitutes a 
family - it is referred to as the "economic family" 
definition. It is recognized, however, that it is not a 
concept which is suitable for all studies which may be 
made in respect of families and that for many purposes 
a modified definition would be useful. In fact, other 
definitions are employed for other purposes. De-
mographic studies made in connection with population 
censuses normally use a more restricted classification - 
the family consists of the husband, wife and any 
unmarried children resident with them, or one parent 
and unmarried children.4  For budget studies, which 
investigate patterns of family expenditure, the im-
portant criterion is whether or not relatives living 
together pool their incomes for expenditure purposes; 
that is, whether they constitute one spending unit or 
several spending units. In this definition, it is 
allocation of income as well as relationship which 
determines what constitutes a family (although in 
Canadian studies unmarried children are included as 
members of their parents' family and not treated as 
separate units). 

Unattached Individual 
An unattached individual is a person living by 

himself or rooming in a household where he is not 
related to other household members. An unattached 
individual is treated as an economic family unit by 
himself.

NOTES El DEFINITIONS 

Les families, les particuliers et leurs caractéristiques 

Familie 
On définit ici Ia famile comme un groupe de 

personnes qui partagent le méme logement et qui sont 
unies par fihiation, manage, ou adoption. Ainsi, tous les 
parents qui vivent ensemble forment une seule unite 
familiale, quel que soit leur lien de parenté. Outre les 
enfants célibataires, les autres personnes qui composent le 
plus souvent le ménage sont des enfants manes, un pére 
veuf ou une mere veuve. 

La definition de la famile employee dans ce bulletin 
est identique a celle utilisée au moment de l'enqudte (mai 
1973). On n'a effectué aucun rajustement pour tenir 
compte des membres d'une unite famiiale qui ont quitté 
cette dernière pour une raison ou une autre (manage, 
décès, etc.). Certaines unites famiiales qui existaient au 
moment de l'enquéte n'ont pas été des unites familiales 
pendant toute l'année (un couple mane au milieu de 
1972, par exemple). 

La défmition de Ia farnille utiisée dans cette étude 
est celle de Ia "famille économique". On admet cependant 
que cette definition ne s'applique pas toujours a toutes les 
etudes que l'on peut faire sur les familles et que, dans bien 
des cas, il serait utile de la modifier. De fait, on utiise 
d'autres definitions lorsque les buts sont différents. Les 
etudes demographiques entreprises a la suite des recense-
ments de Ia population utilisent habituellement une 
classification plus restreinte; Ia famille se compose alors 
du man, de la femme et de tous les enfants célibataires qui 
vivent avec eux, ou d'un des parents et d'enfants 
c6libataires4 . Dans les etudes de budget, oü l'on examine 
les habitudes de dépenses des familles, il importe avant 
tout de savoir si les parents qui vivent ensemble mettent 
ou non leurs revenus en commun, c'est-I-dire s'ils cons-
tituent une seule on plusieurs unites de dépense. Cette 
definition se fonde donc a Ia fois sur le mode de 
repartition du revenu et sur Ic lien de parenté (bien que 
dans les etudes effectuées au Canada, les enfants céliba-
taires soient considérés comme membres de Ia famille de 
leurs parents et non comme unites distinctes). 

Personnes seules 
Une personne seule est une personne qui vit seule ou 

qui occupe une chanibre dans un ménage avec lequel elk 
n'a aucun lien de parenté. Une personne seule est 
considérée comme une unite familiale économique indé-
pendante. 

La repartition du revenu d'après cette definition paraitra 
dans la publication Revenu des families (Families de recensemenf), 
1972, catalogue 13-208. 



Family Unit 
The term "family unit" has sometimes been used 

in the text of this report to designate, collectively, 
unattached individuals and families with two or more 
members. Table headings always specify whether 
families only or families and unattached individuals are 
included. 

Head of Family 
For the purposes of this report the head of a 

family is determined as follows: (i) in families con-
sisting of married couples with or without children, the 
husband is considered the head, (ii) in single-parent 
families with unmarried children, the parent is the 
head, (iii) in single-parent families with married 
children, the member who is mainly responsible for the 
maintenance of the family becomes the head, (iv) in 
families where relationships are other than husband-
wife or parent-child, normally the eldest in the family 
is considered the head. 

