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Introduction 

Survey of Consumer Finances 
Statistics Canada has conducted household surveys 

of incomes of families and individuals on a periodic 
basis between 1951 and 1971 and annually since 
1972. The surveys were initially restricted to the 
non-farm population but starting with the income 
data for 1965 the surveys have used a sample 
representing virtually all private households in Cana-
da. 

Since 1972. the Survey of Consumer Finances has 
been a two-part programme comprised of annual 
surveys of consumer income and biennial surveys of 
income-related topics. In years ending with even 
numbers, the survey is conducted as a supplement to 
the April Labour Force Survey. The sample is large 
enough to generate income distributions of reason-
able accuracy for each province. The subject.matter 
Lontent of the survey is restricted to basic questions 
on income and work experience. In the intervening 
vars, the survey is conducted independently of the 
Labour Force Survey. The sample size is less than half 
of that of the previous year, and there is a cor-
responding reduction in the detail which is published. 
For example, data for the four provinces in the 
Atlantic region are combined into a single dis-
tribution. as are data for the three Prairie provinces. 
The questionnaire content is substantially expanded 
to collect in-depth information on various income-
related topics. This survey was a large sample year. 

The main concepts underlying the estimates have 
remained the same. The income concept has not 
changed since the first report was published for the 
year 1951. The family unit has also been defined 
consistently. 

The range of data handled by these surveys has. 
however, continued to expand to meet anticipated 
needs of data analysts and policy makers. Reflecting 
this, the contents of this publication have been 
modified periodically as required. Several new series 
of supplementary statistical reports have been in-
troduced in the course of recent years and a number 
of special in-depth studies dealing with selected 
survey topics have also been published.l Selected 
micro data files are also available for some of the 
more recent surveys, including the survey reported 
he re.

Introduction 

Enquéte sur les finances des consommateurs 
De 1951 a 1971, Statistique Canada a mené périodique-

ment des enquetes-ménages sur le revenu des familIes et des 
particuliers; depuis 1972, ces enquetes sont annuelles. A 
l'origine, seule Ia population non agricole était visée, mais les 
données sur le revenu pour 1965 et les années subséquentes 
ont été recueillies auprès d'un échantillon représentant 
pratiquement tous les ménages privés au Canada. 

Depuis 1972, l'enquete sur les finances des consom-
mateurs comporte deux volets: une enquete annuelle sur les 
revenus des consommateurs et une enquéte biennale sur des 
sujets connexes.

L'Cchan-
tillon est assez grand pour établir des repartitions suffi-
samment exactes du revenu dans chaque province.

The data in this report represent the distribution 
of family units existing at the time of the survey by 
the size of the money income received by them in the 
previous calendar year. There are problems in inter-
preting such cross-sectional data for purposes that 
require comparisons of life-tune incomes. Inequality 
of cross-sectional income distributions may appear to 
be greater than inequality measured on longitudinal 
data because cross-sections reflect incomes of families 
and individuals at different stages of their life cycle. 
Annual incomes are also subject to more random 
fluctuations than incomes measured over longer 
periods. 

Another problem relates to the fact that over time 
structural changes in respect to socio-economic char-
acteristics of families and individuals occur and 
confound Straight- forward comparisons of cross-
sectional distributions. Special analytic techniques 
have to be employed to account for these changes in 
order to arrive at valid conclusions about historical 
changes in inequality. 2  However, structural changes 
are usually slow to manifest themselves and direct 
comparisons of annual income distributions are valid 
for many purposes as long as they do not span a 
period longer than a few years. 

it should also be noted that due to the fact that 
the income concept utilized here is limited to money 
income only there may be consequences for cross-
sectional as well as over-time analyses. For example, 
substantial benefits are derived by families utilizing 
health and educational services and these are not 
accounted for in the present data. 3  On the other 
hand, distributions based on income after tax have 
been available since 1971 in the annual publication 
Income After Tax, Distributions by Size in Canada, 
Statistics Canada Catalogue 13-210. 

This report is based on the data collected by the 
Survey of Consumer Finances in the month of April 
1978. Information on incomes received in 1977 was 
requested from a sample of approximately 37,000 
dwellings. In terms of content, this report is basically 
consistent with the previously published reports 
based on the findings of large sample surveys. 
However, it should be noted that some new tables 
which present distributions by mother tongue and 
unemployment experience have been included in 
Section 1 and that Section 11, consisting of earnings 
and work experience tabulations, is new to this series 
of reports.

After publication of the previous report in this 

series for 1976, Catalogue 13-207, detailed data 
became available from the 1976 Census which indi-
cated that unattached individuals had been under-
estimated in the original weighted estimates. The 
1976 income sample weights were revised accordingly 
and tabulations reproduced. The revised tables 
showed a significant change for the all units universe 
(unattached individuals and families); however, sepa. 
rate tables for unattached individuals and families 
indicated very minor differences when compared to 
the original tables. These revised all units (families 
nd unattached individuals) tables for 1976 income 
v'pear in the Appendix of this publication. Also the 
!istorical tables for all units and for families and 
''iiattached individuals separately show revised data 

1976.

