Survey of Consumer Finances 
Statistics Canada has conducted household surveys 

of incomes of families and individuals on a periodic 
basis between 1951 and 1971 and annually since 
1971. The surveys were initially restricted to the 
non-farm population but starting with the income 
data for 1965 the surveys have used a sample 
representing virtually all private households in Cana-
da. 

Since 1972, the Survey of Consumer Finances has 
been a two-part programme in which annual surveys 
of consumer income are expanded biennially to 
include special income-related topics. In years ending 
with even numbers, the survey is conducted as a 
supplement to the April Labour Force Survey. The 
sample is large enough to generate income distribu-
tbins of reasonable accuracy for each province. The 
ubiect-matter content of the survey is restricted to 

basic questions on income and work experience. In 
the intervening years, the survey is conducted in-
dependently of the Labour Force Survey. The sample 
size is less than half of that of the previous year, 
and there is a corresponding reduction in the detail 
which is published. For example, data for the four 
provinces in the Atlantic region are combined into 
a single distribution, as are data for the three Prairie 
provinces. Also the questionnaire content is substan-
tially expanded to collect in-depth information on 
various income-related topics. This survey was a small 
sample year and collected information on individuals 
who received Unemployment Insurance benefits dur-
ing the previous calendar year. The data obtained from 
this component of the survey will be available later.

l)epuis 1972, l'enqute sur les finances des consom-
mateurs est un programme a deux volets prévoyant, tous 
les deux ans, l'élargissement des enquetes annuelles sur le 
revenu des consomniateurs pour englober des sujets con-
nexes. Au cours des années paires, l'enquëte s'ajoute a l'en-
quete d'avril sur la population active. L'échantillon est asscz 
grand pour établir des repartitions suffisamment exactes du 
revenu dans chaque province. Le contenu de l'enquète se 
limite a des questions essentielles portant sur le revenu et 
le travail. Au cours des années impaires, l'enquete est menée 
indépendamment de celle sur Ia population active. L'échantil-
Ion est réduit de plus de Ia moitié, cc qui restreint en consé-
quence la finesse des données publiëes. C'est ainsi que les 
données des quatre provinces de l'Atlantique sont présentées 
en une settle repartition, tout comme celles des trois pro-
vinces des Prairies. En outre, de nombreuses questions sont 
ajoutées au questionnaire afin de recueillir des renseigne. 
ments détaillés sur des sujets lies au revenu. L'enquëte de 
cette année portait sur un petit Cchantillon. On a obtenu des 
renseignernents sur les individus qui ont reçu des prestations 
d'assurance-chOmage au cours de l'année civile précédente. Les 
données tirées de cette composante de l'enquete paraitront 
plus tard. 

The range of data handled by these surveys has, 
however, continued to expand to meet anticipated 
needs of data analysts and policy makers. Reflecting 
this, the contents of this publication have been 
modified periodically as required. Several new series 
of supplementary statistical reports have been in-

Les données présentées ici portent sur Ia repartition des 
unites famiiales au moment de l'enquéte, selon la taille du 
revenu monétaire qu'elles ont touché pendant l'année civile 
précédente. U est difficile d'interpréter ces données transver-
sales si l'on veut comparer les revenus de toute une vie, 
L'inégalité des repartitions transversales du revenu peut sem-
bIer plus grande que dans Ic cas des donnCes longitudinales 
parce que les données transversales présentent Ic revenu des 
families et des particuliers a diverses étapes de leur cycle de 
vie. En outre, les revenus annuels sont exposésà plus de varia-
tions alCatoires que ceux qui sont mesurés sur de longues 
périodes. 

De plus, les caractéristiques socio-économiques des familIes 
et des particuliers changent avec les années, ce qui empeche 
les comparaisons directes des repartitions recoupées. Des

Le present bulletin est fondé sur les données de l'enquéte 
sur les finances des consommateurs réalisée en mai 1981. 
Les renseignements sur le revenu reçu en 1980 ont ëté recuei!-
us auprés d'un échantilon d'environ 17,200 logements. Le 
contenu de ce bulletin est essentiellement le méme que celui 
des publications antérieures qui se basaient sur les résultats 
d'enquétes réalisées auprès de petits échantillons.

The data in this report represent the distribution 
of family units existing at the time of the survey by 
the size of the money income received by them in the 
previous calendar year. There are problems in inter-
preting such cross-sectional data for purposes that 
require comparisons of life-time incomes. Inequality 
of cross-sectional income distributions may appear to 
be greater than inequality measured on longitudinal 
data because cross-sections reflect incomes of families 
and individuals at different stages of their life cycle. 
Annual incomes are also subject to more random 
fluctuations than incomes measured over longer 
periods. 

Another problem relates to the fact that over time 
structural changes in respect to socio-economic char -
acteristics of families and individuals occur and 
confound straight-forward comparisons of cross-
sectional distributions. Special analytic techniques 
have to be employed to account for these changes in 
order to arrive at valid conclusions about historical 
changes in inequality. 2  However, structural changes 
are usually slow to manifest themselves and direct 
comparisons of annual income distributions 
valid for many purposes as long as they do 
span a period longer than a few years. 

It should also be noted that due to the fact that 
the income concept utilized here is limited to money 
income only there may be consequences for cross-
sectional as well as over-time analyses. For example, 
substantial benefits are derived by families utilizing 
health and educational services and these are not 
accounted for in the present data. 3  On the other 
hand, distributions based on income after tax have 
been available since 1971 in the annual publication 
Income After Tax, Distributions by Size in Canada, 
Statistics Canada Catalogue 13-2 10. 

This report is based on the data collected by the 
Survey of Consumer Finances in the month of May 
1981. Information on incomes received in 1980 
was requested from a sample 01 approximately 
17,200 dwellings. In terms of content, this report is 
basically consistent with the previously published 
reports based on the findings of small sample surveys.

However, it should be noted that the income 

iuupings have been modified to reflect recent shifts 
H distributions. As much as possible, the new income 

isses have been designed to permit regrouping for 
comparison with previous surveys. 

For more detailed information on specific aspects 
of the survey, readers are requested to consult the 
sections on "Notes and Definitions" and "Sources, 
Methods and Estimation Procedures". In this report, 
the tables are divided into three main sections, 
namely, Income Distributions by Size, Income 
Quintile Data and Statistics on Low Income, The 
tabulations on income distributions and quintile data 
are presented for four different universes: families, 
unattached individuals, all units (families and unat-
tached individuals combined) and all income recipi-
ents. The low income statistics cover families and 
unattached individuals separately. For further details, 
refer to the section on Income Tables. A summary of 
the survey findings follows this introduction.

(familIes et personnes seules) et l'ensemble des particuliers 
ayant un revenu. Les statistiques sur les faibles revenus 
portent sur les familIes et les personnes seules prises séparé-
iiient. Pour obtenir d'autres renseignements, consulter Ia 
section des tableaux sur le revenu. Un sommaire des résultats 
de l'enquete suit cette introduction. 

Nota 

L'annexe de Ia présente publication expose les change-
ments en voie de mise en oeuvre dans l'enquëte sur les 
finances des consommateurs. Dans cette section, on présente 
une classification mise a jour des regions urbaines qui tient 
compte des chiffres de population du recensement de 1976, 
un concept élargi du revenu, qui comprend les credits 
d'impôt remboursables, et des seuils de faible revenu révisés 
fondés sur l'enquête de 1978 sur les dépenses des familIes. 11 
convient de signaler que le texte principal et les tableaux de 
Ia présente publication ne tiennent pas compte de ces change-
ments. La publication préliminaire de 1981 (qui présente les 
données de I'EFC de 1982) sera Ia premiere publication a 
refléter tous les changements dont il est question plus haut; 
dIe devrait paraitre en septembre 1982. Seuls les tableaux sur 
les faibles revenus seront produits en fonction des nouveaux 
et des anciens seuils pour un certain nombre d'années afin 
d'assurer une transition dans le temps.

main contents and tabulations of this report do not 
incorporate these changes. The 1981 preliminary 
publication (using SCF 1982 data) will be the first 
report that completely implements the above 
mentioned changes: it is scheduled for release in 
September 1982. Only low income tabulations will 
be produced on both the revised and old cut-offs for 
a number of years to provide a historical overlap.

Income Distributions by Size, 1980

Families 

The average income of families rose from $24,245 
in 1979 to $27,398 in 1980, an increase of 13% over 
the year. However, due to the rise in the consumer 
prices, the real gain in incomes amounted to only 3%. 
Average incomes in the regions ranged from a low of 
$21,501 in the Atlantic provinces to a high of $30,656 
in British Columbia. 

