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Survey of Consi,ner Finances 

Statistics Canada has conducted household 
surveys of incomes of families and indi-
viduals on a periodic basis between 1951 and 
1971 and annually since 1971. The surveys 
were initially restricted to the non-farm 
population but starting with the income data 
for 1965 the surveys have used a sample 
representing virtually all private house-
holds in Canada. 

Startinq with this survey, the past prac-
tice of usirrq large samples in even years 
and small samples in odd years has been 
reversed. Thus, this survey used a large 
sample that was a supplement to two thirds 
of the Labour Force Survey sample in April 
1983. As a consequence, data users now for 
the first time have access to two consecu- 
ive large sample data bases. The sample is 

lnrge enough to generate income distrihu- 
ions of reasonable accuracy for each pray-
rice. The subject-matter content of the 

'urvey is restricted to basic questions on 
income and work experience. In the small 
sample years, the survey is conducted inde-
pendently of the Lahour Force Survey. The 
sample size is less than half of that of the 
large sample years, and there is a corres-
ponding reduction in the detail which is 
published. For example, data for the four 
provinces in the Atlantic region are com-
bined into a single distribution, as are 
data for the three Prairie provinces. Also 
the questionnaire content is substantially 
expanded to collect in-depth information on 
various income-related topics. 

The range of data handled by these sur-
veys has continued to expand to meet 
anticipated needs of data analysts and 
policy makers. Reflecting this, the con-
tents of this publication have been modified 
periodically as required. Several new

reports have been introduced in the course 
of recent years and a number of special in-
depth studies dealing with selected survey 
topics have also been published. 1  Selected 
micro data files are also available for 
large sample years since the early 1970's. 

The data in this report represent the 
distribution of family units existing at the 
time of the survey by the size of the money 
income received by them in the previous 
calendar year. There are problems in inter-
preting such cross-sectional data for pur-
poses that require comparisons of life-time 
incomes. Inequality of cross-sectional 
income distributions may appear to be 
greater than inequality measured on longi-
tudinal data because cross-sections reflect 
incomes of families and individuals at dif-
ferent stages of their life cycle. Annual 
incomes are also subject to more random 
fluctuations than incomes measured over 
longer periods. Another problem relates to 
the fact that over time structural changes 
in respect to soclo-economic characteristics 
of families and individuals occur and con-
found straightforward comparisons of cross-
sectional distributions. Special analytic 
techniques have to be employed to account 
for these changes in order to arrive at 
valid conclusions about historical changes 
in inequality. 2  1-lowever, structural changes 
are usually slow to manifest themselves and 
direct comparisons of annual income distri-
butions are valid for many purposes as long 
as they do not span a period longer than a 

few years. 

It should also be noted that due to the 
fact that the income concept utilized here 
is limited to money income only, there may 
be consequences for cross-sectional as well 
as over-time analyses. For example, sub-
stantial benefits are derived by families 
utilizing health and educational services 
and these ar not accounted for in the 
present data. On the other hand, distri-
butions based on income after tax have been

This report is based on the data col-
lected by the Survey of Consumer Finances in 
the month of April 1983. Information on 
incomes received in 1982 was requested from 
a sample of approximately 37,500 house-
holds. In terms of content, this report is 
basically consistent with the previously 
published reports based on the findings of 
large sample surveys. However, this publica-
tion incorporates a change affecting the 
historical tables presenting income distrib-
utions by size (tables 1, 28, 39 and 50) and 
distribution of earners (table 70). Commen-
cing with this report, the current data 
reference year is used as the base year for 
historical tabulations - historical tables 
presented here are in 1982 constant 
dollars. Previously, the CPI (consumer 
price index) base year was used for histo-
rical tabulations - reports in this series 
from 1974 to 1981 presented historical data 
in 1971 constant dollars. 

