1983 INCOME DISTRIBUTIONS BY SIZE 

In 1983, the average income of neither 
families nor unattached individuals showed 
any real gains over 1982. Although general 
economic conditions in 1983 were better than 
in 1982, family income growth was con-
strained by the continuing high level of 
unemployment and the growth of part-time 
work. Increases in wages and salaries, the 
dominant source of family income, were 
virtually offset by the rise in the Consumer 
Price Index. Some population groups for 
whom investment income is important, espe-
cially the elderly, found their incomes 
reduced by lower interest rates. 

These conclusions are based on final data 
from the annual Survey of Consumer Finances 
taken in the spring of 1984.1  In analysing 
and interpreting these data, it is important 
to take into account that some year-to-year 
comparisons have substantial sampling vari-
ability associated with them, making it dif-
ficult to distinguish substantive changes 
From random variations due to sampling. 
us is due to the fact that the sample on

Hich 1983 estimates are based was substan-
tally smaller than those of the previous 
wo years. Further details on sampling 
inability and other methodological aspects 

of the survey are provided in the section 
"Sources, Methods and Estimation Proce-
dures".

The estimated 1983 average family income 
at $34,748 was thout the same as the 1982 
average on an inflation-adjusted basis. 
The average family received 80.610 of its 
income from earnings, 6.1 10 from investment 
income, 10.3% from government transfer 
payments and 3.0% from other sources.

o The average income of lone-parent families 
headed by females was 44.5 10' of that of 
married couples with single children 
($17,585 compared to $39,554). This 
reflects a continuing erosion in the 
relative position of female-headed 
lone-parent families since 1981, when the 
comparable figure was 48.7%. 

o For the second consecutive year, young fa-
milies (head's age less than 25) recorded 
the lowest average income ($21,270) 
compared to families in other age groups. 
Their relative situation deteriorated for 
the fourth straight year: average income 
for young families was only 61.2 1A as large 
as that for all families during 1983, com-
pared to 72.9% in 1979. 

o Families headed by university graduates 
had an average income estimated at over 
$52,000 in 1983; in fact, 31.1% of this 
group had incomes in excess of $60,000. 
Families headed by persons with 8 years or 
less of schooling received an average of 
$26,720, about half of the amount received 
by families headed by university 
graduates. 

o The upper 20% of all families (those with 
incomes in excess of $48,905) received 
39.510 of family income, while the lower 
20% (those with incomes below ¶16,216) 
received 6.2% of family income. The 
median or mid-point income was $30,896. 

Unattached Individuals 

o Average income for unattached individuals 
in 1983, at an estimated $15,027, fell 4% 
from 1982 in real terms. Both the elderly 
and young unattached experienced a real 
income loss in 1983. The estimated 
average income of those under 25 years of 
age declined 11 10' to $10,939 while for 
those 65 years of age and over, it fell 8% 
to $10,615. For the young, this decline 
was mainly due to reduced earnings; for 
the elderly, a reduction in investment 
income was the major cause. 

Incidence of Low Incoifte (Based on Low Inco.e 
Cut-offs - 1978 Base) 

Low income cut-offs are relative measures 
based on 1978 income and expenditure 
patterns and vary by size of area of resi-
dence and size of family. They are not 
intended as measures of "poverty".

I ow income persons (see Text Table I 
nhowing data from 1981 to 1983) 

o In 1983, approximately 4.2 million persons 
- up from 3.9 million in 1982 - were 
unattached individuals or members of a 
family whose income was below the Statis-
tics Canada low income cut-off's. In other 
words, 17.1% of the covered population was 
living below the low income cut-off's in 
1983, compared to 16.1% in 1982 and 14.7% 
in 1981. 1983 was the second consecutive 
year that the proportion of persons living 
in family units below the low income 
cut-offs increased. 2  

o Children under 16 years of age made up 
27.210, or 1.1 million, of the low income 
population. About one in five Canadian 
children under 16 years of age was a 
member of a family whose income was below 
the low income cut-offs, a similar result 
to that of last year. 

o Elderly persons 65 years and over made up 
14.3%, or 0.6 million, of the low income 
population. This represents one in four 
elderly Canadians. (74.9% of the low 
income elderly were unattached mdi-
iduals.)

