Incomes in 1985 

Siimiiary 

Following a period of declining average 
family income since 1980, 1985 data show a 
significant reversal in the trend. After 
inflation adjustment, 1985 average income 
increased by an estimated 2.3%. However, 
overall real income levels remained 3.6% 
lower than in 1980. Although most socio-
demographic groups shared in the real income 
increases in 1985, there were some which did 
not see incomes rise (for example, female 
lone-parent families). 

The number of unattached individuals and 
members of a family whose income was below 
Ite Statistics Canada low income cut-offs 1  

P
tclined by about 263,000 in 1985. Persons 
fi all age groups, including children and 
he elderly, shared in this reduction. As a 
isult, the proportion of low income persons 
ft upped to 16.0% from 17.3%. However, the 
proportion was still higher than the 14.7% 
experienced in 1981. 

Most soclo-demographic groups had reduc-
tions in the low income rate. However, 
female lone-parent families did not have a 
reduction in the low income rate and, in 
fact, have been experiencing an upward trend 
since 1979. 

The female-to-male earnings ratio for 
full-year full-time earners, at 64.9%, did 
not increase for the first time since 1967. 
The ratio in 1985 was less than in 1984 
(65.5%), although the reduction is not 
statistically significant..

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Incidence of Low Income (Based on Low Income 
Cut-offs - 1978 Base) 

Low income cut-offs are relative levels 
determined from income and expenditure pat-
terns in 1978. The income limits were 
selected on the basis that families and un-
attached individuals with incomes below 
these limits spent, on average, 58.5% or 
more of their income on food, shelter and 
clothing. These limits vary by size of area 
of residence and by size of the family. They 
are not intended as measures of "poverty". 2  

Low Income Persons (See Text Table I 9owing 
Data from 1981 to 1985) 

• In 1985, it is estimated that there were 
3,951,000 low income persons (16.0% of the 
population 3 ), down from 4,214,000 in 1984 
(17.3% of the population), a reduction of 
263,000 persons. This is the first sig-
nificant drop in the low income rate since 
1981. From 1981 to 1984, there had been 
an upward trend in the proportion of per-
sons with low income. 

• Children under 16 years of age made up 
28.5% or 1,126,000 of the low income popu-
lation. About one in five (19.5%) chil-
dren under 16 years of age were members of 
low income families, down from 20.8% in 
1984. However, this is still significantly 
higher than the 16.5% estimated in 1981. 

• Elderly persons 65 years and over made up 
12.6% or 500,000 of the low income popula-
tion. This represented 20.0% of all 
elderly persons, down from 21.6% in 1984. 
Elderly unattached individuals still com-
prised seven out of ten of the low income 
elderly. 

• Females represented 56.7% of the low 
income population, compared to 51.0% of 
the total population. These percentages 
showed little changed for the past several 
years.

At 46.8%, the rate of low income among 
elderly unattached (of whom about 82.7% 
are female) was down from 49.6% in 1984, 
continuing a downward trend since 1980 
when the rate was 61.5%. 

For young unattached individuals (15 to 24 
years of age), the low income rate was 
48.0%, basically unchanged from 1984. 
However, there had been an upward trend

• For families, the rate of low income was 
13.3% in 1985, down from 14.5% in 1984, 
reflecting a reduction of 64,000 families. 
However, the proportion of families with 
low income is still significantly higher 
than in 1981 (12.000'). 

All age groups except the young (head's 
age less than 25) experienced a decrease 
in the low income rate. Young families had 
the highest proportion with low income, at 
32.0% while families with heads 45 to 55 
years of age had the lowest rate at 9.2%. 
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Home-owning families had a low income rate 
f 7.9%, compared to 27.2% for renters. 

As a result, families living in rented 
dccommodations made up 57.0% of the low 
income family universe even though they 
iepresented only 27.8% of all families.

For comparison purposes, Text Table LIE 
shows growth rates in the Consumer Price 
Index (row 1) and overall average family 
income in current dollars (row ii) and con-
stant dollars (row iii). Some family types 
have experienced average income growth 
generally greater than the CPI (elderly fam-
ilies and unattached individuals) while 
rt hers (non-elderly married couples and 

ne-parent families) have not kept pace 
Ih inflation when 1985 average incomes are 
spared with those of earlier years.

