Stimuary 

in 1986, real averaqe family income in-
creased by an estimated 1.910 from 1985 and 
4.2% from 1984. However, the average did 
not recover to the maximum level experienced 
in 1980. 

The number of persons below Statistics 
Canada's low income cut-oils declined signi-
ficantly in 1986 for the second year in a 
row. As a result, the proportion of low in-
come persons dropped to 14.9% from 16.0% and 
was not much different from the 1981 rate. 

The composition of the low income popula-
tion has changed during the 1980's even 
though the overall rate in 1986 was similar 
to 1981. Comparing the two years, there 
were relatively fewer elderly, a similar 
proportion of children and a higher percen-
age of individuals in all other age groups 
in 1986. 

Reductions in the low income rates were 
widespread among socio-demographic groups. 
Lone-parent families and unattached individ-
uals continue to have low income rates sub-
stantially above average.

Le nombre de personnes dont le revenu était 
inférieur aux seuils de faible revenu de Statis-
tique Canada a considérablement baissé en 1986 
pour la deuxième année consecutive. De cm fait, 
la proportion des personnes h faible revenu eat 
tombée de 16.0% a 14.9%, ce chiffre n'étant pas 
trés different du taux de 1981. 

La composition de la population b faible 
revenu a change mu cours des années 1980, même si 
le taux global de 1986 est semblable b celui de 
1981.

• The averaqe income of unattached indivi-

duals was estimated at $17,558 in 1986, 

little changed from 1985 on a constant 

dollar basis. (Year to year change for 

unattached individuals is subject to high-

er sampling error than the change for fam-

ilies.) 

• Elderly unattached (age 65 and over) and 

the young (aqe 15 to 24) continued to have 

the lowest averages, at $12,888 and 

$12,928 respectively. 

• Unattached females had an average income 

of $15,475 ($14,656 in 1985) compared to 

$20,072 ($19,257 in 1985) for males. 

• Unattached individuals, on average, re-

ceived 68.6% of income from earnings, 8.2% 

from investments, 17.4% from transfers and 

5.8% from other sources. 

Incidence of Low Income (Based on Low Income

Low income cut-offs are relative levels 

determined from income and expenditure 

patterns in 1978.

Low Income Persons (See Text Table 1 showing 
data from 1981 to 1986) 

o In 1986, 14.9% of the population was in a 
low income situation, down from 16.0% in 
1985. This is the second consecutive year 
that there has been a significant drop in 
the rate. From 1981 to 1984, there had 
been an upward trend in the percentage. 

• There were an estimated 3,689,000 low in-
come persons in 1986, down 262,000 from 
1985 for a total drop of over one-haIr 
million since 1984 (525,000). 

• The low income rate for children under 16 
years of age (17.6% in 1986) was down from 
1985 (19.5%). 

• Children represented 27.5% (1,016,000) of 
the low income population in 1986. Since 
1984, the number of low income children 
had declined by an estimated 193,000. 

• n estimated 18.8% of elderly persons 65 
nirs of age and over were below the low 
'rome cut-off's in 1986, down from 20.0% 

ifi 1985. This continues the downward 
rpnd in rates for the elderly observed 

during the 1970's and 1980's. 

• Low income elderly persons totaled an 
estimated 480,000 in 1986, down almost 
120,000 in three years (596,000 in 1983). 
Over this same three year period, the 
total elderly population increased approx-
imately 200,000. 

Low income Families 

• For families, the rate of low income was 
12.3% in 1986, down from 13.3% in 1985, 
reflecting a reduction of 57,000 families. 

• No age group experienced an increase in 
the low income rate. Young families 
(head's age less than 25) had the highest 
proportion with low income at 30.2% while 
families with heads 45 to 54 years of age 
had the lowest rate at 8.8%.

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• Among major family types, female lone-
parent families had the highest rate of 
low income at 56.1% in 1986 (see Text 
Table V). Female lone-parent families 
with no earners (about one third of all 
such families) had a low income rate of 
92.5%. This group represented 1.8% of all 
families while comprising 13.8% of all low 
income families. 

• The proportion of elderly families (heads 
65 years of age and over) with low income, 
at 9.5%, was below the rate of 12.3% for 
all families. This was the fifth consecu-
tive year that the rate for this group had 
been below the overall averaqe. In 1979, 
their incidence was the highest of any aoe 
group at 21.9%. 

• Home-owning families had a low income rate 
of 7.3% compared to 25.6% for renters. As 
a result, families living in rented accom-
modations made up 57.5% of the low income 
family universe even though they repre-
sented only 27.8% of all families. 

