Highlights 	 Faits saillants 

Average family income in 1989 exceeded 
$50,000 for the first time. After adjustment for 
inflation, average family income was an estimated 
3.3% higher than in 1988. Since the start of the 
latest upward trend in 1984, real income rose 
over 11%. 

Although real family incomes increased since 
1984, declines were experienced during the early 
years of the decade. As a result, substantially less 
income growth was recorded in the 1980s than in 
the previous decades: real incomes grew less than 
10% while growth exceeded 25% in each of the 
preceding three decades. 

The 1989 income situation of seniors was 
substantially improved compared with the early 
1980s. Elderly married couples and elderly unat-
tached individuals had 1989 incomes about 17% 
higher than in 1980. 

Younger families had more modest gains in 
the 1980s. Two-parent families with children had 
an increase of 8%, female lone-parents experi-
enced only a 5% increase and non-elderly mar-
ried couples did not realize a gain over the 
period. 

Ontario was the only province with 1989 family 
income higher than the national average. This 
distinction was shared with at least one oter 
province for other years in the decade. Provincial 
average income ranged from $57,330 in Ontario 
to $38,726 in Prince Edward Island.

1989 qui étaient d'environ 17% plus élevés qu'en 
1980. 

Les jeunes families recevaient des gains plus 
modestes dans les années 80. Les families bi-
parentales avec enfants ont vu leur revenu s'ac-
croItre de 8%, les families monoparentales ayant 
une femme a leur tête n'ont connu qu'une 
augmentation de 5% et les couples dont Ic chef 
n'était pas âgé n'ont pas réalisé de gain au cours 
de Ia période. 

L'Ontario était Ia seule province dont Ic 
revenu des families dépassait La moyenne na-
tionale en 1989.

The trend in the proportion and number of 
persons below Statistics Canada's low income cut-
offs continued downward for the sixth consecutive 
year. The proportion dropped to 12.2% in 1989 
from 13.1% in 1988. At the beginning of this 
declining trend in 1983, the proportion was 
17.0%. There were an estimated 3,129,000 low 
income persons in 1989, down 199,000 from 1988 
and 993,000 from 1983. 

The low income rate for children had 
improved substantially since 1984, dropping from 
20.1% to 14.6% in 1989. This was a decline of 
297,000 children. However, compared with the 
1980 rate of 14.8%, the situation was little 
changed. This reflects the severity of low income 
rate increases for children between 1980 and 
1984: all the gains after 1984 were only enough 
to recover lost ground. 

In contrast with children, elderly persons had 
a 1989 low income rate which was almost one-
half that of 1980. The 1989 rate was 15.9% 
versus 27.7% in 1980. 

Lone-parent families and elderly unattached in-
dividuals continued to have low income rates 
substantially above average, although marginally 
improved from the previous year. For female 
lone-parent families, the 1989 rate was 50.9%, 
down from 53.4% in 1988. The elderly unat-
tached rate of 37.5% was little changed from the 
previous year (38.8%). 

The share of total income received by the 
lowest 20% (or quintile) versus the highest 20% 
of families changed little during the 1980s. The 
bottom quintile's share increased from 6.2% in 
1980 to 6.5% in 1989, while for the highest, the 
share increased from 38.2% to 39.3%. The 
middle three quintiles all received marginally less 
total income by decade's end compared to 1980. 

La proportion et le nombre de personnes dont 
Ic revenu ëtait inférieur aux seuils de faible 
revenu de Statistiquc Canada ont continue a 
baisser pour Ia sixièmc année consecutive. La 
proportion est tomhée a 12.2% en 1989 par 
rapport a 13.1% en 1988. Au debut de ccttc 
tendance a Ia baisse en 1983, Ia proportion dtait 
de 17.0%. En 1989, on comptait environ 
3,129,000 personnes a faible revenu, ce qui 
représente une reduction de 199,000 personnes 
par rapport a 1988 et de 993,000 depuis 1983. 

Le taux de faible revenu chez les enfants s'est 
considérablement amélioré depuis 1984, passant 
de 20.1% a 14.6% en 1989. Ccci represente une 
baisse de 297,000 enfants. Toutefois, par rapport 
au taux de 14.8% en 1980, Ia situation a peu 
change. Ceci reflète Ia sévérité de Ia hausse du 
taux de faible revenu chez les enfants entre 1980 
et 1984; tous les gains réalisés depuis 1984 
n'ayant servi qu'à regagner Ic terrain perdu. 

Contrairement aux enfants, les personnes âgCes 
ont enregistré en 1989 un taux de faible revenu 
de près de Ia moitié de ceiui de 1980. Le taux 
s'Ctablissait a 27.7% en 1980 et a 15.9% en 1989. 

Les families monoparentales et les personnes 
âgées seules ont continue a afficher des taux de 
faible revenu considérablement supérieurs a Ia 
moyenne, en dépit d'une amelioration marginale 
par rapport a l'année précédente. Les families 
monoparentales ayant a leur tête une femme 
enregistraient un taux de 50.9% en 1989, une 
diminution comparativement a 53.4% en 1988. Le 
taux de 37.5% pour les personnes ãgées seules 
était peu change par rapport a I'année précé-
dente (38.8%). 

La part de revenu total revenant aux families 
ayant des revenus situés dans les 20% les plus 
bas de l'échelle de revenu (le quintile inféricur) 
par rapport au 20% les plus haut a peu change 
durant les années 80. Les families du quintiie 
inférieur ont vu leur part augmenter de 6.2% en 
1980 a 6.5% en 1989, alors que pour Ic quintlie 
supérieur Ia part est passée de 38.2% a 39.3%.

This five-to-one ratio was virtually con-
stant throughout the 1980s. 

• Average income for two-parent one-earner families 
was $42,171 compared to $54,697 for two-earner 
families and $71,422 for families with three or more 
earners. 

• Elderly couples fared better during the 1980s than 
their non-elderly counterparts. In 1989, the average 
income for elderly couples was $33,947, up 17.1% 
from 1980. In contrast, the 1989 average of $48,692 
for non-elderly couples was unchanged over the 
period.

• Elderly unattached individuals (as with elderly 
couples), made greater gains in the 1980s than their 
non-elderly counterparts. Their incomes were up 
17.6% to $16,319 in 1989 from $13,877 in 1980. 
Non-elderly unattached individuals only saw an 
increase of 5.9% during the decade, to $23,077 in 
1989. 

• Unattached females had an average income of 
$18,675 compared to $24,098 for males.

Low Income (Based on Low Income Cut-offs, 
1978 Base) 

Low income cut-offs are relative levels determined 
from income and expenditure patterns in 1978. The 
income limits were selected on the basis that families 
and unattached individuals with incomes below these 
limits spent, on average, 58.5% or more of their 
income on food, shelter and clothing. The limits vary 
by size of area of residence and size of the family. 
They are not intended as measures of "poverty".' 

