As a result of the low income 
review that was initiated by 
Statistics Canada in 1988. the 
1986-based low income cut-offs are 
being introduced into the regular 
publication program at this time. 
The appendix to this report 
summarizes the conclusions and 
decisions stemming from the 
review. As part of this, the 
appendix also introduces a new low 
income measure (LIM) based on 
one-half the median income and 
provides historical data based on 
this new masurc for the years 
1980 to 1990.

Average family income in 1990 was an estimated 
$51,633, down 1.6% from 1989 after adjusting for 
inflation as measured by changes in the consumer 
price index. The 1990 decline marked a reversal of 
the upward trend of the previous six years. 

The decline in real income was widespread 
among various types of families. Both non-elderly 
and elderly families suffered income reductions in 
1990. Among non-elderly families, the most 
notable losses were for those with male heads less 
than 25 years (down 10.9%, to $32,387), for 
female lone-parent families (down 7.3%, to 
$21,961) and for two-parent families with one 
earner (down 6.9%, to $41,129).

La diminution du revenu reel était répandu a 
travers différents genres de families. Autant les 
families de moms de 65 ans que celles de 65 ans et 
plus ont subi des reductions de revenu en 1990. 
Parmi les families de moiris de 65 ans, les pertes 
les plus notables ont été chez les families dont le 
chef était un homme de moms de 25 ans (une 
baisse de 10.9%, pour s'établir a $32,387), chez les 
families monoparentales ayant une femme a leur 
tête (une baisse de 7.3%, pour s'établir a $21,961) 
et chez les families biparentales avec un soutien 
(une baisse de 6.9%, pour atteindre $41,129). 
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Changing conditions in the labour market 
contributed to the decline in average family 
income. For example, only 58.4% of family heads 
worked full-year full-time in 1990 compared to 
62.9% in 1989. In addition, the average number of 
earners per family dropped to 1.75 in 1990 from 
1.80 in 1989. This downward shift was similar to 
the one witnessed during the recession of the early 
1980s. 

With the decline in average family income there 
was also an increase in the size of the low income 
population. The proportion of persons below 
Statistics Canada's low income cut-offs increased 
to 14.6% in 1990 from 13.6% in 1989. There were 
an estimated 3,821,000 low income persons, up 
from 3,487,000. 

The low income rate for children rose to 17.4% 
in 1990 from 15.0% in 1989. This represents an 
increase of 150,000 children, resulting in an 
estimated 1,013,000 children living in families with 
incomes under the low income cut-offs. In 
addition, children represented 26.5% of the total 
low income population, up from 24.8% the year 
before. 

In contrast to all other age groups, the low 
income rate for the elderly continued its declining 
trend in 1990, decreasing to 19.3% from 21.4% a 
year earlier. 

Female lone-parent families continued to have 
a low income rate substantially higher than other 
types of families. Their 1990 rate of 60.6% also 
showed an increase, up from 52.9% in 1989. 

Families headed by persons under the age of 25 
had a 1990 low income rate of 38.4%, up from 
28.0% in 1989.

The median or mid-point 
income was $46,069. 

• The bottom 20% of families received 36.2% of 
their income from earnings and 53.0% from 
government transfers. Those in the highest 20% 
received 86.8% from earnings and 3.1% from 
transfers. 

Unattached Individuals

$19,854, compared to $25,776 for males. 

• On average, unattached individuals received 
66.8% of income from earnings, 18.2% from 
transfers, 8.9% from investments and 6.1% 
from other sources.

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Low Income (Based on Low Income Cut-offs, 
1986 13)1 

Low income cut-offs are relative levels 
determined from income and expenditure patterns 
in 1986. The income limits were selected on the 
basis that families and unattached individuals with 
incomes below these limits spent, on average, 
56.2% or more of their income on food, shelter 
and clothing. The limits vary by size of area of 
residence and size of the family. They are not 
intended as measures of "poverty". 

Low Income Peions 

• In 1990, 14.6% of the population was in low 
income family units, up from 13.6% in 1989. 
This is a reversal of the downward trend that 
began in 1984. 

• There were an estimated 3,821,000 low income 
persons in 1990. up 334.000 from 1989. 

• The low income rate for children under 16 
years of age was 17.4% (or 1,013,000 children) 
in 1990, up from 15.0% in 1989. 

• Children represented 26.5% of the low income 
population in 1990, up from 24.8% in 1989. 

An estimated 10% of elderly persons 65 years 
of age and over were below the low income 
cut-offs in 1990, down from 21.4% in 1989. 
This decline continued the downward trend of 
the 1980s.

• For families, the rate of low income was 12.1% 
(or 874,000 families) in 1990, up from 11.1% in 
1989. This also marks a reversal of the 
downward trend of the late 1980s. 

• All major family age groups experienced higher 
rates with the exception of elderly families. The 
rate for young families (head's age less than 25 
years) rose the most of any group, increasing to 
38.4% in 1990 from 28.0% in 1989. Their rate 
was two and one half times that of any other 
group. 

• For elderly families (head's age 65 years and 
over), the 1990 rate was 8.2%, down from 
11.0% in 1989. 

Most non-elderly family types experienced 
increased low income rates in 1990. Female 
lone-parent families had the highest rate of low 
income at 60.6%, up from 52.9% in 1989. 
Female lone-parent families with no earners 
(about one fourth of all such families) had a 
rate of 95.6%. 

Among two-parent families, the proportion with 
low income (9.6%) was up in 1990 from the 
1989 rate (8.5%). Families with one earner had 
the largest increase (22.8% in 1990 versus 
19.2% in 1989), families with two earners rose 
marginally (to 6.3% from 5.8%) and families 
with three or more earners the proportion was 
almost unchanged (at 2.5% from 2.3%).

• There were an estimated 1,123,000 unattached 
individuals with low income in 1990 (34.1% of 
all unattached individuals, little changed from 
34.4% in 1989). 

• Unattached individuals less than 25 years of age 
had the highest rate of any age group at 52.6% 
in 1990, up from 47.8% in 1989. 

Flistorical Summary 

• Between 1951 and 1990, family incomes 
increased more than one and a half times in 
real terms (157.6%). However, close to three 
fifths of the total increase occurred between 
1951 and 1971 (93.9%). Per capita family 
income2  increased by two times from 1951 to 
1990 (207.2%). This was greater than the family 
income growth due to a decrease in family size 
(-16.1%). 

