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Notice to Users 

This publication presents information about the National 
Tourism Indicators (NTI). The data portray the evolution 
of Canadian tourism from 1986 to 1995, on a quarterly 
and annual basis. Estimates of supply and demand for 
each of the main commodities, and employment for 
tourism industries as identified in the 1988 Tourism 
Satellite Account (TSA), are recorded as time series. All 
series are benchmarked to the 1988 TSA. 

There are two kinds of tables in this publication 

Statistical tables provide the basic estimates them-
selves. Quarterly and annual estimates are pre-
sented. There are 23 statistical tables in the Nil. 

Analytical tables present recent values of key 
aggregates expressed as differences, ratios or per-
centage changes. Transformations of this kind 
enhance the usefulness of the statistics in helping to 
interpret recent economic trends. The analytical 
tables are based on the data in the statistical tables 
and they can easily be recreated from the statistical 
tables. 

These tables constitute the National Tourism 
Indicators, Historical Estimates publication (Catalogue 
no. 13-220-XPB). Up to date versions of these data can 
be found in National Tourism Indicators, Quarterly 
Estimates, (Catalogue no. 13-009-XPB). For a more in-
depth explanation of the concepts and methods that 
underlie the estimates consult the Guide to the 
National Tourism Indicators, Sources and Methods 
(Catalogue no. 13-594-GPE). 

The data in the tables are usually expressed in millions 
of dollars. However, indexes (e.g. implicit price indexes) 
and units (e.g. employment) also occur. Percent changes 
are shown with each series in both types of tables. In the 
statistical tables the percent changes are the italicized 
numbers directly under the series values. In the 
analytical tables the percent changes are presented in 
tabular and graphical formats. The user should 
distinguish between two types of percent changes. The 
quarterly percent change, between two consecutive 
quarters, is shown when the data are seasonally 
adjusted. When the data are not seasonally adjusted the 
annual or year-over-year percent change is shown. 

Seasonal Adjustment 

The quarterly NTI exist in two versions, one unadjusted 
and the other adjusted for seasonal variation. Quarter-to-

nationaux du tourisme (INT). Ceux-ci permettent de suivre 
lévolution du tourisme au Canada sur une base trimestrielle et 
annuelle. Les estimations de Ioffre et Ia demande des 
principaux biens et services ainsi que I'emploi dans les 
branches touristiques identifies par le compte satellite du 
tourisme (CST) de 1988, sont présentées comme series 
chronologiques.

La présente publication comporte deux types de tableaux: 

Des tableaux statistiques oi figurent les estimations de 
base proprement dites, présentent les estimations 
annuelles et trimestrielles. Les INT comportent 23 tableaux 
statistiques. 

Des tableaux analytiques oU figurent les valeurs récentes 
des principaux agregats sous forme de differences, ratios 
ou variations en pourcentage. Ce genre de conversion 
permet daccroitre lutilité des statistiques lorsqu'il sagit 
dinterpréter les tendances économiques récentes. Les 
tableaux analytiques sont bases sur les données 
contenues dans les tableaux statistiques, de sorte qu'ils 
peuvent aisément être recréés a partir des tableaux 
statistiques. 

Ces tableaux constituent les Indicateurs nationaux du 
tourisme, estimations historiques (n° 13-220-XPB au 
catalogue). Une mise-à-jour de ces données se retrouvent dans 
lndicateurs nationaux du tourisme, estimations 
trimestrielles (n° 13-009-XPB au catalogue). Pour une 
explication approfondie des concepts et méthodes veuillez 
consulter le Guide des indicateurs natlonaux du tourisme, 
sources et méthodes (n° 13-594-GPF au catalogue). 

La plupart des series chronologiques sont exprimées en 
millions de dollars dans les tableaux. Cependant, on y trouve 
des valeurs en milliers d'unités pour l'emploi et en indices pour 
les indices implicites de prix. Les taux de variation exprimés en 
pourcentage sont montrés pour chacune des series dans les 
deux types de tableaux. Les pourcentages sont en italiques 
sous les données dans les tableaux statistiques.

