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HARVESTED ACREAGE AND TONNAGES PURCHASED 
BY VEGETABLE PROCESSORS, 1974 

At the request of the Canadian Food Processors 
Association a survey was instituted in 1965 to obtain 
data from vegetable processors on acreage of peas, 
corn, beans and tomatoes planted under contract as 
well as tonnagea purchased. Conenencing in 1966 the 
survey was made to include cole crops. 

The results of the 1974 survey are shown in the 
ilowing tables with those of 1973. In some cases 

'

may be noted that the acreage planted under con-
rict is higher than the area reported under contract. 
his is due to the fact that the survey of acreage 

itracted was undertaken before planting was coen- 
.tod and it appears that some upward adjustments 

were made by the industry after the contracts were 
initially reported in May to Statistics Canada. The 
term "acreage contracted" includes crops grown by 
farmers under contract to processors as well as crops 
grown on land owned or rented by processors. 

Included are the value figures for the crops. 
These figures represent the value on the farm. The 
variations in the average price per ton between prov-
inces is partially due to geographical location and 
partially due to variations in the contract agreements 
between the firms and the farmers. 

Statistics Canada also collects and publishes 
separately, at appropriate times in the season, can-
ners' intentions to contract and acreage contracted. 
It should be noted that the aurveys pertain only to 
vegetables for processing. However, some of the 
produce from the acreage not harstod for processing 
may have been sold on the fresh market.
