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I N 11(0 D UC T ION 

This publication, now in the fourth year of its 
present form, draws upon the results of a survey 
carried Out for the 1912 calendar year at the request 
of the Nursery Trades Industry. Its intention is to 
present statistics which are indicative of the struc-
ture and the economic situation of the industry. 

In general, the survey is designed to give data 
on inputs, outputs and distribution of output. This 
allows scrutiny of the nursery trade's cost structure 
and its market characteristics. The information is 
regional which facilitates recognizing those aspects 
of the industry prevalent in different parts of the 
country. Used correctly, such information would allow 
a member of the industry to determine his position in 
terms of productive efficiency, size of operation, 
regional specialization and the desirability of 
expansion. 

Although questionnaires were sent to all known 
nursery tradesmen, it is not possible to get replies 
from every enterprise. However, it is believed that 
with few exceptions, reports have been received from 
all major tradesmen, and accordingly, the bulk of the 
Industry i8 thought to be covered in the reports 
submitted. 

S Of the 597 accepted survey questionnaires 445 
reported wages, 497 reported sales of ornamental fruit 
and nursery stock, and 538 reported using land. Total 
sales for 1972 were $54.8 million compared to the 
revised 1971 figure of $51.3 million. The statistics 
of the following tables are compiled from totals of the 
data reported by mail questionnaires. Included are 
the revised figures for 1971 for comparative purposes 
and averages which give an indication of the typical 
firm.

On eatime toutefois que lea 
principaux explottants, A quelques exceptions prèa, ont parti 
cipé A l'enqutte et que par consequent, lea résultats obtenus 
donnent une boone idCe d'ensemble de i'activité economique. 

Sur lea 597 questionnaires d'enquete acceptCs, 445 ont 
déclarC des rêimrnérations, 497 ont dfclarC des ventes de 
plants d'ornement St de plants fruitiers. at 538 ont fait une 
declaration sur l'utilisation des terrains. En 1972, lea 
ventes totales se soot élevCes A 54.8 millions de dollars, 
comparativement A 51.3 millions (chiffre revise) an 1971. Lea 
statistiques des tableaux qui suivent proviennent des totsux 
des donnCes dCclarCes dana les questionnaires envoyes par Is 
poste. On trouvera aussi lea chtffres révisCs de 1971 pour 
fin de coinparaison de mBme pie des moyennes qui donnent une 
idCe de l'entreprise type.

The following section presents further graphs and 
charts of various data collected in our survey of the 
Nursery Trades Industry. Its purpose is to indicate the 
industry's characteristics in structure and behaviour. 
The analysis is divided into two subsections; the first 
dealing with regional characteristics and the second 
dealing with the internal structure of the industry. 
The regional analysis facilitates understanding the 
comparative advantages of different regions in Canada 
for the nursery trade. The internal structure analysis 
attempts to show how the relationships between produc-
tion factors change with the size of the average firm. 
It is stressed that regional and internal characteris-
tics combined must underlie many management decisions. 

Due to the wide variations from firm to firm in 
their type of production, consideration of each type 
is not carried Out. Consequently the analysis uses 
indicators which are averages of a particular group of 
producers. Any one firm in a group may not fit the 
profile of the aversge because of the wide variations 
of data vslues within that group. This implies that 
conclusions reached about the average firm in a group 
might not necessarily apply to any one particular 
firm. The analysis is not intended to cover specific 
situations but rather to indicate the general manner 
in which a member of the nursery trades industry should 
assess his own situation.
