Farmers' reports indicate that the number 
of sows expected to farrow from April 1, 
1981 to June 30, 1981 is estimated at 
458,500, a 3% increase from last year. For 
April 1, 1181 to September 30, 1981 
farrowings are expected to be 454,500 up 2% 
from the corresponding £UMrter of a year 
earlier. 

METhODOLOGY SUMMARY - PIGS 

Pig estimates contained in this publica-
tion are based on information provided by a 
sample of farmers in each province across 
the country. Data are collected through 
voluntary, mail-type surveys conducted on a 
quarterly basis and two agriculture enumera-
tive surveys conducted annually at July 1. 
Measures of change in pig numbers from 
previous surveys are calculated and chained 
to previous estimates to arrive at current 
figures. The sample is stratified by prov-
ince and by size of operation, large-scale 
operations are followed up by telephone. 
The Agriculture and Farm Enumerative Surveys 
are primarily area frame, probability type 
surveys carried out on a personal interview 
basis. Results of these surveys are modi-
fied to conform with supply-disposition 
balance sheets, which include births, 
deaths, narketings, interprovincial and 
international movements as well as changes 
in inventory. 

The Census of Agriculture provides in-
ventory benchmarks every five years; the 
most recent census was at June 1, 1976. 

Revisions are made if necessitated by 
subsequent marketing information. In 
general, revisions are made only after 
census results are available and intercensal 
estimates require re-aligning. 

Estimates for total pigs in Canada have 
been within 5% of benchmarks for the last 
few censuses. For individual provinces, 
results have been more variable.
