Canadian wool production is estimated at 1 087 700 
kilograms in 1988, down 5% from I 143 500 kilograms 
in 1987. 

The total farm value of 1988 shorn wool production 
is estimated at $2,109,000 corered to $1,654,000 in 
1987. The Canadian average farm price per kilogram 
for 1988 was $1.94 ccrpsred to $1.45 in 1987.
