PREFACE 

Statistics of fur farms are collected annually by the Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics, with the co-operation of the Provincial Game Departments. 

A return is required from each operator of a fur farm, showing value of 
property, number and value of fur-bearing animals on the farm, number of 
fur-bearing animals born, sold, killed for pelts, etc., during the year, and other 
data. Where information regarding "boarded" animals cannot be supplied by 
the operator of a fur farm, the owner of the animals is required to furnish the 
necessary particulars. 

A list of the fur farmers of Canada is issued as an appendix to this Report 
in response to a widespread demand. 

Statistics on the general fur production of Canada are also issued annually 
by the Bureau. Raw furs are the chief commercial product of the wild life of 
Canada, and as such represent the only economic return from a large area of the 
Dominion. The total value of the raw fur production of Canada for the season 
1921-22 was $17,438,867, comprising pelts of fur-bearing animals taken by 
trappers and those of animals raised on fur farms. The latter constitute ap-
proximately three per cent of the whole.

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The Fur Farming Industry in Canada 

Since the early days of the fur trade, it has been the practice in Canada for 
trappers to keep foxes caught in warm weather, alive until the fnr was Prime, and 
from this custom has arisen the modern industry of fur farming. The earliest 
authentic record of the raising of foxes in captivity comes from Prince Edward Island, 
where about forty-five years ago a number of foxes were raised on a farm near Tignish. 
The beauty of the fur of the silver fox and the consequent high prices realized from 
the sale of the pelts, caused attention to be directed chiefly to this breed, a colour phase 
of the common red fox, which has been established throng/i experiments in breeding 
carried on by the pioneer fox farmers. After 1890 there came a period of rising 
prices for furs, and the fox farming industry grew rapidly in Prince Edward Island. 
In 1913 an enumeration by the Provincial Commissioner of Agriculture showed 277 
fox farms in that province with a total of 3,130 foxes'. While experiments were 
being carried on in Prince Edward Island, attempts at raising foxes in captivity 
were also being made in other provinces, the records shouring that foxes were success-
fully bred in Quebec in 1898, in Ontario in 1905 and in Nova Scotia in 1906. 
In 1912 and 1913 the Commission of Conservation conducted an exhaustive inquiry 
into the history and possibilities of fur-farming in Canada, and the resulting dqta, 
published in 1913, gave an impetus to the industry 2 . The Prince Edward Island 
Silver Fox Breeders' Association was formed in 1915, and the Canadian Silver Fox 
Breeders' Association in 1920. Fox farming is now carried on in all provinces of 
the Dominion and the number of farms is steadily increasing. The latest statistics 
available, viz., those of the present report for the year 1922, show 977 fox farms in 
Canada with a total of 24,163 foxes, of which 22,318 were silver foxes. 

Although the fox has proved the most suited to domestication, other kinds of 
fur-bearing wild animals are being raised in captivity—mink, raccoon, skunk, 
marten, fisher, beaver and muskrat. Karakul sheep, from which are obtained the 
furs known as "Persian lamb" "astrachan" and "broadlail", are also being raised 
successfully in Canada. In 1922 the number of miscellaneous fur-bearing animal 
farms, i.e., farms engaged in the raising of fur-bearing animals other than foxes, 
was 49, compared with 37 in the previous year. Raccoon farms are the most numerous 
of the miscellaneous class, mink farms coming next. A few of the fox farms also 
raise miscellaneous fur-bearing animals in addition to the foxes.

REPORT ON THE FUR FARMS OF CANADA, 1922 

INTRODUCTION 

Number of Fur Farms.—The number of fur farms in oI)eratiorl in (aiiada 
in 1922 was 1,026, comprising 977 fox farms, and 49 farms raising miscellaneous 
fur-hearing animals. The fox farms showed an increase in number over 1921 
of 202, and the miscellaneous fur-bearing animal farms an increase of 12. The 
increase in the number of fur farms was general throughout the 1)ominion, 
excepting in the Yukon Territory where the number remained the same. The 
classification "fur farm" covers farms devoted entirely to the raising of fur-
bearing animals and parts of farms where the raising of fur-bearing animals is 
carried on as a branch of the general agricultural operations. The following 
table shows, by provinces, the number of fur farms in 1921 and 1922.

