PREFACE 

Statistics of fur farms are collected annually by the Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics, with the co-operation of the Provincial Game Departments. All 
properties on which the raising of fur-bearing animals is carried on are termed 
"fur farms". 

A return is required from each operator of a fur farm showing value of 
property, number and value of fur-bearing animals on the farm, number of 
fur-bearing animals born, sold, killed for pelts, etc., during the year, and other 
data, 'Where information regarding "boarded" animals cannot be supplied by 
the operator of a fur farm, the owner of the animals is required to furnish the 
necessary particulars. 

A list of the fur farmers of Canada is issued as an appendix to this Report. 

Statistics on the general fur production of Canada are also issued annually 
by the Bureau. Raw furs are the chief commercial product of the wild life of 
Cana(la, and as such represent the only economic return from a large area of the 
Dominion. The total value of the raw fur production of Canada for the season 
1924-25 was $15,441,564, comprising pelts of fur-bearing animals taken by 
trappers and those of animals raised on fur farms. The latter constitute 
approximately four per cent of the whole.

The Fur Farming Industry in Canada 

Since the early days of the fur trade, it has been the practice in Canada for 
trappers to keep foxes caught in warm weather, olive until the fur was prime, and 
from this custom has arisen the modern industry of fur farming. The earliest 
authentic record of the raising of foxes in captivity comes from Prince Edward 
Island, where about fifty years ago a number of foxes were raised on a farm near 
Tignish. The beauty of the fur of the silver fox and the consequent high prices 
realized from the sale of the pelts, caused attention to be directed chiefly to this 
breed, a colour phase of the common red fox, which has been established through 
experiments in breeding carried on by the pioneer fox farmers. After 1890 there 
came a. perio(i of rising prices for furs, and the fox farming industry grew rapidly 
in Prince Edward Island. In 1913 an enumeration by the Provincial Commis-
swner of Agriculture showed 277 fox farms in that province with a tota' of 3,130 
foxes1 . While experiments were being carried on in l'rince Edward Island, 
attempts at raising foxes in captivity were also being made in other provinces, 
the records showing that foxes were successfully bred in Quebec in 1898, in Ontario 
in 1905, and in Nova Scotia in 1906. In 1912 and 1913 the Commission of 
Conservation conducted an exhaustive inquiry into the history and possibilities 
of fur farming in Canada, and the resulting data published in 1913, gave an impetus 
to the industry2 . The Prince Edward Island Silver Fox Breeders' Association 
was formed in 1015, and the Canadian National Silver box Breeders' Association 
in 1920. Branch associations of the Canadian Association have also been formed 
in several of the provinces. 

Fox farming is now carried on in all provinces of the Dominion and the number 
of farms is steadily increasing. The latest statistics available, viz, those of the 
present report for the year 1925, show 2,130 fox farms in Canada with a total of 
45,792 foxes, of which 42,125 are silver foxes. 

Within the last two or three years considerable interest has been shown in the 
blue fox, which is a colour phase of the polar fox. For several years this fox has 
been successfully raised in the islands off the coast of Alaska and on the mainland. 
In 1912 a number of blue foxes were imported from Alaska into the Maritine 
provinces, but attempts at raising them were not successful, due probably to lack of 
sufficient knowledge of the care and food requirements of the animal. Later attempts 
to domesticate the blue fox have met with success in British Columbia, as is slwwn 
by a corn parison of the .ctatistics for the years 1923 and 1925. At the end of the 
year 1923 the number of  blue foxes on farms in Canada was 12, all of which were in 
British Columbia, while at the end of 1925 the number was 735, the British Columbia 
farms accounting for 92 p.c. of the total. Litters of blue foxes were raised in British 
Columbia in 1924 and 1925, the number of pups recorded from the farms of that 
province in the latter year being 342. 

Although the fox has proved the most suited to domestication, other kinds of 
fur-bearing animals are being raised in capthvity—mink, raccoon, skunk, marten, 
fisher, coyote, beaver and muskrat. Karakul sheep, from which are obtained the 
furs known as ''Persian lamb'', "asirachan" and ''brow/tail'', are being raised 
successfully in (.'anada as are also chinchilla rabbits. In 1925 the number of 
miscellaneous fur-bearing anithal farms, i.e., farms engaged in the raising 
of fur-bearing animals other than foxes, was 153, compared with 85 in the previous 
year. Raccoon and mink farm.s' are the most numerous of the miscellaneous class. 
A few of the fox farms also raise miscellaneous fur-bearing animals in addition to 
the foxes.

