PREFACE

A postal census of fur farms is taken annually by the Dominion Bureau of
Statisties, with the co-operation of the Provincial Gaine Departments. All
properties on which the raising of fur-bearing animals is carried on are termed
“fur farms’.

A return s required from ecach operator of a fur farm showing value of
property, number and value of fur-bearing animals on the farm and number of
fur-bearing animals born, died, sold, killed for pelts, ete., during the year. In
any case where the operator of a fur farm is unable to supply all of the particulars
regarding fur-bearing animals which may be boarded on his farm, the owner of
the animals is required to furnish the information.

Appended to the present report ix a list of the operators of the farms.

Statistics on the general fur production of (‘anada, based on statements
furnished by the Provincial Game Departments, are also issued annually by
the Bureau. Raw furs are the chief commercial product of the wild life of
Canada, and as such represent the only economic return from a large area of
the Dominion. The total value of the raw fur production of Canada for the
season 1933-34 was $12,349,328, comprising the value of pelts of fur-bearing
animals taken by trappers, and pelts of animals sold from fur farms, the value
of the latter constituting approximately 32 per cent of the whole. A table is
included in the present volume which shows the total raw fur production of
Canada, thus combined, for the seasons 1932-33 and 1933-34.

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THE FUR FARMING INDUSTRY IN CANADA

I'n the early days of the fur trade it was the practice in Canada for trappers
to keep foxes caught out of season alive until the fur was prime, and from this custom
has arisen the modern industry of fur farming. Coming lo a northern post with
his season’s harvest of furs, a trapper would occasionally bring a very beautiful
fox pelt, black in colour, with silver tipped tail and scattered silver hairs, giving
to the pelt a silezr sheen, whence the name “‘silver” fox.  The black or silver fox
18 a colour phase of the common red fox, and the beauty of its fur and the consequent
high price to be realized from the sale of the pelt encouraged the carrying out of
experiments in breeding to fix this silver strain. Success came in the year 1894,
when a litter of silver foxes was raised to maturity on a farm near Alberton, Prince
Edward Island, and this province may claim to be the birthplace of the industry.
Further successes advanced the industry, and in 1313 an enumeration by the Com-
missioner of Agriculture for Prince Edward Island showed 277 for farms in the
province, with a ‘otal of 3,130 foxes, of which 650 were silver. M eanwhile attempts
at rearing foxes in captivity were also being made in other provinces, the records
showing that foxes were successfully bred in Quebec in 1888, in Ontario in 1905,
and in Nova Seotia in 1906. In 1912 and 1913 the Dominion Commission of
Conservation conducted an erhaustive inquiry into the history and possibilities of
Jur farming in Canada, and the resulting data, published in 1913, gave an impetus
to the industry. The pioneers of the fox farming industry raised the foxes chiefly
for the sake of the pelts, as high as 82,600 being received for a single pelt of exceptional
quality, and it was not until 1912 that there was any general sale of live fores. With
tncreased interest in fur farming came a large demand for foxes to be used as founda-
tion stock in newly established ranches. Fabulous prices were now oblainable
for the live animels, sales of proved breeders in 1912 being recorded at from 818,000
to 835,000 per pair. The number of fur farms from this time forward rapidly
tnereased, companies as well as individuals engaging in the business, and as larger
numbers of foxes became available for sale, prices naturally declined. In 1919
the Dominion Bureau of Statistics commenced the annual collection of retwurns of
fur farms, and the records for that year show 424 fox farms and & miscellaneous
kinds of fur farms in Canada. The number of silver foxes on the farms in the same
year was 7,181, of which 5,401 are credited to Prince Edward Island. Meanwhile
the average price for a pair of silver foxes had dropped to around $650, although
prices as high as 81,100 for a single fox are recorded. Forx farming is now carried
on in all provinces of the Dominion, and the number of farms has steadily increased.
The latest statistics available, viz., those of the year 1934, show 6,083 fox farms in
Canada with a total of 130,776 fores, of which 125,577 are silver. The Prince
Edward Island Silver Foxr Breeders’ Association was formed in 1915, and the
Canadian Silver For Breeders' Association in 1920. Branch associations of the
Canadian Association are established in most of the provinces, and silver fores are

elegible for registration in the Canadian N ational Live Stock Records. In addition
to the silver foxes, the patch or cross fox, the red fox, the blue fox, and, to a limited
extent, the white fox, are raised on Canadian fox farms.

