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INTRODUCT ION

A survey of fur-bearing animals is con-
ducted annually by Statistics Canada. The
statistics contained in this report refer to
ranch-raised mink and fox. Coverage of the
chinchilla industry was discontinued in 1969,
coverage of the nutria industry was discon-
tinued in 1968.

Mink TFarming

Mink is by far the most important spe-
cies raised on fur farms. Mink farming is
carried on in all the provinces except
Newfoundland, where no mink has been reported
since 1971. The principal producers in order
of importance are Ontario, British Columbia,
Nova Scotlia and Quebec.

The number of mink on fur farms on
December 31, 1976 was 348,506 compared to
328,296 in 1975 an 1lucrease of 67. Also
there was a 17 increase in the number of mink
farms from 395 in 1975 to 397 in 1976. The
number of animals pelted, decreased by 57
from 955,754 to 911,330.

In 1976 the average price per mink pelt
increased form $20.28 to $26.14. The value
of mink pelt production on farms was $23.8
million compared to $19.4 million in 1975, an
increase of 237. The returns to mink ranch-
ers reached a peak of $28.3 million in 1965.

Fox Farming

The number of fox on fur farms on
December 31, 1976 was 2,666 compared to 2,147
in 1975, an increase of 247. The pelt produc-
tion increased by 97 from 1,962 in 1975 to
2,130 and the value of fox pelt production
increased from $356,594 in 1975 to $497,291
in 1976. The average price increased by 287,
i.e., from $181.75 in 1975 to $233.47 in 1976.

élevage du vison

Le vison est de loin 1'espéce la plus impor-
tante que l'on &léve dans les fermes & fourrures.
Cet €levage se pratique dans toutes les provinces
a 1'exception de Terre-Neuve ol aucun vison n'a été
signalé depuis 1971. L'Ontario vient en téte des
producteurs, suivi de la Colombie-Britannique, de
la Nouvelle-fcosse et du Québec.

Au 31 décembre 1976, le nombre de visons dans
les fermes d'élevage avalt augmenté de 6 7, de
328,296 en 1975 & 348,506, Le nombre de fermes
avalt également augmenté en 1976, de 1 Z, passant
de 395 en 1975 3 397. Le nombre d'animaux &écorchés
a diminué de 5 Z, passant de 955,754 a 911,330.

En 1976, le prix moyen d'une peau de vison
est passé de $20.28 a $26.14. La valeur de la pro-
duction de peaux de vison dans les fermes d'élevage
a augmenté de 23 7 passant de $19.4 millions en
1975 a $23.8 millions. Les recettes des &leveurs
de vison avalent atteint un record de $28.3 mil-
lions en 1965.
