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PRODUCTION AND VALUE ESTiMATE OF HONEY • 1973 

The estimate of the 1973 honey crop stands at 
54.6 million pounds, an increase of 4.0 million pounds 
fm. the 1972 production of 50.6 million pounds. 

The provincial value figures indicate a very 
lucrative honey market with the average price per 
pound reaching 50 cents and over. 

The estimated total value of honey, in thousands 
if dollars, produced in the various provinces in 1973, 
with 1972 figures in brackets, is as follows: Prince

Beekoepers replying to the questionnaire on 
which this report is based, i.e. The October honey 
survey, were aaked to give (or estimate) volume and 
price figures for honey sold (or to be sold) in bulk 
and retail containers. This information received from 
the beekeepers was used in calculating a weighted 
average price for the provinces concerned. Since much 
of the 1973 price data received from the beekeepers 
are forecasts, the 1973 value figures are preliminary 
and subject to revision. 

Source: Estimates for the province of Quebec are pre-
pared by the Bureau of Statistica, Department 
of Trade and Comeserce, of that province. For 
all other provinces except Newfoundland, for 
which data are not available, the estimates 
are prepared by Statistics Canada in co-opera-
tion with the provincea. Two mail question-
naire surveys are conducted, one in July to 
obtain an estimate on the number of colonies 
and another in October to determine the yields 
per colony and the average price per pound. 
Provincial officials provide the mailing lists 
of beekeepers and aid in the interpretation of 
survey results.
