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ZINC PBODUCTION IN C.ANADA AUGUST 1  1931. 

Zinc production in Canada during 1930 was obtained from British Columbia, 

Manitoba, Ontario and Queboc. In British Columbia, the Sullivan mine was the principal 

producer, although the re—treatment of slags stored at Trail and large shipments of zinc 

concentrates from the Monarch mine at Field added materially to the year's production, 

3hipments of refined zinc commenced in October, 1930, from the Fun Flon refinery in 

Manitoba. Ontario's production was made up of zinc concentrates exported from the 

Errington mine at Bradley. Coioncing in August last year a considerable tonnage of 

:inc concoitrates was exportod from the Amulet mine at Rouyn, P.. On account of the 

drastic reduction in the price of zinc, shipments from the Amulet, Errington and Monarch 

mines ceased late in 1930. 

During 1931 9  the total Canadian production has consisted of refined zinc 

shipped from the Trail and Fun Flon refineries. The August output amounted to 1,196,013 

pounds as compared with 20,831,627 pounds in July and 26,236,267 pounds in August, 1930. 

Zinc quotations on the London market at the beginning of August averaged 

2,4985 cents per pound; on the eighteenth the low mark for the month of 2.3898 oonts was

ivorage was 2.668 conts and in August last year 3,466 cents. East St. Louis quotations 

for prne western zinc remained steady at 3.65 contø per pound during the £rst sovon 

days of AuGust  but the following four days witnessed a decline to 3.625 cents. From 

the fourteenth to the end of the month the market price was 3.80 cents. 

The U.itod States output of zinc in August was 21,467 tons while shipments during 

the period totalled 23,599 tons, a d.ecrcase of 1'.1 per cent from the July total. 

Stocks of zinc in the United Statos declined 1.6 per cent from the July level an4 

amound to 129,701 tons. 

Exports of zinc speltor from Canada during AUgust reached a total of 

19 0 1$9,000 pounds valued at449,794.
