Vegetables - Stocks of potatoes were 30,241,000 
hundredweight, as compared with 27,777,000 hundred-
weight last year. Stocks of onions were reported as 
109,773,000 lb. as compared with 109,452,000 lb. last 
year. Stocks of carrots amounted to 118,954,000 lb. 
as compared with 127,131,000 lb. last year. Stocks of 
cabbage increased to 15,728,000 lb. from 12,109,000 
lb. last year. 

Vegetables, frozen and in brine - The total 
stocks of frozen vegetables amounted to 127,697,000 
lb. as compared with 110,772,000 lb. last year. Cur-
rent holdings of frozen vegetables intended for re-
manufacture amounted to 23,878,000 lb. There were 
9,421,000 lb. of vegetables held in brine as against 
10,733,000 lb. last year. 

NOTE AS TO SOURCE AND CONTENT 

The data contained in this report represents 
stocks of fruit and vegetables (fresh, frozen and in 
preservatives) held by food processors, cold storages, 
fruit warehouses, wholesalers and in storages of grow-
ers in certain areas of conunercial production. Inven-
tories of fresh fruit and vegetables are obtained 
through the Inspection services of Agriculture Canada.
