This industry is comprised of estab-
lislunents which manufacture, as their prin-
cipal products, biscuits, crackers, pretzels 
and similar "dry" bakery products including 
ice cream cones.

They had 
total shipments of goods of own manu-
facture valued at $128.6 millions and used 
$56.8 ,njlllone worth of raw materials, com-
ponents, containers, aupplien, etc. 

Of the $128.6 millions value of ship-
