1. Explanatory Notes 

"Explanatory Notes" on selected statistical terms may be 
found on the inside back cover of this publication. These notes are 
based on the detailed "Concepts and Definitions' which are avail-
able free of charge from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries 
Division of Statistics Canada. 

2. Deletion of Establishments without Employees 

With relatively few exceptions, establishments which in 
previous censuses did not report payment of salaries and wages 
(and, by inference, had no employment) were not surveyed in the 
1975 Census of Manufactures. Although this involved deleting a 
total of some 1,400 establishments, they accounted for only 0.03% 
of the shipments of all manufacturing industries in 1974. Except 
for the number of establishments, the effect of this change on 
historical comparability of census data for most industries is either 
non-existent or only margins]. For industries in which there is an 
appreciable effect, however, details are provided in the introductory 
text of the relevant 1975 reports in this series. 

3. Effect of Small-Establishment Reporting on Fuel and Electricity 
Statistics 

Users should note that information on the cost of fuel and 
electricity is not collected separately for small establishments but is 
included in "cost of materials and supplies", beginning with 1970. 
Although this does not affect the calculation of "value added", it 
does understate the value of fuel and electricity, especially in those 
industries and provinces where small establishments account for a 
significant proportion of the total. This may affect the Statistics in 
Table I, the lower employment size groups in Table 2, and Table 4, 
which applies to large establishments only. 

4. Changes in Data on Working Owners and Partners, and With-
drawals 

Questions on the number of working owners and partners 
were dropped from the short form ( for small establishments) in 
1970. A study of past data showed that, for each establishment 
reporting withdrawals, it would be sufficiently accurate to impute 
one working owner for each establishment classified as an "individ-
ual ownership" and two working owners or partners for each 
establishment classified as a "partnership". (By definition, working 
owners and partners do not exist in the other types of business 
organization). Due to difficulties in collecting consistent, reliable 
information on withdrawals, this question was deleted from both 
the long and short forms in 1975 (the data themselves were last 
published for 1973). Beginning with 1975, the imputation of 
numbers of working owners and partners for short-form respondents 
has been made solely on the basis of type of organization. This 
change results in an apparent increase in the number of working 
owners and partners as, in the past, not every establishment classified 
as an individual ownership or a partnership reported withdrawals 
every year. Numbers of working owners and partners for long-form 
respondents (sent to large establishments) have been taken as 
reported for all years. 

5. Value of Production 

Users interested in obtaining the value of production (manu-
facturing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials and 
supplies used (manufacturing activity), cost of fuel and electricity, 
and value added (manufacturing activity),

2. Suppression des Ctablissements sans salaries 

X quelques exceptions pies, les établissements qui n'ont pas dé-
dare de traitements ni de salaires aux recensenlents prCcCdents (donc 
aucun salariC), n'ont pas Cté pris en compte au recensement des manu-
factures de 1975. Ces 1,400 Ctablissements hors de I'enquete ne sont 
cependant intervenus que pour 0.03 % des livraisons de toutes les indus-
tries manufacturiéres en 1974. Saul pour ce qui est du nombre d'Cta-
hlissements, les repercussions de cette modification sue Ia comparabilitC 
chronologique des données du recensernent sont nulles ou minimes 
pour Ia plupart des industnes. Toutefois, pour chaque industrie touchée 
par cette modification, on a pris soin d'inclure des details supplCmen-
taires dans l'introduction du bulletin approprié de 1975. 

3. Repercussions des declarations des petits Ctablissements sur lea statis-
tiques du combustible et de l'électricité 

Le lecteur remarquera que les renseignements concernant Ic coÜt 
du combustible et de l'électncitC ne sont pas recueil]is a part auprès des 
petits Ctablissements mais inclus, depuis 1970, dans Ic "coUt des ma-
tières et fournitures". Bien que cette pratique n'influe pas sur Ic calcul 
de Ia "Valeur ajoutée", dIe entraine one sous-estimation de La valeur du 
combustible et de l'électricité dans les industries et les provinces oii lea 
petits Ctablissements en consomment one part importante. Elle peut 
egalement modifier les statistiquesdu tableau I, celles des petits groupes 
de salariCs figurant au tableau2et lesdonnCesau tableau 4, qui ne vi'rit 

que les grands etablissements. 

4. Modifications aux données stir lea props-iétaires et associés actifs, et 
retraits 

X partir de 1970, les questions relatives aux propriétaireset asso-
cies actifs ont etC supprimCes de La fomsule abregee (destinée aux petits 
Ctablissements). En revoyant Lea données antCrieures, nous avons cons• 
Late que, dans le cas des établissements déclarant des retraits, il suffirait 
d'imputer un propriétalre actif i chaque Ctablissement "a propriétaire 
unique" et deux propriétaires ou associés actifs a chaque "sociCtC en 
nom collectif". (Par definition, lea propriétaires et associés actifs n'ex-
latent pas thins les autres genres d'entreprise). Etant donné qu'il est 
diffici]e de recueillir des renseignements uniformes et fiables sur lea 
retraits, cette question aétC supprimCe en 1975 des questionnaires longs 
Ct abrCgCs (Les donnCes ont Cté publiCes pour Ia derniére lois en 1973). 
A partir de 1975, Ic nombre de proprietaires et d'associCs actifs, dans Ic 
cas des enquCtés sur ha formule abrCgCe, est impute uniquement selon Ia 
forme juridique. Cette modification se traduit par une augmentation 
apparente du nombre de proprietaires et d'associés actifs puisque, dans 
Ic passé, lea étabhissements "a propriCtaire unique" Ct CCIIX classes 
comme "sodiétC en nom collectif" n'ont pas touj dCclaré des retraits 
chaque année.
