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NOTES TO USERS 

1. Explanatory Notes 

"Explanatory Notes" on selected statistical terms may be 
found on the inside back cover. Detailed explanations of these 
and other data items are contained in the occasional report, 
Concepts and Definitions of the Census of Manufactures, Cata- 
logue 31-528, which may be ordered from the Publications 
Distribution Unit, Statistics Canada, Ottawa, K1A 0T6. A single 
copy is available on request from the Manufacturing and 
Primary Industries Division, Statistics Canada, until January 1, 
1980. 

2. Small Establishments 

To spare small establishments the burden of reporting 
by questionnaire to the maximum extent possible, most data 
for these units are obtained from administrative records begin-
fling with the 1976 Census and those sent questionnaires receive 
an abbreviated form asking for limited information usually 
found in business financial statements. The definition of "small 
establishment" varies both by industry and province and is 
arrived at in consultation with provincial authorities with two 
criteria in mind: easing the burden of response and minimizing 
loss of detail of output of commodities, not collected under 
the preferential treatment accorded small establishments. Some 
implications of this approach relate to: 

(a) Establishment counts - Readers should use special care in 
interpreting establishment counts for 1975-1977. Beginning 
with 1977, new establishments are included if covered by 
an application for a pay deduction account with Revenue 
Canada (Taxation). However, for operational reasons only 
"births" so identified during the first four months of the 
year were actually added to the 1977 data file; the rest are 
to be included in the 1978 file, if still active. Anticipating 
the impact of this criterion for inclusion in the Census, the 
1975 Census file was purged of establishments reporting no 
salaries and wages and shipments less than $100,000. This 
rule for excluding establishments, however, had to be 
suspended with the 1976 Census since use of income state-
ments in place of questionnaires for most small establish-
merits began that year and such statements often do not 
provide information on salaries and wages. The influence of 
these changes on the historical comparability of statistics 
other than establishment counts is negligible in most indus-
tries; the some 1,400 establishments with no salaries and 
wages and less than $100,000 shipments in the 1974 Census 
accounted for only 0.03% of shipments. 

(b) Fuel and electricity - Information on the cost of fuel and 
electricity is not collected separately for small establish-
ments but is included in "cost of materials and supplies", 
beginning 1970. Thus data on fuel and electricity are under-
stated appreciably for some small geographical areas or size 
classes dominated by small establishments and tabulations 
may anomalously show zero use of fuel and electricity in 
some instances. 

3. Value of Production 

Users interested in obtaining the value of production 
(manufacturing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials 
and supplies used (manufacturing activity), cost of fuel and 
electricity, and value added (manufacturing activity).

2. Petits établissements 

Afin de réduire au maximum Ic fardeau de réponse des petits 
établisscments, Ia plu part des données pour les petits etablissements, 
pour Ic recensement de 1976, proviennent de dossiers administratifs; 
ceux qui ont reçu un questionnaire devaient indiquer seulement 
des renseignements limités que i'on retrouvc habituellement dans 
les etats financiers d'unc entreprise. La definition d'un petit eta-
blissement, qui diffère scion l'industric Ct Ia province, a etc etablie 
en collaboration avec les autorites provincialcs en sc fondant sur 
lea deux critCres suivants: alléger Ic fardeau de réponse et réduire 
au minimum Ia perte de details sur les sorties de produit, details 
qui ne seraient plus recueillis par suite du traitement de faveur 
accordC aux petits Ctahlissements. Voici certainesdesconséquences 
de cette méthode: 

a) Chiffres des établissements - Les lecteurs devrorit faire preuve 
d'une grande prudence lorsqu'ils interpréteront les chiffres des 
établissements pour Ia pCnode 1975- 1977. A compter de 
1977, les nouveaux établisscments soot incius s'ils ont fait 
l'objet d'une demande de numCru de retenue sur Ia paye auprès 
de Revenu Canada. lmpôt. Toutefois, et pour des raisons 
operationnelles seulement. les creations d'entreprises au cours 
des quatre premiers mois de l'année ont été, en rCalité, ajoutées 
au fichier des donnCcs de 1977; Ic reste des creations sera 
integré au fichier de 1978 s'il existe toujours. Ce cntère 
d'inclusion étant pose, nous avons Clirniné du fichier du recense-
ment de 1975 les établissemcnts qui n'avaient déclaré aucun 
salaire ni traitement et des livraisons inférieures a $100,000. 
Nous n'avons pas appliqué cette rCgle d'exciusion su recense-
ment de 1976 puisque nous avons commence cette année-là a 
nous servir de l'Ctat du revenu Ct des dCpenses au lieu de 
questionnaires pour Ia plupart des petits établisscments: de fait, 
ces Ctats de revenus et dépenses omettent souvent des renseigne-
ments sur les traitements et salaires. Fait a noter, l'impact de 
ces modifications sur Ia com arahilitC historique des statistiques, 
autres que les chiffres des etablissements, est négligeable dans 
Ia plupart des industries les quelque 1,400 établissements qui 
n'avaicnt déclaré aucun traitement et salaire et des Iivraisons 
d'unc valeur inférleure a $100,000 au recensement de 1974 
n'ont représentC que 0.03 % des livraisons. 

b) Combustible et electricité - A compter de 1970, on ne recueil-
lait plus de renseignements séparés sur Ic coüt de combustible 
et de l'électricitC des petits établissements, cc coOt etant inclus 
avec les matières Ct fournitures achetCes. Aussi, les donnCes sui 
le combustible et l'électricitC sont sous-estimécs de façon 
importante pour quclques petites regions Cographiques ou 
categories de taille dominécs par des petits etablissements. Dc 
fait, les totalisations peuvent presenter une consommation 
nulle de combustible et d'électricité dans certains cas.

