1. Explanatory Notes 
"Explanatory Notes" on selected statistical terms 

may be found on the inside back cover. Detailed ex-
planations of these and other data items are con-
tained in the occasional publication, Concepts and 
Definitions of the Census of Manufactures, Catalogue 
31-528, which may be ordered from the Publications 
Distribution Unit, Statistics Canada, Ottawa, K1A 0T6 
($1.40 in Canada, $1 .70 elsewhere). 

2. Increase in Effective Coverage 
Establishment counts for 1978 show substantial 

increases over 1977 figures for many industries, re-
flecting more complete coverage. There are also in-
creases in the numbers of working owners and partners 
for some industries. The larger number of establish-
ments covered this year results from a special project 
to identify establishments which had been unintention-
ally omitted in years prior to 1977. In practice most of 
the establishments birthed for 1978 as a result of this 
project proved to be small relative to known manu-
facturing establishments. Consequently, for most in-
dustries, these additional births have had little effect 
on principal statistics other than establishment counts. 
For further details of the effects on this industry, 
please see the industry analysis text of this publication. 

3. Small Establishment Data 
Please refer to Item 8 of the "Explanatory Notes" 

on the inside back cover for effects on the data of 
special definitions used for small establishments, such 
as the inclusion of the cost of fuel and electricity for 
small establishments in the statistic on the cost of 
materials and supplies used. These differences are the 
result of efforts to reduce the response burden on 
small establishments by simplifying the data collected 
for such units. Such efforts include an abbreviated 
questionnaire introduced in the 1970 Census and de-
signed to match as closely as possible the financial 
records of such units, followed by the use of data from 
administrative records instead of questionnaires for 
most small establishments, beginning with the 1976 
Census.

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Definition of the Industry 

In terms of the 1970 Standard Industrial Classi-
fication, this industry includes establishments pri-
marily engaged in manufacturing biscuits, crackers, 
pretzels and similar "dry" bakery products. 

Industry Review, 1978 

In 1978 the industry had a total of 35 establish-
ments,(l) with the largest four establishments (in 
terms of employees) accounting for 47% of the total 
value of manufacturing shipments. 

The value of shipments rose by approximately 122 
over its 1977 level. Details of biscuit types are 
not published in this report since quantity data appear 
on a quarterly basis in publication number 32-026, 
"Production of Biscuits and Cones". 

A decrease of 272 production and related workers 
is attributable to a general reduction amongst all 
firms as well as the result of a drop in the total 
number of establishments and a change in the reporting 
structure of one firm.

The following abbreviated notes deal only with salient points or 
id inclusions or exclusions which might not be self'evident. Detailed

I. Establishment - The smallest unit capable of reporting certain 
input and output data: usually a plant or mill. Principal statistics 

ii an establishment active in more than one municipality are prorated to 
"quasi-establishment" locations, treated as establishments in compilations. 
For an explanation of recent changes in coverage please refer to item 2 of 
Notes to Users on the inside of the front cover, 

2. Reporting period - Any fiscal year ending not earlier than April 1 
of the reference year or later than March 31 the following year. 

3. Cost of materials and supplies - Generally, consumption of pur-
chased items only at laid-down cost including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. Includes transfers between units of the same company 
and work done on contract by others. At the manufacturing activity level, 
this item represents purchased items used in manufacturing operations. 

4. Cost of fuel and electricity - Consumption of purchased fuel and 
electricity only, at laid-dossn cost including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. Applies to large establishments only (see note on Small 
cstablislsments). Data for non-manufacturing activity included under nsanu-
facturing activity. 

S. Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Net selling 
value of goods made by reporting establishment, or for its account, from its 
own materials. Excludes discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise 
taxes and duties, returnable containers, common or contract carriers' charges 
for outward transportation (but now own carriers' delivery expense). In-
cludes repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, 
all exports, book value of osvn products shipped the first time on a rental 
batis. Includes consignment shipments to other countries, but domestic 
coissignirlent shipments are included in inventory until sold. 

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output less purchased 
commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 

(a) Value added, manufacturing activity• value of shipments of goods of oss'n 
manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and finished 
goods, less cost of materials and supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

•ie added, total activity: consists of (1) value added, manufacturing 
city and (2) value added, non-manufact u ring activity. The latter is 
slated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs from non-manufac-

ti revenue or outputs. these commodity inputs are net of the change 
is iriscniories of goods purchased for resale. Non-manufacturing revenues 
is lade depreciable fixed assets produced by own work force for own 
usc, revenue from product rentals, etc., but exclude non-operating reve-
nue such as real property rentals, dividends, interest. 

6. Employees, ualanies and wages - Salaries and wages are shown be-
fore deductions for income tax and employee portion of employee benefits 
and include payments for regular ssork, overtime and paid lease as well as 
bonuses, commissions, etc., paid to regular employees. Production and 
related workers in manufacturing activity include those employees at the 
establishment engaged in processing, assembling, storing, inspecting, handling, 
packing, maintenance, repair, janitorial and watchmen services and working 
foremen. (Outside pieceworkers' remuneeatiols is included in cost of materi-
als.) Respondents are asked for avenige month-end employment. 

7. InventorIes - Book value of owned inventory held in Canada, in-
cluding goods in transit and on consignment, 

8. Small establishments - For establishments below size limits varied 
to assure adequate ccsveragc of industry totals by large-establishment retuens, 
a simplified "short form" questionnaire is used or, if applicable a regular 11-
nancial statcnscnt is accepted. This involves certain departures, beginning 
1970, from definitions used for large establishments, "Cost of materials, 
supplies and services" includes all purchased services and fuel and electricity. 
Consequently, the value of fuel and electricity is not available for small 
establishments, resulting in an understatement of this item in certain indus-
tries and geographic areas. Number of employees is imputed from salaries 
and ssages, with imputation also of male and female numbers and man-hours. 
All data are classified to manufacturing activity. Value added differs from 
that of large establishments in that purchased services are included with the 
cost of materials and supplics used for short forms, but excluded for large 
establishments, resulting in exclusion of purchased services from value added 
for short forms but its inclusion in value added of large establishments.
