A. part of a continuing effort to r.duce the as-
pun.. burden on smaller establishments, the "short form" 
or abbreviated questionnaire which is mailed to small 
.stabilshneots was redesigned beginning with the 1970 
Census of Manufactures. Two major changes were the re. 
placement of the previous request for the colt of mate-
rials and supplies used by the expense itat, "materials, 
supplies, services, etc.", and the emission of the re-
quest for number of employee.. The latter are now Im-
puted by the bureau from ,.lsries and wages reported on 
the "short fort. Inclusion of services in reported ex-
penses has the effect of reducing value added in small 
establishments. As the concept of materials, supplies, 
services. etc., includes fuel and electricity, it is no 
longer necessary for the bureau to estimate this for 
"short forms" for use in calculating value added; the 
industry's cost of fuel and electricity used, i., however, 
rsducad. 

The respond.nt'x valua of sbip.ants in the previous 
year is used as a general guideline for determining which 
respondents should receive the "short fact', with data 
needs for adequate measurement of Industry aggregates 
being taken into account in selecting this "threshold" 
for an industry.

peiiied input and output data; usually a plant or mill. 

Large Establishments 

Cost of materials and supplies, fuel and electricity - Generally, consump-
tion of purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes inter-company and 
int.racompany transfer*, contract work by others, fuel used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Goods made by 
reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own materials, net of 
discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes and duties, returnable 
containers, common or contract carriers' charges for outward transportation 
(but not of own carriers' delivery expense). Includes repair and custom 
revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, all exports, book value of 
own products shipped on rental basis. Unsold domestic consignment shipments 
are included in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and 
aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and shipbuilding 
and repair, value of production is shown in place of shipments in tables on 
principal statistics. Integrated smelters' work on own ore valued at imputed 
charge to mine. 

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output less purchased 
commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 
ii Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods of own 

manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and finished 
i-oods, less cost of materials and supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

Value added, total activity: Consists of (I) value added, in .nufacturing 
.ictivity and (2) value added, non-manufacturing activit The latter is 
alculated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs from non-

manufacturing revenues or outputs; these commodity inputs are net ot the 
change in inventories of goods purchased for resale. Mon-manufacturing 
revenues include depreciable fixed assets produced by own work force foe 
own use, revenue from product rentals, etc., but exclude non-operating 
revenue such as real property rentals, dividends, interest. 

Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are reported before 
deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise all man-hours 
paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well as bonuses, 
commissions, etc., paid to regular employees. Where shown, production and 
related workers classified to non.manufscturing activity include separately 
reported loggers, employees on construction for own use: beginning will' the 
1970 Census outside pieceworkers formerly included for certain industries are 
excluded from all employment totals and their remuneration treated as 
contract work done by others. Sales and distribution employees include all 
personnel charged to selling expensc, certain drivers, etc.
