1. Explanatory Notes 
"Explanatory Notes" on selected statistical terms 

may be found on the inside back cover. Detailed ex-
planations of these and other data items are con-
tained in the occasional publication, Concepts and 
Definitions of the Census of Manufactures, Catalogue

2. Increase in Effective Coverage 
Establishment counts for 1978 show substantial 

increases over 1977 figures for many industries, re-
flecting more complete coverage. There are also in-
creases in the numbers of working owners and partners 
for some industries. The larger number of establish-
ments covered this year results from a special project 
to identify establishments which had been unintention-
ally omitted in years prior to 1977. In practice most of 
the establishments birthed for 1978 as a result of this 
project proved to be small relative to known manu-
facturing establishments. Consequently, for most in-
dustries, these additional births have had little effect 
on principal statistics other than establishment counts. 
For further details of the effects on this industry, 
please see the industry analysis text of this publication. 

3. Small Establishment Data 
Please refer to Item 8 of the "Explanatory Notes" 

on the inside back cover for effects on the data of 
special definitions used for small establishments, such 
as the inclusion of the cost of fuel and electricity for 
small establishments in the statistic on the cost of 
materials and supplies used. These differences are the 
result of efforts to reduce the response burden on 
small establishments by simplifying the data collected 
for such units. Such efforts include an abbreviated 
questionnaire introduced in the 1970 Census and de-
signed to match as closely as possible the financial 
records of such units, followed by the use of data from 
administrative records instead of questionnaires for 
most small establishments, beginning with the 1976 
Census.

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Definition of the Industry 

This industry ccmprises establishments 
primarily engaged in manufacturing bread, 
cakes, pastries and similar "perishable" 
bakery products. 

Hotels, restaurants and public insti-
tutions which bake for their own require-
ments are classified in the 1970 Standard 
Industrial Classification as service estab-
lishments and as such are not included In 
this publication. Chain and department 
stores operating bakeries and merchandising 
the products thereof within their respec-
tive establishments are not included. 

Some types of establishments primarily 
engaged in making a single kitxI of product, 

ich as doughnuts made from a purchased mix 
ilid sold for consumption on or off the same 
emises are deemed to be restaurants and 
re not included. 

Where the chain and department store 
maintain separate accounts for their baking 
operations, the manufacturing is included. 

Industry Review, 1978 

The value of shipments of manufacturers 
products increased by 10.2% in 1978, reaching 
a level of $959.2 million. Bread, the major 
commodity of this Industry increased in value 
by 9.8% in 1978 (see table 6) but the volume 
of shipments remained relatively stable be-
tween the two years. As a consequence, unit 
prices for bread (on the average) increased 
at the factory level from 30 per pound to 
33c per pound. During the year the industry 
experienced considerable competition in white 
bread markets as a result of "loss leadering" 
practices at the retail level. This market 
penetration, partially by "in-store" bakeries 
(not covered in this survey) may account for 
the apparent lack of growth for bread at the 
manufacturers level.

Revue de l'industrie, 1978 

La valeur des livraisons a augmenté de 10.2 Z 
en 1978 atteignant un niveau de $959.2 millions. 
Le pain, un produit majeur de cette industrie a 
augmenté (en termes de valeur) de 9.8 % en 1978 
(voir le tableau 6) tandis que le volume des liv-
raisons demeurait relativement constant entre lea 
deux années. Par suite, le prix unitaire du pain 
(en moyenne) au niveau de l'usine a augruenté de 
30o la livre a 33c Is livre. Durant l'année Pin-
dustrie a éprouvé la competition d'avantage dans 
le marché pour le pain blanc a cause de la pratique 
de "Vendre un produit a perte" au niveau des ventes 
en detail. Cette penetration du marché, en partie 
par des "boulangeries en magasins" (pas inclus dams 
le recenseinent des manufactures), pourrait compren-
dre le manque de croissance pour le pain au niveau 
do cette enqute. 
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During late 1978 the industry experi-
enced rising costs for the major input cQnmod-
ity, bread flour, as the federal government 
announced the elimination of a wheat subsidy. 
The full effect of these increased costs will 
not be reflected in the data until 1979. 

In total, the number of establishments 
rose by 97 to 1,440 in 1978. The effect of 
the "increased coverage" as mentioned on the 
inside cover of this publication was minimal. 
A total of 151 fIrms were Identified in this 
category. These firms added approximately 
$25.0 million to the value of shipments and 
588 production and related employees. 

In summary, between 1974 and 1978 sel-
ected ratios (expressed as percentages) indi-
cating the shares which labour, value added 
and raw materials hold as a portion of value 
of production are shown below.

Conceptual thanges 

Some establishments report purchases 
of material inputs instead of materials used 
Statistics Canada adjusts these purchases by 
the change in raw materials inventories to 
a value of materials used. Prior to 1978, 
this was done on an estimated basis at the 
individual commodity level; it is now done 
only at the establishment level. An in- 
dustry level adjustment factor is shown in 
a footnote to Table 5 of this report. 

Some establishments reçort production 
rather than shipments of goods of own manu-
facture. Prior to 1978, such production 
figures were included without adjustment in 
the industry's value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture. To preserve the rela-
tionship between shipments, production and 
value added, these respondents' goods in 
process and finished goods inventories were 
omitted from Table 3 for the years 1975-1977, 
thus marginally understating inventories.
