Cette industrie comprend lea 6tablissements 
dont 1 1 activit4 principale eat is fabrication de 
pain, de gteaux, de pâtisseries et d'autres 
produit8 périssables de boulangerie ou de ptis-
eerie. 

Las hôtels, restaurants et établi8sements 
publics qui fabriquent ces produits pour répondre 

leurs propres beaoins sont classes, aux fins tie 
la Classification des activit€s êconomiques de 
1970, "ttablissements de service" et, en tant que 
teis, ne figurent pas dans is présente publica-
tion. Lea grands magasins at lee magasins a 
succursales multiples qui exploitent des boulan-
geries-ptisseriea et en ecoulent lea produits 
n ' y figurent pas non plus. 

Certains genres d'€tablissements qui s'occu-
pent principalement de fabriquer un seul type tie 
produit, par exemple des beignes prêparés a par-
tir d'un melange achetê, qui les vendent au con-
sommateur our lea lieux mêmes ou A l'extérieur, 
sont consideres comme restaurants et ne figurent 
pas dana Is presente publication.

En 1979, le nombre d'êtablissements a augmenté 
pour s'êtablir A 1,618 contre 1,440 en 1978. 

En 1979, le coOt des matières et fournituree 
utilis4ee par l'industrie des boulangeries a 
continuC d'augmenter pour dêpasser de 18.4 ¼ le 
niveau atteint en 1978. La farine de blfi a 
haussC considOrablement principalement en raison 
de la suppression dee subventions gouvernemen-
tales our le b14 en décembre 1978. 

La sucre granule a luf aussi augmentC et lea 
boulangeries Pont remplacé par lea sucres 11-
quides lorsque c'était possible. Lea tendances 
la hausse obse7v6es dana lea prix du cacao et du 
chocolat ont amené lee boulangeries a utiliser 
davantage de chocolat synthétique. Certaines ont 
de plus diminué leur production de produits en 
chocolat. 

Las coftts de l'Cnergie ont également beaucoup 
prCoccupC lee ëtablissements de cette industrie. 
La valeur totale du combustible et de l'électri-
cite consommés par cea derniera a grimpC tie 9.5 ¼ 
par rapport au chiffre de 1978 ($22.5 millions). 

This industry comprises establishments 
primarily engaged in manufacturing bread, 
cakes, pastries and similar "perishable" 
bakery products. 

Hotels, restaurants and public institu-
tions which bake for their own requirements 
are classified in the 1970 Standard Indus-
trial Classification as service establish-
ments and as such are not included in this 
publication. Chain and department stores 
operating bakeries and merchandising the 
products thereof within their respective 
establishments are not included. 

Some types of establishments primarily 
engaged in making a single kind of product, 
such as doughnuts made from a purchased mix 
and sold for consumption on or off the same 
premises, are deemed to be restaurants and 
are not included. 

Where chain and department stores main-
tain separate accounts for their baking 
operations, the manufacturing is included. 

In 1979 the number of establishments 
increased to 1,618 from 1,440 in 1978. 

In 1979 the cost of materials and sup-
plies used by the baking industry continued 
to increase and reached a level 18.4% higher 
than that in 1978. Wheat flour prices were 
up substantially, mainly as a result of the 
removal of government support of wheat in 
December 1978. 

PriceB of granulated sugar also rose and 
bakeries turned to liquid sugars as an 
alternative where possible. As cocoa and 
chocolate prices trended upward more synthe-
tic chocolate was used. As well, some 
bakers decreased the quantities of chocolate 
products produced. 

Energy costs were also a major concern to 
the industry. The total value of fuel and 
electricity used by the industry rose 9.5% 
over the 1978 value of $22.5 million. 
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These increasing input costs resulted in 
significant increases in the value of bakery 
products shipped by manufacturers In 1979. 
Although quantities of bread shipped de-
creased, the total value of bread shipments 
rose by 13.4% to $517.9 million. Rolls and 
buns showed similar increases. 

The competition in bread markets experi-
enced within the industry in 1978 continued 
in some regions of Canada in 1979 with 
"loss-leadering" practices but were not 
reflected in major production increases. 

Exports of bakery products, mainly to the 
United States increased, to $27.3 million 
from $16.5 million in 1978; however, the 
major increases were in bakery products 
other than bread, rolls and buns. The value 
of imports of bakery products into Canada 
rose only marginally during the year prob-
ably as a result of an exchange rate favour-
ing exports rather than imports. Imports 
from the United States caused some concern 
to the industry in Western Canada. 

Current estimates of the value of ship-
ments of goods of own manufacture for 89 
Industries and 20 industry groups are pub-
lished monthly in Inventories, Shipments and 
Orders in Manufacturing Industries, Cata-
logue 31-001. These estimates are available 
about six weeks after the end of the month 
for which they are collected. Commodity 
detail is not collected by this survey. 

