3. Change in Source of Data for Small Establishments 

Beginning with the 1976 Census, data used for 
small establishments are, with some exceptions, ob-
tained from administrative records of Reven tie Canada, 
as provided for by legislation. These data are strictly 
confidential as regards particulars relating to specific 
individuals or businesses and are used only by Statistics 
Canada to produce aggregations or summary calcu- 
I at ions. 

The definition of "small establishnient" varies 
both by industry and province and is arrived at in 
consultation with provincial authorities with two basic 
criteria in mind: easing the burden of response on small 
establislmnments by exempting them from the Census of 
Manufactures, and mininli/ing the loss of conimodity 
detail collected from large establishments on the 
Census of Manufactures "long" questionnaire. 

4. Value of Production 

Vsers interested in obtaining the value of produc. 
tion ( nianufacturing activity) can do so by adding cost 
of materials and supplies used (manufacturing activity), 
cost of fuel and electricity, and value added (manu-

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Definition of the industry 

Establishments primarily engaged in the manufac-
ture of beer including ale, porter, stout and other malt 
liquors are classified to this industry. 

Developments 

In 1976 this industry had a total of 42 establish-
ments, which was a net decrease of 2 from the 1975 total 
of 44 establishments. The value of production increased 
6.51 from $693.6 million in 1975 to $738.5 million in 
1976. in 1975, the gallonage produced was 472,927,759, 
in 1976 the gallonage increase to 477,593,003 a gain of 
1.02. 

The number of production employees increased from 
6,652 in 1975 to 7,028 in 1976 while the production 
wages increased from $95,576,000 in 1975 to $112,301,000 
in 1976 (+17.5%). These factors caused slight variation 
in production wages/Production and Production waged 
value added in the trends tabulations for 1976. 

In 1976 as shown in Manufacturing Activity value 
of production increased by 6.5% and value added in-
creased by 4.6%.
