Includes the establishments primarily engaged in 
the manufacturing of potable spirits such as whisky, 
brandy, rum and gin; also the estabiighoeots engaged 
in manufacturing ethyl alcohol whether or not the 
alcohol is ultimately used to make potable spirits.

Includes inter-company and 
intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture -, Goods made by 
reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own materials, net of 
discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes and duties, returnable 
containers, common or contract carriers' charges for outward transportation 
(but not of own carriers' delivery expense). Includes repair and custom 
revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, all exports, book value of 
own products shipped on rental basis. Unsold domestic consignment shipments 
are included in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and 
aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and shipbuilding 
and repair, value of production is shown in place of shipments in tablet on 
principal statistics.
