Definition of Industry 

Includes the e.tsbliab.ents primarily engaged in the manufac-
turing of potable spirits such as whisky, brandy, rum and gin; also 
the establishment, engaged in manufacturing ethyl alcohol whether 
or not the alcohol is ultimately used to make potable spirits. Eu-
tabliabments engaged in manufacturing alcohols such as methyl, 
butyl. or iaopropyl are classified to industry No. 378 - Manufac-
turars of Industrial ChemIral.. 

The industrial activity has two distinct operational aspects: 

I. Distillation of spirits which may be placed in bond for maturing 
and thus not sold in the year in which they were produced. In 
addition, non-porebla alcohol may be produced and sold in the 
year in which It was produced. 

2. Purchase of matured beverage spirits for blending and bottling. 
In this process the blended and bottled cooditien are imse-
diacely available for distribution. 

In any analysts of the codities produced or sold, due 
consideration ghould be accorded to the preceding two points and 
also to the volume of activity conducted within the industry. See 
Table 7 for the coodity, volume and value factors. 

Developments 

In 1973 the industry had s total of 31 eeteblishments which 
was a net increase of 2 from the 1972 total of 29 astablishments.