Family Characteristics 
Classification by family characteristics indicates 

the composition of a family. The groupings used are: 
(i) married couples only, (ii) married couples with 
single children of any age, (iii) married couples with or 
without single children but with married children with 
their families or with other relatives, and (iv) all other 
families which include single parent families and 
families consisting of two or more related persons such 
as brothers and sisters. 

Family Life Cycle 
The classification by family life cycle is similar to 

that by family characteristics in that it also groups 
families in two major categories: husband-wile families 
and other families. However, in this classification, 
husband-wife families are further broken down by the 
age of the head (under 45; 45 and Over) and the 
presence or absence of children under 16. 

Family Size 
The family size refers to the total number of 

persons in the family, as constituted at the time of 
survey, including both adults and children. 

Area of Residence 
The classification by area of residence is based on 

the population size of the place where the unit resided 
at the time of the survey. Centres with a population of 
30,000 or over are classified as "metropolitan areas" 
and the rest of the country as "non-metropolitan". The 
latter is further divided into other cities (with a 
population between 15,000 and 30,000), small urban 
areas (under 15,000), and rural areas. This classifi-

Le terme "unite famiiale" a été utiise dans cc 

bulletin pour designer coliectivement les personnes seules 
et les familles de deux membres ou plus. Dans tous les cas, 
les titres des tableaux precisent s'il s'agit de families 
seulement ou bien de families et de personnes seules. 

Chef de familie 
Aux fins de ce bulletin, le chef de famille est défini 

comme suit: (1) dans les familles se composant d'un 
couple mane avec ou sans enfants, le chef de famile est 
l'époux, (ii) dans les families monoparentales avec des 
enfants célibataires, le chef de famille est Ic parent, (ii) 
dans les families monoparentales avec des enfants manes, 
le chef de famile est le principal soutien de Ia famile, (iv) 
dans les families autres que les families époux-épouse ou 
les families monoparentaies, le chef de famille est géné-
ralement le membre le plus ágé de Ia famille.

Labour Force Status 
This classification refers to the individual's (or 

family head's) status at the time of the survey - spring 
1973. This is not necessarily the same as the status 
during the year 1972 for which income data were 
collected. The only variable that directly refers to a 
person's work experience during 1972 is the "number 
of weeks worked".

Occupation 
The classification by occupation used in this 

report is based on the revised classification used in the 
1971 Census. 5  Thus, the estimates in Tables 6 and 43 
of this report are not comparable to similar estimates 
in earlier reports. 6  Because of sample size limitations, 
the 21 major occupation groups were combined into 
10 groups as follows: 

Managerial: managerial, administrative and related 
occupations. 
Professional: occupations in natural sciences, 
engineering and mathematics occupations in social 
sciences and related fields; occupations in religion; 
teaching and related occupations; occupations in 
medicine and health; artistic, literary, recreational 
and related occupations. 

Clerical: clerical and related occupations. 

Sales: sales occupations. 
Service: service occupations. 
Farming, etC.: farming, horticulture and animal 
husbandry occupations; fishing, hunting, trapping 
and related occupations; forestry and logging 
occupations. 
Processing and Machining: processing occupations; 
machining and related occupations; mining and 
quarrying including oil and gas field occupations.

Profession 
La classification selon Ia profession utilisée dans ce 

bulletin est fondée sur Ia classification révisée utiisée lors 
du recensement de 1971 5 . Des lors, les estimations des 
tableaux 6 et 43 du present bulletin ne sont pas 
comparables aux estimations semblables des bulletins 
pr6c6dents6 .

Income and its Components 

Total Income 
The total income of a unit consists of income 

from the following sources: 

1. Wages and salaries. gross wages and salaries 
before deduction for such items as income taxes, 
unemployment insurance and pension funds. Commis-
sion income received by salesmen as well as occasional 
earnings of baby sitters, paperboys, charwomen, etc. 
are also included in this category. All income in kind 
such as meals or living accommodation is excluded. 

Where individuals received military pay in the 
form of reserve army pay, and where this was a minor 
part of total income, such income was combined with 
wages and salaries. 

2.Net  income from self-employment: net in-
come (gross income minus expenses) earned from 
self-employment either on own account or in partner-
ship in an unincorporated business or in independent 
professional practice. Included here is net income from 
operating a farm as well as that earned from roomers 
and boarders. 