Après Ia publication du bulletin précédent de cette série 

pour 1976 (nO 13.207 au catalogue), le recensement de 1976 
a produit des données détaillées qui révèlent que le nombre 
de personnes seules avait été sous-estimé dans les estimations 
pondérées originales. Les pondérations du revenu de 1976 
ont ete révisées en consequence et les totalisations ont été 
reproduites.

SUMMARY 

income Distributions by Size, 1977 

Families 
The average income of families rose from $19,010 

in 1976 to $20,101 in 1977, an increase of 6% over 
the year. However, in terms of real purchasing power 
the average income decreased by 2%. Average incomes 
in the provinces ranged from a low of $16,050 in 
Prince Edward Island to a high of $21 ,600 in Ontario. 
The increase in the average income of families resident 
in metropolitan areas was 5% while families located 
in non-metropolitan areas had an increase of 9%. 
Average incomes in metropolitan and non-metro-
politan areas were $21,476 and $17,712 respectively. 

Some of the variability in the level of family 
income can be attributed to differences in charac-
teristics of families. Family income, for example, is 
closely related to the age of the head. Normally. 
family income rises until the head reaches middle age 
and then declines. Thus, in 1977, faniilies headed by 
young persons aged less than 25 years or by older 
persons aged 65 years and over received, on the 
average, considerably less income than those headed 
by persons aged 25 to 64 years. Education of the 
head is another factor which exerts a great influence 
on the level of family income. The average income of 
families whose heads had a university degree was 
almost twice that of families whose heads received 
schooling of eight years or less. 

Family size also tends to affect income. The 
average income of families with at least three income 
recipients was $28,317 compared with only $14,766 
for families with one income recipient. 

As was to be expected, the general rise in family 
income produced an upward shift in the distribution. 
The proportion of families receiving less than $5,000 
dropped from 6.7% in 1976 to 6.2% in 1977. In the 
upper part of the distribution, the proportion of fam-
ilies receiving $15,000 or more increased from 58.51/c. 
in 1976 to 63.8% in 1977. However, such compari-
sons over time have greater relevancy if carried out in 
terms of constant rather than current dollars as 
changes in the prices of goods change the purchasing 
power of currency. If in converting data to constant 
dollars the year 1971 is used as the base year, cor-
responding 1976 and 1977 proportions become 
15.7% and 15.2% for the "under $5,000" income 
class, and 30.4% and 31.0% for the "$15,000 plus" 
category.

Le revenu moyen des families est passé de $19,010 en 

1976 a $20,101 en 1977, soit une augmentation de 6%.

The average income of unattached individuals 

increased by 8% from $7,621 in 1976 to $8,254 in 
1977.   Average incomes in the provinces ranged from 
a low of $6,183 in New Brunswick to a high of 
$9,087 in Alberta in 1977.   In metropolitan areas, the 
average income of unattached individuals increased 
by 6% to $8,563 while that of unattached individuals 
living in non-metropolitan areas increased by 1 5% to 
$7,487. The proportion of unattached individuals 
receiving less than $2,000 rose from 1113% in 1976 to 
11.017o in 1977, while the percentage of those 
receiving $10,000 or more increased from 28.1% to 
32.6%. 

All Units 
The average income of all units (unattached 

individuals and families combined) increased by 6% 
from $15,849 in 1976 to $16,764 in 1977. It should 
be noted that the preponderance of unattached 
individuals at the lower end of the income scale 
exerts a downward pressure on the average income of 
all units. 

Individuals with Income 
The average income of all individual income 

ecipients increased by 5% from $9,265 in 1976 to 
$9,747 in 1977. Average incomes in the provinces 
ranged from a low of $7,060 in Prince Edward Island 
to a high of $10,463 in Alberta. The average income 
of individuals increased by 4% to $10,290 in metro-
politan areas and by 8% to $8,743 in non-metro-
politan areas.

Average earnings of 
males increased 17% to $12,690 while average female 
earnings rose 24% to $6,442.

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Statistics on Low Income

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Family 
The family in this publication is defined as a group 

of individuals sharing a common dwelling unit and 
related by blood, marriage or adoption. Thus, all 
relatives living together at tile time of the survey 
(April 1978) were considered to comprise one family 
whatever the degree of family relationship. No recall 
or adjustment was made to account for persons who 
were members of the family for part of the year and 
who left because of marriage, death or other reasons. 
Some family units existing at the time of the survey 
were not family units during the whole year - for 
example, a couple who married in the middle of 
1977. Aside from never married sons and daughters, 
other relatives most commonly found living in the 
household were married sons and daughters and 
widowed parents. 