Some of the variability in the level of family in-
come can be attributed to differences in characteristics 
of families. Family income, for example, is closely 
related to the age of the head. Normally, family in-
come rises until the head reaches middle age and then 
declines. Thus, in 1980, families headed by young 
persons aged less than 25 years or by older persons 
aged 65 years and over received, on the average, con-
siderably less income than those headed by persons 
aged 25 to 64 years. Education of the head is another 
factor which exerts a great influence on the level of 
family income. The average income of families whose 
heads had a university degree was almost twice that 
of families whose heads received schooling of eight 
years or less. 

As was to be expected, the general rise in family 
income produced an upward shift in the distribution. 
The proportion of families receiving less then $5,000 
dropped from 3.99o' in 1979 to 2.8% in 1980, while 
the proportion of families receiving $20,000 or more 
increased from 57.6% in 1979 to 63.9% in 1980. 
However, such comparisons over time have greater 
relevancy if carried out in terms of constant rather 
than current dollars as changes in the prices of goods 
change the purchasing power of currency. After con-
verting the data into constant dollars (1971 base) no 
significant change can be detected between 1979 and 
1980 in the proportion of families with incomes 
"below $5,000" and "$20,000 plus". 

FamilIes 

Le revenu moyen des familIes est passé de $24,245 en 
1979 a $27,398 en 1980, soit une augmentation de 13 %. 
Cependant, en raison de l'augmentation des prix a la con-
sommation, l'accroissement reel du revenu n'a été que de 3 %. 
A l'échelle des regions, les revenus moyens se sont échelonnCs 
entre $21,501 dans les provinces de l'Atlantique et $30,656 
en Colombie-Britannique. 

Jusqu'à un certain point, le niveau variable du revenu des 
familIes est fonction des differences des caractéristiques 
familiales. Par exemple, le revenu familial est étroitement lie 
a l'age du chef de famille. De façon générale, il augmente 
jusqu'à ce que le chef atteigne l'age mUr; puis ii commence a 
diminuer. Ainsi, en 1980, les familles dont les chefs étaient 
ãgés de nioins de 25 ans ou de 65 ans et plus ont perçu en 
moyenne un revenu beaucoup moms élevé que celles dont les 
chefs avaient entre 25 et 64 ans. Le niveau de scolarité du 
chef est un autre facteur qui exerce une grande influence 
sur le niveau du revenu de Ia famille. Le revenu moyen des 
familIes dont les chefs avaient un diplome universitaire était 
presque deux fois plus élevé que celui des families dout Ics 
chefs avaient au plus huit ans de scolaritu 

Comme il fallait s'y attendre, l'augnientation génei:dc Uti 
revenu des families a entralné un déplacement vers Ic haut 
dans Ia repartition. La proportion des familIes recevant moms 
de $5,000 est passée de 3.9% en 1979 a 2.8% en 1980, tandis 
que Ia proportion des families recevant $20,000 ou plus est 
passée de 57.6% en 1979 a 63.9% en 1980. Toutefois, de 
telles comparaisons ne sont vrairnent valables que si dIes 
sont exprimées en dollars constants plutOt qu'en dollars 
courants, car le changement du prix des produits modifie Ic 
pouvoir d'achat des consornmateurs.

Unattached Individuals 

The average income of unattached individuals in-
creased by 10% from $10,375 in 1979 to $11,403 in 
1980, however in real terms there was no change. 
Average incomes in the regions ranged from a low of 
$9,144 in the Atlantic provinces to a high of $12,939 
in British Columbia in 1980.

All Units 

The average income of all units (unattached mdi-
villials and families combined) increased by 12% 
cm $20,164 in 1979 to S22,572 in 1980. After ad. 

justing for the increase in the Consumer Price Index 
there was no statistically signifIcant change. It should 
be noted that the preponderance of unattached indi-
viduals at the lower end of the income scale exerts a 
downward pressure on the average income of all units. 

Individuals with Income 

The average income of all individual income re-
cipients increased by 11% from $11,599 in 1979 to 
$1 2,817 in 1980. When adjusted for price increases, 
there was no significant change. Average incomes in 
the regions ranged from a low of $10,190 in the 
Atlantic provinces to a high of $14,132 in British 
Columbia. 

For males, the average income was $16,747, an 
increase of 10.6% from 1979 to 1980 and for females 
it was $8,242, an increase of 12.3%. 

Ensemble des unites 

Le revenu moyen de l'ensemble des unites (personnes 
seules et families) a progressé de 12% entre 1979 et 1980, 
passant de $20,164 a $22,572. Si l'on ajuste les données pour 
tenir compte de l'accroissement de l'Indice des prix a Ia 
consommation, on n'observe aucune variation statistique-
ment significative. 11 convient de signaler que le grand nombre 
de personnes seules a I'extrémité inférleure de I'Cchellc des 
revenus exerce une pression a Ia baisse sur Ic revenu moyen 
de l'ensemble des unites.

Si i'on ajuste Ies données pour tenir 
compte de l'augmentation des prix, on n'observe aucune 
variation significative. Les revenus rnoyens s'échelonnaien 
de $10,190 dans les provinces de I'Atlantique A $14,132 en 
Colombie-Britannique.

Statistique sur les faibles revenus 
(fondées sur les seuils de faible revenu révisés (1969)) 

En 1980, on estimeque 2.7 millions de personnes faisaient 
partie de families a faibie revenu ou étaient considCrées 
comme des personnes seules a faible revenu - ce qui représente 
une bajsse de 4.4% sur l'estimation de 1979 (2.8 millions). 
Cela signifie qu'en 1980, Ii .8 % de Ia population observCe 
avait un revenu inférieur aux seuils de faible revenu, com-
parativement a 12.4 % in 1979. 

La proportion de families a faible revenu est tombée de 
10.4% a 9.7% et celle des personnes seules, de 32.3% a 
29.1 %. Cette dernière variation est statistiquement significa-
tive, alors que Ia premiere ne t'est pas, le niveau de confiance 
étant de 95 %.

Statictics on Low Income 
on revised (1969) low income cut-offs) 

estimated that in 1980, 2.7 million persons 
.c. living as low income families or as low income 
unattached individuals a drop in numbers of 4.4% 
from the 1979 estimate of 2.8 million. This implies 
that in 1980, 11.8% of the population covered was 
living below the low income cut-offs compared to 
12.4% in 1979. 

Among families incidence of low income declined 
from 10.4% to 9.7%, among unattached individuals 
from 32.3% to 29.1%. The latter change is statistically 
significant whereas the former is not at the 95% level 
of confidence. 

The above observations are from data in Tables 64 
to 66 which are based on low income cut-offs derived 
from the 1969 Family Expenditure Survey updated by 
the CPI.4  In the appendix to this report another set 
of estimates is presented applying revised low income 
cut-offs derived from the 1978 Family Expenditure 
Survey. See a discussion and corresponding Tables I, J 
and K in the Appendix.

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NOTES AND DEFINITIONS 

Fanilies, Individuals and I heir ( liirie teti I ie 

Family 
The family in this publication is defined as a group 

of individuals sharing a common dwelling unit and 
related by blood, marriage or adoption. Thus, all 
relatives living together at the time of the survey 
(May 1981) were considered to comprise one family 
whatever the degree of family relationship. No recall 
or adjustment was made to account for persons who 
were members of the family for part of the year and 
who left because of marriage, death or other reasons. 
Some family units existing at the time of the survey 
were not family units during the whole year - for 
example, a couple who married in the middle of 
1980. 5  Aside from never married sons and daughters, 
other relatives most commonly found living in the 
household were married Sons and daughters and 
widowed parents. 

The definition of the family used in the present 
study is a common definition of what constitutes a 
family - it is referred to as the "economic family" 
definition. It is recognized, however, that it is not a 
concept which is suitable for all studies which may be 
made in respect of families and that for many 
purposes a modified definition would be useful. In 
fact, other definitions are employed for other pur-
poses. Demographic studies made in connection with 
population censuses normally use a more restricted 
classification - the family consists of the husband, 
wife and any unmarried children resident with them, 
or one parent and unmarried children. 6  For budget 
studies, which investigate patterns of family ex-
penditure, the important criterion is whether or not 
persons living together pool their incomes for ex-
penditure purposes; that is, whether they constitute 
one spending unit or several spending units. In this 
definition, it is allocation of income as well as 
relationship which determine what constitutes a 
family (although in Canadian studies unmarried child-
ren are included as members of their parents' family 
and not treated as separate ujts).7  

Unattached Individual 
An unattached individual is a person living alone 

or in a household where he/she is not related to other 
household members.