For more detailed information on specific 
aspects of the survey, readers are requested 

S to consult the sections on "Notes and DeN-
iitions" and tSources,  Methods and Estima-
ion Procedures". In this report, the 

tables are divided into four main sections, 
namely, Income Distributions by Size, Earn-
ings and Work Experience Data, Income Quin-
tile Data and Statistics on Low Income. The 
tabulations on income distributions and 
quintile data are presented for four dif-
ferent universes: families, iiattached indi-
viduals, all units (families and unattached 
individuals combined) and all income reci-
pients. The earnings and work experience 
data cover earners only and the low income 
statistics cover families and unattached 
individuals separately. In order to provide 
a historical overlap, low income tabulations 
are produced on two sets of cut-off's - 1969 
base and 1978 base. For further details, 
refer to the section on Income Tables. A 
s1nmary of the survey findings follows this 
introduction.

The estimated 1982 average family income 
of $32,981 was 2% lower than in 1981 after 
adjusting for inflation as measured by 
changes in the Consumer Price Index. This 
is the first time that real average family 
income has declined for two consecutive 
years since the early 1970's when the sur-
vey became annual. 

In 1982, the average family received 79.6% 
of its income from earnings, 7.4% from 
investment income, 10% from government 
transfer payments and 3% from other in-
come. 

No province experienced a statistically 
significant increase in average family 
income adjusted for inflation. 

Although real family incomes declined 2%, 
the average incomes of elderly families 
(heads 65 years of age and over) did keep 
pace with inflation with a reai increase 
of 5.5% to $24,077. Elderly family in-
comes did not decline because of the 
indexing of government transfer payments, 
higher returns on investment income and 
the growth of private pension plans. 

Among the non-elderly, the income of fami-
lies with heads under 25 years of age was 
$21,640, down 9% on an inflation adjusted 
basis. In Fact, 1982 was the first year 
that young families' average income 
($21,640) was lower than that of elderly 
families ($24,077). 

The average income of $17,143 for female 
single-parent families was down 7% after 
inflation adjustment. Their income was 
less than one-half of the $37,157 average 
received by families consisting of married 
couples with children whose incomes de-
creased 2% (same as the national decrease) 
on an inflation adjusted basis. 

In this section, all highlighted income 
changes between 1981 and 1982 are statis-
tically significant at the 95% level of 
confidence.

tically significant change from 1981 on an 
inflation-adjusted basis. 

o The elderly and the young had the lowest 
averages at $10,854 and $11,674 respec-
tively, with the young experiencing a 
real loss: average income of unattached 
individuals under 25 years of age declined 
810 in real terms. 

Individuals With Income 

o The average 1982 income of all individual 
income recipients was $15,486, a decrease 
of 2% from 1981 after adjusting for infla-
tion. 

o For males, average income was $19,927, a 
drop of 310 from 1981 on an inflation 
adjusted basis while for females, the 
average of $10,529 just kept pace with 
inflation.

o In 1982, the average earnings of earners 
who had some unemployment experience were 
$8,837 compared to $17,322 for earners 
with no unemployment. 

Statistics on Low Income 

o In 1982, 3.9 million persons were low 
income unattached individuals or members 
of low income families - up 0.4 million 
from 3.5 million persons in 1981. In 
other words, 16.1% of the covered popula-
tion was living below the low income cut-
offs in 1982 compared to 14.7% in 1981.

Income Trends 

Based on 1982 constant dollars (using the 
Consumer Price Index) recent trends can be 
summarized as follows:

Family 

The family in this publication is defined 
as a group of individuals sharing a commen 
dwelling uiiit and related by blood, marriage 
or adoption. Thus, all relatives living 
together at the time of the survey (April 
1983) were considered to comprise one family 
whatever the degree of family relationship. 
No recall or adjustment was made to account 
for persons who were members of the family 
for part of the year and who left because of 
marriage, death or other reasons. Some 
family units existinq at the time of the 
survey were not family units during the 
whole year6 - for example, a couple who 
married in the middle of 1982. Aside from 
never married sons and daughters, other 
relatives most commonly found living in the 
household were married sons and daughters 
and widowed parents. 