Low income uiattached individuals 

o For unattached individuals, the incidence 
of low income increased to 41.310 in 1983, 
up from 37.4% in 1982. 

o Among elderly unattached, the rate was 
57.510, about the same level as in 1982 
and the highest rate of the major socio-
economic groups. Almost 90 1% of the low 
income elderly unattached lived alone and 
females outnumbered males four to one in 
this group.

The incidence of low income among elderly 
families (head of family 65 years of age 
or over) at 11.1% remained below the na-
tional average for the second consecutive 
year, while families with heads under 25 
years of age had the highest rate, at 
34.7%. For elderly families, the inci-
dence of low income has stabilized after a 
prolonged period of steady reductions. As 
recently as 1979, their incidence was the 
highest of any age group at 21.9%. Con-
versely, the rate for young families has 
risen steadily from 20.510 in 1979.

Low income families in 1983 were more 
likely to be headed by young persons or by 
females: 39.8% of low income families had 
heads less than 35 years of age compared 
to 28.6% of all families, while female 
lone-parent families constituted 29.7% of 
all low income families, compared to 8.5% 
of all families. Since 1980, there has 
been a relative increase in the number of 
younger low income families (34.2% in 
1980) while the proportion of low income 
families headed by lone-parent females has 
remained fairly stable (31.8% in 1980). 
Over the same period, the percentage of 
low income families with elderly heads has 
dropped substantially from 15.0% in 1980 
to 10.2% in 1983.

Survey of Consuner Finances 
	 Enguêtes sur les finances des coiisomateurs 

De 1951 b 1971, Statistique Canada a mené 
périodiquement des enquêtes-ménages sur le revenu 
des familles et des particuliers; depuis 1971, 
ces enquêtes sont annuelles. A lorigine, seule 
la population non agricole était visée, mais les 
données sur le revenu pour 1965 et les années 
subséquentes ant été recueillies auprés d'un 
échantillon représentant pratiquement tous les 
ménages privés au Canada. 

L'enquête sur les finances des consommateurs a 
été menée en mai 1984 auprës d'un échantillon 
compose d'environ 15,400 ménages. Léchantilion 
retenu aux fins de cette enquête a été tire de is 
base de sondage de l'Enquête sur Ia population 
active et représente pratiquement tous les 
ménages privés du Canada, b l'exception des habi-
tants du Yukon et des Territoires du Nord-Ouest, 
des ménages situés dans des reserves indiennes et 
des pensionnaires d'institution. 

Lea interviewers ant dernandé aux enquêtés de 
fournir des renseignements sur leurs revenus de 
1983 et de répondre aux questions réqulires de 
l'Enquete sur la population active ainsi qu'ä 
quelques questions ipinentires sur eiir 
antécédents de travail. 

Le questionnaire de cette uniée a 	nnnsich- 
rablement élargi pour perrnettre aussi is collects 
de données sur la situation financière (avoirs et 
dettes) et sur la participation un régime de 
pension des mernbres de famille. Les résultats de 
ces questions d'enquete additionnelles seront 
publiés ultérieurement dans des publications dis-
tinctes. 

Cette année, Péchantillon est réduit de plus 
de la rnoitié, ce qui restreint en consequence la 
finesse des données publiées. Par exemple, les 
données des quatre provinces de l'Atlantique sont 
présentées en une seule repartition, tout comme 
celles des trois provinces des Prairies. Les 
années o'u l'Enquete est menée en tant que supple-
inent auprès des deux tiers de l'échantjllon de 
l'Enquête d'avril sur la population active, is 
taille de itéchantillon est suffisamnient impor-
tante pour permettre d'établir des repartitions 
du revenu raisonnablement precises pour chaque 
province.