Income Trends, 1979 to 1985 

Average Income 

Table II presents, by selected family 
types, the average family income for 1985, 
the distribution of all family types in 1979 
and 1985 and the growth rates between 1985 
and each of the years 1979 to 1984. Compar-
ing 1985 average family incomes among family 
types (first column), the range between low 
and high values is considerable. For non-
elderly two-parent families with children 
and two earners, the average is almost five 
times as high as for lone-parent families 
headed by non-elderly females with no earn-
ers ($43,597 versus $8,947). The second and 
third columns show the proportions of family 
types in 1979 to 1985: for example, "non-
elderly married couples only, two earners" 
rnristjtuted 9.1% of the total in 1979 corn- 

ied to 9.9% in 1985. "Non-elderly two-
iiient families with children, one earner" 
:-reased from 11.6% to 7.7% of the total

e family types in 1979 and 1985 and the 

lw income rates for 1979 to 1985. 	The 
iend of declining low income rates for 

elderly families and unattached individuals 
is quite strong. This also reflects in the 
distribution of all low income family types 
- the proportion represented by elderly un-
attached decreased from 25.7% to 18.6% of 
the total and for elderly families from 9.2% 
to 5.0% between 1979 and 1985. However, for 
the elderly unattached, the rate of low 
income in 1985 is still substantially above 
average. 

Among lone-parent, families headed by non-
elderly females, there has been an upward 
trend in the proportion with low income 
since 1979, increasing from 55.4% in 1979 to 
60.4% in 1985. The distribution of all low 
income family types shows that lone-parent 
families headed by non-elderly females have 
risen from 9.9% of all low income family 
units to 13.6% between 1979 and 1985. 

Among non-elderly two-parent families 
n.th children, the proportion with low 

,  neome generally increased between 1979 and 
985 although the rates for 1985 show de-
reases from 1984. For example, for non-
lderly two-parent families with one earner, 

I.Irn rat.e increased from 16.0% in 1979 to a 
peak of 21.8% in 1984, dropping back to 
20.2% in 1985. However, as a proportion of 
all low income families units, this group 
dropped from 8.8% in 1979 to 7.7%, despite 
the generally rising rate of low income for 
this group. For multiple-earner, non-elderly 
two-parent families, the rate in 1985 is 
substantially below that for all families: 
6.9% and 4.5% for non-elderly two-parent 
families with two and three or more earners 
respectively, compared to 13.3% for all fam-
ilies. Since 1979, these families have 
increased only slightly as a proportion of 
all low income family units (up from 4.2% to 
5.8% for non-elderly two-earner families 
with children).

urvev of Consiiner Finances 

Statistics Canada has conducted the 
3urvey of Consumer Finances on a periodic 
basis between 191 and 1971 and annually 
since 1971. The surveys were initially 
restricted to the non-farm population but 
starting with the income data for 1965 the 
surveys have used a sample representing 
virtually all private households in Canada. 

The current survey was conducted in April 
1986 as a supplement to the monthly Labour 
Force Survey using two thirds of the regular 
sample (34,883 households). The sample 
represents virtually all private households 
in Canada except for residents of the Yukon 
and Northwest Territories, households 
located on Indian reserves and inmates of 
institutions. Since the estimates in this 
report are based on a sample survey, they 
are subject to sampling variability. They 
are also subject to response errors (by res-
poridents, interviewers and during process-
ing) as well as errors due to non-response. 

Individuals were asked by interviewers to 
ipply information on their 1985 incomes as 

;Il as answering the standard Labour Force 
.'itvey questions and a few supplementary 
iestions on their work experience. The 

terms income year and reference year are 
both used in this report to mean the full 
calendar year (January to December) prior to 
data collection. 