Low Income Unattached Individuals 

• There were an estimated 982,000 unattached 
individuals who experienced low income in 
1986 (34.3% of all unattached individuals 
versus 36.8% in 1985) continuing a down-
ward trend. 

• At 42.7%, the rate of low income among 
elderly unattached was down from 46.8% in 
1985, continuing a downward trend since 
1980 when the rate was 61.5%. 

• For young unattached individuals (15 to 24 
years of aqe), the low income rate was 
47.7 10, basically unchanged from 1985. 
However, the rates for this group had not 
returned to the lower levels experienced 
in the early 1980's.

• For the 1971 to 1986 period, average fami-
ly income peaked in 1980 at $41,080 while 
on a per capita basis, 1986 was the high 
point at $12,691, 3.2% higher than the 
previous peak in 1980. 

• During the period of increasing real aver-
age family income, there was a significant 
increase in the number of earners per fam-
ily, from 1.57 in 1971 to 1.74 in 1981. 
iter 1981, it declined to 1.68 in 1984 
tollowing in line with the declining in-
come trend and then showed a slight in-
crease to 1.69 in 1985 and 1986. 
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The fourth to the tenth columns show the 
growth rate in average income between each 
year and 1986. For example, 1986 average 
income for elderly unattached individuals is 
88% above the 1979 level whereas for lone-
parent families headed by non-elderly fe-
males, it is up by 57% over the period. 

For comparison purposes, Text Table IV 
shows growth rates in the Consumer Price 
Index (row i) and overall average family 
income in current dollars (row ii) and con-
stant dollars (row iii).

Income Trends. 1979 to 1986 

Average Income 

Text Table III presents, by selected fam-
iiy types, the average family income for 
1986, the distribution of all family types 
in 1979 and 1986 and the growth rates be-
tween 1986 and each of the years 1979 to 
1985. Comparing 1986 average family incomes 
among family types (first column), the range 
between low and high values is considerable. 
For non-elderly two-parent families with 
children and two earners, the average is 
more than four and a half times as high as 
for lone-parent families headed by non-
elderly females with no earners ($46,183 
versus $10,140). The second and third col-
UrT*1S show the proportions of family types in 
1979 and 1986: for example, "non-elderly 
married couples only, two earners" consti-
tuted 9.1% of the total in 1979 compared to 
10.0% in 1986. "Non-elderly two-parent fam-
ilies with children, one earner" decreased 
from 11.6% to 7.2% of the total over the 
same period. 

Low Income 

Text Table V shows the distribution of 
low income family types in 1979 and 1986 and 
the low income rates for 1979 to 1986. The 
trend of declining low income rates for 
elderly families and unattached individuals 
is quite strong. This also reflects in the 
distribution of all low income family types 
- the proportion represented by elderly un-
attached decreased from 25.7% to 18.3% of 
the total and for elderly families from 9.2% 
to 5.0% between 1979 and 1986.

Survey uf [ur}1,m,,r F I nances 

Statistics Canada has conducted the 
Survey of Consumer Finances on a periodic 
basis between 1951 and 1971 and annually 
since 1971. The surveys were initially 
restricted to the non-farm population but 
starting with the income data for 1965 the 
surveys have used a sample representing 
virtually all private households in Canada. 

The current survey was conducted in April 
1987 as a supplement to the monthly Labour 
Force Survey using two thirds of tFeceular 
sample (31,478 households).

Individuals were asked by interviewers to

The 
terms income year and reference year are 
both used in this report to mean the full 
calendar year (January to December) prior to 
data collection. 

The range of data handled by these sur-
veys has continued to expand to meet the 
needs of data analysts and policy makers.

Net income from farming was to be re-
ported by individuals who operated their 
own or a rented farm either on own 
account or in partnership. Field instruc-
tions specified that net income was to be 
calculated by subtracting farm operating 
expenses and depreciation of farm assets 
from farm cash receipts. The latter were 
to include all money receipts from the 
sale of farm products including supple-
rnentary and assistance payments from 
goverriTents. Income in kind is excluded. 

The survey collected qross rather than 
net receipts from roomers and boarders 
since the estimation of net income in 
this instance is difficult; during edit-
ing, net income from this source was as-
sumed to be one third of gross receipts.

Major Source of Income 

IIS classification involves a comparison 
uf -3lnounts received from the six sources of 
income defined above.