Low Income Peions 

• In 1989, 12.2% of the population was in low income 
family units, down from 13.1% in 1988 and 14.1% 
in 1987. The downward trend began in 1984. The 
hihest rate in the 1980s was 17.0' in 1983.

Low Income Families 

• For families, the rate of low income was 9.6% (or 
682,000 families) in 1989, down from 10.5% in 1988 
and 11.3% in 1987. The low income rate for fami-
lies was lower in 1989 than in 1980 (11.6%). 

• The rate for young families (head's age less than 25 
years) declined to 25.1% in 1989 from 30.6% in 
1988. For elderly families (head's age 65 years and 
over), the 1989 rate of 6.2% was the lowest of all 
major age groups and dropped from 8.1% in 1988. 

• While the 1989 rate for young families was still 
substantially above the 1980 level of 19.5%, the 
proportion of elderly families in low income 
dropped by more than half during the same period 
(from 13.3% in 1980 to 6.2% in 1989). 

Among major family types, female lone-parent 
families had the highest rate of low income in 1989 
at 50.9% - those with no earners (about one fourth 
of all such families) had a rate of 94.8%. There was 
very little change for these families in the 1980s. 

• Among two-parent families, the proportion with low 
income (8.0%) was down slightly in 1989 from the 
1980 rate (9.0%). However, the pattern varies when 
viewed by number of earners: one-earner families 
had a higher rate in 1989 (18.2%) compared to 
1980 (15.8%), those with two earners had almost 
the same rate (5.2% versus 5.3%) while those with 
three earners were down (2.3% compared to 3.1%). 

• Home-owning families had a low income rate of 
5.2% compared to 2 1.8% for renters. While renters 
represented only 26.6% of all families, 60.4% of low 
income families rented.

(161.8%). However, close to three fifths of the total 
increase occurred between 1951 and 1971 (93.9%). 
Per capita family income2  increased by two times 
from 1951 to 1989 (211.2%). This was greater than 
the family income growth due to a decrease in 
family size (-15.9%).

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• The per capita income growth from 1951 to 1989 
reflected the family size changes during the period. 
From 1951 to 1961, when family size was increasing, 
per capita growth did not match the rate of real 
family income increase. For the remainder of the 
period, the growth in family income per capita 
surpassed changes in family income. For example, 
the per capita income growth of 12.5% in the 1981- 
1989 period was almost double the comparable 
family rate. 

• Part of the increase in family income was due to 
significant increases in the number of income 
recipients and earners in families. Between 1967 
(the first year that data are available) and 1989, the 
average number of income recipients rose from 1.78 
to 2.21 (or 24.2%) while earners increased from 
1.55 to 1.80 (16.1%). Both increased substantially 
in the period of fast income growth but grew very 
little during the 1980s.

Survey of Consumer Finances 

Statistics Canada has conducted the Survey of 
Consumer Finances on a periodic basis between 1951 
and 1971 and annually since 1971. The surveys were 
initially restricted to the non-farm population, but 
starting with the income data for 1965, the surveys 
have used a sample representing virtually all private 
households in Canada. 

The current survey was conducted in April 1990 as 
a supplement to the monthly Labour Force Survey 
using two thirds of the regular sample. In total, 
40,205 households were surveyed. The sample 
represents virtually all private households in Canada 
except for residents of the Yukon and Northwest 
Territories, households located on Indian reserves and 
inmates of institutions. Since the estimates in this 
report are based on a sample survey, they are subject 
to sampling variability. They are also subject to 
response errors (by respondents, interviewers and 
during processing) as well as errors due to non-
response. 

individuals were asked by interviewers to supply 
information on their 1989 incomes and to answer the 
standard Labour Force Survey questions and a few 
supplementary questions on their work experience. 
The terms income year and rcfcrcncc year are both 
used in this report to mean the full calendar year 
(January to December) prior to data collection. 

A list of related reports appears at the end of this 
publication. Additional data may be obtained by 
special requests or by the purchase of microdata tapes 
which are available for large sample years since the 
early 1970s. 

In this report, the tables are divided into three 
main sections, namely, Income Distributions by Size, 
income Quintile Data and Statistics on Low Income.

families, unattached individuals, all units (families and 
unattached individuals combined) and all income 
recipients. The low income statistics cover families 
and unattached individuals separately.

Families, Individuals and 
Their Characteristics 

Family 

The family in this publication is defined as a group 
of individuals sharing a common dwelling unit and 
related by blood, marriage or adoption. Thus, all 
relatives living together at the time of this survey 
were considered to comprise one family whatever the 
degree of family relationship. No recall or adjustment 
was made to account for persons who were members 
of the family for part of the year and who left 
because of marriage, death or other reasons. Some 
family units existing at the time of the survey were 
not family units during the whole year; for example, 
a couple who married in the middle of the previous 
year. Aside from never married Sons and daughters, 
other relatives most commonly found living in the 
household were married sons and daughters, parents, 
brothers and sisters. 

The definition of the family used in the present 
study is referred to as the "economic family" defini-
tion. Other family definitions are employed for other 
purposes. Demographic studies made in connection 
with population censuses normally use a more re-
stricted classification: the family consists of the hus-
band, wife and any never married children resident 
with them, or one parent and never married children. 3  
For budget studies, which investigate patterns of 
family expenditure, the important criterion is whether 
or not persons living together pool their incomes for 
expenditure purposes; that is, whether they constitute 
one spending unit or several spending units. In this 
definition, it is allocation of income which determines 
what constitutes a family (although in Canadian 
studies, never married children are included as mem-
bers of their parents' family and not treated as 
separate units). 4  

Income distributions based on this definition are being 
published in Family Incomes (Census Families), 1989, 
Catalogue No. 13-208.

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Unattached Individual 

An unattachcd individual is a person living alone 
or in a household where he/she is not related to other 
household members. 

All UniLs 

The term "all units" is used in the text of this 
report to designate, collectively, unattached individuals 
and families with two or more members. Table 
headings always specil' whether families only or 
families and unattached individuals are included. 

Head of Family 

For the purposes of this report, the head of a 
family is determined as follows: 

in families consisting of married couples with or 
without children, the husband is considered the 
head; 

in lone-parent families with unmarried children, 
the parent is the head; 

in lone-parent families with married children, 
the member who is mainly responsible for the 
maintenance of the family becomes the head; 
and 

in families where relationships are other than 
husband-wife or parent-child, normally the eldest 
in the family is considered the head.

Family Charactericlics 

The classification "family characteristics" indicates 
the composition of a family.