• The 1960s was clearly the decade of greatest 
growth followed by the 1950s. During the 
1970s, the real increase was still significant, 
though down sharply from the growth of the 
previous decade. The 1980s have seen much 
less growth compared to the previous three 
decades.

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Notes and Definitions 

Survey of Consumer Fmanccs 

Statistics Canada has conducted the Survey of Consumer 
Finances (SCF) on a periodic basis between 1951 and 1971 
and annually since 1971. The surveys were initially restricted to 
the non-farm population, but starting with the income data for 
1965, the surveys have used a sample representing virtually all 
private households in Canada. 

The current survey was conducted in April 1991 as a 
supplement to the monthly Labour Force Survey (LFS). Since 
the estimates in this report are based on a sample survey, they 
are subject to sampling variability in addition to response 
errors (by respondents, interviewers and during processing) 
and errors due to non-response. 

A list of related reports appears at the end of this 
publication. Additional data may be obtained by special request 
or by the purchase of microdata tapes which are available for 
large sample years since the early 1970s. 

In this report, the tables are divided into three main 
sections, namely, Income Distributions by Size, Income 
Quintile Data and Statistics on Low Income. The tabulations 
on income distributions and quintile data are presented for 
four different universes: families, unattached individuals, all 
units (families and unattached individuals combined) and all 
income recipients. The low income statistics cover families and 
unattached individuals separately. Low income tabulations are 
produced using two separate cut-offs years: 1986 base and 
1978 base.3  For further details, refer to the section on "Income 
Tables", pg. 33. 

The terms income year and refcrcnce year are both used in 
this report to mean the full calendar year (January to 
December) prior to data collection. 

Families, Individuals and Their Characteristics 

Family. The family in this publication is defined as a group of 
individuals sharing a common dwelling unit and related by 
blood, marriage or adoption. Thus, all relatives living together 
at the time of this survey were considered to comprise one 
family whatever the degree of family relationship. No recall 
or adjustment was made to account for persons who were

Le terme "ensemble des unites" est 
utiiisé clans cc bulletin pour designer collectivement ins 
personnes seules et Ins families de deux membres ou plus. 
Dans tous ins cas, ins titres des tableaux precisent s'ii s'agit de 
families seuiement, ou de families et de personnes seules. 

Chef de famille. Aux fins de cc bulletin, le chef de familie est 
ddfini comme suit: 

dans Ins families Sc composant d'un couple maniC avec 
ou sans enfants, le chef de famille est l'Cpour, 
clans les families monoparentales avec des enfants 
célibataires, le chef de famille est Ic parent; 
clans ins families monoparentales avec des enfants 
manes, Ic chef de famille est Ic principal soutien de Ia 
famille; et 
dans ins families autres que ins families époux-épouse 
ou ins families monoparentaies, ie chef de famiile est 
génCralement Ic meinbre ie plus agd de la familie. 

CaraciCristiques des families. La variable "caracténistiques des 
families" indique Ia composition d'une famille. La pnincipaie 
sous-catCgonie est celie des families epoux-epouse. Las autres 

La repartition du revenu d'apris cette definition paraitra 
dans Ia publication Revenu des families (Families de 
recensement), n°  13-208 au catalogue. 

Une comparaison plus dCtaiilée est présentée clans un 
bulletin non catalogue intitulC "Revenu des unites de 
dCpense et des families economiques: Étude des concepts 
et des rapports". Pour commander cette publication, voir Ic 
Nota qui suit Ia iiste des publications choisies. 
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a husband and wife. The remainder can be broken down into 
lone-parent families and all other types of families. The latter 
group includes families consisting of two or more related 
adults such as brothers and sisters. Husband-wife families have 
been further subdivided into groups: 

married couple only; 
married couple with single children only 
married couple with relatives other than children only; 
and 
all other husband-wife families which consist of a 
married couple, married children and their families with 
or without single children or other relatives present. 

Family Life Cycle. The classification "family life cycle" is similar 
to "family characteristics" in that it also groups families in two 
major categories: husband-wife families and other families. 
However, in this classification, husband-wife families are 
further broken down by the age of the head (under 45 years; 
45 years and over) and the presence or absence of children 
under 16 years of age. 

Family Size. Family size refers to the total number of persons 
in the family as constituted at the time of the survey. 

Number of Children. The variable "number of children" used 
in the tabulations is a count of the number of single children 
in the economic family under 6 years, 16 years and 18 years of 
age. Table headings specify which age group is being tabulated. 

Size of Area of Residence. The size of area of residence 
classification is based on 1981 Census geographic boundaries 
and 1986 Census population counts in urban and rural areas 
as designated by the LFS. Five size of area of residence groups 
are identified: four classes for urban areas (population 500,000 
and over, 100,000 to 499,999; 30,000 to 99,999; and under 
30,000) and one group for rural areas. 

Mother Txigue. The variable "mother tongue" refers to the 
language which an individual first learned in childhood and still 
understands. Data are collected by three categories: English, 
French and other. 

Education. The classification "education" is presented in six 
categories: 

0 to 8 years (the highest grade of elementary school 
completed); 
some secondary education; 
graduated from high school; 
some post-secondary (attended a post-secondary 
institution, university or non-university, or trades

Dam Ia 
presente classification, toutefois, les families epoux-epouse sont 
ensuite decomposes scion I'ge du chef de famille (moms de 
45 am, 45 am et plus) et scion qu'il y ait ou non des enfants 
de moms de 16 am. 

Tame de Ia famille. La taiile de Ia familie représente le nombre 
total de personnes faisant partie de la famille au moment de 
l'enquète. 

Nonthre d'enfants. La variable "nombre d'enfants" utilisée dans 
les totalisations dësigne le nombre d'enfants cèlibataires de 
moms de 6 ans, de mains de 16 ans et de moms de 18 am 
faisant partie de Ia famille economique. Dam tous les cas, ies 
titres des tableaux précisent les groupes d'äge utilisds dans les 
totalisations. 

Tailie de Ia region de residence. La classification scion Ia "taille 
de in region de residence" est basee sun les frontières 
geographiques du recensement de 1981 et sur Ia population du 
recensement de 1986 dam les regions urbaines et rurales, 
designees par l'EPA. Cinq groupes de taille de region de 
residence comprennent quatre categories pour les regions 
urbaines (500,000 habitants et plus; 100,000 a 499,999 
habitants; 30,000 a 99,999 habitants; et moiris de 30,000 
habitants) et une categonie pour les regions rurales. 