Désaisonnalisation 

Les INT trimestriels existent en deux versions: lune non 
ajustee, et lautre, ajustée en tenant compte des variations 
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quarter movements in the unadjusted estimates are 
dominated by large seasonal fluctuations exhibiting 
similar patterns from one year to the next, which tend to 
mask underlying trends. For the convenience of users, 
these seasonal regularities are removed to help isolate 
underlying trends, through a statistical technique known 
as seasonal adjustment. 

The effect of seasonal adjustment can be viewed by 
examining the graphs that compare the seasonally 
adjusted and the unadjusted series in the analytical 
tables. 

Most seasonal adjustment in Statistics Canada is 
undertaken using X11ARIMA. The Xii method involves 
the application of moving averages to estimate the trend-
cycle, seasonal and irregular components of the series, 
with special treatment for outliers and foreseeable 
trading-days. The Statistics Canada Xl 1ARIMA method 
fits an autoregressive integrated moving-average 
(ARIMA) model to the series in order to project the series 
forward and backward prior to the seasonal adjustment 
itself being carried out. This makes it possible to perform 
seasonal adjustment more consistently at the end points 
of the series, thereby reducing the magnitude of the 
quarterly revisions affecting the implicit seasonal factors 
through the extension of the series. 

All seasonally series of the quarterly NTI are derived 
using the X11ARIMA method. The adjustment is 
generally made at the lowest level of aggregation and 
seasonally adjusted aggregates are obtained by 
summation. The advantages of this approach are 
twofold. First, by carrying out the seasonal adjustment at 
the most detailed level, seasonal shifts in the aggregates 
are more easily explained. Second, the calculation of 
seasonally adjusted aggregates by summation 
preserves the accounting identities in the system and 
this is much more convenient for users. 

Current and Constant Price Estimates 

Values expressed in the prices of the period being 
referred to are commonly called current price estimates. 
For example, the estimate of total tourism demand for 
tourism commodities in Canada at market prices for 
1988 is $25,244 million, meaning that this amount is the 
value of tourism demand within Canadas boundaries, 
valued at the market prices prevailing in the year 1988. 
This is the most natural way to define and measure the 
tourism components, since the values are observed in 
current prices in the economy itself. 

The NTI also provide some estimates that are valued in 
the prices of another period, the year 1986. The purpose 
of such calculations is to facilitate the analysis of period-

Leffet de Ia désaisonnalisation est illustré en examinant les 
graphiques qui comparent les données désaisonnalisées et 
non ajustées dans les tableaux analytiques. 

La majeure partie de Ia désaisonrialisation a Statistique 
Canada est entreprise au moyen de Ia procedure xii ARMMI. 
La méthode Xli consiste a appliquer des moyennes mobiles 
pour estimer les éléments cyclique, saisonnier et irrégulier de Ia 
série, un traitement particulier étant réservé aux valeurs 
aberrantes et aux jours ouvrables prévisibles. La méthode 
xi 1ARMMI de Statistique Canada utilise un modéle 
autorégressif a moyenne mobile intégrée (ARMMI) pour 
projeter des series dans lavenir et dans le passé avant 
deffectuer Ia désaisonnalisation proprement dite. Ceci permet 
de désaisonnaliser tes points limites de manière plus uniforme, 
réduisant ainsi l'ampleur des revisions trimestrielles que 
subissent les facteurs saisonniers implicites lors du 
prolongement de Ia série. 

Toutes les series désaisonnalisées des INT sont produites par 
Ia méthode Xl 1ARMMI. Lajustement est generalement 
effectué au plus faible niveau dagregation et les agregats 
désaisonnalisés sont obtenus par sommation. Cette approche 
oflre un double avantage. Dune part, en procédant a Ia 
désaisonnalisation au niveau le plus détaillé, il est plus facile 
dexpliquer les variations saisonnières dans les agregats. 
Dautre part, le calcul des agrégats désaisonnalisés par 
sommation permet de conserver les identités comptables du 
système, ce qui est beaucoup plus pratique pour les 
utilisateurs. 