Value of Property.—The total value of the property of the fur farms in 
1922 was $7,790,104, comprising $1,925,951, the value of the land and buildings 
and $5,864,153, the value of the fur-hearing animals. A slight derrease from 
the previous year is shown in the total value of the fur-bearing animals, due to 
the lower average values for silver foxes. 'I'lie number of silver foxes on the 
farms at date of December 31st, 1922, showed an increase of 4,364, or. 24 per 
cent over the number shown for 1921, but the total value showed a decrease of 
$126,338 or two per cent. The general average value for silver foxes in 1922 
was $253, compared with $322 in 1921. The following table gives, by provinces, 
the value of land and buildings and of fur-bearing animals in 1921 and 1922.

Form of Organization.-For statistics of "form of organization" the returns 
are arranged under the classification of the operator of the fur farm, whether 
individual, partnership, or joint stock company. For 1922 the returns show 
that 718 farms were operated by individuals, 158 by partnerships and 150 by 
joint stock companies. In 1921, 532 farms were operated by individuals, 132 
by partnerships, and 148 by joint stock companies. 

Number of Fur-bearing Animals Born, Number which Died, and Number 
Killed for Pelts.-The number of fur-bearing animals born in captivity in 1922 
was 19,199, an increase over the previous year of 3,723 or 24 per cent. These 
figures represent the proportion of young raised. The number of animals which 
died in 1922 was 3,626, compared with 3,682 in 1921. The number of fur-
bearing animals killed for pelts in 1922 was 8,278, compared with 7,761 in 1921. 
Statistics for the different kinds of fur-bearing animals are given for 1021 and 
1922 in the following table:

Number and Value of Fur-bearing Animals Sold and Pelts Sold--The total 
amount received by fur farmers in 1922 from the sale of live fur-bearing animals 
and pelts was $1,537,525, compared with $1,480,105 in 1921. Although the 
increase in total value was small, there was a large increase in number of animals 
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and pelts sold. The number of silver foxes sold from the farms increast'd from 
2,920 in 1921 to 3,794 in 1922, and the number of silver fox pelts from 3,922 to 
4,895. The total value of silver foxes sold in 1922 was $910,590, a general 
average of $240 per fox, and the total value of silver fox pelts sold was $573,806, a 
general average of $117 per pelt. The highest average value shown for any of 
the farms for silver foxes sold in 1922 was $1,000 and the highest for silver fox 
pelts, $300. The following table shows for 1921 and 1922 the number and 
value of the different kinds of fur-bearing animals sold and pelts sold.

Number and Value of Fur-bearing Animals on Fur Farms.-The total number 
of all fur-bearing animals on the farms at date of December 31st, 1922, was 
30,782, an increase over the previous year of 7,677 or 33 per cent. Silver foxes 
increased from 17,954 in 1921 to 22,318 in 1922, and patch or cross foxes from 
1,237 to 1,384. Increases in number are also shown for mink, raccoon, karakul 
sheep, beaver and muskrat. Blue foxes and white foxes are shown for 1922, 
while none were recorded for 1921. The total value of all fur-bearing ammals 
on the farms in 1922 was $5,864,153, compared with $5,977,545 in 1921. The 
following table shows for 1921 and 1922 the number and value of the different 
kinds of fur-bearing animals on the farms.

IMPORTS AND EXPORTS 

Live Foxes.—The number of live foxes exported from Canada during the 
fiscal year ended March 31st, 1923, was 1,513, valued at $385,152, comprising 
1,187 specified as silver foxes at $306,907, two as patch or cross foxes at $100, 
and 324 at $78,145, for which the kind was not given. The total number ex-
ported in the previous year was 1,390, valued at $310,709. The number of 
live foxes imported into Canada in the fiscal year 1923 comprised 15 silver 
foxes valued at $2,943, three l)at(h or cross foxes at $78, and four unspecified 
at $56, a total of 22 foxes at $3,077, compared with one at $700 in 1922. 