INTRODUCTION 

Number of Fur Farms.—The number of fur farms in Canada in 1925 was 
2,283, comprising 2,130 fox farms and 153 farms raising fur-bearing aniriials 
other than foxes, The number of fox farms shows an increase of 664 compared 
with the preceding year, and the miscellaneous fur-hearing animal farms an 
increase of 68, a total increase for all fur farms of 732. Mink and raccoon farms 
are the most numerous of the miscellaneous class, the former numbering 60 and 
the latter 50 in 1925, compared with 30 and 29 respectively in the preceding 
year. Badger and Siberian hare with 1 farm each are added to the classification 
of fur farms for 1925. The number of miscellaneous farms is exclusive of musk-
rat and beaver farms, for which the returns received were in most eases incom-
plete, as the operators were unable to furnish details with respect to the numbers 
of animals on the farms, the increase, etc. The returns of muskrat and beaver 
farms are therefore omitted from the statistical tables of the present report., and 
all available particulars regarding this branch of the industry are given in a 
short summary on pages 8 and 9 of the Introduction. The names of the proprietors 
are also included in the list of proprietors of fur farms. on a number of the 
fox farms, miscellaneous fur-bearing animals are raised in addition to the foxes-
the number of such farms in 1925 was 95, compared with 53 in 1924. The 
following table shows, by provinces, the number of fur farms of the different 
classi fi  cations, for the years 1924 and 1925.

Value of Property.—The value of property in 1925 was $13,241,245, com-
prising $3,343,226, the value of land and buildings and $9,898,019, the value 
of the fur-bearing animals. Compared with the preceding year, the fur-bearing 
animals show an increase in value of $1,50,632, or 20 p.c., and land and build-
ings an increase of $766,303, or 30 p.c. An increase of $2,274,935, or 21 p.c. 
is shown in total value. The largest actual increase in value of property is 
shown by Ontario with an increase of $576,751 or 32 p.c., but the largest per-
centage of increase is shown by British Columbia with an increase of $341,204, 
or 92 p.c. Prince Edward Island is first among the provinces in order of value 
of property with a total of $4,245,448, followed by Ontario with $2,361,517, 
Quebec with $1,672,696, and New Brunswick with $1,229,396. The relative

position of each province with respect to total value of property in 1925 and 1924 
is as follows, the figure for 1924 being placed within brackets: Prince Edward 
Island, 32 (36) p.c.; Ontario, 18 (16) p.c.; Quebec, 13 (12) p.c.; New Brunswick, 
9 (9) p.c.; Alberta, 7 (7) p.c.; Manitoba, 7 (8) p.c.; Nova Scotia, 6 (6) p.c.; 
British Columbia, 5 (3) i.c.; Saskatchewan, 2 (2) p.c. ; and Yukon Territory, 
1 (1) p.c. The following table shows the value of property by provinces.

Form of Organization.-The classification of fur farms according to form 
of organization shows 1,778 farms as operated by in(livi(luals, 349 by partnerships, 
and 156 by joint stock companies, compared with 1,130; 271 and 150 respectively 
for the preceding year. 

Number of Fur-beoriitg .1 ni,,wls Born, Died and Killed for Pel(.s.-The 
number of fur-bearing aninials of all kinds born on fur farins in 1925 was 39,996, 
compared with 28,713 in 1924 and 22,079 in 1923. These figures represent the 
proportion of young raised. $ilver fox is of chief importance, with a total of 
31,987, an increase over the number born in the preceding year of 8,511 or 36 p.c. 
The niitiiber of patch or cross foxes born was 1,451, an increase of 138 or 11 p.c., 
and red foxes 1,151, all increase of 564 or 96 p.c. Blue foxes, mink, raccoon, 
Chinchilla and other kinds of rabbit, and Siberian hare all show large increases 
in the number of young. The numl)er of animals which (lied during the year 
is recorded as 8,383, comprising 2,215 adults and 6,168 young. The numl.er of 
adult fur-bearing anilnals killed for pelts was 6,431 and the nuniher of young 
7,756, a total of 14,187. 'l'his is an increase over the preceding year of 5,883 
or 71 p.c. Statistics for the past two years are given in the following table.