Although the fox is of chief importance, other kinds of wild fur-bearing animals
are being raised successfully. The mink, in particular, is easily domesticated,
and thrives in captivity if care is exercised in the selection of environment and proper
attention guven to its requirements in the matter of diet. There are now 624 mink
farms distributed among the various provinces, and mink farming in Canada may
be regarded as permanently established. The raccoon is another species which
can be easily domesticated, although it has not attained the importance of the mink
tn the fur farming industry.  The number of racceon farms in 1934 was 182,
of which 109 are located in Quebec and 57 in Ontario. Muskrat farming also is
a branch of the industry to which attention is being directed, and numerous areas of
marsh land are being utilized for raising this fur-bearer. The farming of muskrats
consists chiefly of making provision for an adequate food supply for the animals and
in giving protection from their natural enemies., i.c., hawks, owls, ete. On many
of the muskrat farms the areas have been enclosed with strong wire fencing.

In 193}, the total number of fur farms of the miscellaneous class, i.e., farms on
which various kinds of fur-bearing animals, exclusive of foxes, are raised, was 936,
compared with a total of 966 in 1933. Many of the fox farms engage also in what
may be termed “‘mized fur farming”, raising miscellaneous kinds of fur-bearers in
addition to the foxes.

The Dominion Department of Agriculture conducts, at Swmmerside, Prince
Edward Island, an experimental fur farm for the study of matters affecting the
health of wild fur-bearing animals, especially the silver fox, in captivity. The
Ontario Department of Game and Fisheries and the Quebec Department of Public
Works, Came and Fisheries, also operate experimental fur farms in their respective
provinces. Reports and pamphlets are issued from time to time by these depart-
ments, and the advice of the officers in charge of the stations is also available to the
fur farmers.



INTRODUCTION

Number of Fur Farms.—The term “fur farm’ comprises all properties on
which fur-bearing animals are raised, whether the property is one devoted solely
to fur farming, or one where it is carried on as a branch of the general agricultural
operations. All farms on which foxes are raised are classified as “fox farms”,
even though othar kinds of fur-bearers may be raised more extensively on these
farms than the foxes. A fur farm where no foxes are kept is classified according
to the prineipal kind of fur-bearer raised on the farm.

The number of fur farms of all kinds recorded in the year 1934 was 7,019,
this total comprising 6,083 fox farms and 936 farms of the miscellaneous group.
Compared with the preceding year the fox farms show an inerease in number of
576, or 10 per cent, all provinces, excepting British Columbia, sharing in the
increase. Mink is the most important of the miscellaneous group, with & total
of 624 farms, an increase over 1933 of 47, or 8 per cent. Most of the other
kinds of farms in the miscellaneous group have decreased in number, the exeep-
tions being fitch, which shows an inerease of 1, and coyote, for which no change
is recorded. A new classification in 1934 is ‘“‘nutria’, for which 2 farms are
shown. 'T'he nutria, which resembles the Canadian beaver, is a native of South
America. Many of the fur farms raise more than one kind of fur-bearer, i.e.,
fox farms may raise minks, raccoons, rabbits, ete., in addition to the foxes,
while a mink farm may have raccoons, a marten farin may keep fishers, and
muskrats and beavers are frequently found on the same farm.

The numbers of the different kinds of fur farms are shown, by provinces, in
Table 1, and the following chart is illustrative of the total number of farms in
each year from 1920 onward.

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Value of Property.—The land and buildings used for fur farming in 1934
was valued at $6,209,788, and the fur-bearing animals on the farms at the end
of the year at $8,427,567, making a total value for all property of $14,637,355,
an increase over the preceding yvear of $862,587, or 6 per cent, and an increase
over 1932 of $1.912,960, or 15 per cent. Ontario is first among the provinces,
in order of value, and is followed by Quebee and Prince Edward Island. The
relative position of each province with respect to total value of property is
shown by percentage. as follows: Ontario, 19-3 per cent; Quebee, 18-2 per cent;
Prince Edward I[sland, 14-0 per cent; Alberta, 13-2 per cent; New Brunswick,
10-3 per cent; Manitoba, 9-2 per cent; Saskatchewan, 6-1 per cent; British
Columbia, 4-9 per cent: Nova Scotia, 4-7 per cent; and Yukon, 0-1 per cent.