1977 

Definition of the Industry 

In terms of the 1970 Standard Industrial Ciassi-
fication, this industry includes establishments primar-
ily engaged in manufacturing biscuits, crackers, pret-
zels and similar 'dry' bakery products. 

Developments 

In 1977 the industry had a total of 37 establish-
ments, which was a net decrease of four from the total 
of 41 in 1976. 

The total manufacturing inputs in 1976 were $141.4 
million and $145.3 million in 1977 (+ 2.77.), the value 
of production decreased from $277.7 million in 1976 to 
$277.4 million in 1977 (- 0.111). 

In 1977 manufacturing value added decreased 3.12 
to $132.2 million while non-manufacturing value added 
increased 76.82 to $28.7 million. This discrepancy is 
artificial because of reporting changes of certain major 
establishments, who in 1976 reported their mark-up at 
the establishment level (included in manufacturing value 
added) while in 1977 this mark-up was reported at the 
[lead Office level (included in non-manufacturing value 
added). This also has the effect of depressing the 
value of shipments (Table 6) for selected coranodity

EXPLANATORY NOTES 

The following abbreviated notes deal only with salient points or selected 
Inclusions or exclusions which might not be self-evident. Detailed Concepts 
and Definitions are available on request; see "Notes to Users". 

I. Establishment - The smallest operating unit capable of reporting 
certain specified input and output data; usually a plant or mill. Principai 
statistics of an establishment active in more than one municipality are 
prorated to "quasi-establishment" locations, treated as establishments in 
compilations, for an explanation of recent changes in coverage please refer 
to item 2 of Notes to Users on the Inside of the front cover. 

2. Reporting period - Any fiscal year ending not earlier than April 1 
of the reference year or later than March 31 the following year. 

3. Cost of materials and supplies - Generally, cottsunsption of pur-
chased items only at laid-down cost including transportation and handling 
charges, duties. etc. Includes transfers between units of the same company 
and work done on contract by others. At the manufacturing activity level, 
this item represents purchased items used in manufacturing operations. 

4. Cost of fuel and electricity - Consumption of purchased fuel and 
electricity only, at laid-down cost including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. Applies to large establislsments only (see note on Small 
Establishments). Data for non-manufacturing activity included under manu-
facturing activity. 

5. Value of shipments of goods of own mantilacture - Net selling 
value of goods niade by reporting establishment, or for its account, from its 
own materials Excludes discounts, returns, allowances, sales sax, excise 
taxes and duties, returnable containers, common or contract carriers' charges 
for outward transportation (but not own carriers' delivery expense). Includes 
repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, all ex-
ports, book valsie of own products shipped the first time on a rental basis. 
Includes consignment shipments to other countries, but domestic consign-
ment shipments are included in inventory until sold. 

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output lest purchased 
commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 

(a) Value added, manufacturing activity; value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and finished 
goods, less Cost of nsaterials and supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

(b) Value added, total activity: consists of (I) value added, manufacturing 
activity and (2) value added, non'manufacsuring activity. The latter is cal-
culated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs from non'manufacssir-
ing revenue or outputs: these commodity inputs are net of the change in 
inventories of goods l)urclsased  for resale. NOn-manufacturing revenues 
include depreciable fixed assets isroduced by own work force for own use, 
revenue frosts product rentals, etc., but exclude non-operating revenue 
such as rral property rentals, dividends, interest. 

6. Employees, salaries and wages Salaries and wages are shown be-
fore deductions for income tax and employee portion of eniployce benefits 
and include payments for regular work, overtime and paid leave as well as 
bonuses, commissions paid to regular employees. Production and related 
workers in manufacturing activity include those employees at the establish-
ment engaged in processing, assembling, storing, inspecting, handling, packing, 
maantenance, repair, janitorial and watchmen services and working foremen. 
(Outside pieceworkers' remuneration is included in cost of materials.) 
"Respondents are asked for average month-end employment". 

7. Inventories - Book value of owned inventory held in Canada, in-
cluding goods in transit and on consignment. 

8. Small establishments - For establishments below size limits varied 
to assure adequate coverage of industry totals by large-establishment returns, 
a simplified "short form" questionnaire is used or, if applicable a regular fi-
nancial statement is accepted. This involves certain departures, beginning 
1970, from definitions used for large establishments. "Cost of materials, 
supplies and services" includes all purchased services and fuel and electricity. 
Consequently, the value of fuel and electricity is not available for small 
establisisinetits, resulting tat an undcrstatesnestt of this item in certain indus-
tries and geographic areas. Number of employees is imputed from salaries 
and wages, with imputation also of male and female numbers and man-hours. 
All data are clasificd to manufacturing activity. Value added differs from 
that of large establishments in that purchased services are included with the 
cost of materials and supplies used for slsort forms, but excluded for large 
estabtishnicnts, resulting in exclusion of purchased services from value added 
for short forms but its incisision in value added of large establishments. To-
this for size groups or geographical areas dominated by small establishments 
may have limited comparability with totals for previous years or other geogra-
phical areas. 

9. Head offices, sales offices and auxiliary units - Included in the in-
dividual industry of the company's largest as'tivily. (The allocation of some 
such units to the major industry group level was discontinued with the 1970 
data.)