For this industry the 1980 preliminary 
estimate for value of shipments Is $1,241.9 
million. 

Some establishments report value of pur -
chases of material instead of materials 
used. Therefore, Statistics Canada adjusts 
these purchases by the change in raw materi-
als inventories to a value of materials 
used. Prior to 1978, this was done on an 
estimated basis at the individual commodity 
level; It is now done only at the establish-
ment level. 

Some establishments report production 
rather than shipments of goods of own manu-
facture. Prior to 1978, such production 
figures were included without adjustment in 
the industry's value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture. To preserve the rela-
tionship between shipments, production and 
value added, these respondents' goods in 
process and finished goods Inventories were 
omitted from Table 3 for the years 1975- 

La hausse du coftt des entrées a entrainé des 
augmentations importantes de la valeur des pro-
duits de boulangerie livrés par lee fabricants en 
1979. Méme ci les livraisons de pain ont dm1-
nu6, Is valeur totale des livraisons de pain a 
atteint $517.9 millions en hausse de 13.4 7.. Les 
petite pains et brioches ont marqué des gains 
similaires. 

La concurrence observée au sein de cette 
industrie en 1978 sur lee marches du pain s'est 
poursuivie dans certalnes regions du Canada en 
1979, forcant les boulangeries A vendre au prix 
coOtant ou en-dessous male n'entratnant pas 
d'augmentations importantes de la production. 

Les exportatlons de produits de boulangerie, 
surtout vers les Etats-Unis, sont passées de 
$16.5 millions en 1978 A $27.3 millions; toute-
fois, lee plus fortes augmentations reviennent 
aux produits de boulangerie autres que le pain, 
les petits pains et lea brioches. La valeur des 
importations de produits de boulangerie au Canada 
n's que légrement progressé durant l'anne, sans 
doute en raison d'un taux de change favorisant 
les exportations plut6t que les importations. 
Les importations en provenance des Etats-Unis ont 
suscité une certaine inquietude an sein de l'in-
dustrie dana l'Ouest du Canada. 

Les estimations courantes de Is valeur des 
livraisons de produits de propre fabrication des 
89 industries manufacturières et 20 groupes d'in-
dustries du secteur manufacturier paraissent 
chaque mois dana Is publication Stocks, livrai-
song et commandes des industries manufacturIres, 
no 31-001 au catalogue. Lea estimations sortent 
environ six semaines aprs la fin du mole sped-
fié pour Is collecte. Lea donn€es d€taillêes sur 
lee produits ne sont pas recuelilies par cette 
enquéte. 

Las estimations courantes de la valeur des 
livraisons préliminaires pour 1980 totalisent 
$1,241.9 millions. 

Certains établissements déclarent leurs achats 
de matiêres premieres plut8t que Is valeur de 
celles qui ont été utilisées. Aussi, Statistique 
Canada ajuste-t-il ces données en se basant sur 
la variation des stocks de matieres premieres. 
Avant 1978, cette estimation se faisait par 
produit; depuis lors, elle se fait uniquement au 
niveau de l'établissement. 

Quelques établissements déclarent Is valeur de 
leur production plut8t que celle de leurs livrai-
Sons de produits de propre fabrication. Avant 
1978, ces chiffres de production figuratent inté-
gralement dane la valeur des livralsons de pro-
duits de propre fabrication. Pour maintenir le 
rapport entre les livraisons, Ia production et 1 
valeur ajoutée, les données cur lea produits en 
cours et cur lea stocks de produits finis de ces 
établissements ont eté exclues du tableau 3 pour 
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lea annëes 1975-1977, entratnant une lgBre sous-
e8timation dee stocks. Depuis 1978, Statistique 
Canada fait concorder les chiffres de production 
B la valeur des livraisons en utilisant Is varia-
tion nette des stocks. L'ajustement mentionnfi  
n'est pas effectué aux chiffres de production des 
produits individuels mais uniquement au niveau de 
l'&ablisaement. Le tableau 5 de la prsente 
publication fait état d'un facteur d'ajustement 
au niveau de l'industrie qui a pour object de 
rapprocher la production aux livraisons. Par 
cons€quent, le tableau 3 pour 1978 tient compte 
de tous lea stocks déclarês. 

L'anne de recensetnent ne cotneide pas nees-
sairement avec l'année civile pour tous lea ta-
blissements dclarants. Lea enquBts peuvent 
produire une dclaration our la base de l'anne 
financiBre, dont le dernier jour peut se situer 
entre le icr avril de l'anne indique et le 31 
mars de 1'anne suivante, inclusivement. Par 
exemple, Is dclaration du recensement de 1979 
d'un êtablissement donn€ peut viser l'année 
financiBre termine le 30 juin 1979 alors que la 
méme declaration, pour un autre établissement 
dont l'annêe financiBre se termine le 2$ fevrier 
1980, porters our l'annee de recensement de 1979.