Net income from farming was to be reported by 
individuals who operated their own or a rented farm 
either on own account or in partnership. Field instruc-
tions specified that net income was to be calculated by 
subtracting farm operating expenses and depreciation 
of farm assets from farm cash receipts. The latter were 
to include all money receipts from the sale of farm 
products including supplementary and assistance pay-
ments from governments. Income in kind is excluded. 

The survey collected gross rather than net re-
ceipts from roomers and boarders since the estimation 
of net income in this instance is difficult; during 
editing, net income from this source was assumed to be 
one-third of gross receipts. Payments for room and 
board received from relatives were not included in 
inconic ii ilic lcrson receiving such payments.

Les 
commissions des vendeurs ainsi que les revenus occasion-
nels des gardiennes d'enfants, des vendeurs de journaux, 
des femmes de mnage, etc. sont égaleinent compris dans 
cette catégorie. bus les revenus en nature, comme les 
repas ou le logement, sont exclus. 

La solde des miitaires de reserve, lorsqu'elle ne 
constitue qu'une part peu importante du revenu, a été 
ajoutée aux salaires et traitements. 

Revenu net provenant d'un emploi autonome: 
Revenu net (revenu brut moms les dépenses) gagné soit a 
titre de travailleur indépendant établi a son propre compte 
ou d'associé dans une entreprise non constituée en société, 
soit par l'exercice privé d'une profession. Est également 
compris le revenu net provenant de l'exploitation d'une 
ferme ou de la location de chambres. 

Les particuliers qui exploitent leur propre ferme ou 
tine ferme louée, que ce soit pour leur propre compte ou 
titre d'associés, devaient declarer le revenu net provenant 
de cette activité. Les instructions de l'enquéte précisaient 
qu'il fallait calculer le revenu net en soustrayant du revenu 
agricole en espéces les dépenses d'exploitation ainsi que 
l'amortissement du materiel agricole et des bãtiments. Le 
revenu pécuniaire devait comprendre tous les revenus en 
espéces provenant de Ia vente de produits agricoles, y 
compris les indemnités supplémentaires et les credits 
accordés par l'tat.

Les données recueillies aux fins de l'enquéte por-
talent non pas sur le revenu net mais sur le revenu brut 
provenant de l'hébergement de chambreurs et de pension.

net dans de tels cas; on a établi au cours de Ia preparation 
du bulletin, que le revenu net provenant de cette source 
s'élevait a un tiers du revenu brut. Les paiements verses 
pour chambre et pension par des personnes vivant chez 
des parents n'ont pas été compris dans le revenu de Ia 
personne qui recevait ces paiements. 
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Investment income: bond interest, dividends, 
mortgage interest, net rents, estate income, bank 
interest and other investment income. 

Government transfer  payments: all social we!- 
fare payments from federal, provincial and municipal 
governments such as Old Age Security, Guaranteed 
Income Supplement, pensions under Canada and 
Quebec Pension Plans, unemployment insurance bene-
fits, workmen's compensation, training allowances, 
veterans' pensions and allowances, mothers' allowances, 
pensions to the blind and the disabled. In the survey, 
family and youth allowances are treated as part of the 
income of the father or guardian although legally the 
payment goes to the mother. 

Miscellaneous income: retirement pensions, 
annuities, scholarships, alimony and other items not 
specified or included in the above categories. 

Earned Income 
The sum of wages and salaries and net income 

from self-employment is defined as earned income or 
earnings. 

Major Souite of Income 
Major source of income identifies the largest 

component of total income. The groups used are wages 
and salaries (Item I above), net income from self-
employment (Item 2 above) and other money income 
(any of Items 3, 4 or 5 above). 

Receipts not Counted as Income 
Receipts of gifts, lump-sum settlements from 

insurance policies, income tax or pension plan refunds, 
capital gains and losses, receipts from the sale of assets, 
and inheritances or bequests were excluded as was all 
income in kind such as meals, living accommodation, 
or food and fuel produced on own farm. 