The definition of the family used in the present 
study is a common definition of what constitutes a 
family - it is referred to as the "economic family" 
definition. It is recognized, however, that it is not a 
concept which is suitable for all studies which may be 
made in respect of families and that for many 
purposes a modified definition would be useful. In 
1ict, other definitions are employed for other pur -
poses. Demographic studies made in connection with 
Population censuses normally use a more restricted 
classification - the family consists of the husband, 
wife and any unmarried children resident with them, 
or one parent and unmarried children. 5  For budget 
studies, which investigate patterns of family ex-
penditure, the important criterion is whether or not 
persons living together pool their incomes for ex-
penditure purposes; that is, whether they constitute 
one spending unit or several spending units. In this 
definition, it is allocation of income as well as 
relationship which determines what constitutes a 
family (although in Canadian studies unmarried child-
ren are included as members of their parents' family 
and not treated as separate units), 

Unattached Individual 
An unattached individual is a person living alone 

or in a household where he/she is not related to other 
household members. 

All Units 
The term 'al] units" is used in the text of this 

eport to designate, collectively, unattached individ.

Individuals with Income or Income Recipients 
All persons aged 1 5 years and over who received 

any money income in 1977. 

Earner 
An earner is a person who received wages and 

salaries or net income from self-employment in 1977. 

Head of Family 
For the purposes of this report the head of a 

family is determined as follows: (I) in families con-
sisting of married couples with or without children, 
the husband is considered the head, (ii) in single-
parent families with unmarried children, the parent is 
the head, (iii) in single-parent families with married 
children, the member who is mainly responsible for 
the maintenance of the family becomes the head, 

in faniilies where relationships are other than 
husband-wife or parent-child, normally the eldest in 
the family is considered the head. 

Family Characteristics 
The classification "family characteristics" is based 

on the relationships and marital status of the family 
members. The major sub-category of families is 
husband-wife families. The remainder can be broken 
down into single-parent families, and all other types 
of families. The latter group contains families con-
sisting of two or more related adults such as brothers 
and sisters. Husband-wife families have been further 
subdivided into groups: (i) married couple only, 

married couple with single children only, 
married couple with relatives other than children 

only, and (iv) all other husband-wife families which 
consist of a married couple, married children and 
their families with or without single children or other 
relatives present. 

Family Life Cycle 
The classification "family life cycle" is similar to 

that by family characteristics in that it also groups 
fanaiies in two major categories: husband-wife 
families and other families. However, in this classi-
fIcation, husband-wife families are further broken 
down by the age of the head (under 45 years; 45 
years and Over) and the presence or absence of 
children under 16 years. 

Family Size 
Family size refers to the total number of persons 

in the family as constituted at the time of the survey, 
including both adults and children of any age.

The classification "area of residence" is based on 

the population size of the place where the unit resid-
ed at the time of the survey. Centres with a popula-
tion of 30,000 or over are classified as "metropolitan 
areas" and the rest of the country as "non-
metropolitan". The latter is further divided into 
non-metropolitan cities (with a population between 
15,000 and 30,000), small urban areas (under 
1 5,000), and rural areas. This classification is based 
on the 1971 Census classification of areas. 

Mother Tongue 
The variable "mother tongue" refers to the lan-

guage which an individual first learned in childhood 
and still understands. Data are presented by three 
categories: English, French and other. 

Education 
The classification "education" is presented in live 

ategories: (I) 0 to 8 years (0 to 8 years of primary 
nd secondary education completed); (ii) some high 
hooI and no post-secondary (9 to 13 years of 

.imary and secondary education completed); 
ii) some post-secondary (attended a post-secondary 

institution, university or non-university, but did not 
receive a degree, certificate or diploma); (iv) post-
secondary certificate or diploma (received a certif-
icate or diploma from a post-secondary institution, 
university or non-university); and (v) university 
degree. Some tables combine the second, third and 
fourth categories outlined above under the heading 
"secondary and some post-secondary". 

Tenure 
The classification "tenure" contains two cate-

gories: owners and renters. "Renters" also includes 
roomers, lodgers, and family units and individuals 
who received free lodging or who resided with 
employers. 

Employment Status 
The classification "employment status" is cate-

gorized by: employee, employer, own account and 
not in the labour force. The "employee" group 
:)nsists of employed and unemployed paid workers 
i the public and private sectors, unpaid family 
v)rkers and unemployed individuals looking for 
;ork for the first time. The "employer" category is 
)mposed of employed and unemployed individuals 

who operate their own unincorporated businesses

The 
category "not in the labour force" consists of 
individuals who are neither working nor looking for 
work due to school attendance or other reasons. 

The categories are based on the status at the time 
of the survey (Spring 1978) and are not necessarily 
the same as the status during the year 1977 for which 
income data were collected. 