On dCfinit ici Ia famille comme on groupe de personnes 
qui partagent le métne logement et qui sont apparentées par 
le sang, par alliance on par adoption. Ainsi, tous les parents 
qui vivaient ensemble lors de l'cnquète (mai 1981) fornient 
une seule unite famjliale,quelquesoitleUr lien de parentC. On 
n'a effectué aucun rajustement pour tenir compte des 
membres d'une unite familiale qui ont quitté cette dernière 
pour une raison ou one autre (manage, décés, etc.). Certaines 
unites familiales qui existaient au moment de l'enquëte n'ont 
pas été des unites familiales pendant toute l'année (un couple 
qui s'est mane au milieu de 1980, par exemple).

Uhe term "all units' is used in the text of this 
rt to designate, collectively, unattached individ-

uals and families with two or more members. Table 
headings always specify whether families only or 
families and unattached individuals are included. 

Individuals with Income or Income Recipients 
An individual with income or an income recipient 

is any person 15 years or over who received some 
money income in 1980. 

Earner 
An earner is a person who received wages and 

salaries and/or net income from self-employment in 
1980. 

Head of Family 
For the purposes of this report the head of a 

family is determined as follows: (i) in families con-
sisting of married couples with or without children, 
the husband is considered the head; (ii) in single-
parent families with unmarried children, the parent is 
the head; (iii) in single-parent families with married 
children, the member who is mainly responsible for 
the maintenance of the family becomes the head; 
and (iv) in families where relationships are other than 
husband-wife or parent-child, normally the eldest in 
the family is considered the head. 

Family Characteristics 
The classification "family characteristics" indicates 

the composition of a family. The groupings used are: 
(i) married couples only, (ii) married couples with 
single children of any age, (iii) married couples with 
or without single children but with married children 
with their families or with other relatives, and (iv) all 
other families which include single-parent families 
and families consisting of two or more related persons 
such as brothers and sisters. 

Family Life Cycle 
The classification "family life cycle" is similar to 

"family characteristics" in that it also groups families 
in two major categories: husband-wife families and 
other families. However, in this classification, 
husband-wife families are further broken down by 
the age of the head (under 45 years; 45 years and 
over) and the presence or absence of children under 
16 years. 

Family Size

This classificatioii is based on the 
1971 Census classification of areas. 

Mother Tongue 
The variable "mother tongue" refers to the lan-

guage which an individual first learned in childhood 
and still understands. Data are presented by three 
categories: English, French and other. 

Education 
The classification "education" is presented in five 

categories: (i) 0 to 8 years (0 to 8 years of primary 
and secondary education completed): (ii) some high 
school and no post secondary (9 to 13 years of pri-
mary and secondary education completed); (iii) some 
post secondary (attended a post secondary institution, 
university or non-university, but did not receive a 
degree, certificate or diploma); (iv) post secondary 
certificate or diploma (received a certificate or 
diploma from a post secondary institution, university 
or non-university); and (v) university degree. Some 
tables combine the second, third and fourth cate-
gories outlined above under the heading "secondary 
and some post secondary".

the past five years. The "employer" category is 
composed of employed and unemployed individuals 
who operate their own unincorporated businesses 
with paid help, while individuals in the "own 
account group are employers without paid help. The 
category "not in the labour force" consists of 
individuals who are neither working nor looking for 
work due to retirement, school attendance or other 
reasons. 

The categories are based on the status at the time 
of the survey (Spring 1981) and are not necessarily 
the sanie as the status during the year 1980 for which 
income data were collected. 

Unemployment Experience 

The classification "unemployment experience" re-
fers to the number of weeks during which an individ-
iil was unemployed in 1980. "Some unemploy-
lent" is defined as one or more weeks of unemploy-

-ent in 1980. Economic families have been classified 
the unemployment experience of family members. 

i lie categories used are: (i) no one unemployed (com-
posed of families whose members were employed

Where individuals received military pay in the form 
of reserve army pay, and where this was a minor 
part of total income, such income was combined 
with wages and salaries. 
Net income from self-employment. Net  income 
(gross income minus expenses) received from self-
employment either on own account or in partner-
ship in an unincorporated business or in in-
dependent professional practice. Included here is 
net income from operating a farm as well as that 
received from roomers and boarders.

Earnings 

Earnings consist of income from wages and salaries 
and/or net income from self-employment, as defined 
above in "Total Income".

Refundable tax 
credits, either provincial or federal (child tax credit) 
are also not included as income. II 

Major Source of Income 

This classification involves a comparison of 
amounts received from the six sources of income 
defined above. The largest conponent is designated as 
the major source of income. For tabulation purposes, 
some major source categories were combined under 
one heading. For example, recipients who reported 
either wages and salaries or net income from self-
employment as their major source were grouped 
under the heading earned income. Similarly, recip-
ients who reported investment income, pensions or 
miscellaneous income as their major source were 
grouped under the heading other money income. 
Note that individuals and family units whose major 
source of income was military pay and allowances are 
excluded from all tabulations. 

Family Income 

Family income is defined to consist of incomes 
received by all individuals 15 years of age and over 
who at the time of the survey formed one economic 
family. Income data were collected from each mem-
ber and considered to be part of the Family's income 
even if certain family members belonged to another 
family unit for the whole or part of the preceding 
calendar year. Also, no recall or adjustment was made 
to account for income of persons who were niembers 
of the family for part of the year and who left 
because of marriage, death or other reasons. 1  2

Families who had immigrated to Canada during 
1980 and had earned some income abroad and some 
in Cailada were classified by their Canadian income 
only.

All tables exclude family units and individuals 
whose major source of income was military pay and 
allowances. Excluded also are inmates of institutions, 
persons residing on Indian reserves, residents of the 
Yukon and Northwest Territories and Canadians 
temporarily abroad. 

It should be noted that, due to rounding, col-
umns may not add to indicated totals. 

In tables showing coinposition of income (i.e., 
Tables 20, 24, 33, 52, 54 and 59), the category other 
money income consists of pensions and miscellaneous 
income. In Tables 32, 51,65 and 66, the major source 
category "other money income" includes units whose 
major source of income was investment income, 
pensions and/or miscellaneous income. 

The term "number of records" refers to the 
number of income respondents plus the number of 
records with imputed income details. This termi-
nology is used to show the inclusion of imputed 
records in contrast to the term "sample size" used in 
pre-1977 reports to indicate income respondents 
only. See "Sources. Methods and Estimation Pro-
cedures" for an explanation of this change in the esti-
mation methodology.

Section II. Income Quintile Data 

This section is divided into two parts: Tables 53 
to 57 provide data on families and unattached in-
dividuals, and Tables 58 to 63 on individuals with 
income. 

Quintile data were compiled by ranking weighted 
survey returns in ascending order by size of total 
income (in current dollars). Then the array was 
divided into five equal parts or quintiles. 

The exercise of determining quintile points and 
tabulating each of the five quintiles by different 
characteristics was performed in the individual series 
separately for male income recipients, female income 
recipients, all individuals in receipt of income, and 
for all individuals whose major source of income was 
wages and salaries. 

In the family unit series, quintiles were identified 
and tabulated for unattached individuals, families, 
and all units (unattached individuals and families 
combined). It should be noted that the ranking of 
units was performed independently (for these three 
populations) and the resulting data, e.g., for "all 
units" in the lowest quintile, are not simply the 
addition of families in the first quintile and un-
attached individuals in the first quintile. The same is 
true of "all individuals" - the data by quintiles are 
not a summation of "males" and "females" within 
the same quintiles but based on an independent 
ranking of persons with income.

Data in Tables 64 to 66 were obtained by tabu 
;ig the survey file against low income cut-offs. 

Fhe resulting "incidence" of low income indicates the 
percentage of families or unattached individuals 
which fall below the low income cut-offs. For instance 
in Table 64, 9.7% of all families received in 1980 
income which was less than the applicable low 
income cut-off. These cut-offs, which were deter-
mined separately for families of different sizes and 
living in areas of different degrees of urbanization 
were designed on the basis of 1969 Family Expendi-
ture Survey data and were set at income levels where 
family units on average spent 62% or more of their 
income on food, shelter and clothing. Since 1969, 
these cut-offs have been annually updated by the 
Consumer Price Index. 

Low income cut-offs for 1980 are given in Text 
Table I.

Sample 

The sample for the 1981 Survey of Consumer 
Finances conducted in May consisted of approxi-
mately 17,200 dwellings selected from the Labour 
Force Survey sampling frame. A detailed description 
of this survey design, which is a multi-stage stratified 
clustered probability sample, can be found in Meth-
odologv of the Canadian Labour Force Survey, 1976, 
Catalogue 71-526. 