The definition of the family used in the 
present study is a common definition of what 
constitutes a family - it is referred to as 
the "economic family" definition. It is 
recoqnied, however, that it is not a 
concept which is suitable for all studies 
which may be made in respect of families and 
that for many purposes a modified definition 
would be useful. In fact, other definitions 
are employed for other purposes. 
Demographic studies made in connection with 
population censuses normally use a more 
restricted classification - the family 
consists of the husband, wife and any 
unmarried children resident with them, or 
one parent and unmarried children. 7  For 
budget studies, which investigate patterns 
of family expenditure, the important 
criterion is whether or not persons living

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Family Diaracteristics 

The classification "family characteris-
tics" indicates the composition of a fami-
ly. The major sub-category of families is 
husband-wife families. The remainder can be 
broken down into single-parent families, and 
all other types of families. The latter 
group contains families consistinq of two or 
more related adults such as brothers and 
sisters. Husband-wife families have been 
further subdivided into qroups: (i) married 
couple only, (ii) married couple with single 
children only, (iii) married couple with 
relatives other than children only, and (iv) 
all other husband-wife families which con-
sist of a married couple, married children 
and their families with or without single 
children or other relatives present. 

Family Life Cycle 

The classification "family life cycle" is 
similar to "family characteristics" in that 
it also groups families in two major 
categories: husband-wife families and other 
families. However, in this classification, 
husband-wife families are further broken 
down by the age of the head (under 45 years; 
45 years and over) and the presence or 
absence of children under 16 years. 

Family Size 

Family size refers to the total nuober of 
persons in the family as constituted at the 
time of the survey, including both adults 
and children of any age. 

Nunber of Children 

The variable "nuober of children" used in 
the tabulations is a count of the nuober of 
children under 16 years of age present in a 
family.

A full-time worker is a person who 
worked, mostly full-time, 49 to 52 weeks in 
1982. A person who worked 49 to 52 weeks 
but mostly part-time or worked less than 49 
weeks in 1982 is treated as a part-time 
worker. 10  

Full/Part-year Worker 

A full-year worker is a person who 
worked, either full-time or part-time, 49 to 
52 weeks in 1982. A person who worked less 
than 49 weeks in 1982, either full-time or 
part-time, is classified as a part-year 
worker. 10  

Income and its Coonents 

Total Income 

The total income of a unit consists of 
income from the following sources: 

1. Wages and salaries. Gross wages and 
salaries before deductions for such 
items as income taxes, unemployment 
insurance and pension funds, and 
excluding fringe benefits. Commission 
income received by salesmen as well as 
occasional earnings for babysitting, for 
deliverinq papers, for cleaning, etc., 
are also included in this category. All 
income in kind such as meals or living 
accommodation is excluded. 

Where individuals received military pay 
in the form of reserve army pay, and 
where this was a minor part of total 
income, such income was combined with 
wages and salaries.

The survey collected gross rather than 
net receipts from roomers and boarders 
since the estimation of net income in 
this instance is difficult; during 
editing, net income from this source was 
assi.pied to be one third of gross 
receipts. Payments for room and hoard 
received from relatives were not 
included in income of the person 
receiving such payments.

Major Source of Income 

This classification involves a comparison 
of amounts received from the six sources of 
income defined above. The largest component 
is designated as the major source of income. 
For tabulation purposes, some major source 
categories were combined under one heading. 
For example, recipients who reported either 
wages and salaries or net income from 
self-employment as their major source were 
grouped under the heading earned income. 
Similarly, recipients who reported 
investment income, pensions or miscellaneous 
income as their major source were grouped 
under the heading other .oney income. Note 
that individuals and family units whose 
major source of income was military pay and 
allowances are excluded from all 
tabulations.

Thus, some 
families are classified at incomes which are 
somewhat lower than actual receipts because 
income prior to arrival in Canada was not 
included. Income from abroad such as 
investment income or retirement pensions 
received by Canadian residents was included 
in the income. 

Income Tables 

The tables are presented in four major 
sections. The first section contains income 
distributions by size, the second section 
consists of earnings and work experience 
tabulations, the third section is devoted to 
quintile tables, and the fourth section 
presents statistics on low income. 

All tables exclude family units and 
individuals whose major source of income was 
military pay and allowances. Excluded also 
are inmates of institutions, persons 
residing on Indian reserves, residents of 
the Yukon and Northwest Territories and 
Canadians temporarily abroad. 

It should be noted that, due to rounding, 
columns may not add to indicated totals. 