Statistics Canada has conducted household 
surveys of incomes of families and indi-
viduals on a periodic basis between 1951 and 
1971 and annually since 1971. The surveys 
were initially restricted to the non-farm 
population but starting with the income data 
for 1965 the surveys have used a sample 
representing virtually all private house-
holds in Canada. 

The current survey was conducted in May 
1984, involving a sample of approximately 
15,400 households. The sample selected for 
this survey was drawn from the Labour Force 
Survey sample frame and represents virtually 
all private households in Canada except for 
residents of the Yukon and Northwest Terri-
tories, households located on Indian reser-
ves and inmates of institutions. 

Individuals were asked by interviewers to 
supply information on their 1983 incomes, in 
addition to the standard Labour Force Survey 
questions and a few supplementary questions 
on their work experience. 

As a special feature, information was 
also sought in relation to the financial 
position (assets and debts) and pension plan 
participation of family members. Results 
from this additional component of the survey 
are not included in this report but will 
form the basis for separate reports focusing 
on their aspects. 

This year, the sample size is less than 
half of that of the large sample years and 
there is a corresponding reduction in the 
detail which is published. For example, 
data for the four provinces in the Atlantic 
region are combined into a single distribu-
tion, as are data for the three Prairie pro-
vinces. In large sample years, when the 
survey is conducted as a supplement to two 
thirds of the April Labour Force Survey 
sample, the sample is large enough to gener-
ate income distributions of reasonable accu-
racy for each province. The previous report 
in this series, presenting 1982 income dis-
tributions, was based on a large sample. 
Data from the next survey (1984 income) will 
again be based on a large sample.

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The range of data handled by these sur- 

S  vys has continued to expand to meet antici-
pated needs of data analysts and policy 
iakers. Reflecting this, the contents of 
his publication have been modified period-

ically as required. Several new series of 
supplementary statistical reports have been 
introduced in the course of recent years and 
a number of special in-depth studies dealing 
with selected survey topics have also been 
published. 3  Additional data may be obtain-
ed by special requests or by the purchase of 
micro data tapes which are also available 
for large sample years since the early 
1970's.

The data in this report represent the 
distribution of family units existing at the 
time of the survey by the size of the money 
income received by them in the previous cal-
endar year. There are problems in interpre-
ting such cross-sectional data for purposes 
that require comparisons of life-time 
incomes. Inequality of cross-sectional in-
come distributions may appear to be greater 
than inequality measured on longitudinal 
data because cross-sections reflect incomes 
of families and individuals at different 
-t ages of their life cycle. Annual incomes

other problem relates to the fact that 

ver time structural changes in respect to 
cio-economic characteristics of families 

arid individuals occur and confound straight--
forward comparisons of cross-sectional dis-
tributions. Special analytic techniques 
have to be employed to account for these 
changes in order to arrive at valid conclu-
sions about historical changes in inequal-
ity. 4  However, structural changes are usu-
ally slow to manifest themselves and direct 
comparisons of annual income distributions 
are valid for many purposes as long as they 
do not span a period longer than a few 
years. 

It should also be noted that due to the 
fact that the income concept utilized here 
is limited to money income only, there may 
be consequences for cross-sectional as well 
as over-time analyses. For example, sub-
stantial benefits are derived by families 
utilizing health and educational services

5  On the other hand, distribu-
tions based on income after tax have been 
available since 1971 in the annual publica-
tion Income After Tax, Distributions by 
Size in Canada, Catalogue No. 13-210. 

In terms of content, this report is basi-
cally consistent with the previously pub-
lished reports based on the findings of 
small sample surveys. However, the income 
groupings have been modified to reflect 
recent shifts in distributions. As much as 
possible, the new income classes have been 
designed to permit regrouping for comparison 
with previous surveys. It should also be 
noted that this publication incorporates a 
change affecting the occupation classifica-
tion which is now based on the 1980 Standard 
Occupational Classification. This updated 
version replaces the 1971 Census Classifica-
tion of Occupation previously used. 