The range of data handled by these sur -
veys has continued to expand to meet antici-
pated needs of data analysts and policy 
makers. Reflecting this, the contents of 
this publication have been modified periodi-
cally as required. Several new series of 
supplementary statistical reports have been 
introduced in the course of recent years and 
a number of special in-depth studies dealing 
with selected survey topics have also been 
published. 4  Additional data may be obtained 
by special requests or by the purchase of 
microdata tapes which are available for 
large sample years since the early 1970's. 

The data in this report represent the 
distribution of family units existing at the 
time of the survey by the size of the money 
income received by them in the previous 
ilendar year. There are problems in inter-
ieting such cross-sectional data for pur-
ises that require comparisons of life-time

incomes. 	Inequality of cross-sectional 
income distributions may appear to be 
greater than inequality measured on longitu-
dinal data because cross-sections reflect 
incomes of families and individuals at dif-
ferent stages of their life cycle. Annual 
incomes are also subject to more random 
fluctuations than incomes measured over 
longer periods. Another problem relates to 
the fact that over time, structural changes 
in respect to socio-economic characteristics 
of families and individuals occur and con-
found straightforward comparisons of cross-
sectional distributions. Special analytic 
techniques have to be employed to account 
for these changes in order to arrive at 
valid conclusions about historical changes 
in inequality. 5  1-lowever, structural changes 
are usually slow to manifest themselves and 
direct comparisons of annual income distri-
butions are valid for many purposes as long 
as they do not span a period longer than a 
few years. 

it should also be noted that due to the 
fact that the income concept utilized here 
is limited to money income only, there may 
be consequences for cross-sectional as well 
as over time analyses. For example, sub-
stantial benefits are derived by families 
utilizing health and educational services 
and these are not accounted for in the 
present data. 6  On the other hand, distribu-
tions based on income after tax have been 
available since 1971 in the annual publica-
tion Income After Tax, Distributions by Size 
in Canada, Catalogue No. 13-210. 

In this report, the tables are divided 
into foui main sections, namely, income 
Distributions by Size, Earnings and Work 
Experience Data, income Quintile Data and 
Statistics on Low Income. The tabulations 
on income distributions and quintile data 
are presented for four different universes: 
families, unattached individuals, all units 
(families and unattached individuals com-
bined) and all income recipients. The earn-
ings and work experience data cover earners 
only and the low income statistics cover 
families and unattached individuals separa-
tely. In order to provide a historical 
overlap, low income tabulations are produced 
on two sets of cut-offs - 1969 base and 1978 
base. For further details, refer to the 
section on Income Tables.

F .nily 

The family in this publication is defined 
as a group of individuals sharing a common 
dwelling j-uit and related by blood, marriage 
or adoption. Thus, all relatives living 
together at the time of the survey were 
considered to comprise one family whatever 
the degree of family relationship. No 
recall or adjustment was made to account for 
persons who were members of the family for 
part of the year and who left because of 
marriage, death or other reasons. Some 
family units existing at the time of the 
survey were not family units during the 
whole year - for example, a couple who 
married in the middle of the previous year. 
Aside from never married sans and daughters, 
other relatives most commonly found living 
in the household were married sons and 
daughters and widowed parents. 

The definition of the family used in the 
present study is a common definition of what 
constitutes a family - it is referred to as 
the "economic family" definition. It is 
recognized, however, that it is not a con- 

1)t which is suitable For all studies which 
y be made in respect to families and that 

many purposes a modified definition 
wuuld be usefuL In fact, other definitions 

employed for other purposes. Demographic 
sFudies made in connection with population 
censuses normally use a more restricted 
classification - the family consists of the 
husband, wife and any unmarried children 
resident with them, or one parent and unmar-
ried children. 7  For budget studies, which 
investigate patterns of family expenditure, 
the important criterion is whether or not 
persons living together pool their incomes 
for expenditure purposes; that is, whether 
they constitute one spending unit or several 
spending units.

Line personne seule est uric personne qui vit 
seule ou dans un mênage sans avoir de lien de 
parentë avec d'autres mentires du raénaqe. 

Ensemble des unites 

Le terme "ensemble des unites" est utilisé 
dans ce bulletin pour designer collectivement lee 
personnes seules et les families de deux membres 
ou plus. Dans tous lee cas, ies titres des 
tableaux precisent s'il s'agit de families seule-
merit, ou de families et de personnes seules. 