Excluded also 
are inmates of institutions, persons resid-
ing on Indian reserves, residents of the 
Yukon and NJorthwest territories and Cana-
dians temporarily abroad. 

it should be noted that, due to rounding, 
colums may not add to indicated totals. 

In tables showing composition of income 
(i.e. Tables 24, 34, 44, 60, 62 and 67), the 
category other money income consists of 
pensions and miscellaneous income. 

The term "number of records" refers to 
the niinber of income respondents plus the 
number of records with imputed income de-
tails. This terminology is used to show the 
inclusion of imputed records in contrast to 
the term "sample size" used in pre-1977 
reports to indicate income respondents only. 
See "Sources, Methods and Estimation Proce-
dures" for an explanation of this change in 
the estimation methodology.

The exercise of determining quintile 
points and tabulating each of the five quin-
tiles by different characteristics was per-
formed in the individual series separately 
for male income recipients, female income 
recipients, all individuals in receipt of 
income and for all individuals whose major 
source of income was wages and salaries.

Section III. Statistics on Low Income 

Table 72 indicates the incidence of low 
income among families and unattached indivi-
duals in 1986, while Table 73 compares 
selected characteristics of families and 
unattached individuals with low incomes vis-
è-vis those with higher incomes, in order 
to delineate low income units from other 
family units, two sets of low income cut-
offs were used. The first set, referred to 
as the low incorne cut-offs (1969 bj),_jas 
determined by adjusting the low income lines 
developed in 1969 for increasiliice,!s 
reflected in the Consuner Price Index. These 
income limits were selected on the basis 
that families with incomes below these ha-
its usually spent 62% or more of their in-
come on food, shelter and clothing. 6  

The second set, called the low income 
('ut-offs (1978 base), was determined from an 
undlysis of 1978 Family Expenditure data. 

u For information on the 1969 cut-offs, an 
unpublished paper "Revision of Low Income 
Cut-offs" is available on request. 
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As a result, these revised low income limits 
reflect more recent consumption patterns of 
Canadian families.

Data Collection and Processing 

With the Survey of Consumer Finances 
being a supplement to the April Labour Force 
Survey, standard survey operations were 
carried out by updating the demographic 
information on all persons in the selected 
households and asking persons 15 years of 
age and over questions concerning their 
labour force activity during the previous 
week and work experience during the previous 

Institutions such as prisons, peniten-
tiaries, jails, reformatories, mental hos-
pitals, tuberculosis hospitals, sanatoria, 
orphanages, homes for the aged.

The 
questionnaires used in this survey are 
reproduced at the end of this report. 

The labour force data were processed and 
edited according to established Labour Force 
Survey procedures. The income data were 
manually pre-edited, loaded to a computer 
data base and linked with the Labour Force 
Survey data. The data were then processed 
through the computer edit system which 
checks individual records for consistency 
and completeness. 

Response 

The sample consisted of 35,612 dwellings 
of which 4,134 dwellings were vacant. Of 
the 31,478 occupied dwellings, 30,763 pro-
vided Labour Force information. The remain-
ing 715 households either could not be 
contacted or refused to nartinipate. 
Compensation for these non-respono! honor-
holds is described in "Weightinq'. 

The 30,763 responding houorhu.:.lo curt-
tamed 32,277 family units of which 26,039 
provided complete income details. There 
were 1,176 family units which supplied 
partial income details (i.e. at least one 
individual in the family provided usable 
income information) while 5,062 family units 
failed to provide all income details. This 
implies an overall family unit response 
rate of 78.8%. This figure is based on the 
assunption that the average number of family 
units per household is the same for both 
responding and non-responding households.

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Weiqhting 

The estimation of population character-
istics from a survey is based on the premise 
that each sampled unit represents, in addi-
tion to itself, a certain number of unsam-
pled umits in the population. A simple 
survey weight is attached to each record in 
the sample to reflect this representation. 
The primary component of this weight is the 
inverse of the sampling ratio which is fur-
ther refined on the basis of geographical 
considerations. The final step in the sim-
ple survey weight creation is the compensa-
tion for household non-response in the form 
of an inflation of the weight by the inverse 
of the household response rate. 

To improve the efficiency of survey esti-
mates a ratio estimation procedure is used. 
Independent estimates of provincial popula-
tion totals at individual and family levels 
were obtained primarily from Census and 
Labour Force sources. Adjustments for sur-
vey coverage were made to these estimates on 
the basis of data from other sources. The 
ratio of the independent estimate to the 
simple survey estimate of the population 
total was applied to the simple survey 
weight to obtain the final weight for each 
record. This procedure was carried out in-
dependently within categories defined on the 
basis of age, sex and class of worker/labour 
force status for individuals and on the 
basis of age and sex of the head and size of 
the family for family units. 