The latter group contains families consisting 
of two or more related adults such as brothers and 
sisters. Husband-wife families have been further 
subdivided into groups: 

(I) married couple only;

Family Life Cycle

husband-wife families are further broken down by the 
age of the head (under 45 years; 45 years and over) 
and the presence or absence of children under 16 
years of age. 

Family Size 

Family size refers to the total number of persons 
in the family as constituted at the time of the survey. 

Nwnber of Children 

The variable "number of children" used in the 
tabulations is a count of the number of single chil-
dren in the economic family under 6 years, 16 years 
and 18 years of age. Table headings specify which age 
group is being tabulated. 

Size of Area of Residence 

The size of area of residence classification is based 
on 1981 Census geographic boundaries and 1986 
Census population counts in urban and rural areas as 
designated by the Labour Force Survey. Five size of 
area of residence groups are identified: four classes 
for urban areas (population 500,000 and over, 100,000 
to 499,999, 30,000 to 99,999, and under 30,000) and 
one group for rural areas.

Dans la présente classification, toutefois, ies families 
époux-épouse sont ensuite decomposees scion l'age du 
chef de famille (moms de 45 ans, 45 ans et plus) et 
scion qu'il y ait ou non des enfants de moms de 16 
ans. 

Taille de la famile 

La taille de Ia famille représente le nombre total 
de personnes faisant partie de Ia famiiie au moment 
de l'enquéte. 

Nombre d'enfants 

La variable "nomhrc d'enfants" utilisCe dans les 
totalisations désigne Ic nombre d'enfants célibataires 
de moms de 6 ans, de moms de 16 ans et de moms 
de 18 ans faisant partie de Ia famille dconomique. 
Dans tous les cas, les litres des tableaux prdciscnt les 
groupes d'age utilisés dans les totalisations. 

Taille de la region de thidence 

La classification selon Ia "taille de Ia region de 
residence" est basde sur les frontières gdographiques 
du recensement de 1981 et sur la population du 
recensement de 1986 dans les regions urbaines et 
rurales, désigndes par l'enquete sun la population 
active. Cinq groupes de taille de region de residence 
comprennent quatre categories pour les regions 
urbaines (500,000 habitants et plus, 100,000 a 499,999 
habitants, 30,000 a 99,999 habitants, et moms dc 
30,000 habitants) et une categorie pour les regions 
ruraies. 

Mother Tongue 

The variable "mother tongue" refers to the language 
which an individual first learned in childhood and still 
understands. Data are collected by three categories: 
English, French and other. 

Langue maternelle

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Education 

The classification "education" is presented in six 
categories: 

0 to 8 years (the highest grade of elementary 
school completed); 

some secondary education; 

graduated from high school; 

some post-secondary (attended a post-secondary 
institution, university or non-university, or trades 
program through apprenticeship, vocational 
schools or private trade schools. Did not receive 
degree, certificate or diploma); 

post-secondary certificate or diploma (includes 
trades certificate); 

university degree (bachelor degree or above) 

Some tables combine the second to fifth categories 
inclusive under the heading "secondary and some post-
secondary". 

Beginning with the 1990 survey, the Survey of 
Consumer Finances has adopted a new set of ques-
tions introduced by the Labour Force Survey to 
determine the educational attainment of respondents. 
Previously, the data on primary and secondary educa-
tion reflected the number of years of primary and 
secondary education completed. Now, the information 
is collected on the highest grade of elementary or high 
school completed. Post-secondary education questions 
were previously limited to education which normally 
requires high school graduation. With the new ques-
tions, any education that could be counted towards a 
degree, certificate or diploma from an educational 
institution is taken as post-secondary. As a result, 
more persons are counted in the post-secondary 
education category (e.g. trades programs through 
apprenticeship, vocational schools or private trade 
schools do not always require high school graduation). 

Generally, the revised education codes result in 
fewer people falling in the categories of primary and 
secondary education than before due to the removal 
of the high school graduation prerequisite to post-
secondary education. The conceptual change of years 
of schooling to highest grade also contributes to 
distributional changes. Finally, only people with at 
least a bachelor degree are now included in "university 
degree", lowering the number of persons in that 
category. 

Instruction 

La variable "instruction" se divise en six categories: 

0 a 8 anndes (le plus haut niveau d'dtudcs pri-
maires achevdcs); 

etudes secondaires particlles; 

etudes secondaires compldtCes; 

etudes postsecondaires partielles (personnes qui 
ont fr&luentd un dtablissement d'enseignement 
postsecondaire, universitaire ou non univer-
sitaire, ou un programme d'apprcntissage ou 
cours de formation offerts par des dcolcs de 
mdtiers. N'ont pas reçu de grade, de certificat ni 
de diplOme); 

certificat ou diplOme d'dtudes postsecondaires 
(incluant certificat de métier); 

grade universitaire (baccalauréat et plus). 

Dans certains tableaux, les deuxième a cinquième 
categories sont rdunies sous Ia rubrique "etudes 
secondaires et etudes postsecondaires part idles". 

L'enquete sur les finances des consommateurs a 
adoptC, avec l'enquCte de 1990, de nouvelles questions 
introduites par l'enquete sur Ia population active pour 
determiner le niveau d'instruction des personnes 
interrogdes. Auparavant, l'information sur l'instruction 
de niveau primaire et secondaire reflétait le nombre 
d'années d'Etudes prirnaires et secondaires achevdes. 
Maintenant, les donndes recueillies portent sur leplus 
haut niveau d'études primaires ou secondaires achevCes. 
Les questions utilisées prdcédemment limitaient les 
etudes postsecondaires aux etudes exigeant normale-
ment un diplOme d'érudes secondaires. Maintcnant, ii 
suffit que Ia formation puisse compter pour 1 'obtention 
d 'un certificat ou diplónle d 'Un Ezablissenient d 'enseigne-
ment. Cette modification entraInera une augmentation 
du nombre de personnes dans cette categoric (a titre 
d'exemple, notons que certaines pdriodes d'apprentis-
sage ou cours de formation offerts par des dcoles de 
métiers et autres n'exigent pas de diplOme d'Ctudes 
secondaires). 

De façon gdndrale, on retrouvera moms de per-
sonnes dans les categories de niveau primaire et 
secondaire, en raison de l'dlimination du diplOme 
d'études secondaires comme pré-requis au niveau 
postsecondaire. L'adoption du concept de plus haul 
niveau d'ëtudes en remplacement de celui de nombre 
d'anndes d'dtudes contribue aussi a modifier la 
distribution.

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Tenure 

The classification "tenure" contains two categories: 
owner and renter. The "owner" category is further 
classified by 'with mortgage' and 'without mortgage'. 
"Renter" also includes roomers, lodgers, and family 
units and individuals who received free lodging or 
who resided with employers. 