Langue materuelic. La variable "langue maternelle" designe Ia 
premiere langue qu'une personne a apprise dam son enfance 
et qu'elle comprend encore. Les donnees sont recueillies 
suivant trois categories: anglais, français et autre. 

Instruction. La variable "instruction" se divise en six categories: 

0 a 8 années (le plus haut niveau d'études primaires 
achevëes); 
etudes secondaires partielles; 
etudes secondaires completèes; 
etudes postsecondaires partielles (personnes qui ont 
frequente un CtabIissement d'enseignement post- 
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program through apprenticeship, vocational schools or 
private trade schools. Did not receive degree, certificate 
or diploma); 

post-secondary certificate or diploma (includes trades 
certificate); and 
university degree (bachelor degree or above). 

Some tables combine the second to fifth categories inclusive 
under the heading "secondary and some post-secondary". 

Beginning with the 1989 income data year, the SCF adopted 
a new set of questions introduced by the LFS to determine the 
educational attainment of household members. Previously, the 
data on primary and secondary education reflected the number 
of years of prinuvy and secondary education completed. Now, 
the information is collected on the highest grade of elementaiy 
or high school completed. Post-secondary education questions 
were previously limited to education which normally requires 
high school graduation. With the new questions, any education 
that could be counted towards a degree, certificate or diploma 
from an educational institution is taken as post-secondary. As 
a result, more persons are counted in the post-secondary 
education category (e.g. trades programs through 
apprenticeship, vocational schools or private trade schools do 
not always require high school graduation). 

Generally, the revised education codes result in fewer people 
falling in the categories of primary and secondary education 
than before due to the removal of the high school graduation 
prerequisite to post-secondary education. The conceptual 
change of years of schooling to highest grade also contributes 
to distributional changes. Finally, only people with at least a 
bachelor degree are now included in 'university degree", 
lowering the number of persons in that category. 

Tenure. The classification "tenure" Contains two categories: 
owner and renter. The "owner" category is further classified by 
'with mortgage' and 'without mortgage'. "Renter" also includes 
roomers, lodgers, and family units and individuals who received 
free lodging or who resided with employers. 

Employment Statu& The classification "employment status" is 
categorized by: employee, employer or own account and not in 
the labour force. The "employee" 6  group consists of employed 

6 Some baby-sitters, cleaning persons, handypersons, etc., are 
treated differently in the LFS than in this survey. The LFS 
groups these individuals into the "employer or own account" 
category and this survey groups them into the "employee" 
category. 

secondaire, universitaire ou non universitaire, ou un 
programme d'apprentissage ou cours de formation 
offerts par des ecoles de metiers. N'ont pas reçu de 
grade, de certificat iii de diplOme); 
certificat ou diplOme d'ëtudes postsecondaires (incluant 
certificat de m&ier); et 
grade universitaire (baccalaureat et plus). 

Dans certains tableaux les categories deux a cinq soot 
reunies sous Ia rubrique "etudes secondaires et etudes 
postsecondaires partielles". 

Conformement aux questions adopt&s par l'EPA, les 
donnees sur le revenu de 1989 oat marque le debut d'un 
nouvel ensemble de questions portant sur le niveau 
d'instruction des membres du menage. Auparavant, l'infor -
mation sur l'instruction de niveau primaire et secondaire 
refldtait le ,iombre d 'anndes d'Etudes primaires et secondaires 
achevées. Maintenant, les données recueillies portent sur le 
plus haul niveau d'drudes pri,naires ou secondaires achevées. 
Les questions utilisées precédemment limitaient les etudes 
postsecondaires aux etudes exigeani normalement un diplôme 
d'études secondaires.

Statut d'activit. La variable "statut d'activité" se divise en trois 
categories: salarié, employeur ou travailleur a son compte 
et inactiL La catégorie "salarié"6  comprend les travailleurs

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and unemployed paid workers of the public and private 
sectors, unpaid family workers and unemployed individuals 
looking for work for the first time or who had not worked in 
the past five years. The "employer" group is composed of 
employed and unemployed individuals who operate their own 
unincorporated businesses with paid help while individuals in 
the "own account" group operate their own unincorporated 
businesses without paid help. The category "not in the labour 
force" consists of individuals who are neither working nor 
looking for work due to retirement, school attendance or other 
reasons. 

The categories are based on the status at the time of the 
survey and are not necessarily the same as the status during 
the reference year for which income data were collected. 

Occupaticii. The classification of occupations is based on the 
1980 Standard Occupational Classification. The 21 major 
occupational groups are combined into 10 groups as foilo: 
managerial, professional, clerical, sales, service, farming 
(including fishing, trapping and forestry/ logging occupations), 
processing and machining, product fabrication, construction 
and transport. 

The occupational categories are based on the status at the 
time of the survey, which may not correspond to the Status 
during the reference year. Only persons currently employed 
and unemployed persons who have worked within the past live 
years are included in occupation tabulations. 

Reference Year Characteristics 

Individuals with Inaxne or Income Recipients An individual 
with income or an income recipient is any person 15 years of 
age and over who received some money income during the 
reference year. 

Earner. An earner is a person who received wages and salaries 
and/or net income from self-employment during the reference 
year. 

Unemployment Experience. The classification "unemployment 
experience" refers to the number of weeks during which an 
individual was unemployed during the reference year. "Some 
unemployment" is defined as one or more weeks of 
unemployment. Economic families have been classified by the 
unemployment experience of family members. The categories 
used are: 

(1) no one unemployed [composed of families whose 
members were employed sometime during the reference 
year and/or did not participate in the labour force]; 

(ii) head had some unemployment [consisting of all families 
whose heads had experienced some unemployment 
regardless of the unemployment experience of other 
family members]; and

services, agriculture (y compris pche, pigeage et exploitation 
forestière), traitement et usinage des matires premieres, 
fabrication, construction et transporL 

Les categories de professions sont bastes sur Ia situation au 
moment de l'enqu&e, laquelle peut ne pas correspondre a Ia 
situation durant l'année de rf&ence. Les totalisations scion 
l'occupation comprennent seulement les personnes ayant un 
emploi et ceux en chOmage qui oat travaillé au cours des cinq 
derniCres annes.