Estimations en prix courants et constants 

Les valeurs en prix relatits a Ia période de référence sont 
généralement appelées des estimations en prix courants. A titre 
dexemple, lestimation de Ia demande touristique totale en 
biens et services touristiques au Canada aux prix du marché 
pour 1988 s'élève a 25 244 millions$, ce qui signifie que Ia 
demande touristique a lintérieur des frontières du Canada, 
évaluée aux prix du marché gui avaient cours en 1988, equivaut 
a une telle somme. II s'agit là de Ia facon Ia plus simple de 
circonscrire et de mesurer les composantes du tourisme, 
puisque les montants sont observables en prix courants dans 
léconomie elle-même. 

Les INT comprennent aussi des estimations aux prix dune 
autre periode, soit l'année 1986. Le but de tels calculs est de 
faciliter lanalyse des variations dune période a lautre, en 
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to-period changes, by separating a series into distinct 
price and volume components. 

An increase or decrease in value from one period to 
another results from the joint effect of a change in the 
quantities of goods and services produced and of a 
change in the prices at which they are sold. The 
decomposition of the total change into separate price 
and quantity components results in the constant price 
estimates. It is accomplished by recalculating a series at 
the prices of some base period. The resulting period-to-
period changes in these constant price estimates are 
interpreted as showing the "real" or "inflation-adjusted" 
growth in the series or, in this case, tourism. The NTI 
constant price estimates are expressed at the prices of 
the year 1986. Thus, for example, the estimate of tourism 
demand at 1986 prices for 1990 is less than the one at 
current prices. The difference reflects the fact that the 
market prices of most goods and services increased 
between 1986 and 1990. 

The constant price estimates of tourism can be viewed 
as a fixed-weighted or Laspeyres index, where the 
market prices of the base period are the fixed weights 
and the index is scaled to equal the current dollar value 
of tourism in the base period. This may not be obvious, 
since the prominent indexes in the statistical system 
such as the consumer price indexes are those for prices 
rather than for quantities and are typically scaled to 
equal a round number (most often 100) in the base 
period. Just as a Laspeyres index of prices is based on 
"a fixed basket of quantities" and can be interpreted as 
the cost of that basket in different time periods, so a 
Laspeyres index of quantities is based on "a fixed set of 
prices" and can be viewed as a set of quantities sold in 
different time periods valued at the fixed set of prices. 

Price Indexes 

The previous section addressed the topic of measuring 
tourism at the constant prices of some base period. The 
resulting estimates of "real tourism" gauge the volume of 
economic activity. What about the price component of 
tourism? If a volume component can be extracted from 
the current price estimates of tourism, can the remainder 
be interpreted as the price (or inflation) component? The 
answer to this question is yes, but the resulting index of 
prices must be interpreted as a Paasche or variable-
weighted index rather than as a Laspeyres index. 
Dividing the current price series for tourism by the 
corresponding series at constant prices yield an Implicit 
Price Index (IPI) which, together with the constant price 
series, in effect decomposes tourism at market prices 
into its price and quantity elements. The variable-
weighted nature of IPIs should always be kept in mind, 
however. Changes in these indexes reflect not just price 
changes, but also variations in the weights attached to 
different goods and services. The impact of weight shifts

titre du tourisme. Les estimations en prix constants des INT 
sont exprimées en prix de l'année 1986. Ainsi, par exemple, 
lestimation de Ia demande touristique aux prix de 1986 pour 
1990 est moindre que celle en prix courants. Lécarl traduit le 
fait que les prix du marché de Ia plupart des biens et services 
se sont accrus entre 1986 et 1990. 