Fox PeUs.—The number of silver fox pelts exported from Canada during 
the fiscal year 1923 was 5,051, valued at $557,834, compared with 5,902, valued 
at $1,053,933 in 1922. The number of fox pelts other than silver exported in 
1923 was 64,598, valued at $1,327,782, compared with 42,728, valued at $959,402 
in 1922. 

GENERAL TAnLES 

The general tables which follow are arranged in two groups. The first 
group contains statistics of fox farms, and the second group, statistics of mis 
cellaneous fur-bearing animal farms. Included with the first group are 17 fox 
farms (one in Quebec, 13 in Ontario, two in Alberta and one in British Columbia) 
which also raise other fur-bearing animals.

PREFACE

recueillies annuellement par le Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique, les listes des 
éleveurs de chaque province lui étant communiquées par lea autorités provin-
ciales. 

Le propriétaire ou exploitant de chaque pare d'élevage est invite a répondre 
a un questionnaire qui lui est envoyé; entre autres informations, ii doit indiquer 
la valeur des terrains et enclos, Ic nombre et la valeur des anirnaux A fourrures 
captifs, les naissances, les ventes effectuées, les animaux tués durant l'annCe, 
etc. Quant aux animaux mis ((Cfl pension)), si les renseignements les concernant 
ne peuvent être fournis par leur gardien, on s'adresse a leur propriétaire. 

Pour satisfaire au dCsir qui nous a Cté exprimé par un certain nombre (I'm-
téressés, nous publions en appendice a cette brochure, unc liste des Cleveurs 
d'animaux a fourrure au Canada. 

Le Bureau Fédéral de Ia Statistique public également chaque annCe les sta-
tistiques embrassant la totalité des pelleteries produites au Canada. Lea pelle.. 
teries sont le principal produit commercial des regions inhabitées du Canada et 
reprCsentent l'unique production (l'une vaste partie de la Puissance. Au coura 
de la saison 1921-22, lit valeur totale des pelleteries canadiennes atteignit $17,-
438,867, cc chiffre comprenant tout a la fois lea peaux des animaux a fourrure 
pris par les trappeurs et celles des animaux élevCs en captivité. Celles-ci repr&.

Depuis les premiers ten? ps du commerce desfourrures, les lrappeu.rs canadien.s ont 
eu pour habit ude de garder vivants les renards pris en été jusqu'd ce que leur pelage fut 
dans son plus beau, ci c'est de cette pratique qu'a surgi l'industrie nioderne de l'élevage 
des animaux d fourrure. La premiere mention officielle de l'éleuage du renard en 
captivite se Irmwe dans les archives de l'Ile du Prinee-Edouard, oü ii y a environ 
quarante-cinq ans, un certain nombre de renards étaient élevés dans unc ferme du 
vaisinaçjc de Tignish. La beauté de la fourrurc du renard argenté ci le prix élevé 
que cornmandatt sa peau out fait diriger les efforts particuliCrenzent cur cette espèce 
qui est une varian.te du renard rouge ordinaire et dont in permanence de pelage a 
Pu être étczbiie ci maintenue après de ion gues experiences par les pion.niers de cette 
industrie.

Renards vivants.—Au cours de l'année fiscale terminée le 31 mars 1923, ii 
a été exporté (lu Canada 1,513 renards, d'une valeur totale de $385,152, corn-
prenant 1.187 renards argentés d'une valeur de $306,907; deux renards croisés 
a $100 et 324 autres renards (lont la variété n'est pas donnée, d'une valeur de 
$78,145. Au cours de la même année fiscale ii a été importé au Canada 15 renards 
argentés d'une valcur de $2,943; 3 renards croisés va1uit $78 et 4 autres renards 
dont la variété n'est pas spécifiée, valant $56, soit sin total de 22 renards valant 
en tout $3,077, comparativement a $700 en 1922.