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.\unilwr of Fur-hearing A nimals ,So/d aw/ Pelts Sold.—'E'he total reveiuie 
derived by the fur farmers in 1925 was $3,678,653, to which the sales of live 
fur-bearing animals contributed $2,897,270 and of pelts $781,383. The increase 
in total revenue over 1924 was $550,603, or 17 p.c. The sales of silver foxes 
and silver fox pelts made up 93 p.c. of the total value of fur-bearing animals 
and pelts sold from the farms. The number of silver foxes sold was 12,090, 
valued at $2,755,668, an average per hix of $228. (2oinpared with the preceding 
year an increase of 897 is shown in the number of silver foxes sold, an increase 
of $271,502 in the value, and an increase of $6 in the average price per fox. The 
highest average value shown by any one farm for silver foxes sold in 1925 was 
$989. This figure does not rcpreslit the highest price obtained for a silver 
fox, but shows the highest average price realized by any one farm in the sale of 
its foxes for the year, The total number of silver fox pelts sold was 8,988, 
valued at $736,289, an average of $82 per pelt, compared with a total number 
of 5,714, a total value of $620,810, and an average value of $109 in 1924. 
The highest average value shown by any one farm for silver fox pelts in 1925 was 
$400. silver fox pelts comprise 80 p.c. of the number and 94 p.c. of the value 
of all pelts sold from fur farms in 1925. The mink sold numbered 439, valued 
at $15,654, an average of $36, and mink pelts 132, valued at $1,888, an average 
of $14. The average for pelts of mink raised on fur farms is $4 more than 
the average shown in the report on the Fur Production of Caiiada, Season 
1924-25, which deals with the pelts of all fur-bearing animals taken in Canada, 
whether taken by trappers or raised on fur farms. The number of raccoon 
sold from the faritis was 130, valued at $3.683, an average of $28, and the flumber 
of pelts 47, valued at $242, an average of $5. Statistics of fur-hearing allillials 
and pelts sold are given in tables 4 and 5.

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Number and Valve of Fvr-bearing Animals on Fur Parms.—Tbe number of 
fur-bearing animals on the fur farms at the end of the year 1925 was 50,889, 
valued at $9,898,019, increases over the preceding year of 13,787 in number 
and $1,508,632 in value. Silver fox, numbering 42,125 and valued at $9,536,097, 
represents 83 p.c. of the total number of fur-bearing animals on the farms and 
96 p.c. of the. total value. The number of silver foxes on the farms shows an 
increase over the preceding vefrr of 10,921 or 35 p.c. and the value an increase of 
$1,440,916 or 18 I).C.  The blue fox branch of the fox farming industry shows 
considerable progress, the number of this kind increasing from 216 in 1924 to 
735 in 1925 and the value from $39,166 to $126,205. Blue fox farming is engaged 
in chiefly in British Columbia, although a few blue foxes are recorded on farms 
in several of the other provinces. Mink and raccoon are being raised in increas-
ing numbers each year. At the end of the year 1925 the number of mink on 
fur farms was 982, compared with 663 in 1924 and 489 in 1923, while the raccoon 
numbered 445, compared with 245 in 1924 and 159 in 1923. A number of the 
raccoon raised are of the black variety. Increases are shown in the numbers 
of all kinds of fur-hearing animals on farms excepting skunk and Karakul sheep. 
The following table gives statistics for 1924 and 1925.

Classification of Fox J'arnrs Accordinq to Number of Foxes.--The returns of 
fox farms are arranged in this classification in five groups, according to the 
numbers of foxes on the farms at the end of the year. croup 1 comprises farms 
with less than 5 foxes; group 2, from 5 to 9 foxes; group 3, from 10 to 19 foxes; 
group 4, from 20 to 29 foxes; and group 5, farms with 30 or more foxes. The 
first group shows 527 farms, an increase over the preceding year of 180 farms 
or 52 p.c.; the second, 544 farms, an increase of 202 or 59 1.c.;  the third, 520 
farms, an increase of 184 or 55 p.c.; the fourth, 206 farms, an increase of 51 
or 33 p.c.; and the final group, 333 farms, an increase of 47, or 16 p.c. The 
group showing the largest percentage of increase is that of farms with from 5 
to 9 foxes. 

Muskrat Farminq.—Infornmation of a statistical nature regarding muskrat 
farming is at present meagre. The farms consist in most cases of areas of marsh 
land, and the operators of the fairns can furnish only estimates of the numbers of 
muskrats within the areas. The number of muskrat farms in operation in 
Canada in 1925 was 52, located by provinces as follows: Nova Scotia 3; Quebec 
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1; Ontario 15; Manitoba 3; Saskatchewan 5; Alberta 2; and British Columbia 
23. The number of muskrats on these farms at the end of the year was approxi-
mately 16,598. Muskrats were also raised on fox farms and miscellaneous 
fur-bearing animal farms, as follows: 12 fox farms with approximately 7,653 
muskrats; 10 mink farms with 3,602 muskrats; 1 skunk farm with 50 muskrats; 
2 rabbit farms with 192 muskrats; and 1 raccoon farm with 10 muskrats. The total 
number of muskrats on all fur farms in 1925 was approximately 28,105. Returns 
of only 7 farms showed sales of live muskrats, and 5 farms sales of muskrat 
pelts. The compilation of these returns shows a total of 408 muskrats sold, 
valued at $2,024, an average of $5 per animal, and 1,175 muskrat pelts, valued 
at $1,930. an average of $1.64 per pelt. 