The fur farming industry is concerned chiefly with the raising of foxes, the
property value of the fox farms in 1934 ($13,726,809) representing 94 per cent
of the total value of all fur farming property.

Number of Fur-bearing Animals Born and Number of Deaths.—The number
of fur-bearing animals of all kinds (exclusive of muskrat and beaver) born on
the farms during the year 1934 was 203,491, this total comprising 155,043
silver foxes, 7,584 foxes other than silver, and 40,864 anirnals of the miscellaneous
group. The number of silver foxes born is the largest recorded for any year in
the history of fur farming, and is an increase over 1933 of 30,812, or 25 per cent.
Chief among the miscellaneous kinds is the mink, with a total of 33,375 born
during the vear an increase over 1933 of 10,179, or 40 per cent. Each of the
other classifications of the miscellaneous group, with the exception of raccoon
and fitech (1,439 and 3,635 respectively) records only a small number born in
captivity cach year. For muskrat and heaver no information is available, as
the operators of the farms are unable to supply any estimate of the natural
increase.

The records show that 18,686 silver foxes died during the year, of which
15,390 were young and 3,296 adult foxes, Complete data as to the cause of
death of the foxes are not available, as many of the fur farmers neglected to
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make any reply to this particular inquiry, and in addition a large number gave
cause of death as “‘unknown’. Information for 1934 prepared from the replies
furnished is given in Table XIII, page 37 of the present report, with comparative
statistics for the year 1933. The total number of fur-bearers of all kinds, exclu-
sive of muskrat and beaver, which died during the year 1934 was 26,966, com-
prising 21,338 young and 5,628 adults.

Table 3, which follows, shows for the years 1933 and 1934, the numbers
of the various kinds of animals on the farms at the beginning of the year, the
number born during the year, and the number which died. The information
given in this table coneerning the numbers of animals on the farms at the begin-
ning of the year is hased on a compilation of the nunibers recorded by the oper-
ators of the farms in reply to this specific inquiry, and any differences between
these figures and the numbers on the farms at the end of the preceding year
as given in other tables of the introduction to the report, are due to changes
which occur from year to year in the number and ownership of the farms.

Fur-bearing Animals Sold—A marked inerease over 1933 is shown in the
number of live animals sold from the farms during the year 1934. The number
of silver foxes rose to 8,762 from 5,479, and the number of minks to 3,625 from
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2,252. The average value for silver fox was $56 in 1934, compared with $55 in
1933, and for mink, $19, compared with $15. Replies to an inquiry to the fur
farmers regarding the highest price received for a live silver fox place the high
price for the year 1934 at 8525. In 1933 the highest price recorded was $375.
The total number of all kinds of live fur-bearing animals sold from the farms
in 1934 was 13,839, valued at $573,051, compared with 9,409, valued at $354,462
in 1933. The number, value and average value of cach kind are given in the
following table.

Pelts Sold from Fur Farms.—The total value of pelts of all kinds marketed
from the farms during the year was $3,966,010, of which the value of the silver
fox pelts sold represented 93 per cent, of the miink pelts, 4 per cent, and of the
other kinds combined 3 per cent. The total value shows an increase over 1933
of 8253,567, or 7 per cent.  The year 1934 records the largest number of silver
fox pelts ever sold by the furms in any one year, the total reached being 104,051,
valued at $3,690,431. The total value is also the highest ever recorded.
The number of silver fox pelts shows an increase over the preceding year of
7.731, or 8 per cent and the value an increase of $249.411 or 7 per cent, while
the average value per pelt dropped from $36 in 1933 to $35 in 1934. 'The
highest price received by any farm for a single silver fox pelt in 1934 was 3176,
compared with a high price in 1933 of $230. The mink pelts sold totalled
17,622, valued at $145,680, compared with 17,661, valued at $127,241 in 1933.