1 - s. Beginning with 1978, Statistics Canada 
idjusts such production reports to a ship-
ments basis by the net change in these 
Inventories. This adjustment is not made to 
reported production of individual commodi-
ties but is done only at the establishment 
level. Table 5 of this publication shows an 
industry-level adjustment factor to recon-
cile production to shipments. Accordingly, 
Table 3 for 1978 includes all inventories 
reported. 

The census year is not necessarily coin-
cident with the calendar year for all re-
porting establishments. Respondents may 
report on a fiscal-year basis, the last day 
of which can fall between April 1 of the 
designated year and March 31 of the follow-
ing year, inclusive. For example, one 
establishment may report for its fiscal year 
ending on June 30, 1979; another establish-
ment for its fiscal year ending February 28, 
1980; both reports are included in the 1979 
census year. This makes a direct comparison 
between census-year data and other series, 
such as import-export data (usually aggrega-
ted on a calendar-year basis) subject to 
some qualificatIon.

NOTES EXPLICATIVES 

Data are gathered on detailed question-
naires from all manufacturing establishments 
above minimum shipment sizes (set annually 
for each industry and each province) and all 
manufacturing establishments of muiti-estab-
llshment companies. Other manufacturing 
establishments are surveyed by abbreviated 
"short forms" questionnaires; or their fi-
nancial statements, supplied by them or ob-
tained from administrative records, are 
accepted. Beginning with 1976, administra-
rive records are the principal data source 
for these Small, establishments. 

The main source of new establishments for 
inclusion in the census is applications for 
pay deduction accounts for Income tax pur-
poses. Nonetheless, some owner-operated 
manufacturing businesses without pay deduc-
tion accounts are included also. Since in 
1972 Statistics Canada had to turn to this 
source for detecting new establishments, 
some technical difficulties led to a pro-
gressive undercoverage, mainly in respect of 
small businesses. A project to correct 
undercoverage resulted in the addition of 
some 3,800 establishments to the 1978 Census 
of Manufactures, accounting for 1.7% of the 
value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture. Nevertheless, some undercoverage, 
mostly of small businesses, may persist. 
The census total of employees in the manu-
facturing industries in 1978 was 0.7% below 
the independent estimate of the Labour Divi-
sion of Statistics Canada. However, differ-
ences between the two series must be ex-
pected because the latter is subject to 
sampling variability and because of minor 
differences in approach.

Le Recensement des manufactures est une en-
quête annuelle auprBs des établissements quf 
s'occupent principalement de Is fabrication, de 
mme qu'auprBs de leurs siBges sociaux, bureaux 
de vente et unit6s auxiliaires qui sont classs 
dane les industries manufacturiBres. TJn tahlis-
sement se dëfinit comme la plus petite unit 
d'exploitation en mesure de fournir une gamtne 
dêtermine de statistiques industrielies de base 
(principalement lee donnêes sur l'emplol et lee 
él€ments d'entres et de sorties ncessatres au 
calcul de Is valeur ajoutée de recensement). Aux 
fins du recensenent ii s'aglt, en gnérai, d'une 
usine ou d'une fabrique. 

Lee donnes sont recueilliea par des question-
naires dtaIllés auprBs de tous lea tablisse-
ments manufacturiers dont lee livralsons se 
situent an-deiB du seuil d'exclusion (ce seuil 
vane annuellement pour chaque Industrie et 
chaque province) et auprBs de tous lee tab1isse-
ments manufacturiers des sociéts B étabiiase-
ments multiples. Lee autres €tabliseements manu-
facturiers áont enquêts au moyen de question-
naires abrgs et l'on accepte 6galement leurs 
états financiers qu'ils nous fournissent eux-
mêmes ou que nous obtenons B partir de renseigne-
rents administratifs.

Scope and Coverage of the Cennus 

The Census of Manufactures is an annual 
survey of establishments principally engaged 
in manufacturing, together with associated 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units classified to manufacturing indus-
tries. An establishment is the smallest 
operating unit capable of reporting a sped-
fled range of basic industrial statistics 
(essentially employment data and the ele-
ments of input and output necessary to cal-
culate census value added). In the census, 
It is usually a plant or mill. 
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Each establishment is classified in its 
entirety to the industry of its main activi-
ty, though it may also manufacture products 
characteristic of other industries. Many 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units are included in the establishment 
returns, but others are constituted as 
separate records because they are separately 
located or identifiable as distinct units. 
Head offices are clas8ified to the company's 
main industry; sales offices and auxiliary 
units are treated likewise except when they 
constitute establishments in a non-manufac-
turing industry.