Income Tables 
Three major sections of tables are presented. The 

first section, containing income distributions by size, is 
arranged in four parts: Tables I to 19 show income 
distributions for families, Tables 20 to 23 for unat-
tached individuals. Tables 24 to 33 for all family units 
(families and unattached individuals combined) and 
Tables 34 to 52 for individual income recipients aged 
14 years and over. The second section contains quintile 
data. It is divided into two parts: Tables 53 to 57 give 
distributions for families and unattached individuals 
and Tables 58 to 63 for individual income recipients 14 
years and over. The third section presents two tables

Revenu gagné 
Le revenu gagné (ou gains) équivaut a la somme des 

salaires et traitements et du revenu net provenant d'un 
emploi autonome. 

Source principale de revenu 
On a subdivisé les families et les particuliers suivant 

leur principale source de revenu; les groupes utilisés sont 
salaires et traiteinents (catégorie I ci-dessus), le revenu net 
provenant d'un emploi autonome (categoric 2 ci-dessus) et 
les autres sources de revenu (categories 3, 4 et 5 ci-dessus). 

Gains non comptés comme revenus 
Sont excius du revenu: les dons, les règlements 

forfaitaires en matière d'assurance, ies remboursements 
d'irnpot sur le revenu ou de cotisations a des regimes de 
pension, les gains ou les pertes de capital, le produit de la 
vente de biens, les heritages et les donations ainsi que les 
avantages en nature comme les repas et le logement ou 
encore Ia nourriture et le combustible produits et con-
sommés sur place. 

Tableaux sur le revenu

Table 
headings specify the universe covered by each table and 
the variables by which the data in it have been 
cross-classified. 

Income data were collected from each family 
member and considered to be part of the family's 
income even if, in some cases, certain family members 
were part of another family unit for part of the year. 
One exception, however, was made; families who had 
immigrated to Canada during 1972 and had earned 
some income abroad and some in Canada were clas-
sified by their Canadian income only. Thus, some 
families are classified at incomes which are somewhat 
lower than actual receipts because income prior to 
arrival in Canada was not included. income from 
abroad such as investment income or retirement 
pensions received by Canadian residents was included 
in the income. 

The estimates exclude family Units and indi-
viduals whose major soune of income was military pay 
and allowances. Excluded also are inmates of institu-
tions, persons residing on Indian reservations, residents 
of the Yukon and Northwest Territories and Canadians 
temporarily abroad. 

Quintile data were compiled by ranking weighted 
survey returns in ascending order by size of total 
income (in current dollars). Then the array was divided 
into five equal parts and five groups or quintiles were 
examined as to the different characteristics of units in 
each group. 

The exercise of determining quintile points and 
tabulating each of the five quintiles by different 
characteristics was performed in the individual series 
for: male income recipients, female income recipients, 
all individuals in receipt of income, and wage-earners 
(persons whose major source of income was wages and 
salaries). 

in the family unit series quintiles were identified 
and tabulated for: unattached individuals, families, and 
all units (unattached individuals and families com-
bined). It should be noted that the ranking of units was 
performed independently (for these three populations) 
and the resulting data, e.g., for "all units" in the lowest 
quintile, are not simply the addition of families in the 
first quintile and unattached individuals in the first 
quintile. The same is true of "all individuals" - the 
data by quintiles are not a summation of "males" and 
"females" within the same quintiles.

These income limits, originally developed for 
1961, were selected on the basis that urban families 
with incomes below these limits usually spent 70% or 
more of their income on the basic necessities of food, 
shelter and clothing and were, thus, left with very little 
discretionary income. 8  These limits have been adjusted 
by the rise in Consumer Price Index since 1961 but 
have not been revised to take into account changing 
consumption patterns. 

Aggregate income of all family units in Table 32 
is not identical with aggregate income of all individuals 
in Table 51. There are some conceptual explanations 
for this difference; for example, individuals whose 
income came mainly from military pay and allowances 
were removed from the individual estimates whereas in 
the family unit series all families whose major source 
was military pay and allowances were excluded and 
these two exclusions account for different amounts of 
aggregate income. However, it is being recognized that 
such minor conceptual differences do not provide an 
adequate explanation for the difference in aggregate 
incomes; it is largely due to the two independent 
weighting schemes that were used in the two series. As 
there is some reason to believe that the weighting 
scheme used in the individual series is more reliable, 
the evaluation against the National Accounts is based 
on that series.9  

The concept of "low income" is at present under 
review and may be revised.