Unemployment Experience 
The classification "unemployment experience" re-

fers to the number of weeks during which an 
individual was unemployed in 1977. "Some unem-
ployment" is defined as one or more weeks of 
unemployment in 1977. In Table 10, economic 
families have been classified by the unemployment 
experience of family members. The categories used 
are: (i) no one unemployed (composed of families 
whose members were employed for 52 weeks in 1977 
and/or did not participate in the labour force): 
(ii) head had some unemployment (consisting of all 
families whose heads had experienced some un-
employment in 1977 regardless of the unemployment 
experience of other family members); and (iii) some 
member other than head had some unemployment 
(containing families with heads not unemployed but 
with unemployed wife, child(ren) and/or other 
relative(s)). 

Occupation 
The classification of occupations is based on the 

standards developed for the 1971 Census. The occu-
pational categories are based on the status at the time 
of the survey, which may not correspond to the 
status during the year 1977. Because of sample 
limitations, the 21 major occupational groups are 
combined into 10 groups as follows: managerial, 
professional, clerical, sales, service, farming (including 
fishing, hunting and forestry - logging occupations), 
processing and machining, product fabrication, con-
struction, and transport. 

Labour Force Participant 
A labour force participant is a person aged 15 

years or over who worked or looked for work in 
1977. If a person neither worked nor looked for work 
at any time in 1977, he or she is not in the labour 
force. 

Full/Part-time Worker 
A full-time worker is a person who worked, mostly 

full-time, 50 to 52 weeks in 1977. A person who 
worked 50 to 52 weeks but mostly part-time or 
worked less than 50 weeks in 1977 is treated as a 
part-time worker.

Income and its Components 

Total Income 

The total income of a unit consists of income from 
the following sources: 

Wages and salaries. Gross wages and salaries before 
deduction for such items as income taxes, unem-
ploytnent insurance and pension funds, and ex-
cluding fringe benefits. Commission income re-
ceived by salesmen as well as occasional earnings 
for babysitting, for delivering papers, for cleaning, 
etc., are also included in this category. All income 
in kind such as meals or living accommodation is 
excluded. 

Where individuals received military pay in the form 
f reserve army pay, and where this was a minor 

p1ii of total income, such income was combined 
it Ii wages and salaries. 

Net income from self-employment. Net  income 
(gross income minus expenses) received from self-
employment either on own account or in partner-
ship in an unincorporated business or in in-
dependent professional practice. Included here is 
net income from operating a farm as well as that 
received from roomers and boarders. 

Net income from farming was to be reported by 
individuals who operated their own or a rented 
farm either on own account or in partnership. 
Field instructions specified that net income was to 
be calculated by subtracting farm operating expen-
ses and depreciation of farm assets from farm cash 
receipts. The latter were to include all money 
receipts from the sale of farm products including 
supplementary and assistance payments from gov-
ernments. Income in kind is excluded. 

The survey collected gross rather than net receipts 
from roomers and boarders since the estimation of 
net income in this instance is difficult: during 
editing, net income from this source was assumed 

he one third of gross receipts. Payments for 
urn and board received from relatives were not 

iicluded in income of the person receiving such 
yflents. 
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Investment income. Bond interest, dividends, mort-
gage interest, net rents, estate income, bank in-
terest and other investment income. 
Government transfer payments. All social welfare 
payments from federal, provincial and municipal 
governments such as Family Allowances, Old Age 
Security, Guaranteed Income Supplement, pen-
sions under Canada and Quebec Pension Plans, 
unemployment insurance benefits, workmen's 
compensation, training allowances, veterans' pen-
sions and allowances, mothers' allowances, pen-
sions to the blind and the disabled. Family 
Allowances are treated as part of the income of the 
parent or guardian who claimed an income tax 
exemption for the children concerned. 

Pensions. Retirement pensions, annuities and 
superannuation. 

6.Miscellaneous income. Scholarships, alimony and 
other items not specified or included in the above 
categories. 

Receipts Not Counted as Income 
Gambling gains and losses, money inherited during 

the year in a lump sum, capital gains or losses, 
receipts from the sale of property or personal 
belongings, income tax refunds (including provincial 
income tax credits), loans received, loans repaid to an 
individual as the lender, lump sum settlements of 
insurance policies, and rebates of property taxes and 
other taxes were excluded as well as all income in 
kind such as free meals, living accommodation, or 
food and fuel produced on own farm. 

Major Source of Income 
This classification involves a comparison of 

amounts received from the six sources of income 
defined above. The largest component is designated as 
the major source of income. For tabulation purposes, 
some major source categories were combined under 
one heading. For example, recipients who reported 
either wages and salaries or net income from self-
employment as their major source were grouped 
under the heading earned income. Similarly, recip-
ients who reported investment income, pensions or 
miscellaneous income as their major source were 
grouped under the heading other money income. 
Note that individuals and family units whose major 
source of income was military pay and allowances are 
excluded from all tabulations. 

Family Income 
Family income is defined to consist of incomes 

received by all individuals 15 years of age and over 
who at the time of the survey formed one economic 
family. Income data were collected from each mem-

Also, no recall or adjustment was made 
to account for income of persons who were members 
of the family for part of the year and who left 
because of marriage, death or other reasons. 