The sample represents all families and individuals 
in Canada with the exception of the following: 

residents of the Yukon and Northwest Territories, 
members of households located on Indian reserves 

and (iii) inmates of institutions. 14 

Data Collection and Processing 

Interviewers listed all persons in the selected 
households and asked persons 15 years of age and 
over questions concerning their labour force activity 
during the previous week and work experience during 
the previous year. Then interviewers identified, 
through the use of screening questions, household 
members who received Unemployment Insurance 
benefits during the previous calendar year and left 
Supplementary Questionnaires related to their unem-
ployment. Finally, questionnaires were left for all 
persons 15 years of age and over requesting the 
completion of detailed income information for the 
calendar year 1980. During the survey period, the 
self-enumerated forms were picked up by the 
enumerator who made at least one more visit to the 
household. The questionnaires used in this survey are 
reproduced at the end of this report. 

The labour force data were processed and edited 
according to established Labour Force Survey pro-
cedures. The income data were manually pre-edited, 
loaded onto the computer data base and linked with 
the Labour Force Survey data.

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The 14,530 responding households contained 

15,487 family units of which 13,175 provided com-
plete income details. There were 597 family units 
which supplied partial income details (i.e., at least 
one individual in the family provided usable income 
information) while 1,715 family units failed to pro-
vide all income details. This implies an overall family 
unit response rate of 80.011b. This figure is based on 
the assumption that the average number of family 
units per household is the same for both responding 
and non-responding households. Text Table 11 pre-
sents provincial response rates by type of area.

a survey is based on the premise that each sampled 
unit represents, in addition to itself, a certain number 
of unsampled units in the population. A simple 
survey weight is attached to each record in the sample 
to reflect this representation. The primary com-
ponent of this weight is the inverse of the sampling 
ratio which is further refined on the basis of 
geographical considerations. The final step in the 
simple survey weight creation is the compensation for 
household non-response in the form of an inflation of 
the weight by the inverse of the household response 
rate. 

To improve the efficiency of survey estimates a 
ratio estimation procedure was adopted for the 
Survey of Consumer Finances. Independent estimates 
of population totals at individual and family levels 
were obtained primarily from Census and Labour 
Force sources. Adjustments for survey coverage were 
made to these estimates on the basis of data from 
other sources. The ratio of the independent estimate 
to the simple survey estimate of the population total 
was applied to the simple survey weight to obtain the 
fuial weight for each record. This procedure was 
carried out independently within categories defined 
on the basis of age, sex and class of worker/labour 
force status for individuals and within categories 
defined on the basis of sex, class of worker/labour 
force status of the head and size of the family for 
family units. 

Upon completion of the weighting, records for 
individuals with zero income were removed from the 
individual tabulation file, while records for family 
units with zero income were retained for tabulation 
purposes. 

Pondération

Reliability of Estimates 
The estimates presented in this publication are 

dcrived from a sample survey. There are two types of 
rrors present in an estimate based on a sample 

survey, namely sampling errors and non-sampling 
errors. Sampling errors occur because inferences 
about the entire population are made on the basis of 
information obtained from only a sample of the 
population. Non-sampling errors occur because it is 
not always possible to obtain and retain throughout 
processing an accurate or true response (value) for 
each sampled unit due to such factors as non-
response, response errors, processing errors, etc. The 
reliability of a survey estimate is thus determined by 
the combined effect of sampling and non-sampling 
errors. It is necessary to control the levels of both 
types of errors in order to derive precise and 
accurate 15  estimates from a sample survey. 

S 

Sampling Error 
Estimates for the Survey of Consumer Finances, 

being based on a sample of households, are somewhat 
different than those that would have been obtained 
had the entire population been enumerated under the 
same survey conditions. The error so arising is termed 
the sampling error. Sampling errors are dependent 
upon the sample design, the sample size, the vari-
ability in the population and the method of estima-
tion. 

The sampling error is an unknown quantity. The 
standard error of an estimate is a statistical measure 
of the sampling error. The fact that the Survey of 
Consumer Finances is based on a probability sample 
permits the estimation of standard errors directly 
from the sample data in spite of the complexity of 
the sample design. The estimated standard error also 
partially measures the effect of non-sampling errors 
but does not reflect any systematic biases in the data. 
The estimation of standard errors for the Survey of 
Consumer Finances has been patterned after the 
corresponding Labour Force Survey model. It should 
be noted that records which were imputed due to 
non-response along with originally respondent records 
are used in the estimation of standard errors. 

The estimated standard error of average income is 
provided for most distributions in this report. It can 
serve as a rough indicator of the precision of the 
corresponding estimate of average income, if inter-
preted as shown below. For about 68% of the samples

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Fiabilité des estimations

The standard errors for these major groups are 
smaller than those obtained from finer cross-classifi-
cations such as age and marital status in a majority 
of cases. However, no general rule as to the 
magnitude of the standard error can be applied. The 
standard error is not only a function of the number 
of records but also such factors as the geographic 
clustering of classifications and the weighting of 
sample records. 

The estimated standard error of a percentage can 
be used to determine confidence intervals in exactly 
the same fashions as for the average income example 
above. For example, in Table 2 the $30,000 to 
$34,999 income group contains 11.1% of all families 
with an estimated standard error of 0.33% as shown 
in Text Table Ill. Thus the 95% confidence interval 
for the percentage of families in the $30,000 to 
$34,999 income group is 10.4% to 11.8% (11.1% ± 2 x 
0.33%).

I N n-sampling Errors 
Irrors may occur at any stage in the collection and 
'cessing of data for either a census or a survey. The 

net effect of these errors is termed the non-sampling 
errors. If individual errors affect the data in a 
systematic direction the bias so introduced reduces 
the reliability of the estimates. The existence of 
errors, even if they are randomly distributed with 
zero mean, adversely affects the reliability of the 
estimates. The careful design of the survey, the 
existence of quality control procedures and the 
monitoring of survey operations help to limit the 
magnitude of non-sampling errors for the survey. 

Data from the Survey of Consumer Finances are 
subject to the following types of non-sampling errors: 
(a) coverage error, (b) response error, (c) non-
response error and (d) processing error. 

(a) Coverage error. This error may occur because of 
inadequate coverage of the population of interest 
and may be introduced at various stages from the 
creation of the survey frame to the data collection 
and processing stages. 

(h) Response error. The response error is caused when 
an erroneous response for a desired information 
datum is obtained. This error may be due to a

Non-response error. Despite attempts to obtain 
complete response for sampled units, non-response 
is certain to occur to some extent in the survey 
due to such factors as the household members 
being on vacation during the interview period, no 
one being home when the interviewer visited the 
household, refusal to supply the requested in-
formation, etc. For these individuals the missing 
data must be iniputed either implicitly as in the 
case of reweighting the respondent records or 
explicitly as in the case of assigning data to each 
non-respondent on the basis of a similar re-
spondent record. The bias introduced by a non-
response compensation procedure is unknown but 
it is a function of the differences in characteristics 
between the respondent and non-respondent sub-
sets of the sample. Since the magnitude of this 
non-response bias is directly proportional to the 
level of non-response, attempts are made to 
minimize the non-response rate at the data col-
lection stage. 
Processing error. Errors may occur in any of the 
several stages of processing of survey data as for 
example, data entry, editing, weighting, etc. Well 
designed quality control procedures and continual 
checking of survey data during the processing 
phase keep this component of the non-sampling 
errors at acceptably low levels. 

Relationship of Income Estimates to the 
National Accounts 
The income concept used in this report is similar 

to the money income received by private households 
as measured in the personal income series in 
"National Accounts, Income and Expenditure". Per-
sonal income is the total current income of in-
dividuals and private non-commercial institutions, 
such as charitable organizations and universities. 17  
Personal income includes imputed income as well as 
monetary income. Among the imputed items are 
labour income received in kind, imputed rents of 
owner-occupied houses, and imputed banking services 
to individuals. Furthermore, some of the income 
components of the personal income series are not 
received directly by families and individuals during 
the year. Among such items are employer con-
tributions to social security and pension funds, the 
investment income of life insurance companies and 
the investment income of industrial pension funds.

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flie inclusion of such items in the National Accounts 
introduces differences in concepts between the 
•\ccounts and this survey. Furthermore, certain in-
come components included in the income defini-
tion used here have no equivalent in the personal 
income series. Examples are annuity income and 
retirement pensions. 

Besides differences in concepts, the two series also 
differ as to coverage. The survey estimates exclude 
income of families and persons whose income origi-
nates mainly in military pay and allowances and also 
incomes of inmates of institutions, persons residing 
on Indian reserves, Canadian residents temporarily 
abroad and families resident in the Yukon and 
Northwest Territories. 