In tables showing composition or income 
(i.e., Tables 27, 38, 49, 69, 75 and 80), 
the category other money income consists of 
pensions and miscellaneous income. In 
Tables 48 and 69, the major source category 
"other money income" includes units whose 
major source of income was investment 
income, pensions and/or miscellaneous 
income. 

The term "number of records" refers to 
the number of income respondents plus the 
number of records with imputed income 
details. This terminology is used to show

Section I. Income Distributions by Size 

This section consists of four parts: 
Tables 1 to 27 show income distributions for 
families, Tables 28 to 38 for unattached 
individuals, Tables 39 to 49 for all units 
(families and unattached individuals 
combined),and Tables 50 to 69 for 
individual income recipients aged 15 years 
and over. 

Estimated aqqreqate income of all units 
in Tahie 49 is not identical with aggregate 
income of individuals in Table 69. There 
are some conceptual explanations for this 
difference; for example, individuals whose 
income came mainly from military pay and 
allowances were removed from the individual 
estimates whereas all families and 
unattached individuals whose major source 
was military pay and allowances were 
"xcluded from estimates for all units. 
These two exclusions account for different 
mounts of aggregate income. However, it is 
ocognized that such a minor conceptual 
lifference does not provide an adequate 
explanation for the entire difference; 
discrepancies between the two independent 
weighting schemes must account for most of 
the differential. 

Section II. Earnings and Work Experience 
Data 

The earnings and work experience data are 
contained in Tables 70 to 73. These tables 
are published in this report as the data 
come from a "large" sample. See "Income and 
its Components" for the definition of 
"Earnings" used in these tables. 

Section III. Income Quintile Data 

This section is divided into two parts: 
Tables 74 to 78 provide data on families and 
unattached individuals, and Tables 79 to 84 
on individuals with income. 

Ouintile data were compiled by ranknq 
weighted survey returns in ascendinq order 
by size of total income (in current 
tnllars).

The exercise of determining quintile 
points and tabulating each of the five 
quintiles by different characteristics was 
performed in the individual series 
separately for male income recipients, 
female income recipients, all individuals in 
receipt of income, and for all individuals 
whose major source of income was wages and 
salaries. 

In the family unit series, quintiles were 
identified and tabulated for unattached 
individuals, families, and all units 
(unattached 	individuals 	and 	families 
combined). It should be noted that the 
ranking of units was performed independently 
(for these three populations) and the 
resulting data, e.g., for "all units" in the 
lowest quintile, are not simply the addition 
of families in the first quintile and unat-
tached individuals in the first quintile. 
The same is true of "all individuals" - the 
data by quiritiles are not a summation of 
"males" and "females" within the same quin-
tiles but based on an independent ranking of 
persons with income. 

Section IV. Statistics on Low Income 

Table 86 indicates the incidence of low 
incomes among families and unattached indi-
viduals in 1982, while Table 87 compares 
some selected characteristics of families 
and unattached individuals with low incomes 
vis--vis those with higher incomes. In 
order to delineate low income units from 
other family units, two sets of low income 
cut-offs were used. The first set, referred 
to as the low income cut-offs (1969 base), 
was determined by adjusting the low income 
lines developed in 1969 for increasing 
prices, as reflected in the Consumer Price 
Index. These income limits were selected on 
the basis that families with incomes below 
these limits usually spent 62% or more of 
their income on food, shelter and cloth-
ing. 12  

The second set, called the low income 
cut-offs (1978 base), was determined from an 
analysis of 1978 Family Expenditure data. 
As a result, these revised low income limits 
reflect more recent consumption patterns of 
Canadian families. As the overall ratio 
spent on food, shelter and clothing had 
declined, families who on average spent 
58.5% or more of their income on this type 
of goods and services were considered to be

Data Collection and Processing 

With the Survey of Consumer Finances 
being a supplement to the April Labour Force 
Survey, standard survey operations were 
carried out by updating the demographic in-
formation on all persons in the selected 
households and asking persons 15 years of 
age and over questions concerning their 
labour force activity during the previous 
week and work experience during the previous 
year. The interviewers then dropped off 
questionnaires for these persons requesting 
the completion of detailed income informa-
tion for the calendar year 1982. During the 
survey period, the self-enumerated forms 
were picked up by the enumerator who made at 
least one more visit to the household. The 
questionnaires used in this survey are re-
produced at the end of this report. 