In this report, the tables are divided 
into three main sections, namely, Income 
Distributions by Size, Income Quintile Data 
and Statistics on Low Income. The tabula-
tions on income distributions and quintile 
data are presented for four different uni-
verses: families, unattached individuals, 
all units (families and unattached indi-
viduals combined) and all income recip-
ients. The low income statistics cover 
families and unattached individuals sepa-
rately. In order to provide a historical 
overlap, low income tabulations are produced 
on two sets of cut-offs - 1969 base and 1978 
base. For further details, refer to the 
section on Income Tables. 

Filies, Individuals and Their Character-
istics 

Fanily 

The family in this publication is defined 
as a group of individuals sharing a coion 
dwelling unit and related by blood, uuarriage 
or adoption. Thus, all relatives living 
together at the time of the survey (May 
1984) were considered to comprise one family 
whatever the degree of family relationship. 
No recall or adjustment was made to account 
for persons who were members of the family 
for part of the year and who left because of 
marriage, death or other reasons. Some 
family units existing at the time of the

It is 
recognized, however, that it is not a con-
cept which is suitable for all studies which 
may be made in respect of families and that 
for many purposes a modified definition 
would he useful. In fact, other definitions 
are employed for other purposes. Demograph-
ic studies made in connection with popula-
tion censuses normally use a more restricted 
classification - the family consists of the 
husband, wife and any unmarried children 
resident with them, or one parent and unmar-
ried children. 7  For budget studies, which 
investigate patterns of family expenditure, 
the important criterion is whether or not 
persons living together pool their incomes 
for expenditure purposes; that is, whether 
they constitute one spending unit or several 
wpending units.

Family Life Cycle 

The classification "family life cycle" is 
similar to "family characteristics" in that 
it also groups families in two major catego-
ries: husband-wife families and other fami-
lies.

Employment Status 

The classification "employment status" is 
categorized by: employee, employer or own 
account and not in the labour force. The 
"employee" 9  group consists of employed and 
unemployed paid workers of the public and 
private sectors, unpaid family workers and 
unemployed individuals lookinq for work for 
the first time or who had not worked in the 
past five years. The "employer" group is 
composed of employed and unemployed individ-
uals who operate their own unincorporated 
businesses with paid help, while individuals 
in the "own account" group operate their own 
unincorporated businesses without paid 
help. The category "not in the labour 
force" consists of individuals who are 
neither working nor looking for work due to 
retirement, school attendance or other rea-
sons.

For example, recipients who reported either 
wages and salaries or net income from self-
employment as their major source were 
grouped under the heading earned income. 
Similarly, recipients who reported 
investment income, pensions or miscellaneous 
income as their major source were grouped 
under the heading other mney income. Note 
that individuals and family units whose 
major source of income was military pay and 
allowances are excluded from all 
tabulations. 

Family Income 

Family income is defined to consist of 
incomes received by all individuals 15 years 
of age and over who at the time of the 
survey formed one economic family. Income 
data were collected from each member and 
considered to be part of the family's income 
even if certain family members belonged to 
another family unit for the whole or part of 
the preceding calendar year. Also, no 
recall or adjustment was made to account for 
income of persons who were members of the 
family for part of the year and who left 
because of marriage, death or other 
reasons. 11  

Families who had immigrated to Canada 
during 1983 and had earned some income 
abroad and some in Canada were classified by 
their Canadian income only. Thus, some 
families are classified at incomes which are 
somewhat lower than actual receipts because

In 
order to delineate low income units from 
other family units, two sets of low income 
cut-offs were used. The first set, referred 
to as the low income cut-offs (1969 base), 
was determined by adjusting the low income 
lines developed in 1969 for increasing 
prices, as reflected in the Consumer Price 
Index. These income limits were selected on 
the basis that families with incomes below 
these limits usually spent 62 10' or more of 
their income on food, shelter and cloth-
ing.

The second set, called the low income 
cut-offs (1978 base), was determined from an 
analysis of 1978 Family Expenditure data. 
As a result, these revised low income limits 
reflect more recent consumption patterns of 
Canadian families.