Chef de famille 

Aux fins de Ce bulletin, le chef de familie 
est defini coarse suit: (i) dans les families se

Table headings always 
specify whether families only or families 
and unattached individuals are included. 

Head of Family 

For the purposes of this report the head 
of a family is determined as follows: (1) 
in families consisting of married couples 
with or without children, the husband is 
considered the head, (ii) in lone-parent 
families with unmarried children, the parent 
is the head, (iii) in lone-parent families 
with married children, the member who is 
mainly responsible for the maintenance of 
the family becomes the head, and (iv) in 
families where relationships are other than 
husband-wife or parent-child, normally the 
oldesl iri the fami ly is n'onns iderrnd I he head. 

Family Characteristics 

The classification "family characteris-
tics" indicates the composition of a fam-
ily. The major sub-category of families is 
husband-wife families. The remainder can be 
broken down into lone-parent families and 
all other types of families. The latter 
group contains families consisting of two or 
more related adults such as brothers and 
sisters. Husband-wife families have been 
further subdivided into groups: (i) married 
couple only, (ii) married couple with single 
children only, (iii) married couple with 
relatives other than children only, and (iv) 
all other husband-wife families which con-
sist of a married couple, married children 
and their families with or without single 
children or other relatives present. 

Family Life Cylce 

The classification "family life cycle" is 
similar to "family characteristics" in that 
it also groups families in two major cate-
gories: husband-wife families and other 
families. However, in this classification, 
husband-wife families are further broken 
down by the age of the head (under 45 years; 
45 years and over) and the presence or 
absence of children under 16 years.

The size of area classification is based 
on 1981 Census geographic boundaries and 
1981 Census population counts in urban and 
rural areas as designated by the Labour 
Force Survey. 	Five size of area of resi- 
dence groups are identified: 	four classes 
for urban areas (population 500,000 and 
over, 100,000 to 499,999, 30,000 to 99,999, 
and under 30,000) and one group for rural 
areas. 

MjI:her Tongue 

The variable "mother tongue" refers to 
language which an individual first 

irned in childhood and still understands. 
)jta are presented by three categories: 
English, French and other. 

Education 

The classification "education" is pre-
sented in five categories: (i) 0 to 8 years 
(0 to 8 years of primary and secondary 
education completed); (ii) some high school 
and no post-secondary (9 to 13 years of 
primary and secondary education completed); 
(iii) some post-secondary (attended a post-
secondary institution, university or non-
university, but did not receive a degree, 
certificate or diploma); (iv) post-secondary 
certificate or diploma (received a certifi-
cate or diploma from a post-secondary insti-
tution, university or non-university); and 
(v) university degree. Some tables combine 
the second, third and fourth categories out-
lined above under the heading "secondary and 
some post-secondary".

The 
"eniployee" 9  group consists of employed and 
unemployed paid workers of the public and 
private sectors, unpaid family workers and 
unemployed individuals looking for work for 
the first time or who had not worked in the 
past five years. The "employer" group is 
composed of employed and unemployed indivi-
duals who operate their own unincorporated 
businesses with paid help, while individuals 
in the "own account" group operate their own 
unincorporated businesses without paid help. 
The category "not in the labour force" con-
sists of individuals who are neither working 
nor looking for work due to retirement, 
school attendance or other reasons. 

The categories are based on the status at 
the time of the survey and are not neces-
sarily the same as the status during the 
reference year for which income data were 
collected.

Because of 
sample limitations, the 21 major occupation-
al groups are combined into 10 groups as 
follows: managerial, professional, cleri-
cal, sales, services, farming (including 
fishing, hunting and forestry/logging occu-
pations), processing and machining, product 
fabrication, construction and transport. 
Occupations are coded for persons currently 
employed and the unemployed who have worked 
within the past five years.