Upon completion of the weighting, records 
for individuals with zero income were re-
moved from the individual tabulation file, 
while records for family units with zero 
income were retained for tabulation pur-
poses.

Reliability of Estimates 

The estimates presented in this publica-
tion are derived from a sample survey. 
There are two types of errors present in an 
estimate based on a sample survey, namely 
sampling errors and non-sampling errors. 
Sampling errors occur because inferences 
about the entire population are made on the 
basis of information obtained from only a 
sample of the population. Non-sampling 
errors occur because it is not always pos-
sible to obtain and retain throughout pro-
cessing an accurate or true response (value) 
for each sampled unit due to such factors as 
non-response, response errors, processing 
errors, etc. The reliability of a survey 
estimate is thus determined by the combined 
effect of sampling and non-sampling errors.

Sampling Error 

Estimates for the Survey of Consumer 
Finances, being based on a sample of house-
holds, are somewhat different than those 
that would have been obtained had the entire 
population been enumerated under the same 
survey conditions. The error so arising is 
termed the sampling error. Sampling errors 
are dependent upon the sample design, the 
sample size, the variability in the popula-
tion and the method of estimation. 

The sampling error is an unknown quan-
tity. The standard error of an estimate is 
a statistical measure of the sampling error. 
The fact that the Survey of Consumer 
Finances is based on a probability sample 
permits the estimation of standard errors 
directly from the sample data in spite of 
the complexity of the sample design. The 
estimated standard error also partially 
rnr'isures the effect of non-sampling errors 
nt does not reflect any systematic biases 

iri the data. The estimation of standard 
errors for the Survey of Consumer Finances 
his been patterned after the corresponding 
ihour Force Survey model. It should be 

noted that records which were imputed due to 
non-response along with originally respon-
dent records are used in the estimation of 
standard errors. 

The estimated standard error of average 
incne is provided for most distributions 
in this report. it can serve as a rough 
indicator of the precision of the corres-
ponding estimate of average income, if 
interpreted as shown below. For about 68% 
of the samples which could be selected from 
the sample frame, the difference between the 
sample estimate of average income and the 
corresponding figure based on complete 
enumeration would be less than one stan-
dard error. For about 95% of the possible 
samples the difference would be less than 
two standard errors and in about 99% of 
the samples the difference would be less 
than two and a half times as large as the 

10 It should be noted that accurate and 
precise estimates have different mean-
ings statistically. A precise estimate 
ii not necessarily accurate since signi-
tcant bias may result in a low standard 
rror about the measured mean but a 

Iuqher standard error about the "true" 
nn that was desired to be estimated. 
Iit is another reason why one must be so 
concerned with non-sampling errors. 
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standard error. 	For example, the standard 
error of average income for families in the 
Atlantic provinces is given in Table 2 as 
$380 and the estimated average income is 
$32,516.The estimated average income plus or 
minus two times the standard error will, in 
approximately 95% of possible samples, 
contain the average obtained if the entire 
population were enumerated, i.e. the 95% 

confidence interval for average family 
income in the Atlantic provinces is from 
$31,756 to $33,276. 

The estimated stidard errors of percen-
tages have not been included in this 
report, but they cn be produced in a simi-
lar manner to the estimation of standard 
errors for average incomes. Text Table VIII 
has been included as an example and shows 
the estimated standard errors for the per-
centage distribution of unattached individ-
uals, families, all units and individuals 
with income by income groups.

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The standard errors for these major 
iroups are smaller than those obtained from 
finer cross-classifications such as age and 
iiarital status in a majority of cases. How-
ever, no general rule as to the magnitude of 
the standard error can be applied. The 
standard error is not only a function of the 
number of records but also such factors as 
the geographic clustering of classifications 
and the weighting of sample records. 

The estimated standard error of a percen-
tage can be used to determine confidence 
intervals in exactly the sane fashion as for 
the average income example above. For exam-
ple, in Table 2 the $40,000 to $44,999 
income group contains 8.2% of all families 
with an estimated standard error of 0.23% as 
shown in Text Table Viii. Thus the 95% 
confidence interval for the percentage of 
fanulies in the $40,000 to $44,999 income 
group is 7.7% to 8.7% (8.2% t 2 x 0.23%).