Employment Status 

The classification "employment status" is cate-
gorized by: employee, employer or own account and 
not in the labour force. The "employee" 5  group 
consists of employed and unemployed paid workers of 
the public and private sectors, unpaid family workers 
and unemployed individuals looking for work for the 
first time or who had not worked in the past five 
years. The "employer" group is composed of employed 
and unemployed individuals who operate their own 
unincorporated businesses with paid help while 
individuals in the "own account" group operate their 
own unincorporated businesses without paid help. The 
category "not in the labour force" consists of individ-
uals who are neither working nor looking for work 
due to retirement, school attendance or other reasons. 

The categories are based on the status at the time 
of the survey and are not necessarily the same as the 
status during the reference year for which income data 
were collected. 

Occupation 

The classification of occupations is based on the 
1980 Standard Occupational Classification. The 21 
major occupational groups are combined into 10 
groups as follows: managerial, professional, clerical, 
sales, service, farming (including fishing, trapping and 
forestry/ logging occupations), processing and machin-
ing, product fabrication, construction and transport. 

Mx1e d'occupation 

La variable "mode d'occupation" se divise en deux 
catgories: propridtaire et locataire. La categorie dc 
propridtaire est ventilde en 'avec emprunt hypothd-
caire' et 'sans emprunt hypothdcaire'.

La categorie "salarid" 5  comprend les 
travailleurs rdmunérés occupés et en chOmage dans les 
secteurs public et privd, les travailleurs familiaux non 
rCmunCrés et lea chOmeurs qui cherchent du travail 
pour Ia premiere fois ou qui n'ont pas travaillé au 
cours des cinq dernières années.

Les categories sont fonddes sur le statut au 
moment de l'enquête et ne correspondent pas néces-
sairement au statut ddtenu durant l'annde de rCfé-
rence, annde pour laquelle on a recueilli des donnécs 
sur Ic revenu. 

Profession 

Le classement des professions eat fondé sur Ia 
classification type des professions de 1980. Les 21 
principaux groupes professionnels sont ramenés aux 
10 groupes suivants: direction, professions libérales, 
travail administratif, commerce, services, agriculture (y 
compris péche, piégeage et exploitation forestiCre), 
traitement et usinage des matiCres premieres, fabrica-
tion, construction et transport. 

Some baby-sitters, cleaning persons, handypersons, etc., are 
treated differently in the Labour Force Survey than in this 
survey. The Labour Force Survey groups these indMduals 
into the "employer or own account" category and this 
survey groups them into the "employee" category. 

La classification de certain(e)s gardien(ne)s d'enfanLs, 
preposes au nettoyage, personnes a tout faire, etc., diffère 
entre l'enquete sur Ia population active et l'enqu&e sur les 
finances des consommateurs.

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The occupational categories are based on the status 
'  at the time of the survey, which may not correspond 

to the status during the reference year. Only persons 
currently employed and unemployed persons who have 
worked within the past five years are included in 
occupation tabulations.

Reference Year Characteristics 

Individuals with Income or 
Income Recipients 

An individual with income or an income recipient 
is any person 15 years of age and over who received 
some money income during the reference year. 

Earner 

An earner is a person who received wages and 
salaries and/or net income from self-employment 
during the reference year.

Unemployment &perience 

The classification "unemployment experience" refers 
to the number of weeks during which an individual 
was unemployed during the reference year. "Some 
unemployment" is defined as one or more weeks of 
unemployment. Economic families have been classified 
by the unemployment experience of family members. 
The categories used are: 

no one unemployed [composed  of families 
whose members were employed sometime during 
the reference year and/or did not participate in 
the labour force]; 

head had some unemployment consisting of all 
families whose heads had experienced some 
unemployment regardless of the unemployment 
experience of other family members]; and 

some member other than head had some un-
employment [containing families with heads not 
unemployed but with unemployed wife, 
child(ren) and/or other relative(s)]. 

Experience de chimage 

L.a variable "exp&ience de chOmage" ddsigne Ic 
nombre de semaines pendant lesquelles une personne 
a étd en chOmage durant l'annde de rCférence. Le 
terinc "ayant dtd en chOmage" ddsigne une semaine ou 
plus de chOmage. Las families économiques sont 
classees selon l'experience de chOmage de leurs 
membres. L.es categories utiiisées sont les suivantes: 

aucun chOmeur [composde des families dont les 
membres ont travailld quelque temps durant 
l'année de rdfdrence et (ou) ne faisaient pas 
partie de Ia population active];

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Labour Force Participant 

A labour force participant is a person 15 years of 
age and over who worked or looked for work in the 
reference year. If a person neither worked nor looked 
for work at any time in the reference year, he/she is 
not in the labour force. 

Work Activity 

Full-year full-time worker. A full-year full-time 
worker is a person who worked mostly 30 hours 
or more per week (or usually worked less than 30 
hours, but considered him/herself to be employed 
full-time) for 49 to 52 weeks in the reference year. 

2. Other worker. A person who worked mostly 29 
hours or less per week for 49 to 52 weeks, or 
worked less than 49 weeks in the reference year is 
treated as "other worker". 

Actif

Income and Its Components 

Total Income 

The total income of a unit consists of income from 
the following sources: 

Wages and Salaries. Gross wages and salaries 
before deductions for such items as income taxes, 
unemployment insurance and pension plans, and 
excluding fringe benefits. Commission income 
received by salespersons as well as occasional earn-
ings for baby-sitting, for delivering papers, for 
cleaning, etc., are also included in this category. 
All income in kind such as meals or living accom-
modation is excluded. 

Where individuals received military pay in the form 
of reserve military pay, and where this was a minor 
part of total income, such income was combined 
with wages and salaries. 

2. Net  iname from sclI-cmploymcnL Net income 
(gross income minus expenses) received from self-
employment either on own account or in part-
nership in an unincorporated business or in inde-
pendent professional practice. Included here is net 
income from operating a farm as well as that 
received from roomers and boarders. 

Revenu Ct composantes du revenu 

Revenu total 

Le revenu total d'uric unik comprcnJ ks revenus 
provenant des sources suivantes: 

Salaires ci traitemcnls. Montant brut des salaires 
et traitements, avant toute retenue pour l'impOt 
sur le revenu, l'assurance-chdmage et les regimes 
de retraite, a l'exclusion des avantages sociaux. Les 
commissions des vendeurs ainsi que les revenus 
occasionnels pour la garde d'enfants, Ia livraison de 
journaux a domicile, les travaux de mdnage, etc.

Net income from farming was to be reported by 
individuals who operated their own or a rented 
irm either on own account or in partnership. Field 
instructions specified that net income was to be 
calculated by subtracting farm operating expenses 
and depreciation of farm assets from farm cash 
receipts. The latter were to include all money 
receipts from the sale of farm products including 
supplementary and assistance payments from 
governments. Income in kind is excluded. 