Work Activity. Work activity is defined as follows: 

(I) Full-year full-time worker. A full-year full-time worker is 
a person who worked mostly 30 or more hours per week 
(or usually worked less than 30 hours, but considered 
him/herself to be employed full-time) for 49 to 52 weeks 
in the reference year. 

(ii) Other worker. A person who worked mostly 29 or less 
hours per week for 49 to 52 weeks, or worked less than 
49 weeks in the reference year is treated as flother 
worker. 

Ijicome and Its Components 

Total Income. The total income of a unit consists of income 
from the following sources: 

(i) Wages and Salaries. Gross wages and salaries before 
deductions for such items as income taxes, unemployment 
insurance and pension plans, and excluding fringe benefits. 
Commission income received by salespersons as well as 
occasional earnings for baby-sitting, for delivering papers, 
for cleaning, etc., are also included in this category. All 
income in kind such as meals or living accommodation is 
excluded. 

Where individuals received military pay in the form of 
reserve military pay, and where this was a minor part of 
total income, such income was combined with wages and 
salaries.

governments. Income in kind is excluded. 

The survey collected net receipts from roomers and 
boarders. Payments for room and board received from 
relatives were not included in income of the person 
receiving such payments. 

(ill) Investment income. Bond interest, dividends, mortgage 
interest, net rents, estate income, bank interest and other 
investment income. 

Government transfer payments. All social welfare 
payments from federal, provincial and municipal 
governments such as Family Allowances, Old Age 
Security, Guaranteed Income Supplement, Spouse's 
Allowance, pensions under Canada and Québec Pension 
Plans, Unemployment Insurance benefits, worker's 
compensation, training allowances, veterans' pensions, 
social assistance, pensions to the blind and the disabled. 
Family Allowances are treated as part of the income of 
the parent or guardian who claimed a non-refundable tax 
credit for the children concerned. Refundable tax credits, 
both provincial and federal (child tax credit, sales tax 
credit, goods and services tax credit) are included as 
income. 

Pensions. Retirement pensions, annuities and super-
annuation. 

Miscellaneous income. Scholarships, alimony and other 
items not specified or included in the above categories. 

Earnings. Earnings consist of income from wages and salaries 
and/or net income from self-employment, as defined above in 
'Total Income. 

Receipts Not Counted as Income. Gambling gains and losses, 
money inherited during the year in a lump sum, capital gains 
or losses, receipts from the sale of property or personal 
belongings, income tax refunds, loans received, loans repaid to 
an individual as the lender, lump sum settlements of insurance 
policies, and rebates of property taxes and other taxes are 
excluded as well as all income in kind such as free meals, living 
accommodation or food and fuel produced on own farm. 

Major Source of hxx.iwe. This classification involves a 
comparison of amounts received from the six sources of 
income defined above. The largest component is designated as

Income data were 
collected from each member and considered to be part of the 
family's income even if certain family members belonged to 
another family unit for the whole or part of the preceding 
calendar year. Also, no recall or adjustment was made to 
account for income of persons who were members of the 
family for part of the year and who left because of marriage, 
death or other reasons. 

Families who immigrated to Canada during the reference 
year and earned some income abroad and some in Canada 
were classified by their income while residing in Canada. Thus, 
some families are classified at incomes which are somewhat 
tower than actual receipts. Income from abroad such as invest-
ment income or retirement pensions received by Canadian 
residents was included in the income. 

ln(x)me Tables 

The tables are presented in three major sections. The first 
contains income distributions by size, the second is devoted to 
quintile tables while the third presents statistics on low income. 

All tables exclude family units and individuals whose major 
source of income was military pay and allowances. Excluded 
also are inmates of institutions, persons residing on Indian 
reserves, residents of the Yukon and Northwest Territories and 
Canadians temporarily abroad. 

It should be noted that due to rounding, columns may not 
add to indicated totals. 

In tables showing composition of income (i.e. Tables 22, 32, 
42, 54, 56 and 61), the category other money income consists 
of pensions and miscellaneous income.

This section consists 
of four parts: tables 1 to 22 show income distributions for 
families; tables 23 to 32 for unattached individuals; tables 33 
to 42 for all units (families and unattached individuals 
combined); and tables 43 to 54 for individual income recipients 
aged 15 years and over. 

Section IL Incme Quinhlie Data This section is divided into 
two parts: tables 55 to 59 provide data on families and 
unattached individuals; and tables 60 to 65 on individuals with 
income. 

Quintile data were compiled by ranking weighted survey 
returns in ascending order by size of total income (in current 
dollars). Then the array was divided into five equal parts or 
quintiles. 

The exercise of determining quintile points and tabulating 
each of the five quintiles by different characteristics was 
performed in the individual series separately for male income 
recipients, female income recipients, all individuals in receipt 
of income and for all individuals whose major source of 
income was wages and salaries. 

In the family unit series, quintiles were identified and 
tabulated for unattached individuals, families and all units 
(unattached individuals and families combined). It should be 
noted that the ranking of units was performed independently 
(for these three populations) and the resulting data, (e.g. for 
"all units" in the lowest quintile) are not simply the addition of 
families in the first quintile and unattached individuals in the 
first quintile. The same is true of "all individuals"; the data by 
quintiles are not a summation of 'males' and 'females' within 
the same quintile, but based on an independent ranking of 
persons with income. 

Section ILL Statks on Low Income7. Text Tables II and Ifl 
present 1986 to 1990 low income statistics for persons and 
selected family types. 

Table 66 presents, for selected years, the incidence of low 
income among families and unattached individuals by selected 
characteristics and the low income rate for all persons.

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The family units supplying complete income details and 
partial income details (36,948 family units) contained 67,956 
individuals 15 years of age and over who received income for 
1990 with 65,547 individuals providing usable income 
information. 

Imputation for Non-Response. In estimating income 
distributions, 66,06311  records were used in their originally 
reported form whereas for 16,715" non-respondents who had 
failed to provide some or all income details, an imputation 
procedure was applied. Income details for income non-
respondents were imputed from income respondents. For 
imputation, the set of donor income respondents and income 
non-respondents was partitioned according to a pre-determined 
set of variables (for income non-respondents a wide variety of 
personal and work history variables were known). A donor was 
selected from the set of potential donors on a geographically-
nearest basis with reported income components transferred to 
an income non-respondent. 