Les estimations du tourisme en prix constants peuvent être 
envisagees comme un indice a pondération fixe, ou indice 
Laspeyres, dans lequel les prix du marchO de Ia période de 
base constituent les pondérations fixes et oü lindice est 
échelonné de facon a être egal a Ia valeur du tourisme en 
dollars courants dans Ia période de base. La chose nest peut-
ètre pas évidente puisque les indices les plus en vue dans le 
système statistique, comme lindice des prix a Ia 
consommation, sont des indices de prix plutôt que de quantité 
et sont habituellement ramenés a un chiffre rond (souvent 100) 
dans Ia période de base. De Ia mème facon qu'un indice 
Laspeyres de prix repose stir un panier fixe de quantités et 
représente le coüt de ce panier a différents moments, un indice 
Laspeyres de quantité repose sur un "ensemble fixe de prix' et 
represente un ensemble de quantités vendues a différents 
moments et évaluées aux prix fixes de lensemble. 

Indices de prix 

La section précédente abordait Ia question de Ia mesure du 
tourisme en prix constants dune période de référence donnée. 
Les estimations ainsi obtenues du 'tourisme reel' permettent 
dévaluer le volume de lactivité économique. Mais quen est—il 
de lélément prix du tourisme? Si lélément de volume peut être 
isolé des estimations du tourisme en prix courants, ce qui reste 
peut-il être interprété comme lélément de prix ou I'élément 
dinflation? La réponse a cette question est oui, mais l'indice de 
prix qui en découle dolt être interprété comme tin indice 
Paasche, ou a pondération variable, et non comme un indice 
Laspeyres. La division des series en prix courants du tourisme 
par les series correspondantes en prix constants donne des 
indices implicites de prix (lIP) qui, avec les series en prix 
constants, décomposent effectivement le tourisme aux prix du 
marché en ses éléments de prix et de volume. On doit toutefois 
toujours se rappeler que les lIP sont a pondération variable. 
L'évolution de ces indices traduit non seulement des variations 
de prix mais aussi des changements dans Ia pondération des 
divers biens et services. Leffet des déplacements de 
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pondération sur Ia variation de lindice implicite de prix du 
tourisme dune période a lautre savère parfois assez sensible. 
Concepts et definitions 

Tourisme: Le principal concept du CST et des INT est celui du 
tourisme. La definition utilisée dans ces tableaux est celle 
adoptée par lOrganisation mondiale du tourisme et Ia 
Commission statistique des Nations Unies, et se lit comme suit: 
"les activités déployées par les personnes au cours de leurs 
voyages et de leurs séjours dans les lieux situés en dehors de 
leur environnement habituel pour une période consecutive qui 
ne dépasse pas une année, a des fins de loisirs, pour affaires et 
autres motifs." 

Visiteurs: Les personnes entreprenant ces activités sont 
considérées comme des touristes, (ceux qui passent une nuit 
ou plus dans le lieu visité), ou des visiteurs dun jour. 

Offre et demande touristique: Dans les tableaux qui suivent, 
loftre de biens et services touristiques est egale a Ia production 
totale au Canada des principaux biens et services achetés par 
les visiteurs et produits par les branches touristiques. De plus, 
les branches touristiques sont codes qui, en l'absence de 
tourisme, cesseraient d'exister ou continueraient d'exister mais 
a un niveau dactivité sensiblement réduit. Dans ce contexte, Ia 
demande touristique comprend les dépenses effectuées par les 
visiteurs canadiens et étrangers au titre des biens et services 
touristiques produits au Canada, tel qu'identifiés 
précédemment. Toutefois, l'utilisateur doit noter que les biens et 
services touristiques ne sont pas achetés uniquement par les 
visiteurs; par exemple, une petite partie seulement des services 
de restauration est consommée par les visiteurs, Ia majeure 
partie étant pour consommation locale. Donc, I'oflre est 
supérieure a Ia demande touristique dans les INT. 

Les tableaux 

Tel que mentionné précédemment, Ia publication comprend 
deux types de tableaux. La partie 1 comprend des tableaux 
statistiques et Ia parties 2 comprend les tableaux analytiques. 
Les deux types de tableaux sont arranges selon cinq 
categories: Ioffre, Ia demande touristique au Canada, Ia 
demande touristique intérleure, les exportations touristiques et 
Iemploi touristiques. 