Beaver Farrning.—Difficulty is also experienced in obtaining statistical data 
for beaver farms. In 1925 there were 5 fur farms classified as beaver farms, 
located by provinces as follows: Quebec 1; Ontario 1; and British Columbia 
3. There were also 3 fox farms, 1 mink farm and 4 muskrat farms reporting 
beaver on the farms. The total number of beaver on farms is estimated at 155. 
No sales of beaver or beaver pelts are shown on the returns. 

IMPORTS AND EXPORTS 

Irnports.—The total number of foxes imported into Canada during the 
fiscal year ended March 31, 1926 was 517, valued at $58,003, classified as follows: 
black and silver, 36, valued at $10,050; blue, 476, valued at $47,303; and 
unspecified, 5, valued at $650. The total number shows an increase over the 
preceding year of 327, and the total value an increase of $34,924. The value 
of fur skins, undressed, imported during the fiscal year 1926 was $8,284,549, an 
increase over the preceding year of $1,742,212, or 27 p.c. The classification 
does not show the different kinds of skins imported. Table XVI, p.  27. 

Exports.—The number of foxes classified as black and silver exported 
during the fiscal year 1926 was 5,590, valued at $1,434,686, compared with 
5,802, valued at $1,388,459 in the fiscal year 1925. No separate classification 
is made in the trade tables for fur-bearing animals other than foxes, and if any 
other kinds were imported or exported, the figures would be included in the 
totals of "all other animals, n.o.p." The total value of fur skins, undressed, 
exported during the fiscal year 1926 was $17,197,666, an increase over the 
preceding year of $236,911. The principal items of export were fox, marten, 
mink, muskrat and seal skins. The number of silver fox skins exported was 
10,710, valued at $710,442, an increase in number over the prece(liflg year of 
6,117, or 133 p.c., and an increase in value of $251,025, or 55 p.c. Table XVII. 
p. 28. 

GENERAL TABLES 

The general tables which follow are arranged in three groups. The first 
group (Tables I to XIII) contains statistics of fox farms, the second group 
(Tables XIV and XV), statistics of miscellaneous fur-bearing animal farms, 
i.e., farms which raise various kinds of fur-bearing animals exclusive of foxes, 
and the third group, (Tables XVI and XVII) statistics of imports and exports. 
Included with the first group are 95 fox farms (2 in Prince Edward Island, 
3 in New Brunswick, 12 in Quebec, 39 in Ontario, 7 in Manitoba, 4 in Saskat-
chewan, 8 in Alberta, 19 in British Columbia, and 1 in the Yukon Yeriitory), 
each of which raises one or more kinds of fur-bearing animals of the miscellaneous 
class as well as foxes.

Depuis les preni iers temps du commerce des fourrures, lee trap peurs canodjeng 

ont eu pour habit ude de garder vivants lee renards pris en été jusqu'd cc que leur 
pelage cut atteint son maximum de beauté, ci c'est de cette pro tique qu'a surgi l'indus-
trie moderns de l'elevage des animaux a fourrure. La premiere mention officieiie de 
l'élevage du renard en captiv'ité cc trouve dams lee archives de l'Ile du Prince-Edouard, 
øü ii y a environ cinquanie ans, un certain nombre de renards étaient élevés 
dams une ferme du voisinage de Tignish. La beauté dc la fourrure du renard 
argenté et le prix élevé que commandait sa peau ont fail diriger lee efforts parti-
culièrement sur ceUe espCce gui eel une variante du renard rouge ordinaire ci dont 
la permanence de pelage a pu être établie ci maintenue après de tongues erpérences 
par les pionniers de cette industrie. Après 1890 vint une période de hausse dons 
lee prix de la fourrure ci l'élevage du renard cc développa rapidement dane l'lie 
du Prince-Edouard.

Les derniCres statistiques, c'est-d-dire celies du present rapport, relatives d l'année 
1925, décClent l'existence am Canada de 2,130 Clablissements cl'Clevage du renard, 
possCdant bus ensemble 45,792 (Is ces animaux, dont 42,125 sont des renards 
argentés. 