Fur-bearing Animals on the Farms.—The total number of fur-bearing animals
on the farms at the end of the year 1934, including estimates for muskrats and
beavers, was 196,970, compared with 199,782 in 1933. The decrease in total
is due to the greatly reduced numbers of muskrats—35.556 in 1934 compared
with 65,324 in 1933.  The silver fox continuned the almost uninterrupted progress
noted since 1919 (the date of the commencement of the publication of annual
statisties of fur farms), and shows, with a total of 125.577 wiimals on the farms
at the end of the year, the highest number ever recorded in any one year. The
previous high year was 1930 when there were 105,894 silver foxes on the farms.
The total value of the silver foxes in 1934 was 87,742,294, an increase over the
preceding year of $892,569. In one period of the industry's history, viz., the
years 1924 to 1930 inclusive, although the numbers of silver foxes were less than
in 1934, the total values, owing to the high prices, were much greater. The high
record for value was reached in 1929 with o total of $18,047,124 while the number
of silver foxes in that year was only 97,190, or 28,387 less than the number
in 1934. The average value of silver foxes in 1929 was $186, compared with an
average of $62 in 1934.
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The mink, which is of chief importance among the miscellancous kinds of
fur bearers, records a total of 25,435 at the end of the year 1934, an increase
over the preceding year of 6,795, or 36 per ecent. The numbers of most of the
other kinds show deereases from 1933, the exception being blue fox, skunk,
weasel and Karakul sheep.

The value of all fur-bearing animals on the farms at the end of the year
1934 was $8,427 567, the value of the silver foxes representing 92 per cent of
this total; foxes, other than silver, 2 per cent; minks, 5 per cent; and all other
kinds, 1 per cent.

In the following table will be found statisties giving number and value of
the various kinds of fur-bearing animals on the farms.

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Classification of Fox Farms According to Number of Fores.—The fox farms
by this elassification are divided into six groups, according to specified numbers
of foxes on the farms at the end of the year. The classification ranges from the
group containing farms with less than 10 foxes to that with 80 foxes and over,
The last mentioned group in 1934 included 240 farms, this being an increase
over the preceding year of 49 farms, or 26 per cent. Farms with from 30 to
79 foxes numbered 818, an increase over 1933 of 160, or 24 per cent, and farms
with less than 30 foxes, 5,025, an increase of 367, or 8 per cent. The various
groups, with the numbers of farms in each, are given, by provinces, in table X,
page 36 of the report.

ForeiGN TRADE

Ezxports of Live Fur-Bearing Animals.—The number of silver foxes exported
from Canada during the fiscal year ended March 31, 1935, was 202, valued at
£26,529. This number is a considerable reduetion from some of the earlier
vears, when the numbers exported would total several thousands. The high
record was reached m 1925 with 5,802 sitver foxes, valued at $1,388,459. Cana-
dian silver foxes have gone, in different years, to various countries—the United
States, the United Kingdom, Germany, France, Finland, Switzerland, Belgium,
Sweden, Norway, Netherlands, Newfoundland, Latvia and others—to serve as
foundation stock for the fox farming industry which has spread so widely. The
low record for exports was in the fiseal year ended March 31, 1934, when the
total was only 40.  The year 1935 records an increase over 1934 of 162. There
has in recent years been a constderable export trade in live minks, the exports
reaching in the fiseal year 1935 a total of 529, valued at $22 481. This is nearly
double the number exported in the preceding yvear. Foxes and minks are the
only kinds of live fur-bearing animals mentioned in the export tables—other
kinds, if any were exported, would be included in the trade tables under the
heading of “‘all other animals, n.o.p."”

Exports of Fur Skins—Raw furs, of Canadian origin, exported from Canada
in the fiscal year 1935 had a total value of $14.897.986. Silver fox is the principal
item, with a value of 85,747,306, or 38 per cent of the total for all furs. Fox,
other than silver, is second, with 32,812,149, or 19 per cent of the total amount,
mink third with $1,895,932 or 13 per cent, and muskrat fourth with $1,368,245,
or 9 per cent, The value of these four kinds, combined, represents 79 per cent
of the total value of all furs exported during the year.