Non comparabilité des données 

Pour certaines données ou certaines statisti-
ques, lea totaux qui comprennent des proportions 
importantes de données obtenues des états finan-
ciers ou des questionnaires abrégés utflisa pour 
lea petite établissements peuvent étre incomplets 
ou non parfattement comparables, par definition, 
avec d'autres totaux. On ne recueille pas lea 
données par produita sur lea entrées et lea 
sorties pour de tels établissements. De plus, 
certaines reserves s'appliquent A cea petits 
établfssements: (1) le coat du combustible et de 
l'électricité et des services achetés eat inclus 
dane le coOt des matièrea et fournitures; (2) lea 
données sur lea employés et les heures-hommes 
soot lmputées A partir des rémunérations; (3) 
toutes lea statistiques principales, sauf celles 
qui prennent en compte lea propriétaires et 
assoclés acttfs, sont classées a l'activité 
manufacturlère; (4) tous lea stocks sont classes 
comme matiares premieres. La premiere reserve a 
pour résultat l'exclusion des services achets 
dana Is valeur ajoutée (salon lea concepts des 
Comptes nationaux), tandia qu'ils soot inclus 
dana lea données des grands €tablissements. 

Non-comparability of Data 

For certain data items or statistics, 
totals which include large proportions of 
data from administrative records or "short 
forms" used for small establishments may be 
incomplete or definitionally not wholly com-
parable with other totals. No commodity 
output or input data are collected for such 
establishments. Certain conventions also 
apply to these small establishments: (1) 
cost of fuel and electricity and purchased 
services are included in cost of materials 
and supplies; (2) employee and nan-hour data 
are imputed from payrolls; (3) all principal 
statistics except for numbers of working 
owners and partners are classified to manu-
facturing activity; (4) all inventories are 
classified as raw materials. The first con-
vention causes purchased services to be ex-
cluded from value added (consistent with 
National Accounts concepts), whereas they 
are included for large establishment data. 



Value of shipments of goods of own sianufac-
ture. Represents the net selling value of 
shipments of goods produced by the reporting 
establishment or made under contract for it 
from its own materials. It excludes dis-
counts, returns, allowances, sales tax, 
excise taxes and duties, returnable contain-
ers, common or contract carriers' charges 
for outward transportation (but not own car-
riers' delivery expenses). It includes 
revenue from repairs and work done on mater-
ials owned by others, transfers to reporting 
units of the same firm, all exports, and the 
book value of own products shipped the first 
time on a rental basis. Included are con-
signment shipments to other countries, but 
domestic consignment shipments are included 
in I nvcntorv nut ii sol d 

Cost of materials and supplies. Represents 
consumption of purchased items at laid-down 
cost, including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. It includes transfers 
from units of the same company and contract 
manufacturing done by others using materials 
owned by the respondent establishment. 

Cost of fuel and electricity. 	Represents 
consumption of purchased items. 	Excludes 
data for small establishments and power gen-
erated by all establishments.

Value added - Manufacturing activity. Mea-
sures the value of net output as calculated 
by shipments of goods of own manufacture 
plus the net change In inventories of goods 
In process and finished goods, less the cost 
of materials, supplies, fuel and electricity 
purchased and used. It includes production 
subsidies, excludes indirect taxes, as 
.ppl cahl u

Activity 
taken into account in non-manufacturing 
value added includes: fixed capital forma-
tion with own work force for own use; rental 
of the firm's own products; cafeteria opera-
tions, etc. it does not include other ren-
tal revenues, dividends and interest re-
ceived. Total activity value added includes 
production subsidies, but excludes indirect 
taxes except property and business taxes. 

Working owners and partners. Include only 
those active in unincorporated businesses. 

Employees. Exclude working owners and part-
ners of unincorporated businesses, which are 
separately tabulated, and outside piece-
workers. Respondents are asked for average 
number employed during the year. Production 
and related workers in manufacturing acti-
vity include those at the establishment en-
gaged in processing, assembling, storing, 
inspecting, handling, packing, maintenance, 
repair, janitorial and watchmen services and 
working foremen. Administrative office and 
other non-manufacturing employees include 
all functions at head offices, sales offices 
and auxiliary units as well as cafeteria 
workers, research personnel, truck drivers, 
etc. 

Salaries and wages. These are compiled be-
fore deductions for income tax and employee-
paid portions of both employee benefits and 
social insurance. They include payments for 
regular work, overtime and paid leave as 
well as bonuses, commissions paid to regular 
employees, severance pay, etc. Withdrawals 
of working owners and partners of unincor-
porated businesses are excluded.