SOURCES AND METHODS 

The income estimates presented in this report are 
based upon information collected from a sample of 
Canadian families and unattached individuals in May 
1973. The concepts, definitions and methods used in 
preparing these estimates have largely remained un-
changed from those used in earlier Surveys of Con-
sumer Finances. 

The Sample 
The sample was selected by multi-stage prob-

ability sampling, within the framework of Canadian 
Labour Force Sample. For a detailed description of the 
sample design see Canadian Labour Force Survey, 
Methodology, Catalogue 71-504. Households selected 
for this Survey of Consumer Finances had not par-
ticipated in a labour force or financial survey before. 

The sample consisted of 15,609 households. Of 
these, 1,703 were vacant and another 1,097 could not 
be contacted or could not be interviewed for other 
reasons including complete refusal of all information. 
From the occupied households, satisfactory income 
data were collected for 12,007 family units and 21,218  
individuals aged 14 and over who were in receipt of 
cash income in 1972. In the present report, tables are 
based on 11,835 family units and 21,021 individual 
income recipients. The minor discrepancy between the 
satisfactory schedules collected and the records utilized 
in tabulations is accounted for by exclusion of family 
units and individuals whose major source of income 
was military pay and allowances. 

Data Collection 
The enumeration procedures used in this survey 

followed the pattern of earlier income surveys. Infor-
mation on all household members was recorded on the 
household card (CF 1). A separate Labour Force 
Schedule (CF2) was filled out for each individual who 
was 14 years of age or over. An Income and Work 
Experience Questionnaire (CF3) was left for each 
household member 14 years of age and over for 
completion. Questionnaires were picked up by enumer-
ators a few days later. In cases where income data had 
not been obtained, a further attempt to solicit this 
information was made by mail. 

The questionnaires used in this survey are re-
produced at the end of this report. 

Coverage 
Earlier Surveys of Consumer Finances were

The following are also excluded from the tab-
ulations: (i) all individuals who received no cash 
income in 1974, and (ii) all individuals and family units 
who received their major share of income from military 
pay and allowances. 

Response Rate 
The 13,906 occupied 	 contained 

14,653 family units. Of these family units, 12,007 
provided complete income information which con-
stitutes a 81.9% response rate. Another 394 family 
units supplied partial information; these records were 
not used in the family series but at least one individual 
in each partially respondent unit provided usable 
income information. The remaining 2,252 family units 
either refused to complete the questionnaire, were 
unable to supply the information or simply could not 
be contacted by the enumerators. 

The overall 81.9% response rate varied between 
areas.

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Reliability of Estimates 

The estimates in this report, like all other 
estimates derived from samples, are subject to sampling 
errors. In addition, they are subject to non-sampling 
errors which are present whether a sample or a 
complete census is taken. Sampling errors are a 
function of the sample design and the variability in the 
population. Non-sampling errors result from response 
errors, non-response and a multitude of other errors 
which may be classified as processing errors. 

Non-sampling Errors 
(i) Errors due to non-response 

Non-response can occur in three different ways: 
complete refusal by an individual or refusal to provide 
information on one of the several questionnaires or 
refusal to answer some questions on a particular 
questionnaire. 

It is inevitable that during a survey some people 
cannot be found at home, others are on holidays, and 
others absolutely refuse to divulge any information. 
These individuals are called non-respondents. As for 
the three questionnaires, all cases where information 
was refused on the composition of the household 
(CF 1) were considered as total non-response. Again, 
refusal by an individual to answer any one of the 
questions on income (CF3) was taken as total non-
response except in obvious cases of omission of old age 
pensions and family allowances when assignments were 
made for these two components of income, If Labour 
Force data was not provided, then income information 
was not collected. 

Since the characteristics of the non-respondents 
are most likely different from those of the re-
spondents, the presence of non-respondents usually 
results in bias in various estimates. For example, if the 
income of non-respondents is different from that of 
respondents, then the average income and the dis-
tribution based upon the respondents' incomes will 
result in biased estimates for the population. It is 
therefore necessary that non-response rates be as low as 
possible in order to ensure a reasonable degree of 
reliability of the estimates. 