Families who had immigrated to Canada during 
1977 and had earned some income abroad and some 
in Canada were classified by their Canadian income 
only. Thus, some families are classified at incomes 
which are somewhat lower than actual receipts 
because income prior to arrival in Canada was not 
included. Income from abroad such as investment 
income or retirement pensions received by Canadian 
residents was included in the income. 

Income Tables 
The tables are presented in four major sections. 

The first section contains income distributions by 
size, the second section consists of earnings and work 
experience tabulations, the third section is devoted to 
tuiritiIe tables, and the fourth section presents 

istics on low income. 

All tables exclude family units and individuals 
soiose major source of income was military pay and 
allowances. Excluded also are inmates of institutions, 
persons residing on Indian reserves, residents of the 
Yukon and Northwest Territories and Canadians 
temporarily abroad. 

It should be noted that the sum of the column 
values in all tables may not add to the indicated totals 
due to rounding. 

In tables showing composition of income (i.e., 
Tables 27, 36, 47, 67, 73 and 78), the category other 
money income consists of pensions and miscellaneous 
income. In Tables 46 and 67, the major source 
category "other money income" includes units whose 
major source of income was investment income, 
pensions and/or miscellaneous income. 

The term "number of records" refers to the 
number of income respondents plus the number of 
records with imputed income details. This termi-
nology is used for the first time in this report to 
show the inclusion of imputed records in contrast 
to the term "sample size" to indicate income respon-
dents only. See "Sources, Methods and Estimation 
l'roceclures" for an explanation of this change in the 
methodology of estimation.

Section II. Données sur les gains et antécédents de travail 
Les données sur les gains et les antecedents de travail 

présentées dans les tableaux 68 a 71 sont nouvelles dans cette 
série de bulletins.

Section I. Income Distributions by Size 
This section consists of four parts: Tables 1 to 27 

show income distributions for families. Tables 28 to 
36 for unattached individuals, Tables 37 to 47 for all 
units (families and unattached individuals combined), 
and Tables 48 to 67 for individual income recipients 
aged 15 years and over. 

Three new tables have been included in Section 1. 
Table 14 for families and Table 64 for individuals 
present distributions by mother tongue, a variable 
which last appeared in Income Distributions by Size 
in canada, 1969, Catalogue 13.544, while Table 10 
for families presents distributions by unemployment 
experience, a classification previously presented in 
the Earnings and Work Experience reports. 

Estimated aggregate income of all units in Table 
47 is not identical with aggregate income of indi-
viduals in Table 67. There are some conceptual 
explanations for this difference; for example. in-
dividuals whose income came mainly from military 
pay and allowances were removed from the individual 
estimates whereas all families and unattached in-
dividuals whose major source was military pay and 
allowances were excluded from estimates for all units. 
These two exclusions account for different amounts 
of aggregate income. However, it is recognized that 
such a minor conceptual difference does not provide 
an adequate explanation for the entire difference; 
discrepancies between the two independent weight. 
ing schemes must account for most of the differ-
ential. 

Section II. Earnings and Work Experience Data 
The Earnings and Work Experience data contained 

in Tables 68 to 71 are new to this series of reports. 
Previously, these tabulations were released periodi-
cally in catalogued and non-catalogued reports. The 
inclusion of these tables in Section II will be an 
annual feature of this report, although non-cata-
logued publications devoted to a more comprehensive 
selection of Earnings and Work Experience tabula-
tions will still be available in "large" sample years. 

Section III. Income Quintile Data 
This section is divided into two parts: Tables 72 

to 76 provide data on families and unattached 
individuals, and Tables 77 to 82 on individuals with 
income. 

Quintile data were compiled by ranking weighted 
survey returns in ascending order by size of total 
income (in current dollars). Then the array was 
divided into five equal parts or quintiles.

was wages and salaries). 

in the family unit series quintiles were identified 
and tabulated for unattached individuals, families, 
and all units (unattached individuals and families 
combined). It should be noted that the ranking of 
units was performed independently (for these three 
populations) and the resulting data, e.g., for "all 
units" in the lowest quintile, are not simply the 
addition of families in the first quintile and un-
attached individuals in the first quintile. The same is 
true of "all individuals" - the data by quintiles are 
not a summation of "males" and "females" within 
the same quintiles but based on an independent 
ranking of persons with income. 

Section IV. Statistics on Low Income 
Data in Tables 83 and 84 were obtained by 

tabulating the survey file against low income cut-offs. 
The resulting "incidence" of low income indicates the 
percentage of families or unattached individuals 
which fall below the low income cut-offs. For 
instance, in Table 83, 11.2% of all families received 

77 income which was less than the applicable low

Section IV. Faibles revenus 

Les données présentécs dans les tableaux 83 et 84 ont été 
obtenues en totalisant le fichier de l'enquéte selon les seuils 
de faible revenu. Les chiffres qui en résultent indiquent le 
pourcentage de familles ou de personnes seules qui se situent 
en dessous des seuils de faible revenu. Par exemple, au 
tableau 83, 11.2 % de l'ensemble des families ont reçu en

These cut-offs, which were deter-
mined separately for families of different sizes and 
living in areas of different degrees of urbanization 
were designed on the basis of 1969 Family Ex-
penditure Survey data and were set at income levels 
where family units on average spent 621i or more of 
their income on food, shelter and clothing. Since 
1969, these cut-offs have been annually updated by 
the Consumer Price Index. 