In aggregate, survey estimates of the comparable 
income components (sum of wages and salaries, net 
income from self-employment, investment income 
and transfer payments) are approximately 96% of the 
corresponding National Accounts aggregate after ad-
justments. As in the past, the survey estimates for 
some income components are better than for others. 
The reconciliation is very close for wages and salaries. 
On the other hand, some transfer payments (social 
issistance and other miscellaneous government 
transfers) are underestimated; total transfers in 
.tggregate account for about three quarters of trans-
er payments in the adjusted personal income series. 
investment income and net income from self-em-
ployment are also underestimated: the former ac-
counts for about three-quarters while the latter ac-
counts for about four fifths of the corresponding com-
ponents in the adjusted personal income series. In 
total, the differences may not appear to affect the 
end product to any substantial degree but the 
analytic usefulness of some of the income com-
ponents is lessened because of these discrepancies.

et dans les Territoires do Nord-Ouest. 

Dans l'ensembie, les estimations d'enquète des Cléments 
de revenu coniparables (total des salaires et traiternents, 
revenu net provenant d'un empioi autonome, revenu de place-
ments et transferts) représentent environ 96 % des chiffres 
globaux correspondants des comptes nationaux, aprês 
ajustements. Comme par Ic passé, les estimations de l'enquCte 
sont meilleures pour certains éléments du revenu que pour 
d'autres. L'équivalence est presque parfaite pour les salaires 
et traitements. Par contre, certains paiements de transfert 
(prestations d'assistance sociale et d'autres transferts gou-
vernementaux divers) sont sous-estimés; le total des trans-
ferts, pris globalement, représente environ les trois quarts des 
paiements de transfert dans les series sur le revenu personnel 
aprés ajustements. Le revenu de placements et le revenu net 
d'un ernploi autonome sont également sous-estimés, Ic 
premier représentant environ lestrois quarts et le second envi-
ron les quatre cinquiênles des Cléments correspondants dans les 
series sur Ic revenu personnel ajusté. Au total, il peut sembler 
que cette difference n'exerce pas une influence considerable 
sur le résultat final, niais certaines ventilations y perdent en 
utiité analytique.

TION STATISTICS 

Introduction 

No significant changes have been made to the 
framework of the Survey of Consumer Finances since 
the early 1970's. Starting with SCF 1982 (for 1981 
income) there will be a number of changes introduced 
to SCF data that will impact on some comparisons. 
The purpose of this appendix is to describe these 
changes and to provide overlap information on the 
old and new bases for 1980. These changes are: 

adoption of an updated urbanization classifica-
tion based on 1976 Census; 

introduction ofan expanded income concept to in- 
clude the federal Child Tax Credit and refundable 
provincial tax credits claimed at income tax time; 

(iii) a revision of low income cut-offs based on 1978 
national Family Expenditure data, the most 
recent available. 

In future years, the tables in all reports in the 
income distribution series will reflect these modi-
fications. 

MODIFICATIONS AUX STATISTIQUES SUR LA 
REPARTITION DU REVENU 

Introduction 

La structure do l'enquete sur les finances des consornma-
teurs n'a subi aucune modification importante depuis le 
debut des années 70. A compter de I'EFC de 1982 (portant 
sur le revenu de 1981), on apportera un certain nombre de 
modifications aux données de I'EFC, lesquelles auront un 
effet sur certaines comparaisons. La présente annexe a pour 
but de décrire ces changements et de fournir des renseigne-
ments sur ]e chevauchenient de l'ancienne et de Ia nouveile 
base pour 1980.   Voici en quoi consistent ces changements: 

adoption d'une nouvelle classification selon Ia taille de Ia 
region de residence, fondee sur los donnCes du recense-
ment de 1976: 
introduction d'un concept élargi du revenu, de façon a 
inclure le credit d'impOt fédëral pour enfants et los credits 
d'impôt provinciaux remboursables réclamCs au moment 
de l'établissement de Ia declaration d'impôt:

Par consequent, on estime que Ia 
misc en oeuvre, a ce stade-ci, de Ia nouvelle classification 
fondée sur les chiffres de population de 1976 constitue une 
amelioration par rapport all système actuel. 

Les tableaux A a D montrent ce qui se produit lorsqu'on 
classe Ia region de residence en fonction des chiffres de 
population do recensement de 1976 au lieu de ceux du 
reccnsement de 1971. Comme on peut s'y attendre lorsqt ii 
y a accroissement démographique, les centres urbains oiit 

génCralement tendance a passer au groupe de taille supéricn 
suivant. Selon les chiffres du recensement de 1971, seti1c 
Montréal, Toronto, Winnipeg et Vancouver entraient dans Ia 
categoric "500,000 habitants et plus". Entre les recense-
ments de 1971 et 1976, cette catégorie s'est accrue d'une 
façon appreciable, puisque Québec, Ottawa, Hamilton - 
Burlington et Edmonton y sont passées. Ces viles prove-
naient toutes de Ia categorie "100.000 a 499,999 habitants", 
laquelle comprend maintenant St. John's, Halifax, Saint 
John, Chicoutinli - Jonquièrc, Sherbrookc, I-lull, Thunder 
Bay, Oshawa, St. Catharines-Niagara, London, Windsor, 
Kitchener.Waterloo, Sudbury, Regina, Saskatoon, Calgary 
et Victoria. Cette dernière categoric a accuse un recul, car Ia 
perte n'a pas Cté compensée par l'acquisition d'autres villes 
provenant de Ia categoric "30,000 a 99,999 habitants". 
Toutefois, Ia catégorie "30.000 a 99,999 habitants" a aug. 
mentC par suite de l'acquisition de viles provenant de Ia 
catCgorie "15.000 a 29,999 habitants". Enfin, la catégorie 
"is,000 a 29,999 habitants" a diminué dans l'ensemble, 
puisqu'il n'y a eu aucun changement dans les derniers 
groupes, soit les "petites regions urbaines" et les "regions 
rurales". La reclassification de ces groupes importants de 
familIes et de particuliers exerce on effet mixte sur Ia réparti-
tion do revenu dans certains cas, elle fait monter les revenus 
nioyens et, dans d'autres, elle les fait baisser. Les données des 
tableaux A a D sont destinées a servir de transition afin 
d'aider les utilisateurs a établir des comparaisons Itistoriques 
dans I'avenir. La classification selon la taille de 1976 scra 
utilisée a compter de Ia parution des donnécs de 1981.

residence classification is based on 1971 Census data. 
However, as is indicated by the 1976 Census, most 
areas have experienced a change in population and 
boundaries. The Survey of Consumer Finances area 
of residence classification is being re-based to reflect 
the more recent 1976 Census population figures only. 
Boundary changes based on the 1976 Census cannot 
be implemented for the SCF because the survey de-
pends on the sample design which is fixed in terms of 
the 1971 boundaries. An examination of 1976 Census 
data indicates that only a few urban areas would 
move into a different urbanization class when 1976 
rather than 1971 boundaries are used. Therefore it is 
felt that introducing the new classification based on 
1976 population counts at this time is an improve-
ment on the current system of classification. 

Tables A to D demonstrate the effect of basing the 
area of residence classification on the 1976 Census 
population counts as compared to the 1971 Census. 
As can be expected from an increase in population, 
there is a general trend of centres moving into the 
next (larger) size category. Based on 1971 Census 
figures, only Montréal, Toronto, Winnipeg and 
Vancouver fell into the class of "centres with popula-
tion 500,000 and over". Between the 1971 and 
1976 Census this category increased substantially 
with the movement of Québec, Ottawa. Hamilton-
Burlington, and Edmonton into the "500,000 and 
over" category. These additional centres all moved 
from the "100,000 to 499,999" category which now 
includes St. John's, Halifax, Saint John, Chicoutimi-
Jonquière, Sherbrooke, Hull, Thunder Bay, Oshawa, 
St. Catharines -Niagara, London, Windsor, Kitchener - 
Waterloo, Sudbury, Regina, Saskatoon, Calgary and 
Victoria. This category actually experienced a decrease 
since the exodus was not off set by other centres 
moving into this category from the "30,000 to 
99,999" group. However, the "30,000 to 99,999" 
group increased as a result of the movement from 
areas with population "15,000 to 29099". Finally, 
the group "15,000 to 29,999" decreased in aggregate 
since there were no changes in the last groups "small 
urban areas" and "rural areas". The reclassification 
of these substantial groups of families and individuals 
has mixed effects on income distributions; in some 
cases it raises average incomes, in other cases lowers 
them. The data presented in Tables A to D are to 
serve as an overlap to assist users in making historical 
comparisons in the future. Starting with data for 1981 
the 1976 size classification will be used. Income 
distributions for 1981 and subsequent odd years will 
be published by categories as shown in Tables A to D.