The labour force data were processed and 
edited according to established Labour Force 
Survey procedures. The income data were 
manually pre-edited, loaded onto the compu-
ter data base and linked with the Labour 
Force Survey data. The data were then 
processed through the computer edit system 
which checks individual records for 
consistency and complwteness.

In 	estimating 	income 	distributions, 
58,330 records were used in their originally 
reported form whereas for 11,050 non-
respondents who had failed to provide some 
or all income details, an imputation proce-
dure was applied. Income details for income 
non-respondents were imputed from income 
respondents. For imputation, the set of 
donor income respondents and income non-
respondents was partitioned according to a 
pre-determined set of variables (for income 
non-respondents a wide variety of personal 
and work history variables were known). A 
donor was selected from the set of potential 
donors on a geographically-nearest basis 
with reported income components transferred 
to an income non-respondent. 

In the present report, the number of 
records in the tabulations includes records 
with reported income details and imputed 
income details. However, it should be noted 
that 317 individuals and 243 family units 
whose major source of income was military 
pay and allowances have been excluded from 
the tabulations. 

Weighting 

The estimation of population charac-
teristics from a survey is based on the 
premise that each sampled unit represents, 
in addition to itself, a certain number of 
unsampled units in the population. A simple 
survey weight is attached to each record in 
the sample to reflect this representation. 
The primary component of this weight is the 
inverse of the sampling ratio which is 
further refined on the basis of geographical 
considerations. The final step in the 
simple survey weight creation is the compen-
sation for household non-response in the 
form of an inflation of the weight by the 
inverse of the household response rate. 

To improve the efficiency of survey esti-
mates a ratio estimation procedure was 
adopted for the Survey of Consumer 
Finances. Independent estimates of popula-
tion totals at individual and family levels 
were obtained primarily from Census and 
Labour Force sources. Adjustments for 
survey coverage were made to these estimates 
on the basis of data from other sources. 
The ratio of the independent estimate to the 
simple survey estimate of the population 
total was applied to the simple survey 
weight to obtain the final weight for each 
record. This procedure was carried out 
independently within categories defined on 
the basis of age, sex and class of worker/

Reliability of Estimates 

The estimates presented in this publica-
tion are derived from a sample survey. 
There are two types of errors present in an 
estimate based on a sample survey, namely 
sampling errors and non-sampling errors. 
Sampling errors occur because inferences 
about the entire population are made on the 
basis of information obtained from only a 
sample of the population. Non-sampling 
errors occur because it is not always 
possible to obtain and retain throughout 
processing an accurate or true response 
(value) for each sampled unit due to such 
-ictors as non-response, response errors, 

piucessing errors, etc. 	The reliability of 
. 	 1 survey estimate is thus determined by the 

imbined effect of sampling and non-sampling 
rors. It is necessary to control the 

1els of both types of errors in order to 
derive precise and accurate 15  estimates 
from a sample survey. 

Spling Error 

Estimates for the Survey of Consumer 
Finances, being based on a sample of house-
holds, are somewhat different than those 
that would have been obtained had the entire 
population been enumerated under the same 
survey conditions. The error so arising is 
termed the sampling error. Sampling errors 
are dependent upon the sample design, the 
sample size, the variability in the popula-
tion and the method of estimation. 

The sampling error is an unknown quan-
tity. The standard error of an estimate is 
a statistical measure of the sampling 
error. The fact that the Survey of Consumer 
Finances is based on a probability sample 
permits the estimation of standard errors

is may result in a low standard error 
out the measured mean but a higher 
andard error about the "true" mean that 

was desired to be estimated. This is 
another reason why one must be so 
concerned with non-sampling errors. 
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directly from the sample data in spite of 
the complexity of the sample design. The 
estimated standard error also partially 
measures the effect of non-sampling errors 
but does not reflect any systematic biases 
in the data. The estimation of standard 
errors for the Survey of Consumer Finances 
has been patterned after the corresponding 
Labour Force Survey model. It should be 
noted that records which were imputed due to 
non-response along with originally respon-
dent records are used in the estimation of 
standard errors. 