The sample for the 1984 Survey of Con-
sumer Finances conducted in May consisted of 
approximately 17,100 dwellings selected from 
the Labour Force Survey sampling frame. A 
detailed description of this survey design, 
which is a multi-stage stratified clustered 
probability sample, can be found in Method-
ology of the Canadian Lthour Force Survey, 
1976, Catalogue No. 71-526. 

The sample represents all families and 
individuals in Canada with the exception of 
the following: (i) residents of the Yukon 
and Northwest Territories, (ii) members of 
households located on Indian reserves and 
(iii) inmates of institutions. 14  

Data Collection and Processing 

Interviewers listed all persons in the 
selected households and asked persons 15 
years of age and over quesL ions concerning 
their labour force activity during the pre-
vious week and work experience during the 
previous year. The interviewers then asked 
bese persons for detailed income informa-
ion for the calendar year 1983 and their

the survey. During the survey period,

The income data were 
manually pre-edited, loaded onto the compu-
ter data base and linked with the Labour 
Force Survey data.

Response 

The sample consisted of 17,132 dwellings 
of which 1,685 dwellings were vacant. Of 
the 15,447 occupied dwellings, 13,485 pro-
vided Labour Force information. The remain-
ing 1,962 households either could not be 
contacted or refused to participate. Com-
pensation for these non-responding house-
holds is described in "Weighting".

Imputation for Non-response 

In 	estimating 	income 	distributions, 
?,585 records were used in their originally 
r'eported form whereas for 2,202 non-respon-
dents who had failed to provide some or all 
income details, an imputation procedure was 
applied. Income details for income non-res-
pondents were imputed from income respon-
dents. For imputation, the set of donor in-
come respondents and income non-respondents 
was partitioned according to a pre-deter-
mined set of variables (for income non-res-
pondents a wide variety of personal and work 
history variables were known). A donor was 
selected from the set of potential donors on 
a geographically-nearest basis with reported 
income components transferred to an income 
non-respondent. 

In the present report, the number of 
records in the tabulations includes records 
with reported income details and imputed in-
come details. However, it should be noted 
that 152 individuals and 126 family units 
whose major source of income was military 
pay and allowances have been excluded from 
the tabulations. 

Weighting 

The estimation of population characteris-
tics from a survey is based on the premise 
tiiat each sampled unit represents, in addi-
tion to itself, a certain number of unsam-
pled units in the population. A simple sur-
vey weight is attached to each record in the 
sample to reflect this representation. The 
primary component of this weight is the in-
verse of the sampling ratio which is further 
refined on the basis of geographical consid-
erations. The final step in the simple 
survey weight creation is the compensation 
for household non-response in the form of an 
inflation of the weight by the inverse of 
the household response rate. 

To improve the efficiency of survey esti-
mates a ratio estimation procedure was 
adopted for the Survey of Consumer 
Finances. Independent estimates of popula-
tion totals at individual and family levels 
were obtained primarily from Census and 
Labour Force sources. Adjustments for sur-
vey coverage were made to these estimates on 
the basis of data from other sources. The 
ratio of the independent estimate to the 
simple survey estimate of the population 
total was applied to the simple survey 
weight to obtain the final weight for each 
record.

Reliability of Estimates 

The estimates presented in this publica-
tion are derived from a sample survey. 
There are two types of errors present in an 
estimate based on a sample survey, namely 
sampling errors and non-sampling errors. 
Sampling errors occur because inferences 
about the entire population are made on the 
basis of information obtained from only a 
sample of the population. Non-sampling 
errors occur because it is not always poss-
ible to obtain and retain throughout proces-
sing an accurate or true response (value) 
for each sampled unit due to such factors as 
non-response, response errors, processing 
errors, etc. The reliability of a survey 
estimate is thus determined by the combined 
effect of sampling and non-sampling errors. 
It is necessary to control the levels of 
both types of errors in order to derive 
precise and accurate15  estimates from a 
sample survey. 

Supling Error 

Estimates for the Survey of Consumer 
Finances, being based on a sample of house-
holds, are somewhat different than those 
that would have been obtained had the entire 
population been enumerated under the same 
survey conditions. The error so arising is 
termed the sampling error. Sampling errors 
are dependent upon the sample design, the 
sample size, the variability in the popula-
tion and the method of estimation. 