Family income is defined to consist of 
incomes received by all individuals 15 years 
of age and over who at the time of the 
survey formed one economic family. Income 
data were collected from each member and 
considered to be part of the family's income 
even if certain family members belonged to 
another family unit for the whole or part of 
the preceding calendar year. Also, no 
recall or adjustment was made to account for 
income of persons who were members of the 
family for part of the year and who left 
because of marriage, death or other reasons. 

Income Tables 

The tables are presented in four major 
sections. The first section contains income 
distributions by size, the second section 
consists of earnings and work experience 
tabulations, the third section is devoted to 
quintile tables and the fourth section 
presents statistics on low income. 

All tables exclude family units and 
individuals whose major source of income was 
military pay and allowances. Excluded also 
are inmates of institutions, persons resid-
ing on Indian reserves, residents of the 
Yukon and Northwest Territories and Cana-
dians temporarily abroad. 

It should be noted that, due to rounding, 
columns may not add to indicated totals. 

In tables showing composition of income 
(i.e., Tables 27, 38, 49, 69, 75 and 80), 

the category other .oney income consists 
of pensions and miscellaneous income. In 
Tables 48 and 69, the major source category 
"other money income" includes units whose

Table 86 indicates the incidence of low 
income among families and unattached indivi-
duals in 1985, while Table 87 compares some 
selected characteristics of families and 
unattached individuals with low incomes vis-
-vis those with higher incomes. In order 

to delineate low income units from other 
family units, two sets of low income cut-
offs were used. The first set, referred to 
as the low income cut-offs (1969 base), was 
determined by adjusting the low income lines 
developed in 1969 for increasing prices, as 
reflected in the Consumer Price Index. 
These income limits were selected on the 
basis that families with incomes below these 
limits usually spent 62% or more of their 
income on food, shelter and clothing. 10  

The second set, called the low income 
cut-offs (1978 base), was determined from an 
analysis of 1978 Family Expenditure data. 
As a result, these revised low income limits 
reflect more recent consumption patterns of 
Canadian families. As the overall ratio 
spent on food, shelter and clothing had 
declined, families who on average spent 
58.5 10' or more of their income on this type

obtain the final weight for each record. 
This procedure was carried out independently 
within categories defined on the basis of 
age, sex and class of worker/labour force 
status for individuals and on the basis of 
age and sex of the head and size of the 
family for family units. 

Upon completion of the weighting, records 
for individuals with zero income were 
removed from the individual tabulation 
file, while records for family units with 
zero income were retained for tabulation 
purposes. 

Reliability of Estimates 

The estimates presented in this publica-
tion are derived from a sample survey. 
There are two types of errors present in an 
estimate based on a sample survey, namely 
rimpling errors and non-sampling errors. 
• impling errors occur because inferences 
nut the entire population are made on the 

11 ISiS of information obtained from only a 
imple of the population. 	Non-sampling 
rors occur because it is not always 

possible to obtain and retain throughout 
processing an accurate or true response 
(value) for each sampled unit due to such 
factors as non-response, response errors, 
processing errors, etc. The reliability of 
a survey estimate is thus determined by the 
combined effect of sampling and non-sampling 
errors. It is necessary to control the 
levels of both types of errors in order to 
derive precise and accurate14  estimates 
from a sample survey. 

Sampling Error 

Estimates for the Survey of Consumer 
Finances, being based on a sample of house-
holds, are somewhat different than those

Fiabilité des estimations 

Les estimations piésentées ici sant Lirées 
d'une enquête-échantillon.

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that would have been obtained had the entire 
population been enumerated under the same 
survey conditions. The error so arising is 
termed the sampling error. Sampling errors 
are dependent upon the sample design, the 
sample size, the variability in the popula-
tiori and the method of estimation. 

	

The sampling error 	is an unknown 
quantity. The standard error of an estimate 
is a statistical measure of the sampling 
error. The fact that the Survey of Consumer 
Finances is based on a probability sample 
permits the estimation of standard errors 
directly from the sample data in spite of 
the complexity of the sample design. The 
estimated standard error also partially 
measures the effect of non-sampling errors 
but does not reflect any systematic biases 
in the data. The estimation of standard 
errors for the Survey of Consumer Finances 
has been patterned after the corresponding 
Labour Force Survey model. It should be 
noted that records which were imputed due to 
non-response along with originally respon-
dent records are used in the estimation of 
standard errors. 