Non-s3nplinq Errors 

Errors may occur at any stage in the col-
lection and processing of data for either a 
census or a survey. The net effect of these 
errors is termed the non-sipling errors. 
If individual errors affect the data in a 
eystematic direction the bias so introduced 
reduces the reliability of the estimates. 
The existence of errors, even if they are 
randomly distributed with zero mean, 
adversely affects the reliability of the 
estimates. The careful design of the 
survey, the existence of quality control 
procedures and the monitoring of survey 
operations help to limit the magnitude of 
non-sampling errors for the survey. 

Data from the Survey of Consumer Finances 
are subject to the following types of non-
sampling errors: 

Coveraje error. This error may occur 
because of inadequate coverage of the 
population of interest and may be intro-
duced at various stages from the crea-
tion of the survey frame to the data 
collection and processing stages. 

Response error. The response error is 
caused when an erroneous response for a 
desired information datum is obtained. 
This error may be due to a variety of 
factors among which are imprecise ques- 

	

tionnaire design, 	the inability or 
unwillingness of the respondent to 
accurately provide the information, the 
interviewer's approach, an error in 
recording the response, etc. 

n Non-response error. Despite attempts to 
obtain complete response for sampled 
units, non-response is certain to occur

factors as the household members being 
on vacation during the interview period, 
no one being home when the interviewer 
visited the household, refusal to supply 
the requested information, etc. For 
these individuals the missing data must 
he imputed either implicitly as in the 
case of reweighting the respondent re-
cords or explicitly as in the case of 
assigning data to each non-respondent on 
the basis of a similar respondent re-
cord. The bias introduced by a non- 
response compensation procedure is 
unknown but it is a function of the dif-
ferences in characteristics between the 
respondent and non-respondent sub-sets 
of the sample. Since the magnitude of 
this non-response bias is directly pro-
portional to the level of non-response, 
attempts are made to minimize the non-
response rate at the data collection 
stage. 

(d) Processing error. Errors may occur in 
any of the several stages of processing 
of survey data as for example, data 
entry, editing, weighting, etc. Well-
designed quality control procedures and 
continual checking of survey data during 
the processing phase keep this component 
of the non-sampling errors at acceptably 
low 1ve1o. 

Relationship of Income Estimates to the 
National Accounts 

The income concept used in this report is 
similar to the money income received by pri-
vate households as measured in the personal 
income series in "National Accounts, Income 
and Expenditure". Personal income is the 
total current income of individuals and pri-
vote non-commercial institutions, such as 
charitable orqanizations and universities. 11  
Personal income includes imputed income as 
well as monetary income. Among the imputed 
items are labour income received in kind, 
imputed rents of owner-occupied houses, and 
imputed banking services to individuals. 
Furthermore, some of the income components 
of the personal income series are not re-
ceived directly by families and individuals 
during the year. Among such items are 
employer contributions to social security 
and pension plans, the investment income of 
life insurance companies and the investment 
income of industrial pension funds. The 
inclusion of such items in the National

Relation entre les estimations du revenu et les 
comptes nationaux 

La definition du revenu employee ici corres-
pond a celle du revenu en espèces des ménages 
privés utilisée dans la série sur le revenu 
des particuliers de la publication "Comptes 
nationaux, revenus et dépenses". Le revenu des 
particuliers est le revenu courant total des 
particuliers et des établissements privés non 
commerciaux comme les orqanismes de charité et 
les universités.

Besides differences in concepts, the two 
series also differ as to coverage. The 
survey estimates exclude income of families 
and persons whose income originates mainly 
in military pay and allowances and also 
incomes of inmates of institutions, persons 
residing on Indian reserves, Canadian 
residents temporarily living abroad and 
fnilies resident in the Yukon and Northwest 
Territories. 

In aggregate, survey estimates of the ) 
comparable income components (sum of wages/ 
and salaries, net income from self-einploy_( 
ment, investment income and transfer pay-
ments) are approximately 92% of the corres-/ 
ponding National Accounts aggregate after 
adjustments. As in the past, the survey 
estimates for some income components are.: 
better than for others. The reconciliation 
is very close for wages and salaries. On 
the other hand, some transfer payments 
social assistance and other miscellaneous 
qovernment transfers) are underestimated; 
total transfers in aggregate account for 
about four fifths of transfer payments in 
the adjusted personal income series. In-
vestment income and net income from self-
employment are also underestimated: the 
former accounts for about three fifths while 
the latter accounts for about four fifths of 
the corresponding components in the adjusted 
personal income series. in total, the dif-
ferences may not appear to affect the end 
product to any substantial degree but the 
analytic usefulness of some of the income 
components is lessened because of these 
discrepancies.