The survey collected net receipts from roomers and 
boarders. Payments for room and board received 
from relatives were not included in income of the 
person receiving such payments. 

Investment income. 	Bond interest, dividends, 
mortgage interest, net rents, estate income, bank 
interest and other investment income. 

Government transfer payments. All social welfare 
payments from federal, provincial and municipal 
governments such as Family Allowances, Old Age 
Security, Guaranteed Income Supplement, Spouse's 
Allowance, pensions under Canada and Québec 
Pension Plans, Unemployment Insurance benefits, 
worker's compensation, training allowances, veter-
ans' pensions and allowances, social assistance, 
pensions to the blind and the disabled. Family 
Allowances are treated as part of the income of the 
parent or guardian who claimed an income tax 
exemption for the children concerned. Refundable 
tax credits, both provincial and federal (child tax 
credit, sales tax credit) are included as income. 

Pensions. 	Retirement pensions, annuities and 
superannuation. 

Miscellaneous income. Scholarships, alimony and 
other items not specified or included in the above 
citcgories.

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Earnings 

Earnings consist of income from wages and salaries 
and/or net income from self-employment, as defined 
above in "Total Income". 

Receipts Not Counted as Income 

Gambling gains and losses, money inherited during 
the year in a lump sum, capital gains or losses, 
receipts from the sale of property or personal belong-
ings, income tax refunds, loans received, loans repaid 
to an individual as the lender, lump sum settlements 
of insurance policies, and rebates of property taxes 
and other taxes were excluded as well as all income in 
kind such as free meals, living accommodation or food 
and fuel produced on own farm. 

Major Source of Income 

This classification involves a comparison of 
amounts received from the six sources of income 
defined above. The largest component is designated as 
the major source of income. For tabulation purposes, 
some major source categories were combined under 
one heading. For example, recipients who reported 
either wages and salaries or net income from self-
employment as their major source were grouped 
under the heading earned income. Similarly, recipients 
who reported investment income, pensions or miscel-
laneous income as their major source were grouped 
under the heading other money income. Note that 
individuals and family units whose major source of 
income was military pay and allowances are excluded 
from all tabulations. 

Gains

Family income is defined to consist of incomes 
received by all individuals 15 years of age and over 
who at the time of the survey formed one economic 
family. Income data were collected from each member 
and considered to be part of the family's income even 
if certain family members belonged to another family 
unit for the whole or part of the preceding calendar 
year. Also, no recall or adjustment was made to 

Revenu de la famille 

Le revenu de Ia familie se compose dc tous les 
revenus recus par bus les particuliers ages de 15 ans 
et plus qui, au moment de l'enquête, constituaient 
une famille économique. Les données sur Ic revenu 
ont dtd recueiliies auprès dc chaque membre et

Income Tables 

The tables are presented in three major sections. 
The first section contains income distributions by size, 
the second section is devoted to quintile tables and 
the third section presents statistics on low income. 

All tables exclude family units and individuals 
whose major source of income was military pay and 
allowances. Excluded also are inmates of institutions, 
persons residing on Indian reserves, residents of the 
Yukon and Northwest Territories and Canadians 
temporarily abroad. 

It should be noted that, due to rounding, columns 
may not add to indicated totals. 

In tables showing composition of income (i.e. 
Tables 22, 32, 42, 54, 56 and 61), the category other 
money income consists of pensions and miscellaneous 
income. 

The term "number of records" refers to the number 
of income respondents plus the number of records 
with imputed income details. This terminology is used 
to show the inclusion of imputed records in contrast 
to the term "sample size" used in pre-1977 reports to 
indicate income respondents only. See "Sources, 
Methods and Estimation Procedures" for an explana-
tion of the imputation methodology.

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Section I. Income Distributions by Size 

This section consists of four parts: Tables 1 to 22 
show income distributions for families, Tables 23 to 
32 for unattached individuals, Tables 33 to 42 for all 
units (families and unattached individuals combined), 
and Tables 43 to 54 for individual income recipients 
aged 15 years and over. 

Section IL Income Quintile Data 

This section is divided into two parts: Tables 55 to 
59 provide data on families and unattached individuals 
and Tables 60 to 65 on individuals with income. 

Quintile data were compiled by ranking weighted 
survey returns in ascending order by size of total 
income (in current dollars). Then the array was 
divided into five equal parts or quintiles. 

The exercise of determining quintile points and 
tabulating each of the five quintiles by different 
characteristics was performed in the individual series 
separately for male income recipients, female income 
recipients, all individuals in receipt of income and for 
all individuals whose major source of income was 
wages and salaries. 

In the family unit series, quintiles were identified 
and tabulated for unattached individuals, families and 
all units (unattached individuals and families com-
bined). It should be noted that the ranking of units 
was performed independently (for these three popula-
tions) and the resulting data, e.g. for "all units" in the 
lowest quintile are not simply the addition of families 
in the first quintile and unattached individuals in the 
first quintile. The same is true of "all individuals"; the 
data by quintiles are not a summation of "males" and 
"females" within the same quintile, but based on an 
independent ranking of persons with income.

Section III. Statistiques sur les faibles revenus6  

Le tableau 66 présente pour certaines anndes, Ia 
proportion de families et de personnes seules a faible 
revenu selon certaines caractCristiques ainsi que le 
taux de faible revenu pour toutes les personnes. 

Voir l'annexe pour Ics seuls de faibc revenu fonds sur 
l'cnquête de 1986 sur les dépenses des families. 
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Table 67 indicates the incidence of low income 
among families and unattached individuals by selected 
characteristics in 1989, while Table 68 compares 
selected characteristics of families and unattached 
individuals with low income vis-à-vis those with higher 
incomes. 

In order to delineate low income units from other 
family units, two sets of low income cut-offs were 
used. The first set, referred to as the low income cut-
offs (1969 base), was determined by adjusting the 
income lines developed in 1969 for increasing prices, 
as reflected in the Consumer Price Index. These 
income limits were selected on the basis that families 
with incomes below these limits usually spent 62% or 
more of their income on food, shelter and clothing. 7  

The second set, called the low income cut-offs 
(1978 base), was determined from an analysis of 1978 
Family Expenditure data. As the overall ratio spent 
on food, shelter and clothing had declined since 
1969, families who on average spent 58.5% or more 
of their income on this type of goods and services 
were considered to be in straitened circumstances.8  
Both sets of low income cut-offs are differentiated by 
size of area of residence and by family size. 

Two additional sets of low income cut-offs have 
been calculated based on more recent Family Expen-
diture Survey data. A 1982-based revision resulted in 
no meaningful change in the data. (A note describing 
the low income cut-offs based on the 1982 Family 
Expenditure data is available on request). A 1986-
based revision is discussed in the Appendix of this 
report.