In the present report, the number of records in the 
tabulations includes records with reported income details and 
imputed income details. However, it should be noted that 347 
individuals and 262 family units whose major source of income 
was military pay and allowances have been excluded from the 
tabulations. 

Weighting. The estimation of population characteristics from 
a survey is based on the premise that each sampled unit 
represents, in addition to itself, a certain number of unsampled 
units in the population. A simple survey weight is attached to 
each record in the sample to reflect this representation. The 
primary component of this weight is the inverse of the 
sampling ratio which is further refined on the basis of 
geographical considerations. The final step in the simple survey 
weight creation is the compensation for household non-
response by inflating the weight by the inverse of household 
response rate. 

An integrated method of weighting ensures that the final 
weights will be the same for each person within the same 
household. It also incorporates independent control totals of 
the population by province, age, sex and sub-provincial area; 
and of households, economic and census family units by size 
and province. 

All historical tables in this publication incorporate revised 
estimates based on updated population counts from the 1986 
census. 

Reliability of Estimates. There are two types of errors present 
in an estimate based on a sample survey, namely, sampling 
errors and non-sampling errors. Sampling errors occur because 
inferences about the entire population are made on the basis 
of information obtained from only a sample of the population.

Une mdtbode integre de ponderation garantit que les one!-
fideals de pood&ation dehnitifs seront les mCmes pour chaque 
personne au scm d'un même ménage. Elle comprend aussi des 
totaux de contrOle independants pour Ia population scion Ia 
province, l'age, Ic sexe, et Ia region infraprovinciale, ainsi que 
d'autres pour les menages, et les families économiques et de 
recensement par In taille et in province. 

Tous les tableaux bistoriques de cette publication incluent 
les estimations révisées, mis a jour basdes stir les comptes de 
population du recensement de 1986. 

Fiabilité des estimations Une estimation fondée sur ce genre 
d'enqu&e peut comporter deux types d'erreurs: I'erreur 
d'échantillonnage et l'erreur non due a l'echantillonnage.

Ces nombres comprennent 658 dossiers qui oni ete 
dupliqués en raison du plan de sondage. 
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Non-sampling errors occur because it is not always possible to 
obtain and retain throughout processing an accurate or true 
response (value) for each sampled unit due to such factors as 
non-response, response errors, processing errors, etc. The 
reliability of a survey estimate is thus determined by the 
combined effect of sampling and non-sampling errors. 

Sampling Error. Estimates for the SCF, being based on a 
sample of households, are somewhat different than those that 
would have been obtained had the entire population been 
enumerated under the same survey conditions. The error so 
arising is termed the sampling error. Sampling errors are 
dependent upon the sample design, the sample size, the varia-
bility in the population and the method of estimation. 

The sampling error is an unknown quantity. The standard 
error of an estimate is a statistical measure of the sampling 
error. The fact that the SCF is based on a probability sample 
permits the estimation of standard errors directly from the 
sample data in spite of the complexity of the sample design. 
The estimated standard error also partially measures the effect 
of non-sampling errors but does not reflect any systematic 
biases in the data. The estimation of standard errors for the 
SCF has been patterned after the corresponding LFS model. 
It should be noted that records which were imputed due to 
non-response along with respondent records are used in the 
estimation of standard errors. 

The estimated standard error of average income is provided 
for most distributions in this report. It can serve as a rough 
indicator of the precision of the corresponding estimate of 
average income, if interpreted as shown below. For about 68% 
of the samples which could be selected from the sample frame, 
the difference between the sample estimate of average income 
and the corresponding figure based on complete enumeration 
would be less than one standard error. For about 95% of the 
possible samples, the difference would be less than two 
standard errors and in about 99% of the samples, the 
difference would be less than two and a half times as large as 
the standard error. For example, the standard error of average 
income for families in Nova Scotia is given in Table 2 as $862 
and the estimated average income is $44,385. The estimated 
average income plus or minus two times the standard error 
will, in approximately 95% of possible samples, contain the 
average obtained if the entire population were enumerated, i.e. 
the 95% confidence interval for average family income in Nova 
Scotia is from $42,661 to $46,109. 

The estimated standard errors of percentages have not been 
included in this report, but they can be produced in a similar 
manner to the estimation of standard errors for average 
incomes. Text Table VII has been included as an example and 
shows the estimated standard errors for the percentage 
distribution of unattached individuals, families, all units and 
individuals with income by income groups. 

The standard errors for these major groups are smaller than 
those obtained from finer cross-classifications such as age and 
marital status in a majority of cases. However, no general rule 
as to the magnitude of the standard error can be applied. The

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The estimated standard error of a percentage can be used 
to determine confidence intervals in exactly the same fashion 
as for the average income. For example, in Table 2, the 
S 40,000 to $44,999 income group contains 7.4% of all families 
in Canada with an estimated standard error of 0.23% as shown 
in Text Table VII. Thus, the 95% confidence interval for the 
percentage of families in the $40,000 to $44,999 income 
groups is 6.9% to 7.9% (7.4% ± 2 x 0.23%). 

Noo-Samping Errors. Errors may occur at any stage in the 
collection and processing of data for either a census or a 
survey. The net effect of these errors is termed the non-
sampling errors. If individual errors affect the data in a sys-
tematic direction, the bias so introduced reduces the reliability 
of the estimates. The existence of errors, even if they are 
randomly distributed with zero mean, adversely affects the 
reliability of the estimates. The careful design of the survey, 
the existence of quality control procedures and the monitoring 
of survey operations help to limit the magnitude of non-sam-
pling errors for the survey. 

Data from the SCF are subject to the following types of 
non-sampling errors: 

Coverage Error. This error may occur because of 
inadequate coverage of the population of interest and 
may be introduced at various stages from the creation 
of the survey frame to the data collection and 
processing stages. 
Response error. The response error is caused when an 
erroneous response for a desired information datum is 
obtained. This error may be due to a variety of factors 
among which are imprecise questionnaire design, the 
inability or unwillingness of the respondent to accurately 
provide the information, the interviewer's approach, an 
error in recording the response, etc. 
Non-response error. Despite attempts to obtain 
complete response for sampled units, non-response is 
certain to occur to some extent in the survey due to 
such factors as the household members being on 
vacation during the interview period, no one being home 
when the interviewer visited the household, refusal to 
supply the requested information, etc. For these 
individuals, the missing data must be imputed either 
implicitly as in the case of reweighting the respondent 
records or explicitly as in the case of assigning data to 
each non-respondent on the basis of a similar 
respondent record. The bias introduced by a non-
response compensation procedure is unknown but it is 
a function of the differences in characteristics between 
the respondent and non-respondent subsets of the 
sample. Since the magnitude of this non-response bias 
is directly proportional to the level of non-response, at-
tempts are made to minimize the non-response rate at 
the data collection stage. 