Loifre représente Ia production, au Canada, des biens et 
services spécifiques. Les importations ne sont pas incluses. 
Par exemple, Ia vente dun billet davion aupres d'un 
transporteur aérien étranger est exclu du calcul de l'offre. 

La demande touristique au Canada comprend la demande 
intérieure en plus des exportations, ce qui représente Ia 
demande touristique totale par les visiteurs, des biens et 
services produits au Canada. 

on observed period-to-period changes in the tourism 
implicit price index can be quite significant. 
Concepts and Definitions 

Tourism: The most important concept underlying the 
TSA and the NTI is that of tourism. The definition used in 
these tables is that adopted by the World Tourism 
Organization and the United Nations Statistical 
Commission, as follows: "the activities of persons 
travelling to and staying in places outside their usual 
environment for not more than one consecutive year for 
leisure, business and other purposes." 

Visitors: The persons undertaking these activities are 
referred to as either tourists (those visitors who stay 
overnight or longer in the place visited), or same-day 
visitors. 

Supply and tourism demand: In the tables that follow, 
the supply of tourism commodities is defined as the total 
production in Canada of the major commodities which 
are purchased by visitors and which are produced by 
tourism industries. Tourism industries, in turn, are those 
that would cease to exist or would continue to exist only 
at significantly reduced levels of activity without tourism. 
Tourism demand is defined in this context as 
expenditures made by Canadian and non-resident 
visitors on the domestically produced tourism 
commodities identified above. However, it should be 
noted, not all the supply of tourism commodities are 
purchased by visitors; for example, only a small 
proportion of food and beverage services is purchased 
by visitors. Most is purchased for local consumption. 
Therefore, in the NTI, supply is greater than tourism 
demand. 

The Tables 

As described above, this publication contains two types 
of tables. Part 1 of the publication contains the statistical 
tables and Part 2 the analytical tables. Both types of 
tables are organized under five categories: Supply, 
Tourism Demand in Canada, Tourism Domestic 
Demand, Tourism Exports and Tourism Employment. 

Supply is the production, in Canada, of the specified 
commodity. It does not include imports. For example the 
sale of a ticket on a non-Canadian airline is excluded 
from supply. 

Tourism Demand in Canada is domestic demand plus 
exports and thus represents total demand by visitors for 
Canadian produced goods and services. 
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Tourism Domestic Demand is the spending, in Canada, 
by Canadian residents, on the specified commodity, as a 
result of tourism. 

Tourism exports is spending by foreign tourists and 
same-day visitors, on Canadian produced goods and 
services. It includes spending that may take place 
outside of Canada, for instance the purchase of an 
airline ticket from a Canadian international carrier, to 
travel to Canada. 

Employment as shown in the tables corresponds to the 
'person at work' concept. This concept is close to the 
concept of 'person-year, in that it contains adjustments 
for the number of months worked. For example, a person 
that works for only half a year is counted as half a 
person-year in the tables. However, since this measure 
does not take account of the hours worked, a person that 
works 10 hours per week for the whole year has the 
same importance as one who works 50 hours per week 
during the same period.

La demaride touristique intérieure represente les dépenses des 
residents canadiens, au Canada, en biens et services 
specifiques, au titre du tourisme. 

Les exportations touristiques comprennent les dépenses des 
touristes et visiteurs dun jour ètrangers, en biens et services 
produits au Canada. Cela comprend des dépenses qui peuvent 
être effectuées a l'extérieur du Canada, comme lachat dun 
billet d'avion d'un transporteur international canadien, pour un 
voyage au Canada. 

L'emploi tel que présenté dans les tableaux se définit comme 
"personne au travail". Ce concept se rapproche du concept 
"année—personne", parce qu'iI comprend un ajustement pour le 
nombre de mois au travail. Par exemple, une personne ne 
travaillant que Ia moitié de I'année est comptée comme Ia 
moitié dune année—personne dans les tableaux. Cependant, 
cette mesure ne tient pas compte des heures travaillées, une 
personne travaillant 10 heures par semaine durant toute 
l'année a Ia mème importance qu'une autre travaillant 50 
heures par semaine durant Ia même période.