Depuis de'ux ou trois années on s'est fortem.ent intéressC au renard bleu, dont la 
nuance eel une phase de l'Cvoiution du pelage (lu renarci polaire. Pendant plusieurs 
années cci Clevage s'cst pro tiqué avec succès dane les lies bordant ii' littoral (IC i'A laska 
et sur la terre ferme. En 1912, un certain nombre de renards bleus furent irn-
portés de l'A laska dane lee provinces m.aritimes, niaie les tenlatives dc reproduction 
échouCrenl, probablement a cause du manque de connaissance de eel animal ci des 
coins a lui downer. Plus Lard, Ia domestication du renard bleu réussit (lane la 
Coiombie Britannique, ainsi qu'on peut Ic voir en mettant en parallCle les stat isliques 
de cette province de 1923 ct 1925. A lafin de l'annCe 1923i1 existait am Canada 12 
étoblissements d'elevage du renard b/eu, bus situCs en Colombie Britannique; niais 
a la fin de 1925 cc nombre était porte a 735, lee établissements de Ia Coloinbie Rn-
tanniqu.e constituant 92 p.c. du total. Lee renards bleus de la Colombie Britannique 
ont donné naissance d des renardeaux des 1924; en 1925, le crolt avail aujmenté 
leur nombre de 342. 

Bien que le renard se soil montré le plus aple a la domestication, plusicurs 
autres espèces anim ales sont aussi Clevées en captivité; belles sont 1€ vison, le raton 
laveur, la niouffette, la martre, le pékan, le coyote, le castor ci l'ondatra. L'agneau 
de caracul, qui nous donne la pelietene appeiée mouton de perse, astrakon, am mouton. 
de perse mort-né, ci le lapin dii chinchilla comb aussi C/eves en captivilC circe succès 
au Canada. En 1925, les étabiissements consacrés a l'élevage d'animaux (1 fourrure 
autres que le renard Ctuient au nornbre de 153, corn parativc'ment a 85 t'annCe prC-
cédente; les plus nombreux de cc groupe pratiquent l'elevage du raton laveur ci du 
vison. Enfin., quelques établissemenis dont l'Clevage du renard cci la principale 
industrie, s'occu pent aussi accessoirement de différents autres animaux.

INTRODUCTION 
Nombre des établissemenis d'élevage.—En 1925, ii existait au Canada 2,283 

établissements d'élevage des animaux a fourrure, soit 2,130 consacrés au renard 
et 153 ft difT&entes autres espèccs. Comparativement ft I'année précédente, on 
constate une augmentation de 664 pares ft renards et de 68 autres, soit une 
augmentation totale de 732 établissements de toutes sortes. Après le renard, Ic 
vison et Ic raton laveur possèdent le plus grand nombre d'établissements soit 60 
pour le premier et 50 pour le second, en 1925, au lieu de 30 et 29 respectivement 
l'année précédente. Le blaireau et Ic lièvre de Sihérie, avec chacun un établisse-
ment d'élevage, s'ajoutent a l'énumération des établissements d'élevage pour 
1925. II n'est pas tenu compte des pares oa l'on s'occupe (Ic I'élevage de l'on-
datra ou rat musqué ni du castor, leurs exploitants étant incapables de fournir 
des renseigilements exacts quant au nombre d'anirnaux nés, morts, etc. C'est 
pourquoi les operations de ces deux genres d'etabhssements sont omises des 
tableaux statistiques du present rapport, cc qui les concerne tout particulière-
ment faisant l'objet d'uii bref résumé, p. 36 de l'Introduction.

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IMPORTATIONS ET EXPORTATIONS 

Importations.—Au cours de l'exercice financier terminé le 31 mars 1926, ii a 
eté importé au Canada 517 renards évalués a $58,003, se décomposant ainsi: 
noirs et argentés, 36, évalués a $10,050; bleus, 476, évalués A $47,303; et non 
spécifiés, 5 valant $650. Ces importations ont excédé celles de l'année précé-
dente de 327 animaux et leur valeur de $34,924. La valeur des pelleteries brutes 
importées durant Ia même période atteignit $8,284,549, en augmentation sur 
l'année précédente de $1,742,212 on 27 p.c.

Les peaux (Ic renards 
exportCes furent nu nornbre de 10,710, valant $710,442, soit iine augmentation 
sur l'annCe préc&Iente de 6,117 en noinbre ou 133 p.c. et une augmentationen 
vateur de $251,025 ou 55 p.c. (Tableau XVII, p.  28).