Imports of Live Fur-bearing Animals.—The import tables specify only
foxes and rabbits and place other kinds, if such were imported, under the general
classification “‘all other animals, n.o.p.”” In the fiscal year 1935 the number of
foxes imported was 8 (2 silver and 6, kind not specified), and the number of
rabbits, 36. Reductions are shown for both foxes and rabbits in comparison
with 1934 and 1933.

LImports of Fur Skins.— The value of raw furs imported into Canada in the
fiseal year 1935 was $2,694,578, a decrease from the preceding year of $1,075,517,
or 29 per cent. The principal items are muskrat, rabbit, Persian lamb, fox and
mink.
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GENERAL TABLES

The general tables which follow are arranged in three parts. The first
part contains statistics of fox farms, and the second part statistics of
miscellaneous fur-bearing animal farms., It should be noted that the tables
of the second part deal with fur-bearing animals raised on miscellaneous
fur-bearing animal farms only, and that where miscellaneous kinds of
fur-bearers are raised on fox farms, information regarding them is shown
in the tables of part 1. The introductory tables combine the statisties
of the two groups and give information covering the industry as a whole. The
third part of the report contains statements of the total raw fur produection of
Canada for the seasons 1932-33 and 1933-34 and of exports and imports of live
fur-bearing animals and of pelts for the fiscal years ended March 31, 1933, 1934
and 1935.

PREFACE

Chaque année le Bureau Fédéral de la Statistique, en collaboration avec les
départements provinciaux de la Chasse, fait un recensement postal des fermes
a fourrure.  On désigne par “ferme a4 fourrure” tout étublissement ot des
ammaux i fourrure sont élevés en captivité.

Tout exploitant d’une ferme 3 fourrure est tenu de faire connaitre la valeur
de sa propriété, le nombre et la valeur des animaux sur sa ferme et le nombre
d’animaux nés, morts ou abattus pour leur fourrure, ete., durant 'année. Cha-
que fois que 'exploitant d'une ferme n’est pas en état de donner toutes les in-
formations exigées sur les animaux dont le soin lui est confié, le propriétaire
doit y suppléer.

Un appendice au présent rapport donne la liste de tous les exploitants de
ces fermes.

Ce Burean publie aussi une statistique annuelle de la produetion canadienne
de pelleteries basée sur les déelarations fournies par les départements provineiaux
de la Chasse. Les pelleteries brutes sont le principal produit commercial de
la faune canadienne et représentent la seule valeur économique d'une vaste
étendue du Dominion. La valeur globale de la production canadienne de
pelletertes pour la saison 1933-1934 est de $12,349,328 somme qui comprend les
peaux vendues par les trappeurs et celles provenant des fermes A fourrure, ces
derniéres constituant approximativement 32 p.c. de l'ensemble. Figure dans
un tableau du présent rapport la production totale de fourrures au Canada
durant les saisons 1932-33 et 1933-34.