Some analysis of the characteristics of non. 
respondents has been done in the past. 2  These studies 
indicate that families with the following characteristics 
are more likely to be non-respondents: renting families, 
families with self-employed heads and families with 
heads in their fifties or sixties. Unattached individuals

Fiabilité des estimations 

Les estimations du present bulletin, comme toutes 
les autres estimations fondées sur un sondage, peuvent 
contenir, outre les erreurs de sondage, des erreurs qui ne 
Sont pas dues a l'échantillonnage et qui peuvent entacher 
aussi bien un petit sondage qu'un recensement exhaustif. 
Les erreurs de sondage sont fonction du plan de l'échantil-
ion et des changements démographiques. Les erreurs qui 
ne sont pas dues au sondage proviennent des réponses 
fausses, des refus de répondre, et d'un grand nombre 
d'autres erreurs de dépouiilement. 

Erreurs qui ne sont pas dues au sondage 
(I) Non-réponse 

II existe trois types de refus de répondre: le refus 
catégorique, le refus de foumir des renseignements pour 
un des questionnaires et le refus de répondre a certaines 
questions d'un questionnaire précis. 

11 est inevitable qu'au cours d'une enquéte, certaines 
personnes ne soient pas chez elles, et que d'autres soient 
en vacances ou refusent catégoriquement de four1ur le 
moindre renseignement. Ce sont les non-répondants. Dans 
cette enquête, tout refus de fournir des renseignements 
sur Ia composition du ménage (CFI) était globalement 
considéré comme un cas de non-réponse.

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also had higher non-response rates than families. 
However, there is no evidence to suggest that the 
distribution of individuals and families by income 
levels is significantly different for non-respondents as 
opposed to respondents and it is hoped that no serious 
lion-response bias exists in the estimates in this 
publication. In fact, the weighting procedure is 
designed to compensate for some of the effects of 
non-response as it takes into consideration the relative 
importance of groups with different characteristics. 

(ii) Response error 

To be able to provide accurate information, it is 
essential that a respondent can recall accurately certain 
past facts about his income, should understand the 
questions asked and be honest in his answers. If, for 
one of these or any other reason, an inaccurate 
response is recorded then an individual response error 
has been introduced. if the individual response errors 
occur in a systematic way, then estimates would be 
biased and even if the response errors are randomly 
distributed with zero mean, estimates are less reliable. 

it is felt that some income types such as 
investment income are less accurately reported than 
other types, for example wages and salaries. The 
personal income estimates of the National Accounts 
provide a comparison for a consistency check on the 
aggregate income by categoiy on some of the com-
ponents as estimated by the survey. These com-
parisons, which can only be considered very rough, 
suggest that survey coverage of wages and salaries is 
better than that of self-employment or investment 
income. Although response and non-response errors 
may account for this there is likely another more 
important reason. Since large amounts of this type of 
income are concentrated in a few hands there is a very 
low probability of such individuals being included in 
the sample. As a result the sample for estimating 
investment income is smaller than that for estimating 
wages and salaries. Therefore, its reliability will be less.

The monthly labour force sampling framework 

uses a stratified clustered sampling scheme. Sampling 
errors from such a complex sampling scheme are 
difficult to derive and are generally higher than the 
sampling errors of simple random samples of the same 
size.

v,Lriance of the sample estimates for labour force 
characteristics. This method is based on utilizing the 
difference in the estimates for the two parts of a 
specially designated paired area. 3  The same method has 
been adopted to provide estimates of the sampling 
error for income estimates. Although there is some 
concern about the use of paired areas chosen to 
estimate labour force characteristic variances to 
calculate variances for income estimates, estimates of 
the standard error4  of the average income are pre-
sented in a number of the tables. 

The "standard error of average income" pre-
sented in the statements should be interpreted as a 
rough guide to the precisionS of the estimated average

estimates have different meanings statistically. A precise 
estimate is not necessarily accurate since significant bias may 
result in a low standard error about the measured mean but a 
higher standard error about the "true" mean that was desired 
to be estimated. This is another reason why one must be so 
concerned with non-sampling errors.

For example, the standard error of average 
income for families in the Atlantic region is given in 
Table 2 as $189. The estimated average income 
plus/minus two standard deviations 95% of the time 
will contain the average obtained if the total popu-
lation was enumerated, i.e., the 95% confidence 
interval for average family income in the Atlantic 
region is the range from $8,766 to $9,522. 