LOW inconie cut-offs for 1977 are given in Text 
Table I.

Echantillon 
L'échantillon de l'enquéte de 1978 sur les finances des 

consommateurs était compose des deux tiers de l'échantillon 
de l'enquéte d'avril 1978 sur Ia population active (soit 
d'environ 37,000 logements). On trouvera une description 
détaillCe du plan de sondage, qui repose sur tin échantil-
lonnage aléatoire a grappes stratifié a plusieurs degrés. dans Ia 
publication intitulée Méthodologie de I'enquete sur Ia popu-
lation actii'e du Canada, 1976 (nO 7 1-526 au catalogue). 

L'échantillon représente l'ensemble des familIes et des 
particuliers au Canada sauf: (i) les residents du Yukon et des 
Territoires du Nord-Ouest, (ii) les membres des ménages 
vivant dans les reserves indiennes et (iii) les pensionnaires 
d'institutions 6 . 

Collecte et traitement des données 
L'enquete sur les finances des consommateurs étant un 

supplement a l'enquete d'avril sur Ia population active, les 
operations d'enquête courantes ont ete exCcutées en mettant 
a jour les renseignements démographiques relatifs a toutes les 
personnes faisant partie des ménages choisis et en posant aux 
personnes de IS ans et plus des questions sur leur situation 
vis-à-vis de l'activité pendant Ia semaine précédente et sur 
leurs antécédents de travail au cours de l'année prdcédente. 
Les interviewers ont ensuite livré des questionnaires a ces 
personnes en leur demandant de declarer des données 
détaillëes sur le revenu qu'elles avaient touchd pendant 
l'année civile 1977. Au cours de Ia période d'enquete, les 
interviewers ont repris les formules d'autodénombrement en 
se rendant au moms une fois de plus chez le ménage.

Le traitement et le contrãle des données sur Ia population 
active ont été faits en conformité des méthodes de l'enquete 
sur Ia population active.

Sample 
The sample for the 1978 Survey of Consunier 

Finances used two thirds (or approximately 37,000 
dwellings) of the April 1978 Labour Force Survey 
sample. A detailed description of this survey design, 
which is a multi-stage stratified clustered probability 
sample, can be found in Methodology of the cana-
dian Labour Force Sun'ey, 1976, Catalogue 71-526. 

The sample represents all families and individuals 
in Canada with the exception of the following: 

residents of the Yukon and Northwest Territories, 
members of households located on Indian reserves 

and (iii) inmates of institutions. 6  

Data Collection and Processing 

With the Survey of Consumer Finances being a 
supplement to the April Labour Force Survey. 
standard survey operations were carried out by 
updating the demographic information on all persons 
in the selected households and asking persons 15 
years of age and over questions concerning their 
I,ihour force activity during the previous week and 
work experience during the previous year. The 
nierviewers then dropped off questionnaires for 
hese persons requesting the completion of detailed 

income information for the calendar year 1977. 
During the survey period, the self-enumerated forms 
were picked up by the enumerator who made at least 
one more visit to the household. The questionnaires 
used in this survey are reproduced at the end of this 
report. 

The labour force data were processed and edited 
according to established Labour Force Survey pro-
cedures. The income data were manually pre-edited, 
loaded onto the computer data base and linked with 
the Labour Force Survey data. The data were then 
processed through the computer edit system which 
checks individual records for consistency and com-
pleteness. 

Response 
The sample consisted of 41.140 dwellings of which 

4,340 dwellings were vacant. Of the 36,800 occupied 
dwellings, 35,042 provided Labour Force information. 
The remaining 1,758 households either could not be 
contacted or refused to participate. Compensation for 
these non-responding households is described in 
"Weighting".

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The 35,042 responding households contained 
37,459 family units of which 25,907 provided com-
plete income details. There were 5,041 family units 
which supplied partial income details (i.e., at least 
one individual in the family provided usable income 
information) while 6,511 family units failed to pro-
vide all income details. This implies an overall family 
unit response rate of 65.6%. This figure is based on 
the assumption that the average number of family 
units per household is the same for both responding 
and non-responding households. Text Table 11 pre-
sents provincial response rates by type of area.

The 30,948 family units (25,907 units supplying 
complete income details and 5,041 units providing 
partial income details) contained 54,897 individuals 
15 years of age and over who received income for 
1977 with 47.541 individuals providing usable in-
come information. 