In alternate even years (e.g., income for 1982) the 
cld terminology designating areas with 30,000 plus 
inhabitants as "metropolitan" will be dropped and a 
major break at the 100,000 population mark estab-
lished. Due to smaller samples for these survey years, 
only two categories can be published, not all five. 
Neither will the terminology "non-metropolitan" be 
used any longer for subtotaling the three categories in 
"large" sample years i.e., odd years; subtotals at the 
100,000 population mark will replace it.

Expanded Income Concept 

The income concept as defined in this report' 
excludes benefits received by many Canadians through 
the operation of the federal Child Tax Credit program 
and various provincial tax credits that operate through 
the income tax system (for example, the property tax 
credits for Ontario and Manitoba). These tax credits 
have the characteristic that they are received as cash 
in the form of an income tax refund by many Cana-
dians who had no income tax liability. These tax 
credits are called refundable tax credits to reflect the 
fact that benefits are paid to individuals even when 
there is no income tax liability (other tax credits 
tppiy only to the extent that they reduce income tax 
liability to zero and are considered a reduction in tax 
ayable). 

With the existence of these tax credits, the income 
tax system is now being used as a delivery mechanism 
to provide benefits that might have been provided 
directly by means of a government expenditure pro-
gram. In the latter case the benefit would have been 
included under the current income definition. In 
order to recognize the substitutability between these 
tax credits and the traditional government transfer 
payments (such as the Old Age Security/Guaranteed 
Income Supplement and Family Allowances) it has 
been decided to expand the income concept to include 
the value of these tax credits. 2  For 1980 the tax 
credits included in the expanded income concept are 
the federal Child Tax Credit and the tax credits in 
Ontario, Manitoba, Alberta and British Columbia that 
operate through the income tax system. For the 1980 
taxation year, the most important parameters for each 
tax credit in the expanded income concept were: 

See Notes and Definitions" for the precise definition of 
the current income concept. Although information on 
provincial tax credits has been collected in the Survey of 
Consumer Imances since the early 1970's it has not been 
possible, for various reasons, to include the amounts as 
income until now. 
\iiother approach would be to not alter the income concept 

to change the definition of taxes paid to reflect these 
\ credits in the determination of income after tax, (see

.alogue 13-210). However, this procedure would limit 

relevancy and usefulness of the money income concept. 

Concept élargi du revenu 

Tel qu'il est défini dans Ia présente publication. le concept 
du revenu' exclut les montants reçus par de nombreux Ca-
nadiens dans le cadre du programme fCddral de credit d'irnpôt 
pour enfants ainsi que divers credits d'impOt provinciaux 
verses dans le cadre du système d'imposition (par exemple, 
les credits dimpot foncier de l'Ontario et du Manitoba). Ces 
credits d'impôt se caractérisent par des montants en espèces 
reçus sous forme d'un remboursernent d'impOt sur Ic revenu 
par de nombreux Canadiens qul n'avaicnt pas d'impôt a 
payer. On les appelle des credits d'impOt remboursables parce 
que les montants sont verses aux personnes. mCrne si elles 
n'ont pas d'impôt a payer (les autres credits d'impOt ne 
s'appliquent que dans Ia mesure øü ils réduisent l'impot a 
payer a zero et sont considCrés comme une reduction de 
I'impOt A payer). 

Grace a ces credits d'impôt, le système d'imposition est 
maintenant utilisC comme mécanisme de prestation de credits 
qui auraient Pu Ctre fournis directement aux termes d'un pro.

Les credits d'impOt compris dans le concept élargi du 
revenu sont ceux qui se rapportent a l'année d'imposition 
correspondant a l'année de référence du revenu. II ne s'agit 
pas des montants reçus au cours de l'année de référence du 
revenu. Toutefois, pour garantir Ia fiabilitd des données, 
l'enquéte sur les finances des consommateurs recueille des 
renseignements sur le credit d'impôt pour enfants et les 
credits d'impôt provinciaux qui se rapportent a l'année 
d'imposition; ces credits sont habituellement reçus pendant 
l'année qui suit l'année de référence de l'enquéte sur les 
finances des consornmateurs 3 . Cette façon de procéder corn-
porte des limites si les paramètres des credits d'impOt provin-
ciaux changent beaucoup d'une année a l'autre, ou encore si 
un nouveau programme est établi ou un ancien aboli. Les 
paramètres des credits d'impOt provinciaux ont effectivement 
change d'une année a l'autre, mais il ne s'agit genéralement 
que de changements mineurs. Si un nouveau programme est 
créC, Ic montant ne sera pas inclus Ia premiere année s'il 
peut We clairement identifié (par exemple, le credit d'impOt 
pour enfants ne sera pas compte comme revenu en 1978 
parce que cela ne manquerait pas de surestimer le revenu de 
1978).

Canada - The Child Tax Credit is a maximum of 
$238 per eligible child. 
Ontario - Maximum amount per individual less than 
65 years of age is $500 consisting of Property and 
Sales Tax Credits. 
Manitoba -- Total amount of tax credit consists of 
Cost of Living tax credit (3% of personal exemption 
minus 1% of family net income) and the Property 
Tax Credit (a maximum of $475). 
Aiberta - Total amount of tax credit constitutes the 
Renter Assistance Credit for non.elderly (maximum 
of $250). 
British Columbia - Total amount of tax credit is the 
Renters Tax Credit (maximum of $150). 

The tax credit amounts included in the expanded 
income concept are those in respect to the taxation 
year corresponding to the reference year for income. 
This is not the amount received in the income refer-
ence year. However, for data reliability reasons the 
Survey of Consumer Finances collects the Child Tax 
Credit and the Provincial Tax Credits applicable to the 
taxation year; these tax credits are usually received 
the year after the Survey of Consumer Finances 
reference year. 3  This procedure has limitations if 
provincial tax credit parameters change significantly 
from one year to the next or if a new program is 
developed or an old one eliminated. Although there 
have been changes in parameters of provincial tax 
credits from year to year, they have been generally 
quite small. If a new program is created the amount 
would not be included in the first year if it can be 
clearly identified (for example, Child Tax Credit 
would not be included as income in 1978 since it 
would clearly over-estimate 1978 income). If a pro-
gram is eliminated, the amount cannot be included as 
income in the reference year since data on provincial 
tax credits are currently collected in respect to the 
taxation year (for example, the elderly in Ontario 
actually received tax credits in 1980 in respect to 
1979 taxation year). 4

liability. 5  It is felt that this treatment results in a 
similar treatment for all tax credits which is easier to 
understand and is symmetrical to the treatment for 
government transfer payments since government 
transfer payments are not reported net of tax payable. 
As well, to implement an alternative procedure at this 
time presents considerable operational problems. 

In order to maintain historical comparability 
(especially for male and female income recipients), a 
decision has been made that a tax credit alone will 
not change the current status of an income recipient. 
This point is most significant in respect to the Child 
Tax Credit where the female parent is usually the 
recipient of the credit. In cases where tax credits are 
the only income source for the individual, the amounts 
are generally transferred to the spouse - similar to 
the treatment of Family Allowances that has been in 
effect since the beginning of income distribution 
series. 

Finally, it should be noted that only tax credit 
amounts as received through the income tax system 
are included in the expanded income concept. Conse-
quently any property tax rebates that result in reduc-
1i&ns in property taxes payable are not included in 
dw expanded income concept. 

Four tables, Tables E, F, G and H corresponding 
fables 2, 22, 26 and 37 of the main body of this 

report, are presented to show the effect of the ex-
panded income concept on the income distribution 
statistics.

En dernier lieu,ii convient de souligner que seuls les credits 
d'impôt reçus dans Ic cadre du système d'imposition sont 
compris dans Ic concept élargi du revenu.

The overall effect of the inclusion of refundable 
tax credits on the income distribution is not drastic; 
in terms of average income the new broader concept 
yields an estimate of ½% to 1% higher than the old 
one, and in terms of the median - approximately 1% 
is added to the estimate. This implies that, as ex-
pected, more tax credits go to the lower end of the 
income distribution than to the higher income groups: 
also, families receive more benefits than unattached 
individuals - clearly due to the non-applicability of 
the Child Tax Credit to the latter group. Distributions 
of different other subgroups of the population are 
also affected in a somewhat differential fashion but in 
all cases the refundable tax credits are a small addition 
to total money income as defined up to now. 