The estimated standard error of average 
income is provided for most distributions in 
this report. It can serve as a rough indi-
cator of the precision of the corresponding 
estimate of average income, if interpreted 
as shown below. For about 68% of the 
samples which could be selected from the 
sample frame, the difference between the 
sample estimate of average income and the 
corresponding figure based on complete 
enumeration would be less than one standard 
error. For about 95% of the possible 
samples the difference would be less than 
two standard errors and in about 99% of the 
samples the difference would be less than 
two and a half times as large as the stan-
dard error. For example, the standard error 
of average income for families in the Atlan-
tic provinces is given in Table 2 as $287 
and the estimated average income is 
$27,120. The estimated average income plus 
or minus two times the standard error will, 
in approximately 95% of possible samples, 
contain the average obtained if the entire 
population were enumerated, i.e., the 95% 
confidence interval for average family 
income in the Atlantic provinces is the 
range from $26,546 to $27,694. 

The estimated standard errors of percen-
tages have not been included in this report, 
but they can be produced in a similar manner 
to the estimation of standard errors for 
average incomes. Text Table III has been 
included as an example and shows the 
estimated standard errors for the percentage 
distribution of unattached individuals, 
families, all units and individuals with 
income by income groups. 16

The standard errors for these major 
groups are smaller than those obtained from 
finer cross-classifications such as age and 
marital status in a majority of cases. 
However, no general rule as to the magnitude 
of the standard error can be applied. The 
standard error is not only a function of the 
nunber of records but also such factors as 
the geographic clustering of classifications 
and the weiqhting of sample records. 

The estimated standard error of a per-
centage can be used to determine confidence 
intervals in exactly the same fashion as for 
the average income example above. For 
example, in Table 2 the $30,000 to $34,999 
income group contains 10.6% of all families 
with an estimated standard error of 0.24% as 

S shown in Text Table III. Thus the 95% con-
fidence interval for the percentage of 
families in the $30,000 to $34,999 income 
qroup is 10.1% to 11.1% (10.6% + 2 x 0.24%).

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Non-sp1inq Errors 

Errors may occur at any stage in the 
collection and processing of data for either 
a census or a survey. The net effect of 
these errors is termed the non-sampling 
errors. If individual errors affect the 
data in a systematic direction the bias so 
introduced reduces the reliability of the 
estimates. The existence of errors, even if 
they are randomly distributed with zero 
mean 1  adversely affects the reliability of 
the estimates. The careful design of the 
survey, the existence of quality control 
procedures and the monitoring of survey 
operations help to limit the magnitude of 
non-sampling errors for the survey.

Relationship of income Estimates to the 
National Accounts 

The income concept used in this report is 
similar to the money income received by 
private households as measured in the per-
sonal income series in "National Accounts, 
Income and Expenditure". Personal income is 
the total current income of individuals and 
private non-commercial institutions, such as 
charitable organizations and universi-
ties. 17  Personal income includes imputed 
income as well as monetary income. Among 
the imputed items are labour income received 
in kind, imputed rents of owner-occupied 
houses, and imputed banking services to 
individuals. Furthermore, some of the 
income components of the personal income 

ID 	seriesare not received directly by families 
and individuals during the year. Among such 
items are employer contributions to social 
security and pension funds, the investment 
income of life insurance companies and the 
investment income of industrial pension 
funds. The inclusion of such items in the 
National Accounts introduces differences in 
concepts between the Accounts and this sur-
vey. Furthermore, certain income components 
included in the income definition used here 
have no equivalent in the personal income 
series. Examples are annuity income and 
retirement pensions. 

Besides differences in concepts, the two 
series also differ as to coverage. The sur-
vey estimates exclude income of families and 
persons whose income originates mainly in 
military pay and allowances and also incomes 
of inmates of institutions, persons residing 
on Indian reserves, Canadian residents tem-
porarily abroad and families resident in the 
Yukon and Northwest Territories. 