15 It should be noted that accurate and 
precise estimates have different meanings 
statistically. A precise estimate is not 
necessarily accurate since significant 
bias may result in a low standard error 
about the measured mean but a higher 
standard error about the "true" mean that 
was desired to be estimated. This is 
another reason why one must be so 
concerned with non-samplinq errors. 

n 
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The sampling error is an unknown quan- 
ity. The standard error of an estimate is 

S statistical measure of the sampling 
-rro r. The fact that the Survey of Consumer 
iriances is based on a probability sample 

permits the estimation of standard errors 
directly from the sample data in spite of 
the complexity of the sample design. The 
estimated standard error also partially mea-
sures the effect of non-sampling errors but 
does not reflect any systematic biases in 
the data. The estimation of standard errors 
for the Survey of Consumer Finances has been 
patterned after the corresponding Labour 
Force Survey model. It should be noted that 
records which were imputed due to non-res-
ponse along with originally respondent 
records are used in the estimation of stan-
dard errors. 

The estimated standard error of average 
incoe is provided for most distributions in 
this report. It can serve as a rough indi-
cator of the precision of the corresponding 
estimate of average income, if interpreted 
as shown below. For about 68% of the samp-
les which could be selected from the sample 
frame, the difference between the sample 
estimate of average income and the corres-
ponding figure based on complete enumeration 
would be less than one standard error. For 
bout 95% of the possible samples the dif-
erence would be less than two standard 

S  rors and in about 99 10 of the samples the 
ifference would be less than two and a half 
imes as large as the standard error. For 

example, the standard error of average in-
come for families in the Atlantic provinces 
is given in Table 2 as $585 and the esti-
mated average income is $28,511. The esti-
mated average income plus or minus two times 
the standard error will, in approximately 
95% of possible samples, contain the average 
obtained if the entire population were enu-
merated, i.e., the 95% confidence interval 
for average family income in the Atlantic 
provinces is from $27,541 to $29,681. 

The estimated standard errors of percen-
tages have not been included in this report, 
but they can be produced in a similar manner 
to the estimation of standard errors for 
average incomes. Text Table III has been 
included as an example and shows the esti-
mated standard errors for the percentage 
distribution of unattached individuals, fa-
milies, all units and individuals with 
income by income groups. 16

L'erreur type d'une estimation est une mesure 
statistique de l'erreur d'échantillonnage. Comme 
l'enquête sur les finances des consommateurs 
repose sur un échantiilon aléatoire, on peut 
estimer directement les erreurs types N partir 
des données de l'échantillon, malgré Ia compiexi-
té du plan de sondage. L'erreur type estimée sect 
aussi h mesurer partiellement I'effet des erreurs 
d'observation, mais ne traduit pas lea hiats sys-
tématiques. Dans l'enquete sur les finances des 
consommateurs, l'estimation des erreurs types 
suit le rnodèle utiitsé pour l'enquête sur is pop-
ulation active. Ii convient de signaler que, 
pour estimer les erreurs types, on utilise b la 
fois les dossiers syant subi une imputation en 
raison dune non-réponse et les dossiers des 
répondants. 

L'erreur type estimée cki revenu moyen est don-
née pour is plupart des repartitions dans ce bul-
letin. Selon l'tnterprétation faite plus baa, 
elle sert d'indicateur grossier de Is precision 
avec laquelle le revenu moyen a été estimé. Pour 
environ 68% des échantillons gui peuvent être 
tires de Ia base de sondage, la difference entre 
une estimation fondée sur un échantillon et le 
chiffre correspondant que produirait un dénombre-
sent exhaustif eat inférieure une erreur type. 
Pour près de 95% des échantillons possibles, la 
difference serait de mains de deux fois l'erreur 
type et dans environ 99 00' des échantillons, elle 
serait inférieure b deux fois et demie l'erreur 
type. Par exemple, l'erreur type du revenu moyen 
des families clans les provinces de i'Atlantique 
(tableau 2) est de $585 et l'estimation du revenu 
moyen est de $28,511. Comrne 1 1 estimation du reve-
nu moyen plus ou mains deux fois l'erreur type 
contiendra, dana 95% des cas environ, la mayenne 
qu'on aurait obtenue en dénombrant la population 
totale, on pourra dire que l'intervalle de con-
fiance de 95% pour le revenu moyen des families 
des provinces de l'Atlantique se situe entre 
$27,341 et $29,681. 