The estimated standard error of average 
income is provided for most distributions 
in this report. It can serve as a rough 
indicator of the precision of the corres-
ponding estimate of average income, if 
interpreted as shown below. For about 68% 
of the samples which could be selected from 
the sample frame, the difference between the 
sample estimate of average income and the 
corresponding figure based on complete 
enumeration would be less than one standard 
error. For about 95% of the possible 
samples the difference would be less than 
two standard errors and in about 99% of the 
samples the difference would be less than 
two and a half times as large as the 
standard error. For example, the standard 
error of average income for families in the 
Atlantic provinces is given in Table 2 as 
$446 and the estimated average income is 
$32 9 127. The estimated average income plus 
or minus two times the standard error will, 
in approximately 95% of possible samples, 
contain the average obtained if the entire 
population were enumerated, i.e., the 95% 
confidence interval for average family 
income in the Atlantic provinces is from 
$31,235 to $33,019. 

The estimated standard errors of percen-
tages have not been included in this 
report, but they can be produced in a 
similar manner to the estimation of standard 
errors for average incomes. Text Table VII 
has been included as an example and shows 
the estimated standard errors for the 
percentage distribution of unattached 
individuals, 	families, 	all 	units 	and 
individuals with income by income groups.

The standard errors for these major 
groups are smaller than those obtained from 
finer cross-classifications such as age and 
marital status in a majority of cases. How-
ever, no general rule as to the magnitude of 
the standard error can be applied. The 
standard error is not only a function of the 
number of records but also such factors as 
the geographic clustering of classifications 
and the weighting of sample records. 

The estimated standard error of a per-
centage can be used to determine confidence 
intervals in exactly the same fashion as for 
the average income example above. For 
example, in Table 2 the $40,000 to $44,999 
income group contains 7.9% of all families 
with an estimated standard error of 0.21% as 
liown in Text Table VII. Thus the 95% con-
I idence interval for the percentage of fami-
ILes in the $40,000 to $44,999 income group 
is 7.5% to 8.3% (7.9% * 2 x 0.21%).

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Non-sp1ing Errors 

EIro[s may occur at any stage in the col-
lectiorm and processing of data for either a 
census or a survey. The net effect of these 
errors is termed the non-snpling errors. 
If individual errors affect the data in a 
systematic direction the bias so introduced 
reduces the reliability of the estimates. 
The existence of errors, even if they are 
randomly distributed with zero mean, 
adversely affects the reliability of the 
estimates. The careful design of the 
survey, the existence of quality control 
procedures and the monitoring of survey 
operations help to limit the magnitude of 
non-sampling errors for the survey. 

Data from the Survey of Consumer Finances 
are subject to the following types of 
non-sampling errors: (a) coverage error, (b) 
response error, (c) non-response error and 
(d) processing error. 

(a) Coverage error. This error may occur 
because of inadequat.e coverage of the 
population of interest and may be 
introduced at various stages from the 
creation of the survey frame to the data 
collection and processing stages. 

(b) Response error. The response error is 
caused when an erroneous response for a 
desired information datum is obtained. 
This error may be due to a variety of 
factors among which are imprecise 
questionnaire design, the inability or 
unwillingness of the respondent to 
accurately provide the information, the 
interviewer's approach, an error in 
recording the response, etc. 

(c) Non-response error. Despite attempts to 
obtain complete response for sspled 
units, non-response is certain to occur 
to some extent in the survey due to such 
factors as the household members being 
on vacation during the interview period, 
no one being home when the interviewer 
visited the household, refusal to supply 
the requested information, etc. For 
these individuals the missing data must 
be imputed either implicitly as in the 
case of reweighting the respondent re-
cords or explicitly as in the case of 
assigning data to each non-respondent on 
the basis of a similar respondent re-
cord. The bias introduced by a non- 
response compensation procedure is 
unknown but it is a function of the dif-
ferences in characteristics between the 
respondent and non-respondent sub-sets 
of the sample. Since the magnitude of 
this non-response bias is directly pro-
portional to the level of non-response, 
attempts are made to minimize the non-
response rate at the data collection 
stage.