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Sources, Methods and 
Estimation Procedures 

Sample 

The sample for the 1990 Survey of Consumer 
Finances used two thirds (or approximately 40,000 
households) of the April 1990 Labour Force Survey 
sample. A detailed description of this survey design, 
which is a multi-stage stratified clustered probability 
sample, can be found in Methodology of the Canadian 
Labour Force Survey, 1976, Catalogue No. 7 1-526. 

The sample represents all families and individuals 
in Canada with the exception of the following: 

residents of the Yukon and Northwest Terri-
tories; 

members of households located on Indian re-
serves; and 

inmates of institutions. 9  

Data Collection and Processing 

Income questionnaires were mailed to sample 
households prior to the survey. After the administra-
tion of the April Labour Force Survey, persons 15 
years of age and over were asked questions concerning 
their labour force experience during the previous year 
and other demographic data. Respondents gave 
detailed income information for the 1989 calendar 
year from the mailed out questionnaires that they 
were asked to complete prior to the interview. The 
questionnaires used in this survey are reproduced at 
the end of this report. 

The labour force data were processed and edited 
according to established Labour Force Survey 
procedures. The income data were screened, captured 
and loaded to a data base and linked with the Labour 
Force Survey data. The data were then processed 
through the computer edit system which checks 
individual records for consistency and completeness.

Compensation for 
these non-responding households is described in the 
section on "Weighting". 

The 38,854 responding households contained 40,769 
family units of which 31,192 provided complete 
income details. There were 1,738 family units which 
supplied partial income details (i.e. at least one 
individual in the family provided usable income 
information) while 7,839 family units failed to provide 
all income details. As a result, the overall family unit 
response rate was estimated to be 73.9%. This figure 
is based on the assumption that the average number 
of family units per household is the same for both 
responding and non-responding households. Text 
Table VI presents provincial response rates by type of 
area. 

The family units supplying complete income details 
and partial income details (32,930 family units) 
contained 60,736 individuals 15 years of age and over 
who received income for 1989 with 58,731 individuals 
providing usable income information.

Imputation for Non-Response 

In estimating income distributions, 59,22520  records 
were used in their originally reported form whereas 
for 15,98920  non-respondents who had failed to 
provide some or all income details, an imputation 
procedure was applied. Income details for income 
non-respondents were imputed from income re-
spondents. For imputation, the set of donor income 
respondents and income non-respondents was parti-
tioned according to a pre-determined set of variables 
(for income non-respondents a wide variety of per-
sonal and work history variables were known). A 
donor was selected from the set of potential donors 
on a geographically-nearest basis with reported 
income components transferred to an income non-
respondent.

Weighting 

The estimation of population characteristics from 
a survey is based on the premise that each sampled 
unit represents, in addition to itself, a certain number 
of unsampled units in the population. A simple suivey 
weight is attached to each record in the sample to 
reflect this representation. The primary component of 
this weight is the inverse of the sampling ratio which 
is further refined on the basis of geographical con-
siderations. The final step in the simple survey weight 
creation is the compensation for household non-
response by inflating the weight by the inverse of 
household response rate. 

Prior to the survey on 1987 incomes, a ratio 
estimation procedure was applied to the simple survey 
weight to improve the efficiency of the estimates. This 
procedure, however, was applied separately to house-
holds, families and individuals, and did not result in 
consistency between person-based and family-based 
estimates for the same characteristics. To resolve this 
problem, an integrated method of weighting is now 
applied. This method ensures that the final weights 
will not differ from person to person within the same 
household. It also incorporates independent control 
totals of the population by province, age, sex and sub-
provincial area; and of households, economic and 
census family units by size and province. 

The 1988 edition of Ina)me Distributions by Size 
in Canada contains revised estimates for data years 
1980 to 1986 in the historical tables. The revisions are 
based on the new weighting procedure as well as 
updated population counts from the 1986 census. The 
current report includes revised historical data for 
1979. 

Pondération

Cette procedure dtaii toutefois appliqude 
separement aux menages, aux familIes et aux par-
ticuliers et ne permettait donc pas d'obtenir des 
estimations individuelles et familiales qui soient 
uniformes pour les mCmes caractéristiques. Afin de 
rdsoudre ce problème, une mdthode de pondération 
intdgrde est maintenant appliquée. Cette mdthode 
garantit que les coefficients de ponddration ddtinitifs 
ne diffdreront pas d'une personne a l'autre au scm 
d'un méme ménage. Elle comprend aussi des totaux 
de contrOle inddpendants pour Ia population scion Ia 
province, l'age, Ic sexe, et la region infraprovinciale, 
ainsi que d'autres pour les mCnages, et les familIes 
dconomiques et de recensement par Ia taille et Ia 
province. 

Les tableaux historiques de l'édition de 1988, 
Repartition du revenu au Canada scIon la taillc du 
revenu, renferment des estimations rdvisées, pour les 
anndes 1980 a 1986. Les revisions sont basdes sur unc 
nouvelle mdthode de ponddration, ainsi que les 
chiffres de population mis a jour tires du recensment 
de 1986. La revision des donndes de façon a inclure 
1979 dans les tableaux historiques fait partie de Ia 
prdsente publication. 
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Reliability of Estimates 

There are two types of errors present in an esti-
mate based on a sample survey, namely, sampling 
errors and non-sampling errors. Sampling errors occur 
because inferences about the entire population are 
made on the basis of information obtained from only 
a sample of the population. Non-sampling errors 
occur because it is not always possible to obtain and 
retain throughout processing an accurate or true 
response (value) for each sampled unit due to such 
factors as non-response, response errors, processing 
errors, etc. The reliability of a survey estimate is thus 
determined by the combined effect of sampling and 
non-sampling errors. 

Fiabilité des estimations 

Une estimation fonddc sur cc genre d'enquête peut 
comporter dcux types d'erreurs: l'erreur d'échantillon-
nage et l'erreur non due a l'échantillonnage. Les 
erreurs d'ëchantillonnage rdsultent du fait que l'on 
tire certaines conclusions au sujet de Ia population a 
partir des renseignements obtenus aupres d'un échan-
tillon de cette population seulement. Les erreurs non 
dues a l'dchantillonnage se produisent parce qu'il n'est 
pas toujours possible d'obtenir et de conserver a 
toutes les étapes du traitement une rdponse (valeur) 
exacte ou réelle pour chaque unite dchantillonnée a 
cause de certains facteurs comme la non-rdponse, les 
erreurs de réponse, les erreurs de traitement, etc. La 
fiabilité d'une estimation d'une enquéte est donc 
fonction de l'effet conjugue des erreurs d'Cchantillon-
nage et des erreurs non dues a l'échantillonnage. 