Proceing error. Errors may occur in any of the several 
stages of processing of survey data as for example, data

Relationship of bcone Estimates to the National Aunts 
The income concept used in this report is similar to the money 
income received by private households as measured in the 
personal income series in "National Accounts, Income and 
Expenditure". Personal income is the total current income of 
individuals and private non-commercial institutions, such as 
charitable organizations and universities. 12  Personal income 
includes imputed income as well as monetary income. Among 
the imputed items are labour income received in kind, imputed 
rents of owner-occupied houses, and imputed banking services 
to individuals. Furthermore, some of the income components 
of the personal income series are not received directly by 
families and individuals during the year. Among such items are 
employer contributions to social security and pension plans, the 
investment income of life insurance companies and the 
investment income of industhal pension funds. The inclusion 
of such items in the National Accounts introduces differences 
in concepts between the Accounts and this survey. 
Furthermore, certain income components included in the 
income definition used here have no equivalent in the personal 
income series. Examples are annuity income and retirement 
pensions. 

Besides differences in concepts, the two series also differ as 
to coverage. The survey estimates exclude income of families 
and persons whose income originates mainly in military pay 
and allowances and also income of inmates of institutions, 
persons residing on Indian reserves, Canadian residents 
temporarily living abroad and families resident in the Yukon 
and Northwest Temtones. 

In aggregate, survey estimates of the comparable income 
components (sum of wages and salaries, net income from self-
employment, investment income and transfer payments) are 
approximately 89% of the corresponding National Accounts 
aggregate after adjustments. As in the past, the survey 
estimates for some income components are better than for 
others. The reconciliation is very close for wages and salaries. 
On the other hand, investment income and government 
transfer payments are underestimated; the former accounts for 
about 50% while the latter accounts for about 80% of the 
corresponding components in the adjusted personal income 
series. In total, the differences may not appear to affect the 
end product to any substantial degree but the analytic 
usefulness of some of the income components is lessened 
because of these discrepancies.

Relation entre les estimations du revenu et lcs amptes 
nationaux. La definition du revenu employee ici correspond a 
celle du revenu en espèces des menages prives utilisée dans Ia 
série sur le revenu des particuliers de Ia publication "Comptes 
nationaux, revenus et depenses". I.e revenu des particuliers est 
le revenu courant total des particuliers et les établissements 
privés non commerciaux comme les organismes de charitC et 
les universités12. I1 englobe a Ia fois le revenu impute ci Ic 
revenu en especes. Parmi les postes imputes, on trouve: Ic 
revenu du travail non-monétaire, lea loyers imputes lorsque 
l'enqu&é est propri&aire de in maison qu'il habite et les 
services bancaires imputds aux particuliers. En outre, certains 
des éléments de revenu visés par Ia série sur Ic revenu des 
particuliers ne sont pas directement reçus par lea families et les 
particuliers au cours de l'année. C'est Ic cas, entre autres, des 
cotisations patronales a Ia sécurité sociale et aux regimes de 
retraite, des revenus de placements des compagnies d'assu-
rance et des revenus de placements des regimes de retraite de 
l'industrie.

Outre lea differences clans les concepts, les deux srics 
different egalement sur Ic plan du champ de l'enquete. Les 
estimations de l'enqu&e ne comprennent pas lea families et Ins 
personnes dont Ia principale source de revenu consiste en une 
solde et en indemnités militaires, les revenus des pensionnaires 
d'institutions, des personnes vivant clans lea reserves indiennes, 
ainsi que lea revenus des Canadiens établis temporairenlent a 
l'etranger ci des families vivant au Yukon et clans les 
Territoires du Nord-Ouest. 

Dans I'ensemble, les estimations d'enqu&e des éléments de 
revenu comparables (total des salaires et traitements, revenu 
net provenant d'un emploi autonome, revenu de placements 
et transferts) représentent environ 89% des chiffres globaux 
correspondants des comptes nationaux, apres ajustements. 
Comme par le passé, les estimations de I'enqu&e sont 
meilleures pour certains elements du revenu que pour 
d'autres. L'équivalence est presque parfaite pour les salaires ci 
traitements. Par contre, le revenu de placements et les 
paiements de transferts gouvernementaux sont sous-estimés; 
Ic premier représentant 50% et le second 80% des éléments 
correspondants dans les series sur le revenu personnel ajusté. 
Au total, il peut sembler que cette difference n'exerce pas une 
influence considerable sur Ic résultat final, mais certaines 
ventilations y perdent en utilitC analytique.

Introduction 

This appendix summarizes the conclusions and 
decisions stemming from the low income review 
that was initiated by Statistics Canada in 1988. It 
also introduces, as a result of this review, a new 
low income measure (LIM) based on one-half the 
median income, and provides historical data based 
on this measure for the years 1980 to 1990. 

Background 

Statistics Canada's low income cut-offs (LICOs), 
in existence since the late 1960's, have been used 
for monitoring and evaluating the size and 
characteristics of those with relatively low incomes. 
For many users these data are important because 
they identify that segment of the population that 
is most likely to be economically disadvantaged, ie., 
what many people refer to as the poor. The 
LICOs, originally developed from an analysis of 
family expenditure data for use in 1961 Census 
income analysis, are income levels at which 
families, differentiated according to family size and 
the extent of urbanization, spend 20% more than 
the average family on food, shelter, and clothing. 
Because annual family expenditure data were not 
available, the measures were updated annually only 
to reflect price changes as measured by the 
Consumer Price Index. However, each time new 
family expenditure data became available, the 
LICOs were evaluated in light of this new 
information. As a result of these evaluations, the 
LICOs were revised in 1969 and 1978. In 1982, 
due to the minor impact the use of 1982 
expenditure information would have had on the 

Introduction 

La présente annexe resume les conclusions et les 
decisions qui découlent de la revision des seuils de 
faible revenu entreprise par Statistique Canada en 
1988. Elle présente en outre une nouvelle mesure 
du faible revenu (MFR) fondée sur Ia moitié du 
revenu median, resultant de cette revision, et 
renferme des données historiques basées sur cette 
mesure pour Ia période allant de 1980 a 1990. 