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Fermes a fourrure du Canada

Aw début dw commerce des fourrures, les trappeurs canadiens avaient U habitude
de garder vivants les renards pris en été jusqu'a ce que lewr pelage edit atteint son
maximum de beauté, et c’est de celle pratique qu'est née l'industrie moderne de
V'élevage des animaux @ fourrure. Lorsqu'il arrivait d un poste septentrional de
traite avec sa prise annuelle de pelleteries, le trappeur présentait parfois une trés
belle peaw de renard noir parsemée de poils argentés, a la queue terminée par une
touffe semblable, ce qui donnait a la fourrure un lustre particulier, d’ow le nom de
renard argenté. Le renard noir ou renard argenté n'est qu'une variante du renard
roux ordinaire, et la beawté du pelage, de méme que le prix élevé qui en était la con-
séquence, ont conduit d des expériences de croisement effectuées en vue de fixer en
permanence cetle variété. En 1894, le succes couronnait les efforts, alors qu'une
portée de renards argentés put élre élevée jusqu'da Udge d’adulte dans une ferme
sttuée prés d’Alberton, Ile du Prince-Edouard; cetle province peut donc se réclamer
d'étre le bercean de Uindustrie.  Des succes ultérieurs lui donnérent un nowvel essor
ef en 1913 le commissaire de U Agriculture de la méme province relevait 277 fermes
contenant 3,130 renards, dont G50 argentés. Pendant ce temps, des lenlatives
d’élevage du renard en captivité étaient également failes dans d’autres provinces, les
statistiques montrant qu'on avait obtenu des succes dans le Québec en 1898, dans
U'Ontario en 1905 ¢t dans la Nowvelle-Ecosse en 1905. En 1912 et 1913 la Com-
mission fédérale de Conservation entreprenait une enquéte approfondie sur U'his-
torique et les possibilités de Uélevage des animauzr a fowrrure au Canuda et les
données obtenues, publiées en 1913, donnérent un nouvel essor d@ Uindustrie. Les
pionniers de U'élevage du renard avaient surtout en vue la production de pelleteries,
alors qu'une seule peau de qualité exceptionnelle rapportait jusqu'a $2,600, mais
ce ne ful qu'en 1912 que commencérent les ventes importantes de renards vivants.
Aveec U'intérét crossant dont U'élevage d'animauzr d fourrure était U'objet, vint une
forte demande de renards pour servir a Uélablissement de nouvelles renardieres.
Des lors, des prix fubuleux étaient obtenus pour des animaux vivants, les venies de
reproducleurs enregistrés atteignant en 1912 jusqu'a 318,000 et méme $35,000 la
paire. Le nombre de fermes d'élevage augmenta rapidement et des compagnies
ausst bien que des particuliers se lancérent dans ce genre d affaires, de sorte que,
comme le nombre de renards se multipliait, les priz déclinérent en proportion.
En 1919, le Burcau Fédéral de la Stalistiqgue commenga le relevé annuel des fermes
d’élevage des porte-fourrure et les rapports de cetle année indiquent un total de 424
renardieres et 5 aifférentes fermes d fourrure aw Canada. Le nombre de renards
argentés alteignail cette année-la 7,181, dont 5,401 dans U'Ile du Prince-Edouard.
Le prix moyen d'vne paire de ces animauz élait alors tombé a4 8650, bien que certains
d’entre eur alteigrissent jusqu'a 81,100 par téte. L’élevage du renard se pratique
maintenant dans loutes les provinces du Dominion ef le nombre de renardiéres s'est
constamment aceru. Les statistiques les plus récentes, celles de 1934, portent 4
6,083 le nombre de renardiéres canadiennes et a 130,776 celui des renards, dont
125,577 argentés. La Prince Edward Island Silver Foxr Breeders’ Association
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fut fondée en 1915 el la Canadian Silver Fox Breeders' Association en 1920. Des
filiales de la Canadian Association sont maintenant élablies dans la plupart des
provinces et Uon peut faire inscrire les renards argentés au Registre national du
cheptel canadien. Les renardiéres canadiennes élevent en outre le renard croisé,
le renard roux, le renard blew et, dans une certaine mesure, le renard blanc.

Bien que le renard occupe le premier rang, on éleve aussi avec succes d'autres
animanx 4 fourrure. Le vison est particuliérement facile d domestiquer et son
élevage en captivité réussit trés bien si Uon a soin de lui donner U'habitat et le régime
alimentaire qui lui conviennent. Les fermes de visons sont maintenant de 624
réparties dans les diverses provinces et U'élevage de cet animal peul étre consideré
comme solidement établi au Canada. La domestication du raton laveur est également
facile, bien que cet animal n’ait pas encore pris Uimportance du vison dans Uindus-
trie de Uélevage. En 1934, le nombre de fermes de ratons laveurs était de 182, dont
109 étaient établies dans le Québec et 57 dans U'Ontario.  L’industrie porte aussi son
attention sur Uélevage du rat musqué el de nombreuses étendues de terrains maré-
cageux sont ulilisées d cetle fin. L’élevage de ce porte-fourrure consiste surtout d lui
procurer une nowrriture suffisante et d le protéger contre ses ennemis naturels tels
que Uépervier, le hibou, etc. Un grand nombre de fermes de rats musqués sont
encloses d’un jort treillis métallique.

En 1934, le nombre total des fermes d’élevage des diverses catégories était, d
Uexclusion des renardiéres, de 936, comparativement d 966 en 1933. Plusieurs
renardiéres s'occupent également d'élerage ‘“‘mixte,” c'est-d-dire de divers autres
animaur a fourrure.