Although estimates of the sampling variability of 
the proportions per income class were calculated for 
the same tables as the sampling errors of the averages, 
in order to save space, the results are not being 
published here. However, these estimates are available 
upon request. 

As a rough guide to evaluating sampling errors of 
percentages, our past experience indicates that errors 
for percentages derived from a stratified clustered 
sample are up to twice as large as those for a simple 
random sample of the same size. Statement A gives 
approximate estimates of errors of percentages for 
different sample sizes.

1 Methods of Estimation 

Survey data were used to prepare two sets of 
estimates, an estimate of the distribution of family 
units incomes and an estimate of the distribution of 
incomes of individuals. 

Incomes of Family Units 
Provincial estimates of the number of families 

and unattached individuals classified by family charac-
teristics were used to apply weights to the original 
sample. Weighting characteristics used were the follow-
ing: 

family size (whether unattached individual or a 
family of two or more); 
sex of the unit head; 
labour force status of the head (whether paid 
worker, self-employed - non-farm, self-employed - 
farm, not in the labour force). 

On the basis of the economic family definition 
employed in the Surveys of Consumer Finances, 
independent estimates of the number of family units 
by the above characteristics were developed on a 
provincial basis using special unpublished data from the 
1966 and 1971 Census and various other Statistics 
Canada sources. In the light of available information, 
the number of economic families at the time of the 
1972 Survey has been projected for weighting of the 
survey data. 

Original records totaling 11,835 were weighted in 
the above manner. It is estimated that there were

Incomes of Individuals 
For the individual estimates, at the first stage, all 

complete returns from persons aged 14 and over were 
used, including those who had no incomes; some of 
these individuals were members of families where other 
members did not answer the questionnaires. 

The original survey sample was sorted on selected 
characteristics and then built up to predetermined 
provincial estimates. Individuals not in the labour force 
were weighted by age and sex to the adult non-labour 
force population as estimated by the Labour Force 
Survey. Persons in the labour force were weighted by 
sex and labour force status (paid worker - employed, 
paid worker - unemployed, own account - non-farm, 
own account - farm). After these adjustments were 
made to account for the total population aged 14 and

Relationship of income Estimates to the 
National Accounts 

The income concept used in this report is similar 
to the monetary income received by private households 
as measured in the personal income series in "National 
Accounts, Income and Expenditure". Personal income 
is the total current income of individuals and private 
non-commercial institutions, such as charitable organ-
i7ations and universities7 Personal income includes 
uiiputed income as well as monetary income. Among 
the imputed items are labour income received in kind, 
imputed rents of owner-occupied houses, and imputed 
hanking services to individuals. Furthermore, some of 
the income components of the personal income series 
are not received directly by families and individuals 
during the year. Among such items are employer 
contributions to social security and pension funds, the 
investment income of life insurance companies and the 
investment income of industrial pension funds. The 
inclusion of such items in the National Accounts 
introduces differences in concepts between the Ac-
counts and the income distribution estimates. On the 
other hand, certain income components included in the 
income distribution have no equivalent in the personal 
income series. Examples are annuity income and 
retirement pensions. 

The survey estimates exclude income of families 
and persons whose income originates mainly in military 
pay and allowances and also incomes of inmates of 
institutions, persons residing on Indian reservations, 
Canadian residents temporarily abroad and families

Thus, 
besides differences in concepts the two series also 
differ as to coverage. 

Adjustments were made to the personal income 
series of the National Accounts for 1972 to make them 
as comparable as possible to the income distribution 
estimates and comparisons were made of the two series 
to determine to what extent the income distributions 
agreed with the National Accounts. 

In aggregate, wages and salaries, net income from 
self-employment, investment income and transfer pay-
ments as estimated in the income distribution series 
accounted for about 96% of the corresponding 
National Accounts aggregate after adjustments. As in 
the past, the survey estimates for some income 
components are better than for others. On wages and 
salaries the reconciliation is very close. On the other 
hand, transfer payments, net income from self-
employment and investment income in the income 
distribution series are under-estimated; they account 
for 73%, 69% and 68% respectively of the corre-
sponding components in the adjusted personal income 
series. In total, the differences may not appear to 
affect the end product to any substantial degree but 
the analytic value of some of the breakdowns is 
lessened because of these discrepancies.