Imputation for Non-response 
In estimating income distributions 47,541 records 

were used in their originally reported form whereas for 
18,510 non-respondents who had failed to provide 
some or all income details, an imputation procedure 
was applied.

In the present report, the number of records in the 
tabulations includes records with reported income 
details and imputed income details. However, it 
should be noted that 385 individuals and 314 family 
units who were respondents but whose major source 
of income was nulitary pay and allowances have been 
excluded from the tabulations.

Weighting 
The estimation of population characteristics from 

a survey is based on the premise that each sampled 
unit represents, in addition to itself, a certain number 
of unsampied units in the population. A simple 
survey weight is attached to each record in the sample 
to reflect this representation. The primary corn-
pc)ncnt of this weight is the inverse of the sampling 
ttio which is further refined on the basis of 

:ographical considerations. The final step in the 
simple survey weight creation is the compensation for 
household non-response in the form of an inflation of 
the weight by the inverse of the household response 
rate. 

To improve the efficiency of survey estimates a 
ratio estimation procedure was adopted for the 
Survey of Consumer Finances. Independent estimates 
of population totals at individual and family levels 
were obtained primarily from Census and Labour 
Force sources. Adjustments for survey coverage were 
made to these estimates on the basis of data from 
other sources. The ratio of the independent estimate 
to the simple survey estimate of the population total 
was applied to the simple survey weight to obtain the 
final weight for each record. This procedure was 
carried out independently within categories defined 
on the basis of age, sex and class of worker/labour 
force status for individuals and within categories 
defined on the basis of sex, class of worker/labour 
force status of the head and size of the family for 
family units. 

Upon completion of the weighting, records for 
individuals with zero income were removed from the 
ndividual tabulation file, while records for family 
;iits with zero income were retained for tabulation

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Reliability of Estimates 
The estimates presented in this publication are 

derived from a sample survey. There are two types of 
errors present in an estimate based on a sample 
survey, namely sampling errors and non-sampling 
errors. Sampling errors occur because inferences 
about the entire population are made on the basis of 
information obtained from only a sample of the 
population. Non-sampling errors occur because it is 
not always possible to obtain and retain throughout 
processing an accurate or true response (value) for 
each sampled unit due to such factors as non-
response, response errors, processing errors, etc. The 
reliability of a survey estimate is thus determined by 
the combined effect of sampling and non-sampling 
errors. it is necessary to control the levels of both 
types of errors in order to derive precise and 
accurate 7  estimates from a sample survey. 

Sampling Error 
Estimates for the Survey of Consumer Finances, 

being based on a sample of households, are somewhat 
different than those that would have been obtained 
had the entire population been enumerated under the 
same survey conditions. The error so arising is termed 
the sampling error. Sampling errors are dependent 
upon the sample design, the sample size, the vari-
ability in the population and the method of estima-
t ion. 

The sampling error is an unknown quantity. The 
standard error of an estimate is a statistical measure 
of the sampling error. The fact that the Survey of 
Consumer Finances is based on a probability sample 
permits the estimation of standard errors directly 
from the sample data in spite of the complexity of 
the sample design. The estimated standard error also 
partially measures the effect of non-sampling errors 
but does not reflect any systematic biases in the data. 
The estimation of standard errors for the Survey of 
Consumer Finances has been patterned alter the 
corresponding Labour Force Survey model. It should 
be noted that records which were imputed due to 
non-response along with originally respondent records 
are used in the estimation of standard errors. 

The estimated standard error of average income is 
provided for most distributions in this report. It can 
serve as a rough indicator of the precision of the 
corresponding estimate of average income, if inter-
preted as shown below. For about 68 of the samples 

7 It should be noted that accurate and precise estimates have 
different meanings statistically. A precise estimate is not 
necessarily accurate since signilicant bias may result in a 
low standard error about the measured mean but a higher 
standard error about the "true" mean that was desired to 
be estimated. This is another reason why one must be so 
concerned with non-sampling errors.

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I which could be selected from the sample frame, the 
difference between the sample estimate of average 
income and the corresponding figure based on corn-
L)!ete enumeration would be less than one standard 
error. For about 95% of the possible samples the 
difference would be less than two standard errors and 
in about 99% of the samples the difference would be 
less than two and a half times as large as the standard 
error. For example, the standard error of average 
income for families in the Atlantic provinces is given 
in Table 2 as $198 and the estimated average income 
is $16,590.

estimated standard errors for the percentage distri-
bution of unattached individuals, families, all units 
and individuals with income by income groups. 8  

The estimated standard error of a percentage can 
be used to determine confidence intervals in exactly 
the same fashion as for the average income example 
above. For example, in Table 2 the $30,000 to 
$34,999 income group contains 7.0% of all families 
with an estimated standard error of 0.20% as shown 
in Text Table III. Thus the 95'% confidence interval 
for the percentage of families in the $30,000 to 
$34,999 income group is 6.6% to 7.4% (7.0 17c ± 2 x 
0.20%). 