I r the low income population this treatment is appro-
'nate since the tax liability is generally nil or very low. In 

:nany other husband-wife families this treatment is also 
)propriate as the wife is the recipient of the Child Tax 
tdit although the husband may pay income taxes, i.e., 

-Ile person in family receives a cash benefit, another 
.'nnber pays the taxes. 

L'effet global de J'inclusion des credits d'impOt rembour-
sables sur Ia repartition du revenu n'est pas radical; pour ce 
qui est do revenu moyen, Ic nouveau concept élargi donne 
lieu a une estimation de ½ % a I % plus élevée que l'ancienne 
et, pour cc qui est de Ia médiane, l'estimation augmente 
d'environ I %. Cela signifle que, comme on pouvait s'y 
attendre, davantage de credits d'inipOt vont a I'extrémité 
inférieure de l'échelle des revenus qu'aux tranches supé-
rieures; de plus, les families reçoivent plus d'argent que les 
personnes settles - sQrement parce que Ic credit d'impôt 
pour enfants ne s'applique pas a ces dernières.

Historiq U 

En 1 90 8 , Statistiquc Canada a établi des sculls de faible 
revenu a Ia luniière des données sur Ic revenu tirées du recen-
sement de 1961, et de Ia tendance des dépenses des families 
observée a l'échelle nationale en 1959. A partir de 1961, ces 
seuils ont été mis a jour chaque année en fonction des varia-
tions de prix révélées par I'indice des prix ala consommation; 
en 1973, ils ont été revisEs a Ia lumiEre de i'enquete nationale 
suivante sur les dépenses, qui portait sur i'annEe 1969. Ces 
seuils révisés ont étE mis a jour en fonction de l'IPC chaque 
année depuis 1969 6 . Comme notis disposons maintenant de 
données plus récentes sur les dépenses des familles canadiennes 
pour 1978, nous pouvons reviser de nouveau l'ensembie des 
seuils de faible revenu de façon a tenir compte des tendances 
des dEpenses et des niveaux de vie les plus rEcents. 

La nature des sculls de faible revenu étant génEralement 
mal comprise, il serait utile d'expliquer clairement en quoi ils 
consistent. Comme Ic lecteur le verra dans Ia description 
détailléc que nous donnons ci-aprEs, les seuils de faible 
revenu ne sont pas des seuils de pauvreté et ne doivent pas 
Etre interprEtEs comme tels. L'Etablissement de sculls de 
pauvretE iniplique nEcessairement un jugement de valeur 
quant au niveau de revenu minimum en dessous duquel in 
particulier ou une famiie serait gEnéralement consid.i 
comme "pauvre". Or, nous n'avons pas tenté, ni maintenin 
ni prCcédemment, de porter un tel jugement lorsqu'il s'est 
d'Ctablir les scuils de faible revenu.

Background 

Statistics Canada's low income cut-offs were intro-
duced in 1968 based on 1961 Census income data 
and 1959 national family expenditure patterns. They 
were updated each year from 1961 based on price 
changes as reflected in the Consumer Price Index, and 
were revised in 1973 based on the next national 
expenditure survey, which had been taken for 1969. 
These revised cut-offs have been updated by the CPI 
each year since 1969. 6  With the advent of more 
recent national family expenditure data for 1978, it 
is again possible to revise the set of low income cut-
offs to reflect more recent expenditure patterns and 
levels of living. 

Given rather widespread misunderstanding con-
cerning the nature of the cut-offs, it is useful to spell 
out unambiguously what they are and what they are 
not. As will be apparent from the detailed description 
below, the cutoffs are not poverty lines and should 
not be so interpreted. The setting of poverty lines 
necessarily involves a value judgement as to the level 
of minimum income below which an individual or 
family would generally be regarded as "poor". No 
such judgement has been attempted now or previously 
in constructing the low income cut-offs. Rather, these 
cutoffs were designed in response to the need to 
quantify the numbers and characteristics of indi-
viduals and families falling into the lowest income 
category - defined in relative terms taking into 
account current overall levels of living. The low 
income cut-offs do not take into account a number of 
important factors such as wealth (e.g., home owner-
ship and mortgage indebtedness), access to subsidized 
goods and services, future earnings potential, etc., and 
as a result, while many individuals or families falling 
below the cut-offs would be considered in "poverty" 
by almost any Canadian standard, others would be 
deemed by most to be in quite comfortable circum-
stances. 

The low income cut-off calculations are based on a 
methodology which requires the existence of national 
family expenditure data. Had such data been available 
annually, the low income cut-offs could have been 
recalculated annually in order to reflect overall 
changes in relative levels of living. However, national 
family expenditure data have only been produced for 
1959, 1969 and 1978. Between these years the cut-
offs could only be updated through the use of the 
CPI, which could reflect the impact of inflation but 
not improvements (or declines) in the levels of living 
brought about by changes in real incomes. In effect, 
the 1969 and now the 1978 expenditure data permit

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the recalibration of the standard against which subse-
(luent changes are measured; thus, the 1969-based 
data correspond to a "standard" quite different from 
that obtained using 1978 expenditure data. 

To summarize, the cut-offs identify the lowest 
income groups across different family types. Since 
the general level of living increased between 1969 and 
1978 (that is, families spent less of their incomes on 
the necessities of food, shelter and clothing), it is 
natural that the 1978-based low income cut-offs also 
increased; and consequently, the percentage of 
families and individuals falling below the revised, 
higher cut-offs is higher. Of course, this cannot be 
interpreted as an increase in "poverty" it is only an 
arithmetic consequence of the fact that the general 
levels of living increased between 1969 and 1978, 
while the low income cut-offs in real terms remained 
unchanged. 

To alleviate the inconvenience to data users caused 
by the periodic revision of the cut-offs, the following 
measures will be taken: 

(i) Instead of very infrequent national expenditure 
surveys, such surveys will be undertaken at four. 
year intervals which will make it possible to 
implement more frequent but much smaller revi-
sions; 

Since data based on the revised cut-offs cannot be 
compared to those based on the unrevised cut-offs, 
both will be published concurrently for some time 
to come; 

(iii) A major research program will be initiated to re-
view the methodology of low income calculations. 
The results of this research will be published prior 
to the next revision which is due in about four 
years time.

Review of Methodology 

The Statistics Canada low income cut-offs were 
originally determined from an examination of 1959 
family expenditure data which indicated that, on 
average, Canadian families spent about 50% of their 
income on food, shelter and clothing (components of 
expenditure that fit broadly into the "basic neces-
sities" category). Since it is well known that the 
proportion of income spent on necessities declines as 
income increases, families spending disproportionately 
more than the national average on these basic neces-
sities were considered to be, relative to the rest of the 
)opulation, in "straitened circumstances". 7  In 
959 the ratio where expenditures became "dispro-

portionate" was specified arbitrarily at 70 1/o of 
income. Income levels were then determined which

Statistique Canada a établi ses seuils de faible revenu pour 
Ia premiere fois a l'occasion de l'examen des données de 
1959 sur les dépenses des families, qui révélaient que les 
families canadiennes consacralent en moyenne environ 50 % 
de leur revenu a l'alimentation, a l'hébergement eta l'hahille-
ment (composantes des dépenses qui entrent généralement 
dans Ia catégorie des "nécessités de base").

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corresponded to where the expenditure to income 
ratio equalled 70% and families with incomes below 
these levels were considered to have low income 
status. The Family Expenditure data for 1969, in-
dicated that, on average, families spent about 42% of 
their income on food, shelter and clothing - a reduc-
tion of 8 percentage points since 1969, indicating an 
increased level of living. 

Since the original low income criterion had been 
determined in reference to the national average pro-
portion spent on food, shelter and clothing by all 
families, it did not seem reasonable to maintain the 
70% criterion. It was decided, again arbitrarily, since 
no specific difference seemed more appropriate, to 
maintain the original 20 percentage point difference 
between what families on average spent and low 
income families spent on food, shelter and clothing. 
Consequently, the low income cutoffs were set at 
income levels (differentiated by family size and degree 
of urbanization) where, on average, at least 62% of 
income was spent on food, shelter and clothing. Since 
1969, the cut-offs have been updated each year by 
the Consumer Price Index, thus in real terms freezing 
the level of income below which families would be 
considered as having low income. However, as real 
income increases during periods of economic growth, 
families spend on average a decreasing proportion of 
their income on food, shelter and clothing. Updating 
the low income cutoffs by the CPI does not make an 
adjustment for this changing relationship and over 
time the original relative notion of the cutoffs is 
eroded. Between revisions, therefore, so long as levels 
of living increase in general, one expects that the 
number of families earning below the fixed (in real 
terms) cut-offs will decrease. In fact, over a long 
period of time the number must almost necessarily 
decrease to zero (in the extreme, consider the number 
of families below almost any unrevised low income 
cut-off established in the days of Charles Dickens). 
The revision on the basis of new expenditure survey 
data restores the original relative concept. By so 
doing, however, the new series based on the revised 
cut-offs becomes non-comparable to the previous 
series. 