Relation entre les estimations du revenu et lea 
comptes nationaux 

La definition du revenu employee ici corres-
pond a celle du revenu en espèces des ménages 
privés utilisée dans la série sur le revenu des 
particuliers de Ia publication "Comptes natio-
naux, revenus et dépenses". Le revenu des 
particuliers est le revenu courant total des 
particuliers et des établissements privés non 
commercisux comme lea organismes de charité et 
les universit6s 17 . 11 englobe la fois le revenu 
impute et le revenu en espèces. Parmi lea postes 
imputes, on trouve: le revenu du travail non-
monétaire, lea loyers imputes lorsque l'enquêté 
eat propriétaire de la maison qu'il habite et lea 
services bancaires imputes aux particuliers. En 
outre, certains des éléments de revenu visés par 
la série sur le revenu des particuliers ne sont 
pas directement reçus par lea families et lea 
particuliers au cours de l'année. Crest le cas, 
entre autres, des cotisations patronales h la 
sécurité sociale et aux regimes de retraite, des 
revenus de placements des compagnies d'assurance 
et des revenus de placements des regimes de 
retraite de l'industrie. L'inclusion de ces 
postes dans lea comptes nationaux entraine des 
differences de definition entre ces comptes et 
cette enquête. Par ailleurs, certains éléments 
de revenu compris dana Ia definition des revenus 
utilisée ici n'orit aucun equivalent dana lea 
series relatives au revenu des particuliers. A 
titre d'exemple, citona be revenu provenant des 
rentes et des pensions de retraite. 

Outre les differences dans les concepts, lea 
deux series different également sur le plan du 
champ de l'enquête. Lea estimations de l'enquête 
ne comprennent pas les familles et lea personnes 
dont la principale source de revenu consiste en 
une solde et en indemnités militaires, lea reve-
nus des pensionnaires d'institutions, des person-
nes vivant dana les reserves indiennes, ainsi que 
lea revenus des Canadiens établis temporairement 

l'étranger et des familles vivant au Yukon et 
dana les Territoires du Nord-Ouest.

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In aggregate, survey estimates of the 
comparable income components (sum of wages 
and salaries, net income from self-employ-
ment, investment income and transfer pay-
ments) are approximately 93% of the 
corresponding National Accounts aggregate 
after adjustments. As in the past, the sur-
vey estimates for some income components are 
better than for others. The reconciliation 
is very close for wages and salaries. On 
the other hand, some transfer payments 
(social assistance and other miscellaneous 
government transfers) are underestimated; 
total transfers in aggregate account for 
about four fifths of transfer payments in 
the adjusted personal income series. In-
vestment income is also underestimated, 
accounLing for about two-thirds of the 
corresponding component in the adjusted 
personal income series. Net  income from 
self-employment in the current survey, at 
86 90', is only somewhat below the National 
Accounts estimate. In total, the differ-
ences may not appear to affect the end 
product to any substantial degree but the 
analytic usefulness of some of the income 
components is lessened because of these 
discrepancies. 

Dans l'ensemble, les estimations d'enquete des 
éléments de revenu comparables (total des sa-
laires et traitements, revenu net provenant d'un 
emplol autonome, revenu de placements et trans-
ferts) représentent environ 93% des chiffres 
globaux correspondants des comptes nationaux, 
aprés ajustements. Comme par le passé, les esti-
mations de l'enquête soot meilleures pour 
certains éléments du revenu que pour d'autres. 
L'équivalence est presque parfaite pour les 
salaires et traitements. Par contre, certains 
paiements de transfert (prestations d'assistance 
sociale et d'autres transferts gouvernementaux 
divers) sont sous-estinis, le total des trans-
ferts, pris globalement, représente environ les 
quatre cinquièmes des paiements de transfert dans 
les series sur le revenu personnel aprs ajuste-
ments. Le revenu de placements est également 
sous-estimés représentant environ les deux tiers 
de l'élément correspondant daris les series sur le 
revenu personnel ajusté. Le revenu net d'un 
emploi sutonome est, pour la présente enquête, a 
8614, légèrement en-dessous des estimations des 
comptes nationaux. Au total, ii peut sembler que 
cette difference n'exerce pas une influence con-
sidérable sur le résultat final, mais certaines 
ventilations y perdent en utilité analytique.