Lea erreurs types estimées des pourcentages ne 
figurent pas ici, mais on peut les calculer come 
on l'a fait pour les erreurs types des revenus 
moyens. On présente & titre d'exemple le tableau 
explicatif III qui indique lea erreurs types 
estimatives pour is repartition en pourcentage 
des personnes seules, des familles, de l'ensemble 
des unites et des particuliers ayant un revenu, 
selon is tranche de revenu 16 .

The standard errors for these major 
groups are smaller than those obtained from 
finer cross-classifications such as age and 
marital status in a majority of cases. How-
ever, no general rule as to the magnitude of 
the standard error can be applied. The 
standard error is not only a function of the 
number of records but also such factors as 
the qeographic clustering of classifications 
and the weighting of sample records. 

The estimated standard error of a per-
centage can be used to determine confidence 
intervals in exactly the same fashion as for 
the average income example above. For exam-
ple, in Table 2 the $40,000 to $44,999 in-
come group contains 7.610 of all families 
with an estimated standard error of 0.32 10' as

Non-sampling Errors 

Errors may occur at any stage in the 
collection and processing of data for either 
a census or a survey. The net effect of 
these errors is termed the non-sampling 
errors. If individual errors affect the 
data in a systematic direction the bias so 
introduced reduces the reliability of the 
estimates. The existence of errors, even if 
they are randomly distributed with zero 
mean, adversely affects the reliability of 
the estimates. The careful design of the 
survey, the existence of quality control 
procedures and the monitoring of survey 
operations help to limit the magnitude of 
non-sampling errors for the survey. 

Data from the Survey of Consumer Finances 
are subject to the following types of non-
sampling errors: (a) coverage error, (b) 
response error, (c) non-response error and 
(d) processing error. 

(a) Coverage error. This error may occur 
because of inadequate coverage of the 
population of interest and may be 
introduced at various stages from the

	creation of the survey frame to the data 
collection and processing stages. 

b Response error. The response error is 
caused when an erroneous response for a 
desired information datum is obtained. 
This error may be due to a variety of 
factors among which are imprecise 
questionnaire design, the inability or 
unwillingness of the respondent to 
accurately provide the information, the 
interviewer approach, an error in 
recording the response, etc. 

(c) Non-response error. Despite attempts to 
obtain complete response for sampled 
units, non-response is certain to occur 
to some extent in the survey due to such 
factors as the household members being 
on vacation during the interview period, 
no one being home when the interviewer 
visited the household, refusal to supply 
the requested information, etc. For 
these individuals the missing data must 
be imputed either implicitly as in the 
case of reweighting the respondent 
records or explicitly as in the case of 
assigning data to each non-respondent on 
the basis of a similar respondent 
record. The bias introduced by a non-
response compensation procedure is un-
known but it is a function of the

Erreurs d'observat ton 

Des erreurs peuvent se produire en tout temps 
pendant la collecte et le traiternent des données, 
qu'il s'agisse d'un recensement ou d'une enquête. 
L'effet net de ces erreurs s'appelle l'erreur 
d'observation. Lorsque des erreurs particulières 
faussent les données d'une manière systérnatique, 
un tel biais atténue la fiabilité des estima- 
tions.

Erreurs de réponse. Les erreurs de réponse 
se produisent lorsque des éléments d'informa-
tion comportent une réponse erronée.