Relationship of Income Estimates to the 
National Accounts 

The income concept used in this report is 
similar to the money income received by pri-
vate households as measured in the personal 
income series in "National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure". Personal income is the 
total current income of individuals and pri-
vate non-commercial institutions, such as 
charitable organizations and universities. 15  
Personal income includes imputed income as 
well as monetary income. Among the imputed 
items are labour income received in kind, 
imputed rents of owner-occupied houses, and 
imputed banking services to individuals. 
Furthermore, some of the income components 
of the personal income series are not re-
reived directly by families and individuals 

it irig the year. 	Among such items are 
, 	iployer contributions to social security 

rid pension plans, the investment income of 
I ire insurance companies and the investment 
i , icome of industrial pension funds. The 
inclusion of such items in the National 
Accounts introduces differences in concepts 
between the Accounts and this survey. 
Furthermore, certain income components 
included in the income definition used here 
have no equivalent in the personal income 
series. Examples are annuity income and 
retirement pensions. 

Besides differences in concepts, the two 
series also differ as to coverage. The 
survey estimates exclude income of families 
and persons whose income originates mainly 
in military pay and allowances and also 
incomes of inmates of institutions, persons 
residing on Indian reserves, Canadian 
residents temporarily living abroad and 
families resident in the Yukon and Northwest 
Territories.

Relation entre les estimations du revenu et les 
comptes nationaux 

La definition du revenu employee ici corres-
pond celle du revenu en espèces des ménages 
privés utilisée dans la série sur le revenu des 
particuliers de Ia publication "Comptes nationaux, 
revenus et dépenses". Le revenu des particuliers 
est le revenu courant total des particuliers et 
des établissements privés non commerciaux comme 
les organismes de charité et les universit6sl 5 . 
Ii englobe b la fois le revenu impute et le 
revenu en espèces. Parmi les postes imputes, on 
trouve: le revenu du travail non-monétaire, les 
loyers imputes lorsque l'enquêté est propriétaire 
de la maison qu'il habite et las services ban-
caires imputes aux particuliers. En outre, 
certains des éléments de revenu visés par la 
série sur le revenu des particuliers ne sont pas 
directement recus par les familles et les parti-
culiers au rours de l'année. C'est le ems, entre 
autres, des cotisations patronales b la sécurité 
sociale et aux regimes de retraite, des revenus 
de placements des compagnies d'assurance et des 
revenus de placements des regimes de retraite de 
l'industrie. l'inclusion de ces postes dans les 
comptes nationaux entraine des differences de 
definition entre ces comptes et cette enquête.

Dutre les differences dans les concepts, les 
deux series different égalernent sur le plan du 
champ de l'enquête. Les estimations de l'enquête 
ne comprennent pas les families et les personnes 
dont la principale source de revenu consiste en 
une solde et en indemnités militaires, les 
revenus des pensionnaires d'institutions, des 
personnes vivant dans les reserves indiennes, 
ainsi que les revenus des Canadiens établis 
temporairement l'étranger et des familles 
vivant au Yukon et dans las Territoires du 
Nord-Ouest.

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In aggregate, survey estimates of the 
comparable income components (suii of wages 
and salaries, net income from self-employ-
ment, investment income and transfer pay-
ments) are approximately 92% of the corres-
ponding National Accounts aggregate after 
adjustments. As in the past, the survey 
estimates for some income components are 
better than for others. The reconciliation 
is very close for wages and salaries. On 
the other hand, some transfer payments 
(social assistance and other miscellaneous 
government transfers) are underestimated; 
total transfers in aggregate account for 
about four fifths of transfer payments in 
the adjusted personal income series. 
Investment income and net income from self-
employment are also underestimated: the 
former accounts for about two thirds while 
the latter accounts for about four fifths of 
the corresponding components in the adjusted 
personal income series. In total, the 
differences may not appear to affect the end 
product to any substantial degree but the 
analytic usefulness of some of the income 
components is lessened because of these 
discrepancies.