Sampling Error 

Estimates for the Survey of Consumer Finances, 
being based on a sample of households, are somewhat 
different than those that would have been obtained 
had the entire population been enumerated under the 
same survey conditions. The error so arising is termed 
the sampling error. Sampling errors are dependent 
upon the sample design, the sample size, the varia-
hility in the population and the method of estimation. 

The sampling error is an unknown quantity. The 
standard error of an estimate is a statistical measure 
of the sampling error. The fact that the Survey of 
Consumer Finances is based on a probability sample 
permits the estimation of standard errors directly from 
the sample data in spite of the complexity of the 
sample design. The estimated standard error also 
partially measures the effect of non-sampling errors 
but does not reflect any systematic biases in the data. 
The estimation of standard errors for the Survey of 
Consumer Finances has been patterned after the 
corresponding Labour Force Survey model. It should 
be noted that records which were imputed due to 
non-response along with originally respondent records 
are used in the estimation of standard errors. 

The estimated standard error of avcragc income is 
provided for most distributions in this report. It can 
serve as a rough indicator of the precision of the 
corresponding estimate of average income, if inter-
preted as shown below. For about 68% of the samples 
which could be selected from the sample frame, the

L.es estimations de l'enquéte sur les finances des 
consommateurs, fondëes sur un échantillon de me-
nages, different quelque peu des résultats qu'aurait 
donné un ddnombrement de toute la population dans 
les mémes conditions. L'erreur qui en ddcoule est cc 
qu'on appclle "l'erreur d'échantillonnage. Les erreurs 
d'dchantillonnage sont fonctions du plan de sondage, 
de La taille de l'dchantillon, de l'Cvolution demo-
graphique et de la mdthode d'estimation. 

L'erreur d'dchantillonnage n'est pas connue. L'er-
reur type d'une estimation est une mesure statistique 
de l'erreur d'échantillonnage. Comme l'enquéte sur les 
finances des consommatcurs repose sur un dchantillon 
aléatoire, on peut estimer directement les erreurs 
types a partir des données de l'dchantillon, malgré Ia 
complexitd du plan de sondage. L'erreur type estiméc 
sert aussi a mesurer partiellement l'effet des erreurs 
non dues a l'echantillonnage, rnais ne traduit pas les 
biais systdmatiques. Dans l'enquéte sur les finances 
des consommateurs, l'estimation des erreurs types suit 
le modêlc utilisd pour l'enquéte sur Ia population 
active. 11 convient de signaler que, pour estimer les 
erreurs types, on utilise a Ia lois les dossiers ayant 
subi une imputation en raison d'une non-rdponse et 
les dossiers des répondants. 

L'crrcur type estiméc du revcnu moycn est donnée 
pour Ia plupart des repartitions dans ce bulletin. 
Selon l'interprétation faite plus bas, elle sert d'indica-
teur grossier de Ia precision avec laquelle le revenu 
moyen a étd estimd. Pour environ 68% des échantil-
Ions qui peuvent We tirds de Ia base de sondage, Ia 
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difference between the sample estimate of average 
income and the corresponding figure based on com-
plete enumeration would be less than one standard 
error. For about 95% of the possible samples, the 
difference would be less than two standard errors and 
in about 99% of the samples, the difference would be 
less than two and a half times as large as the standard 
error. For example, the standard error of average 
income for families in Nova Scotia is given in Table 
2 as $959 and the estimated average income is 
$43,123. The estimated average income plus or minus 
two times the standard error will, in approximately 
95% of possible samples, contain the average obtained 
if the entire population were enumerated, i.e. the 95% 
confidence interval for average family income in Nova 
Scotia is from $41,205 to $45,041. 

The estimated standard errors of percentages have 
not been included in this report, but they can be 
produced in a similar manner to the estimation of 
standard errors for average incomes. Text Table VII 
has been included as an example and shows the 
estimated standard errors for the percentage distribu-
tion of unattached individuals, families, all units and 
individuals with income by income groups. 

The standard errors for these major groups are 
smaller than those obtained from finer cross-classifica-
tions such as age and marital status in a majority of 
cases. However, no general rule as to the magnitude 
of the standard error can be applied. The standard 
error is not only a function of the number of records 
but also such factors as the geographic clustering of 
classifications and the weighting of sample records. 

The estimated standard error of a percentage can 
be used to determine confidence intervals in exactly 
the same fashion as for the average income. For 
example, in Table 2, the $40,000 to $44,999 income 
group contains 7.7% of all families in Canada with 
an estimated standard error of 0.22% as shown in 
Text Table VII. Thus, the 95% confidence interval for 
the percentage of families in the $40,000 to $44,999 
income groups is 7.3% to 8.1% (7.7% ± 2 x 0.22%).

On 
prdsente a titre d'exemple le tableau explicatif VII qui 
indique les erreurs types estimdes pour Ia repartition 
en pourcentage des personnes seules, des families, de 
l'ensemble des unites et des particuliers ayant un 
revenu, scion Ia tranche de revenu. 

Dans Ia majoritd des cas, les erreurs types relatives 
a ces grands groupes sont infdrieures a celles qu'on 
observe a l'egard de recoupements plus raffinCs 
comme l'âge et l'dtat matrimonial.

Errors may occur at any stage in the collection and 
processing of data for either a census or a survey. The 
net effect of these errors is termed the non-sampling

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errors. If individual errors affect the data in a sys-
tematic direction, the bias so introduced reduces the 
reliability of the estimates. The existence of errors, 
even if they are randomly distributed with zero mean, 
adversely affects the reliability of the estimates. The 
careful design of the survey, the existence of quality 
control procedures and the monitoring of survey 
operations help to limit the magnitude of non-sam-
pling errors for the survey. 

Data from the Survey of Consumer Finances are 
subject to the following types of non-sampling errors: 

Coverage Error. This error may occur because of 
inadequate coverage of the population of interest 
and may be introduced at various stages from the 
creation of the survey frame to the data collection 
and processing stages. 

Responsc error. The response error is caused 
when an erroneous response for a desired infor-
mation datum is obtained. This error may be due 
to a variety of factors among which arc imprecise 
questionnaire design, the inability or unwillingness 
of the respondent to accurately provide the 
information, the interviewer's approach, an error 
in recording the response, etc. 

(C) Non-response error. Despite attempts to obtain 
complete response for sampled units, non-re-
sponse is certain to occur to some extent in the 
survey due to such factors as the household 
members being on vacation during the interview 
period, no one being home when the interviewer 
visited the household, refusal to supply the 
requested information, etc. For these individuals, 
the missing data must be imputed either implicitly 
as in the case of reweighting the respondent 
records or explicitly as in the case of assigning 
data to each non-respondent on the basis of a 
similar respondent record. The bias introduced by 
a non-response compensation procedure is un-
known but it is a function of the differences in 
characteristics between the respondent and non-
respondent subsets of the sample. Since the 
magnitude of this non-response bias is directly 
proportional to the level of non-response, at-
tempts are made to minimize the non-response 
rate at the data collection stage.