Généralités 

Les seuils de faible revenu (SFR) de Statistique 
Canada, qui existent depuis Ia fin des années 1960, 
sont utilisés depuis lors a des fins de contrôle et 
d'évaivation de Ia taille et des caractéristiques de 
ceux dont le revenu est relativement faible. Pour 
de nombreux utilisateurs, ces données sont 
importantes car elles permettent de determiner le 
segment de Ia population le plus 
vraisemblablement défavorisé sur le plan 
économique, c'est-à-dire les personnes qu'on 
qualifie généralement de pauvres. Les SFR sont 
issus a l'origine de l'analyse des données relatives 
aux dépenses des families dans Ic contexte de 
l'étude du revenu du recensement de 1961. us 
représentent des niveaux de revenu oü les families 
dépensent 20% de plus que la moyenne pour Ia 
nourriture, le logement et l'habillement. us sont 
catégorisés scion la tailie de Ia famille et le niveau 
d'urbanisation de leur lieu de residence. En 
l'absence de données annuelles sur ies dépenses 
des families, ces seuils n'ont été mis a jour sur une 
base annuelie que pour tenir compte des variations 
de prix mesurées par l'indice des prix a la 
consommation.

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data, no revision was implemented. Until now, 
while awaiting the results of the LICO review, no 
decision had been made in respect to the status of 
the results from most recent family expenditure 
data for 1986. Nevertheless, low income 
information based on the 1986 family expenditure 
data has been made available since 1988 (back to 
income year 1986). 

The LICO review 

Since 1988, Statistics Canada has been reviewing 
the low income cut-offs. It should be noted that 
each time the LICOs have been revised there has 
been some type of review process to determine 
whether any better methodologies for determining 
LICOs had been developed or whether the 
existing methodology should be modified. This 
process was important because of the inherent and 
well-recognized arbitrariness and subjectivity of the 
existing methodology. Past reviews involved 
primarily technical experts from federal 
government departments and agencies. The 
current review was more formal and broader in 
scope. This was achieved through the preparation 
of a discussion paper entitled Statistics Canada's 
Low Income Cut-offs, Methodological Concerns 
and Possibilities followed by a public consultation 
process. Close to 700 copies of the discussion 
paper were distributed and written comments 
received from approximately 30 individuals and 
organizations. In addition, the topic was addressed 
by the Advisory Committee on Social Conditions 
and twice by the National Statistics Council, 
important groups providing advice on statistical 
issues and policy to the Chief Statistician.

Statistique Canada revise les sculls de faible 
revenu depuis 1988. fl faut noter qu'à chaque 
revision, il y a eu un processus visant a determiner 
s'il y avait de meilleures méthodes de 
determination des seuils qui avaient été élaborées 
ou s'il fallait apporter des modifications a Ia 
méthode employee. Ii s'agit d'une étape 
importante compte tenu du caractère arbitraire et 
subjectif de la méthodoiogie existante. Les 
revisions antérieures étaient surtout l'affaire de 
spécialistes techniques de ministères ou 
d'organismes de i'administration fédérale. La 
revision dont ii est question en l'occurrence a été 
plus formeile et d'une portée plus large, en vertu 
de la redaction d'un document de travail intitulé 
Seuils de faible revenu de Statistique Canada, 
probièmes et possibilités mCthodologiques et de 
l'élaboration d'un mécanisme de consultation 
publique.

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The most important recommendation emanating 
from the review process is that Statistics Canada 
should continue to produce data on the low 
income population and that, although data based 
on a variety of approaches should be made 
available, there should be one low income concept 
identified by the bureau as the 'main' or preferred 
concept. In making this recommendation, users 
recognized that this choice is fundamentally an 
arbitrazy subjective decision, since there is no 
objective scientific basis for determining a 'poverty 
line'. However, there is a strong view among most 
users that not identifying a main concept for 
analytic and evaluative purposes would lead to 
considerable confusion. 

Although most data users consulted strongly 
supported the designation of one preferred 
concept, there was not a consensus on what this 
concept should be. The discussion paper examined 
a wide range of alternative measures of low 
incomes and showed that none of them can be 
said to be comprehensively superior to all of the 
others. They all require important arbitrary 
assumptions and they are all highly sensitive to the 
choice of these assumptions. As for the user 
community, expressed preferences were about 
equally divided between the 'status quo' (or a 
variation thereof) and a new procedure based on 
one-half the median 'adjusted' family income. The 
term 'adjusted' refers to a procedure which alters 
the reported family income to reflect assumptions 
about 'needs' according to the number of adults 
and children in the family. 

It is also clear from the review that unavoidable 
arbitrary and subjective judgements are associated 
with all low income measures. Consequently, it was 
agreed these judgements should be made visible 
and explicit as assumptions in the derivation of the 
measure. 

Another strong recommendation of the review is 
the demand for additional information on the low 
income population, such as measures of the 'depth 
of poverty' or the 'poverty gap' (the extent to 

La recommandation La plus importante de 
L'exercice de revision est que Statistique Canada 
doit continuer a produire des données sur Ia 
population a faible revenu et que, bien qu'il faille 
diffuser des statistiques fondées sur diverses 
approches, Le bureau doit determiner un concept 
de faible revenu 'principal' ou préféré.

population within specified percentage ranges of 
the low income line and low income data on an 
after-tax basis. These measures can be derived 
from existing surveys. Other information for which 
there was also a demand relating to spells and 
duration of poverty, requires longitudinal surveys 
which do not yet exist. 

Decisions taken 

Following past reviews prompted by the 
availability of new family expenditure data, 
Statistics Canada has continued with the 'status 
quo' LICO procedure, recognizing its limitations, 
because no clearly superior alternative presented 
itself, especially from the point of view of 
arbitrariness and subjectivity. The current review 
has come largely, but not entirely, to the same 
conclusion and, as a result, the 1986- based LICOs 
are being introduced into the regular publication 
program at this time replacing the 1978-based 
measures. This will be the 'main' or 'preferred' 
concept for the time being, although 1978-based 
measures will continue to be provided. 