Le ministére fédéral de U Agriculture maintient a Swnmerside, Ile du Prince-
Edouard, une ferme d’expérimentation pour Uétude de toutes les questions relatives
d la santé des animauz a fourrure, du renard argenté en particulier, élevés en capti-
vité. Le ministere ontarien de la Chasse et de la Péche et le ministére québecois des
Travaux publics, de la Chasse et de la Péche maintiennent ausst des fermes d'expé-
rimentation dans leur province respective.  Ils publient de temps a autre des rapports
et des brochures et les éleveurs peuvent recourir aux conseils des fonctionnaires
chargés de ces stations.

Nombre de fermes @ fourrure—Le terme “ferme & fourrure” sert & désigner
tous les établissements ou se fait 'élevage des animaux & fourrure, que cet élevage
v soit exelusif ou simplement accessoire 4 des apérations agricoles d’un earae-
tére général. Touates les fermes sur lesquelles se fait 'élevage du renard sont
classificex comme “renardicres” bien que d’autres animaux a fourrure v soient
élevés souvent en plus grand nombre que les renards.  Une ferme & fourrure
sur laquelle il 0’y a pas de renards est classifiée d’apres la principale espéce en
captivité sur la ferme,

Le nombre de fermes & fourrure de toutes catégories était en 1934 de 7,019,
ce total comprenant 6,083 renardiéres et 936 fermes diverses.  Comparativement
a Pannée préeédente, les renurdieres ont augmenté de 576 ou de 10 p.c., toutes les
provinces & 'exeeption de la Colombie Britannique prenant part 4 cet aceroisse-
ment. Le vison est Uespéee la plus importante dut groupe des animaux divers et
le nombre de ferimes qui en font Pélevage est de 624, soit une augmentation de
47 ou de 8 p.e. sur 1933, Le nombre de la plupart des autres fermes du groupe
divers est en régression, sauf celles du bhidreau qui ont augmenté d'une unité et
celles du covote ¢ui n'ont pas varié.  La elassifieation de 1934 comporte une
nouvelle espéce, le myopotame dont il existe deux fermes.  Le myopotame, qui
ressemble au castor canadien, est originaire de VAmérique du Sud,  Plusieurs
fermes A fourrure élévent plusieurs espéces d'animaux; on éléve, par exemple,
dans les renardiéres, le vison, le raton laveur, le lapin, ete, tandis qu’une ferme
de vison peut élever en outre le raton laveur, quune ferme de martres peut
garder des pékans et qu'on trouve fréquemment le rat musqué et le castor dans
la méme ferme,

Nombre d’animaux d fourrure nés et dunimaux morts sur les fermes.—Le
nombre animaus & fourrure de toutes espéces (exclusion faite du rat musqué
et du eastor) nés sur les fermes en 1934 était de 203,491 répartis en 155,043
renards argentés, 7,584 autres renards et 40,864 animaux divers. Le nombre de
renards argentés est le plus fort que Pon ait enregistré dans Uhistoire de Uélevage
et eonstitue une augmentation de 30,812 ou de 25 p.c. sur 1933, Dans le groupe
des animaux divers le vison vient au premier rang, 35,375 de ces animaux étant
nés durant 'année, soit une augmentation de 10,179 on de 40 p.e. sur 1933,
Chacune des autres espéees, i Uexeeption du raton laveur et du blireau (1,439
et 3.635 respectivement) n'a qu’un faible nombre de naissanees en eaptivité
chaque année. 11 n'existe aucune imformution au sujet du rat musqué et du
astor, les exploitants étant dans Uimpossibilité de fournir une estimation de
Paccroissement naturel,

Les rapports indiquent que 18 686 renards argentés sont morts au cours de
Pannéz, dont 15,390 jeunes et 3.296 adultes. I n’existe pas de données com-
pletes an sujet des eauses de déeces des renards, du fait que beaucoup d'éleveurs
ont négligé de répondre 3 cette enquéte particuliére et qu’en outre un grand
nombre d’entre evx ont qualifi¢ d'inconnue la eause du déeés.  Les données
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relevées en 1934 des réponses regues paraissent au tableau XIII, page 37 du
piésent rapport, en méme temps que des statistiques comparatives pour 1933.
Le nombre total d’animaux & fourrure de toutes espéces morts durant 'année
1934 était de 26,966, dont 21,338 jeunes ct 5,628 adultes.