Non-sampling Errors 
Errors may occur at any stage in the collection and 

processing of data for either a census or a survey. The 
net effect of these errors is termed the non-sampling 
errors. If individual errors affect the data in a 
systematic direction the bias so introduced reduces 
the reliability of the estimates. The existence of 
errors, even if they are randomly distributed with 
zero mean, adversely affects the reliability of the 
estimates. The careful design of the survey, the 
existence of quality control procedures and the 
monitoring of survey operations help to limit the 
magnitude of non-sampling errors for the survey. 

Data from the Survey of Consumer Finances are 
subject to the following types of non-sampling errors: 
(a) coverage error, (b) response error, (c) non-
response error and (d) processing error. 

Coverage error. This error may occur because of 
inadequate coverage of the population of interest 
and may be introduced at various stages from the 
creation of the survey frame to the data collection 
and processing stages. 
Response error. The response error is caused when 
an erroneous response for a desired information 
datum is obtained. This error may be due to a 
variety of factors among which are imprecise 
questionnaire design, the inability or unwilling-
ness of the respondent to accurately provide the 
information, the interviewer approach, an error in 
recording the response, etc. 
Non-response error. Despite attempts to obtain 
complete response for sampled units non-response 
is certain to occur to some extent in the survey 
due to such factors as the household members 
being on vacation during the interview period, no 
one being home when the interviewer visited the 
household, refusal to supply the requested in-
formation etc. For these individuals the missing 
data must be imputed either implicitly as in the

pondent record. The bias introduced by a non-

response compensation procedure is unknown but 
it is a function of the differences in characteristics 
between the respondent and non-respondent sub-
sets of the sample. Since the magnitude of this 
non-response bias is directly proportional to the 
level of non-response, attempts are made to 
minimize the non-response rate at the data col-
lection stage. 

(d) Processing errors. Errors may occur in any of the 
several stages of processing of survey data as for 
example, data entry, editing, weighting, etc. Well 
designed quality control procedures and continual 
checking of survey data during the processing 
phase keep this component of the non-sampling 
errors at acceptably low levels.

Relationship of Income Estimates to the 
National Accounts 
The income concept used in this report is similar 

to the money income received by private households 
as measured in the personal income series in 
"National Accounts, Income and Expenditure". Per-
sonal income is the total current income of in-
dividuals and private non-commercial institutions, 
such as charitable organizations and universities. 9  
Personal income includes imputed income as well as 
monetary income. Among the imputed items are 
labour income received in kind, imputed rents of 
owner-occupied houses, and imputed banking services 
to individuals. Furthermore, some of the income 
components of the personal income series are not 
received directly by families and individuals during 
the year. Among such items are employer con-
tributions to social security and pension funds, the 
investment income of life insurance companies and 
the investment income of industrial pension funds. 
The inclusion of such items in the National Accounts 
introduces differences in concepts between the 
Accounts and this survey. On the other hand, certain 
income components included in the income defini-
tion used here have no equivalent in the personal 
income series. Examples are annuity income and 
retirement pensions. 

Besides differences in concepts, the two series also 
differ as to coverage. The survey estimates exclude 
income of families and persons whose income origi-
nates mainly in military pay and allowances and also 
i'icmes of inmates of institutions, persons residing

Estimations du revenu et Comptes nationaux

du revenu en espèces des ménages privCs utiisée dans la série 
sur le revenu des particuliers de Ia publication "Comptes 
nationaux, revenus et dépenses".

In aggregate, survey estimates of the comparable 
income components (sum of wages and salaries, net 
income from self-employment, investment income 
and transfer payments) are approximately 94% of the 
corresponding National Accounts aggregate after ad-
justments. As in the past, the survey estimates for 
some income components are better than for others. 
The reconciliation is very close for wages and salaries. 
On the other hand, some transfer payments (unem-
ployment insurance benefits and miscellaneous gov -
ernment transfers) are underestimated: total transfers 
in aggregate account for about four fifths of transfer 
payments in the adjusted personal income series. 
Investment income and net income from self-em-
ployment are also underestimated, with each com-
ponent accounting for about three fifths of the 
corresponding components in the adjusted personal 
income series. In total, the differences may not 
appear to affect the end product to any substantial 
degree but the analytic usefulness of some of the 
income components is lessened because of these 
discrepancies.

Par contre, certains paiements de transfert 
(prestations d'assurance-chOmage et divers transferts gou-
vernementaux) sont sous-estimés; Ic total des transferts, 
en agrégats représente environ quatre cinquiêmes des paie-
ments de transfert dans les series sur le revenu personnel 
après ajustements. Le revenu de placements et le revenu net 
d'un eniploi autonome sont également sous-estimCs, chaque 
élénient représentant environ trois cinquièmes des éléments 
correspondants dans les series sur le revenu personnel ajustC. 
Au total, ii peut sembler que cette difference n'exerce pas 
une influence considerable sur le résultat final mais certaines 
ventilations y perdent en utilité analytique.