Considering this underlying methodology, users 
must recognize the conceptual difficulty in attempting 
to interpret low income cutoffs as poverty lines. In 
addition to the difficulties noted above, the low 
income cutoffs by their definition take only income 
into account, and more specifically only money 
income. Income in kind such as food and fuel pro-
duced for own consumption, imputed rents on owner 
occupied homes and subsidies (such as subsidized 
rental payments and health insurance premiums) are

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not included in income. Poverty has more dimensions 
than solely income, for example, living arrangements, 
wealth, and the extent to which some goods and 
services are received "free" may be important in 
specific circumstances. These issues are all important 
in taking a comprehensive view of poverty and are 
not taken into account by the low income cut-offs. 

Other limitations of the low income cut-offs, 
particularly from the point of view of their potential 
use as official poverty lines, include the fact that they 
are not very sensitive. For example, differences of 
several hundred dollars in the levels of the cut-offs 
will produce only relatively minor changes in the data 
relating to the low income population. Official pov-
erty lines should obviously be very sensitive to such 
changes in income which are very meaningful to both 
low income families and individuals and to govern-
ments administering income support programs. 
Furthermore, in calculating the low income cut-offs, 
payment of direct taxes and social security contribu-
tions (income taxes, CPP and UI contributions) is 
implicitly assumed, while many beneficiaries of social 
programs do not make such payments. 

\Il these caveats do not mean that low income 
c!Hffs are not useful. The cut-offs make it possible 

identify the population groups that are relatively 
worst off. Also by maintaining a consistently defined 
set of cut-offs over a period of time, they can be used 
as benchmarks for evaluating broad trends in changing 
economic circumstances for important segments of 
the population. In other words, the cut-offs provide a 
simple and consistent framework for producing sta-
tistics that can be useful in analyzing different aspects 
of the segment of population that is most likely 
experiencing difficulties due to inadequate income. 

It must be emphasized that the low income cut-
offs and the statistics that are annually produced by 
applying these lines to the income distribution are 
only one possible variant of many that can be used to 
analyze and monitor income adequacy and inequality 
in the country. The judgemental factor that by neces-
sity must enter in an important way into the formula-
tion of any pove rty/need /income adequacy measure 
makes it desirable that particular users be able to de-
velop their own definitions and measures and obtain 
statistics on these alternative yardsticks. 

For practical reasons, Statistics Canada is limited to 
publishing only one set of data based on cutoffs as 
Jescribed in the following section. However, facilities 
cxist for users to obtain their own estimates or re-

uest data from Statistics Canada based on alternative 
measures. To provide greater flexibility in this respect

Results from 1978 Family Expenditure Data 

The most recent national Family Expenditure data 
for 1978 indicate that Canadian families spent on 
average, about 38.5% of their income on food, 
shelter and clothing - compared to 42% in 1969. A 
major reason for the reduction in this ratio since 
1969 is the substantial increase in real incomes during 
the 1970's. By maintaining the postulated 20 per-
centage point difference in average expenditure as a 
proportion of income between what low income and 
all families spend on food, shelter and clothing, the 
revised low income cut-offs were determined at 
income levels where, on average, 58.5% of income 
was spent on food, shelter and clothing. Using this 
criterion, and a regression methodology similar to 
that utilized in the 1969 revision, 1 I  a set of low 
income cutoffs for 1978, by family size and degree 
of urbanization, have been derived and are presented 
in Text Table IV for 1978. 1979, 1980 (1979 and 
1980 determined by updating the 1978 matrix by the 
CPI). 

The revision of the cut.offs raises the lines in most 
cases by 10% to 20%, except for unattached indi-
viduals where a larger increase was necessary.' 2  As a 
result, the low income incidence is higher when the 
revised lines are applied but for purely definitional-
methodological reasons and obviously not implying 
any deterioration in the income situation of families 
and unattached individuals. In fact, comparing the 
incidence of low income over time using the same 
criterion shows a steady improvement - whether the 
1959, 1969 or 1978 cut-offs are used consistently 
(see Chart 1). Furthermore, comparing the revised 
data for the two years when expenditure data are 
available (1969 and 1978) with the original 1959 
data, significant improvement in relative, not only in 
absolute terms, is registered particularly for families, 
as opposed to unattached individuals.

The cut-offs are still differentiated by degree of 
urbanization because it was most significant (after 
family size and income) as an explanatory variable for 
explaining expenditure on food, shelter and clothing; 
other variables examined were age, tenure and region. 
Consideration was given to other modifications of the 
methodology, e.g., redefining necessities, changing to 
an "after tax income" concept, but for conceptual or 
operational reasons, no feasible modifications resulted 
from these tests. In line with the practice established 
with the revision based on 1969 Family Expenditure 
data, a technical paper describing the revision process 
will be released in the future. Furthermore, prior to 
the next revision, a significant research effort will be 
undertaken to explore alternative ways of defining 
low income cut-offs. I

Revised Low Income Data 

Tables I, J and K repeat the data that are contained 
in Tables 64-66 in the main part of the report with 
the difference that these estimates take into account 
the three modifications described in this appendix: 

place of residence is classified as to size according 
to the 1976 Census; 
the income concept has been expanded to include 
refundable tax credits; and 
income status is determined according to the re-
vised (1978) low income cut-offs. 

Table I presents revised estimates of the incidence 
of low income for 1979 and 1980 that are comparable 
to the prerevision estimates in Table 64 in the main 
part of the report. Logically, estimates for 1978 
should have also been included but it was not possible 
to complete all the work on implementing the new 
expanded income concept (including refundable tax 
credits) in time for publication. It will be completed 
shortly and the data will then be made available. For 
purposes of Chart 1, a rough estimate was made of the 
overall incidence for 1978 in order to illustrate in a 
historical context the effect of the revisions of low 
income cut-offs on the incidence of the low income 
population. As is apparent from the chart, at points 
where new data become available and a revision 
implemented, the low income incidence "jumps" to a 
higher level;historical comparisons, however, whether 
made on the basis of the old or new cut-offs would be 
very similar as the lines are roughly parallel on the 
chart. In terms of the incidence of persons (persons in 
families plus unattached individuals) living in low 
income situations the historical table in the main 
body of the report shows a decrease between 1979 
and 1980 from 12.4% to 11.8%;' 3  according to the 
new cut-offs, Table I shows a corresponding decline 
from 15.7% to 15.1%. 

In this historical context it must be remembered 
that the starting and revision years (1959, 1969, 
1978) are the only points where actual family expen-
diture data were available to determine the cut-offs 
and in between these points the estimates are based 
on "CPI-updated" cut-offs, i.e., where only an adjust-
ment for increasing consumer prices was made. Lack 
of family expenditure data dictated this treatment 
and made it impossible to correct on an annual basis 
the low income cut-offs for the rising levels of living 
that were materializing at the same time. The rela-
tivity of the low income cut-offs to prevailing levels 
of living could only be restored at the revision points.

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As explained above, the 1978 revision is somewhat 
different from the 1969 exercise in that two other 
modifications to the income data are being introduced 
at the same time. Doing it this way seemed to cause 
the least disruption to the time series of data. The 
two other modifications were minor compared to the 
revision of the cut-offs and largely of an offsetting 
nature. 

The difference between the estimates in Tables J 
and K and those in 65 and 66 respectively are also a 
reflection of the net effect of these changes. The most 
significant of the three changes is the revision of the 
low income lines which on its own would have raised 
the incidence of low income among families by about 
3 percentage points and by 9 to 10 percentage points 
among unattached individuals. 

Numerically the urbanization modification has a 
negligible impact. With population growth as reflected 
in the 1976 Census, a number of towns and cities have 
been reclassified into the next highest size category 
and higher low income cut-offs are applicable to 
families and unattached individuals residing in these 
centers; consequently somewhat higher estimates of 
low income incidence result. The inclusion of federal 
child tax credits and various provincial refundable tax 
credits in total income has the effect of lowering the 
estimated number of low income families and un-
attached individuals.' 4  The net effect of the three 
changes is a rise in the low income incidence for 
families from 9.7% before modifications to 12.2% 
after modifications. For unattached individuals the 
change is from 29.1% to 39.6%. 

Comparisons of Table K to Table 66 in the main 
part of the report indicate that there are some minor 
changes in the composition of the low income popu-
lation. The revision has not produced an absolutely 
even "across-the-board" increase affecting all groups 
proportionately.