Erreurs de non-réponse. Malgré tous les 
efforts déployés pour obtenir une réponse 
complete des unites échantillonnées, ii y 
aura toujours certains cas de non-réponse 
parce que les membres du ménage étaient en 
vacances pendant la période d'enquête, parce 
qu'il n'y avait personne h la maison lorsque 
l'interviewer est passé, parce que l'enquêté 
a refuse de fournir les renseignements deman-
des, ou pour d'autres raisons.

Relation entre les estimations ckj revenu et les 
comptes nationaux 

La definition du revenu employee ici corres-
pond a celle du revenu en espèces des ménages 
privés utilisée dans Ia série sur le revenu des 
particuliers de la publication "Comptes natio-
naux, revenus et dépenses".

differences in characteristics between 
the respondent and non-respondent sub-
sets of the sample. Since the magnitude 
of this non-response bias is directly 
proportional to the level of non-
response, attempts are made to minimize 
the non-response rate at the data 
collection stage. 

(d) Processing error. Errors may occur in 
any of the several stages of processing 
of survey data as for example, data 
entry, editing, weighting, etc. Well-
designed quality control procedures and 
continual checking of survey data during 
the processing phase keep this component 
of the non-sampling errors at acceptably 
low levels. 

Relationship of Income Estimates to the 
National Accounts 

The income concept used in this report is 
similar to the money income received by 
private households as measured in the per-
sonal income series in "National Accounts, 
Income and Expenditure". Personal income is 
the total current income of individuals and 
private non-commercial institutions, such as 
charitable organizations and universi-
ties. 17  Personal income includes imputed 
income as well as monetary income. Among 
the imputed items are labour income received 
in kind, imputed rents of owner-occupied 
houses, and imputed banking services to 
individuals. Furthermore, some of the 
income components of the personal income 
series are not received directly by families 
and individuals during the year. Among such 
items are employer contributions to social 
security and pension funds, the investment 
income of life insurance companies and the 
investment income of industrial pension 
funds. The inclusion of such items in the 
National Accounts introduces differences in 
concepts between the Accounts and this sur-
vey. Furthermore, certain income components 
included in the income definition used here 
have no equivalent in the personal income 
series. Examples are annuity income and 
retirement pensions. 

Besides differences in concepts, the two 
series also differ as to coverage. The sur-
vey estimates exclude income of families and

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persons whose income originates mainly in 
military pay and allowances and also incomes 

S  of' inmates of institutions, persons residing 
on Indian reserves, Canadian residents tern-
porarLly abroad and families resident in the 
Yukon and Northwest Territories. 

In aggregate, survey estimates of the 
comparable income components (sum of wages 
and salaries, net income from self-employ-
ment, investment income and transfer pay-
ments) are approximately 93% of the 
corresponding National Accounts aggregate 
after adjustments. As in the past, the sur-
vey estimates for some income components are 
better than for others. The reconciliation 
is very close for wages and salaries. On 
the other hand, some transfer payments 
(social assistance and other miscellaneous 
government transfers) are underestimated; 
total transfers in aggregate account for 
about four-fifths of transfer payments in 
the adjusted personal income series. In- 
vestment income and net income from 
self-employment are also underestimated: 
the former accounts for about two-thirds 
while the latter accounts for about four 
fifths of the corresponding components in 
the adjusted personal income series. In 
total, the differences may not appear to 
ffect the end product to any substantial 

degree but the analytic usefulness of some 
of the income components is lessened because 
of these discrepancies.

Par contre, certains 
paiements de transfert (prestations d'assistance 
sociale et d'autres transferts gouvernementaux 
divers) sont sous-estimés, le total des trans-
ferts, pris globalement, représente environ les 
quatre cinquièmes des paiements de transfert dans 
les series sur le revenu personnel après ajuste-
ments. Le revenu de placements et le revenu net 
d'un emploi autonome sont également sous-estimés, 
le premier représentant environ lea deux tiers et 
le second environ les quatre cinquièmes des 
éléments correspondants dens les series sur le 
revenu personnel ajusté. Au total, ii peut 
sembler que cette difference n'exerce pas une 
influence considerable sur le résultat final, 
mais certaines ventilations y perdent en utilité 
analyt ique.