Errors may occur in any of the 
several stages of processing of survey data as for 
example, data entry, editing, weighting, etc. Well-
designed quality control procedures and continual 
checking of survey data during the processing 
phase keep this component of the non-sampling 
errors at acceptably low levels. 

Relationship of Income Estimates to the 
National Accounts 

The income concept used in this report is similar 
to the money income received by private households 
as measured in the personal income series in "Na-
tional Accounts, Income and Expenditure". Personal 
income is the total current income of individuals and 
private non-commercial institutions, such as charitable 
organizations and universities. 11  Personal income 
includes imputed income as well as monetary income. 
Among the imputed items are labour income received 
in kind, imputed rents of owner-occupied houses, and 
imputed banking services to individuals. Furthermore, 
some of the income components of the personal 
income series are not received directly by families and 
individuals during the year. Among such items are 
employer contributions to social security and pension 
plans, the investment income of life insurance com-
panies and the investment income of industrial 
pension funds. The inclusion of such items in the 
National Accounts introduces differences in concepts 
between the Accounts and this survey. Furthermore, 
certain income components included in the income 
definition used here have no equivalent in the per-
sonal income series. Examples are annuity income and 
retirement pensions. 

Besides differences in concepts, the two series also 
differ as to coverage. The survey estimates exclude 
income of families and persons whose income origi-
nates mainly in military pay and allowances and also 
income of inmates of institutions, persons residing on 
Indian reserves, Canadian residents temporarily living 
abroad and families resident in the Yukon and 
Northwest Territories.

Relation entre les estimations du revenu et 
les comptes nationaux 

La definition du revenu employee ici correspond a 
celle du revenu en especes des menages privCs utilisée 
dans Ia sdrie sur le revenu des particuliers de Ia 
publication "Comptes nationaux, revenus et dCpenses". 
Le revenu des particuliers est le revenu courant total 
des particuliers et les dtablissements privCs non 
commerciaux comme les organismes de charitC et les 
universit6s11 . II englobe a Ia fois le revenu impute et 
le rcvenu en espéces. Parmi les postes imputes, on 
trouve: Ic revenu du travail non-mondtaire, Ins loyers 
imputes lorsque l'enquété est propriCtaire de Ia 
maison qu'il habite et les services bancaires imputes 
aux particuliers. En outre, certains des ClCments de 
revenu visds par Ia sdrie sur Ic revenu des particuliers 
ne sont pas directement reçus par les families et les 
particuliers au cours de l'année. C'est le cas, entre 
autres, des cotisations patronales a Ia sdcurité sociale 
et aux regimes de retraite, des revenus de placements 
des compagnies d'assurance et des revenus de place-
ments des regimes de retraite de l'industrie.

Les estimations de l'enquéte ne com-
prennent pas les families et les personnes dont La 
principale source de revenu consiste en une solde et 
en indemnités militaires, les revenus des pensionnaires 
d'institutions, des personnes vivant clans les reserves 
indiennes, ainsi que les revenus des Canadiens établis 
temporairement a I'étranger ci des families vivant au 
Yukon et dans les Territoires du Nord-Ouest.

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In aggregate, survey estimates of the comparable 
income components (sum of wages and salaries, net 
income from self-employment, investment income and 
transfer payments) are approximately 89% of the 
corresponding National Accounts aggregate after 
adjustments. As in the past, the survey estimates for 
some income components are better than for others. 
The reconciliation is very close for wages and salaries. 
On the other hand, investment income and govern-
ment transfer payments are underestimated; the 
former accounts for about 50% while the latter 
accounts for about 79% of the corresponding com-
ponents in the adjusted personal income series. In 
total, the differences may not appear to affect the end 
product to any substantial degree but the analytic 
usefulness of some of the income components is 
lessened because of these discrepancies. 

Dans l'ensemble, les estimations d'enqutc des él-
ments de revenu comparables (total des salaires et 
traitements, revenu net provenant d'un emploi autu-
nome, revenu de placements et transfcrls) rcpr-
sentent environ 89% des chiffres globaux corr-
pondants des comptes nationaux, après ajustements. 
Comme par lc pass& les estimations de l'enqutte sont 
meilleures pour certains éléments du revenu que pour 
d'autres. L'equivalence est presque parfaite pour lcs 
salaires et traitemcnts. Par contre, le revenu de 
placements et les paiemcnts de transferts gouverne-
mentaux sont sous-estimés; le premier représentant 
50% et le second 79% des éléments correspondants 
dans les series sur le revenu personnel ajustd. Au 
total, il peut sembler que cette difference n'exerce pas 
unc influence considerable sur le rCsultat final, mais 
certaines ventilations y perdent en utilitd analytique.

Introduction 

This appendix presents data on Low Income Cut-
offs (LICO) based on the 1986 Family Expenditure 
data. Statistics Canada has not instituted this set of 
cut-offs in the regular publication program. 

Since the release of Income Distributions by Size 
in Canada, 1988 (Catalogue No. 13-207), a discussion 
paper, Statistics Canada's Low Income Cul-oJJs, 
Methodological Concerns and Possibilities, has been 
published and feedback received from individuals, 
organizations, and government departments and 
agencies (federal and provincial). In addition, the 
National Statistics Council, which advises the Chief 
Statistician on the agency's policies and programs, 
addressed the issue in early November. It will further 
examine alternative approaches at its next meeting in 
the spring of 1991. In the meantime, users are 
welcome to make their views on this subject known to 
Statistics Canada. 

The 1986-based L1w Income Cut-offs 
for 1989 

Appendix Table I presents the matrix of low 
income cut-offs by family size and urbanization 
category resulting from the application of the 
established methodology to the 1986 family 
expenditure data. In summary, this involved estimating 
income levels (by family size and urbanization 
category) where families spent 20% more of their 
total income than the average family on food, shelter 
and clothing. Regression analysis was used in the 
determination of these income l evels.*

The 1986 Family Expenditure Survey-based LICOs 
have not replaced the 1978 based data in the main 
body of this publication for the following reasons. As 
noted in the Appendix of the 1987 edition, the 
changes to the LICOs caused solely by the 
replacement of the bases are not consistent with what 
would have reasonably been expected in light of our 
experience with previous base changes given: 

the minor changes in inflation-adjusted incomes 
between 1978 and 1986, as well as 

the fact that the price indexes for food, clothing 
and shelter moved in line with the overall CPI.