This report also introduces a new measure of low 
income which emerged from the review as a 
potentially viable alternative to the LICOs. As 
mentioned, this measure is calculated as one-half 
the 'adjusted' median family income. To distinguish 
it from the LICO we are proposing to call it the 
Low Income Measure or LIM. This is not an 
entirely new concept, having existed in academic 
literature for some time. However, this measure 
does offer several advantages, some of which have 
grown in importance in recent years. Specifically:

A l'issue des revisions antérieures découlant de 
l'accès a de nouvelles données relatives aux 
dépenses des families, Statistique Canada n'a 
apporté aucune modification au mode de calcul 
actuel des SFR car, tout en reconnaissant les 
limites de cette approche, ii n'a pu determiner 
aucune autre méthode de toute evidence 
supérieure, en particulier en cc qui a trait a 
i'aspect arbitraire et subjectif. A queiques 
exceptions près, c'est cc qui ressort giobalement de 
la revision dont il est question en l'occurrence et, 
par consequent, on remplace en cc moment dans 
le programme de publication régulier les mesures 
fondées sur l'année 1978 par les SFR ayant pour 
base 1986. Pour l'instant, ii s'agit du concept 
'principal' ou 'préféré', même si nous continuons 
a fournir des données basées sur l'année 1978. 

Le present document propose en outre une 
nouvelle mesure des seuils du faible revenu 
qualifiée, dans le contexte de La revision, de 
solution potentielle de rechange valable. Comme 
nous l'avons mentionné, cette mesure est fondée 
sur Ia moitié du revenu familial median 'ajusté'. 
Pour ëtablir Ia distinction avec les SFR, nous 
suggérons de l'appeier Ia mesure du faible revenu 
ou la MFR. Ii ne s'agit pas d'un concept 
entièrement nouveau puisqu'on en pane depuis 
déjà queique temps dans Ia documentation 
spécialisée. Cette mesure comporte toutefois 
plusieurs avantages, dont certains ont acquis plus 
d'importance au cours des dernières années.

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(I) its arbitrary assumptions are very visible and 
explicit. Taking one-half of the median income 
is an obvious subjective decision and the 
median income itself is the income which 
divides the population in half: half have higher 
incomes and half, lower. The LICOs, like all 
low income lines, are also constructed using 
subjectively chosen assumptions, but these are 
less evident to all but the most sophisticated 
data users; 

(ii) because it does not involve the use of family 
expenditure data, the problem of explaining 
periodic and sometimes apparently capricious 
shifts in the lines when new expenditure data 
become available, is avoided. Because the 
LICOs are based on calculations that are 
subject to many influences operating 
simultaneously, it has sometimes been very 
difficult to explain or justify these shifts. This 
was the case when the LICOs were 
recalculated on 1986 family expenditure survey 
results. The LIMs can be thought of as self-
updating. They require neither family 
expenditure nor consumer price index data. 
They are, in fact, calculated from the same 
survey files used to measure low incomes and 
estimate the number of persons and families 
living below these incomes; 

(ui) among the various alternative measures 
described in the discussion paper, half the 
adjusted median income is the only one to 
receive appreciable support from the data user 
community. 

Before deciding whether to accept the LIM 
approach as the preferred concept, Statistics 
Canada wants to give it wide exposure to the user 
community over the next two years and obtain 
feedback on its usefulness. One major change in 
this concept is the absence of adjustments for 
different community sizes. The LICOs contain 
such an adjustment; the LIMs, as calculated for 
this report, do not. This change has an important 
impact on the data from a geographic perspective,

provincially and by rural/urban classification. This 
issue, and any others that arise, will be addressed 
over the next year or two after which there will be 
further consultation with participants in the 
review. 

Another decision is that Statistics Canada will 
move to provide a wider range of low income data, 
as recommended by the user community. As a 
result, data on the low income gap and low income 
data on an after-tax basis will be published, in the 
spring or early summer of each year. 

The new low income measure (LIM) 

As mentioned above, the user community has 
expressed a great deal of interest in having regular 
availability of a low income measure (LIM) that is 
a fixed percentage (50%) of adjusted median 
family income where 'adjusted' indicates a 
consideration of family 'needs'. The family size 
adjustment used in calculating the LIMs reflects 
the intuitively appealing precept that family needs 
increase with family size. In other words, few 
people would argue with the proposition that a 
family of four needs a higher income than a family 
of two in order to enjoy the same 'standard of 
living.' The question is, "By how much must the 
larger family's income exceed the income of the 
smaller family in order for the two families to have 
equivalent 'standards of living'?" This is yet 
another topic in the whole field of measuring low 
incomes about which there is no agreement. For 
the LIMs, in keeping with the principle of 
simplicity and conspicuously arbitrary choices, each 
additional adult is assumed to increase the family's 
'needs' by 40% of the 'needs' of the first adult, 
and each child's 'needs' are assumed to be 30% of 
that of the first adult. Other values could just as 
easily have been chosen (in the academic literature 
these are known as 'equivalence scales'). The 
values of 40% and 30% seemed to be in the 
general range of most other estimates. (In the case 
of the LICOs, these values are not chosen as such. 
Rather they are produced implicitly in the course 
of the calculations. The values change each time

The LIMs use adjustment for family size only. 
Many other characteristics could have been 
adjusted for in an equally arbitrary fashion, but 
adding all of these adjustments would have 
sacrificed the simplicity which is a deliberately 
chosen feature of the LIMs. As well, many of 
these adjustments have less intuitive appeal, and 
are more controversial, than the family size 
adjustments. 

The actual calculation of the LIMs proceeds as 
follows: 

(I) for each family determine 'adjusted family 
size' whereby the first adult is counted as 
one person and each additional adult as .4 
of a person, and each child (less than 16 
years of age) as .3 of a person (except in a 
family of one adult and children only 
where the first child is counted as .4 of a 
person); 

calculate for each family 'adjusted family 
income' by dividing family income by 
'adjusted family size'; 
determine the median 'adjusted family 
income' which is the adjusted family 
income where 50% of families have a 
smaller adjusted family income and 50% 
have a higher one; 
the LIM for a family of size one is 50% 
of the median 'adjusted family income' 
and the LIMs for the other types are 
equal to this value multiplied by 'adjusted 
family size'; 
repeat the process for each year that 
LIMs are required. 

For the convenience of users this appendix 
presents historical LIM data for the years 1980 to