Classification des renardicres d'aprés le nombre de renards.—Dans cette
classification les renardi¢res sont divisées en six groupes, selon un nombre specifié
de renards qu'elles contenaient & Ia fin de Pannée,  Cette elassification va du
groupe de celles qui élevaient moins de 10 bétes & celles qui possédaient 80 renards
ou pluz.  Ce dernicr groupe comprenait 240 venardiéres en 1934, ce qui est une
angmentation de 49 unités ou de 26 p.c. sur 'nnnée précédente. Les fermes
possédant de 30 & 79 renards étaient de 818, soit une augmentation de 160 ou de
24 p.e. sur 1933, ct eelles qui avaient moins de 30 renards étaient de 5,025, soit
367 ou 8 p.e. de plus,  Les divers groupes sont donnés par provinees, avee le

COMMERCE EXTERIEUR

Ezxportations d’animauz @ fourrwe eivants.—Le nombre de renards argentés
exportés du Canada durant Pannée fiscale terminée le 31 mars 1935 est de 202,
évaluds a 826,529, (Vest 1a une réduction considérable sur quelques-unes des
premicres années, alors que les exportations se chiffraient & plusicurs milliers
d’'unités.  Le maximum fut atteint en 1925 avee 5,802 renards argentés évalués
A $1,388,459.  Les renards argentés canadiens étaient expédiés en ees derniéres
anndées sur divers pays— Etats-Unig, Royvaume-Uni, Allemagne, France, Fin-
lande, Suisse, Belgique, Sucde, Norvege, Hollande, Terre-Neuve, Lettonie et
autres pour servir a Pétabhssement de Uindustrie de Pélevage du renard qui a
pris tunt d’expansion.  Le chiffre le plus bas des exportations se plice & 'année
fiscale terminde le 31 mars 1934, alors que 40 hétes senlement furent expédiées.
En 1935 on enregistre une augmentation de 162 sur Pannée préeédente. Il v a
eu, au cours des dermidres anndes, un fort commerce d’exportation de visons
vivants, le chiffre attelgnuant au cours de 1935 un total de 529 unités évaludes A
$22 481,  Ce nombre double presque celui de 'année précédente.  Les renards
et les visons sont les seuls animaux 4 fourrure figurant aux rapports d’expor-
tation; les autres espéees, s'il en a été exporté, figurernient dans les tableaux
du commerce sous la rubrique “Tous autres animaux, n.a.6.”

Exportations de pelleterics.—Les peaux brutes d’origine canadienne exportées
au cours de lannée fiseale 1935 avaient une valeur globale de $14,807 986.
L'espéee Ia plus importante est le renard argenté qui figurait & eette somme pour
£5.747,306 ou 38 p.c., venaient en second leu les autres sortes de renards avee
82,812,149 ou 19 p.e.; le vison se place au troisitme rang avee $1,895,932 ou
13 p.c. et le rat musqué an quatrieme avee $1,368.245 ou 9 p.e. Ces quatre espé-
ces réunies représentent 79 p.e. de la valeur globale des fourrures exportées
durant T'année.

Importations d'animauz d fourrure vivants.—Les tableaux d'importations
ne comportent. que les renards et les lapins et placent les autres espéces, s'il v en
a eu d'importdes, sous la rubrique générale “Tous autres animaux, n.a.é.””  Le
nombre de renards importés durant Uannée fiseale 1935 est de 8 (2 renwrds
argentéz et 6 non spéeifiés) et eelui de lapins est de 36. On constate des
diminutions tant pour les renards que pour les lapins sur 1934 et 1933.

Iportations de pelleteries.—La valeur des peaux brutes importées au Canada
durant Fannée fiscale 1935 est de 22,694 578, soit une diminution sur l'année
précédente de 81,075,517 ou de 29 p.e.  Les principales pelleteries importées
sont celles de rat musqué, de lapin, de mouton de Perse, de renard et de vison,
