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PREFACE 

Annual statistics of dairy factories of Canada are issued 
by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics in collaboration with the 
Provincial Departments concerned. The arrangements for co-
operation embrace all the provinces but the procedure varies 
In respect to the collection of returns. For all provinces a 
uniform schedule is printed by the Dominion Bureau; for Prince 
Edward Island, New Brunswick, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, 
Alberta and British Columbia the schedules are distributed 
and the returns collected and revised by the provincial coin-
missioners, the returns being then forwarded to the Bureau for 
compilation, and the resulting statistics used as desired by 
both the Dominion and Provincial Departments. In the case of 
Nova Scotia and Ontario the schedules are distributed and 
the returns collected, revised and compiled by the Dominion 
Bureau, the provincial Department of Agriculture furnishing 
the lists of dairy factories. The Quebec Bureau of Statistics 
collects and compiles the returns and forwards to the 
Dominion Bureau the results of the compilations: the orig-
inal reports of the dairy factories are also placed at the 
disposal of the Dominion Bureau. 

These arrangements ensure uniformity of the dairy sta-
Latics issued by the Dominion and Provincial Governments, 

awl avoid the necessity for duplicate inquiries to factory 

Iii this edition, statistics for Quebec, formerly shown 
:intIe5. have been grouped Into regions in accordance 

a U the Provincial Government's method of publication of 
agricultural statistics. Statistics for the Prairie Provinces 
and for British Columbia, formerly shown by Federal Elec-
toral Districts, are now given by Census Divisions as this 
method will permit of greater comparison with other agri-
cultural statistics. 

The Dairy Products Division of the Dominion Department 
of Agriculture also co-operates, Its officers furnishing advice 
in technical details.

PREFACE 

Les statistiquesannuelles de l'industrie laitiêresont publiees 
par le Bureau federal de la statistique en collaboration avec lea 
ministères provinciaux de l'Agriculture. Les dispositions prises 
en vue de cette collaboration s'etendent a toutes lea provinces. 
mats les methodes de celles-ci different en Ce qui concerne le 
releve des donnees. Le Bureau federal imprime une formule 
uniforme pour toutes les provinces; dans PIle du Prince-Edouard, 
le Nouveau-Brunswick, le Manitoba, la Saskatchewan, l'Alberta 
et la Colombie-Britannique, les formules sont distribuees et lea 
rapports recueillis et revises par les commissaires provinctaux 
de l'industrie laitiere qui les communiquent ensuite au Bureau 
pour analyse. Les statistiques ginsi obtenues sont mises ensuite 
it la disposition des ministères tant federaux que provinciaux.

Le Bureau des statistiques de 
Québec recueille et calcule les chiffres et envoie les resultats 
de ses calculs au Bureau federal; lea originaux des rapports des 
fabriques laitières sont mis aussi it Ia disposition du Bureau 
federal. 

Ces dispositions,tout enassurant l'uniformlte deastatistiques 
laitières publiees par les gouvernements du Dominion et des 
provinces, épargnent aux fabricants ia nécessité de repondre a 
deux questionnaires. 

Afin de se conformer au mode de publication des statistiques 
agricoles du gouvernement provincial, les statistiques du Québec 
sont, dana la présente edition, données par region plutOt que par 
comtê comme auparavant. Lea statistiques des provinces des 
Prairies et de la Colombie-Britannique, qui etaient jusqu'ici 
presentees selon les districts électoraux federaux. sont maintenant 
données par division de recensement. Cette dernlére méthode 
permettra une meilleure comparaison avec les autres statistiques 
agricoles.

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Canadian milk production increased steadily from 10.6 
billion pounds In 1920 to 16.8 billion in 1949 but receded 
slightly to 16.4 billIon in 1950. The two central provinces, 
Ontario and Quebec, form the major producing area, and are 
responsible for GO to 65 per cent of the total Canadian supply. 
It is here that more than 50 per cent of Canada's population 
is concentrated and where the heaviest demand for dairy 
products occurs. Historically. tte central provinces are a 
deficit butter area and a surplus cheese area. Butter Is 
Imported from the Prairie Provinces while the traditional 
overseas market for cheese is in the United Kingdom. It is 
in Ontario and Quebec that practically all of Canada's con-
centrated milk products and a large proportion of the cheese 
art' manufactured. 

The great grain-growing area of the three prairie pro-
vinces produces between 25 and 30 per cent of Canada's 
milk. They manufacture their surplus mainly into butter, 
and export large amounts to the central and coastal pro-
vinces for winter consumption. 

On the other hand, British Columbia and the Maritime 
Provinces I  Import butter and some cheese, from other provinces. 
'lht'y produce about 10 per cent of Canada's milk supply. 

In the period between 1920 and 1950 Canada's population 
nreased from 8.6 to 13.7 million persons. This growth has 

H 'n accompanied by a shift of population from rural to urban 
ritS and has resulted in a growing and changing pattern 

demand for dairy products. Fluid milk consumption has 
ireased greatly, particularly In the last decade, and the 

concentrated milk industry has developed into an important 
phase of dairylng. However, the proportion of the milk supply 
used In the manufacture of cheese has been declining. 

Canada's exports of dairy products consist almost 
entirely of cheese and concentrated milk products, with 
cheese being the major item both in terms of milk equivalent 
and dollar value. In recent years, however, the export va-
lue of concentrated products has approached that of cheese. 
Butter exports have been of relatively minor importance 
but reached the high figure of 26,960.000 lb. in 1927. 
The high peak of imports was attained in 1930, when 
38,606,000 lb. were brought in. On balance, there was a 
surplus of exports amounting to 62,733,000 lb. in the period 
between 1920 and 1950. 

Governmental Assistance to the Industry. Notes on 
subsidies paid and the stabilization program, up to the end of 
(,ctober 1945, are given at page 3 of the 1948 editiOn of this 
report. 

The Department of Agriculture continued paying  a 
premium in 1950, of one cent per pound on all cheddar cheese 
produced in the Dominion scoring 93 points, and two cents 
per pound on cheese scoring 94 points or over. The Department 
of Agriculture has also undertaken during the past few years 
to encourage the amalgamation of small cheese factories into 
larger units, by paying a subsidy of 50 per cent of the cost, 
where two or more cheese factories amalgamate or where they 
Install new cheese processing equipment.

La production laitière au Canada a augmente de faqon 
continue de 10,600 millions de livres en 1920 6, 16,800 millIons 
en 1949, mais elle a baissé legerement en 1950 pour s'étabiir 
16,400 millions de livres. Les deux provinces centrales, l'Ontarlo 
et le Québec, en sont les deux principales regions productrices 
et elles contribuent de 60 & 65 p. 100 de la production. Plus de

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THE DAIRY FACTOIIY INDUSTRY 

The Dairy Products Board undertook to buy cheesq 
from producers in 1950 at 28 cents per pound, basis first 
grade f.a.a. Canadian Seaboazd, to fill the contract with 
the United Kingdom for between 70 and 847 million pounds 
at 25 cents a pound. Only 59.5 million pounds was shipped 
under this contract. The difference between the purchase 
price of 28 cents at which the cheese was bought in 
Canada and the contract price of 25 cents per pound to 
the United Kingdom was made up from funds provided by 
the Canadian Government. This payment was apart from the 
regular premium which was paid and which is referred to in 
the proceeding paragraph. 

The Agricultural Prices Support Board supported the 
price of first grade creamery butter. For the period up to 
April 30, 1950 the support price was 58 cents per pound No. 
I creamery solids, Montreal and from May 1 to April 30, 1951 
the support price was 53 cents per pound. 2  

The Department of Trade and Commerce renders assistance 
chiefly in matters connected with the marketing abroad of 
cheese and butter, the control of imports of dairy products, 
and the publication of statistics. 

Historical Data. Information regarding the production of 
milk on Canadian farms was collected for the first time in 
1911 (covering production in the year 1910), but an estimate 
had been made for 1900 which placed production in that year 
at 6,8et,834,000 pounds. In 1910 (census) the production 
of milk amounted to 9,806,741,348 pounds, in 1920 (census) 
to 10,976,235,351 pounds, in 1930 (census) to 12,854,323,094 
pounds and in 1940 (census) 15,648,785, 1157 pounds, an 
increase since the beginning of the century of 128 per cent. 
The production of milk in Canada in 190 is estimated at 
16,436,988.000 pounds (preliminary figure). 

The statistics in this report relate in the main to the 
production of dairy factories, although commodity tables 
showing the production of such items as the total production 
of butter, including that made on the farm, and the total 
cheese production, also including farm made cheese, are 
included as a matter of information. The estimates of these 
farm-made products are compiled by the Agriculture Division. 
of the D.B.S. In regard to Dairy butter, the Census of 1941 
shows a production of 81,701.486 pounds in 1940 and of 
808,034 pounds of home-made cheese, these quantities 
representing respectively 24 per cent and 0.6 per cent of 
the totals. The estimate of the Agriculture Division for 
1950 indicates a production of 46,897,000 pounds of dairy 
butter. No estimate of farm-made cheese production was 
made for 1949 or 1950. 

Complete statistics of the production of dairy factories 
date from 1900, when the total value of the products was 
$29,731,922. In 1917, the year when the collection of an-
nual returns of dairy factories was commenced, the value 
of output was $93,879,326, while in 1950, the latest year 
for which statistics are available, the value had mounted 
to $385,735,787, a drop of 12 per cent from the high point 
reached in 1948. 

The per capita consumption of butter in Canada In 1950 
is estimated at 23.53 pounds and the consumption of,factory 
cheese at 4.62 pounds. 

Tll} PtlRY FACTOIIY INDUSTRI 
Production and Trade in 1950 

The total value of the production of bitter and cheese 
factories and condenseries in 1950 was $385,735,787, a 
decrease of 5.9 per cent from the 1949 figure. The quantity 
of creamery butter produced was lower by 7 per cent and the 
value by 13 per cent in comparison with the production in 
1949. Cheddar cheese production was also lower by 16 per 
cent in volume and 21 per cent in value. On the other hand, 
concentrated milk production was appreciably higher than 
in 1949, products made from whole milk being 7 per cent 
in volume and 5 per cent in value over those of the prece-
ding year while the concentrated milk by-products increased 
by 3 per cent in volume and 12 per cent in value. The value 
of miscellaneous products, which includes the sale of milk, 
increased by 0.8 per cent.

Butter. Creamery butter remains the main product of the 
Industry, 261,464,002 lb. being made In 1950, a decrease of 7 
per cent from the 279.802,815 lb. produced in 1949. The 1950 
value was $144.360.955, a decrease of 13 per cent from the 
$164,989.162 shown In 1949. 

Cheese. The make of cheddar cheese was recorded at 
97,654,098 lb., a aecrease of 16 per celit from the 116,915,010 
lb. reported for 1949. The 1950 value was $27,979,505, a drop 
of 21 per cent from that of the prevIous year. 

Concentrated Milk Products. These commodities are 
divided into two main classes - whole-milk products and by-
products such as condensed, evaporated and powdered skimme'd 
milk and butter-milk, casein, etc. Together these two classes 
rrported 378,671,807 lb. of various products valued at 
$47.076,784,anincreaseof 6 per cent in volume and of slightly 
more than that in value over 1949. The comparison, however, 
is somewhat invalidated by the inclusion of three items 
l(rnnerly classified in the miscellaneous products group under 
"Sundry". The production of condensed whole milk and of 
skim-milk powder was below that of 1949 but most other 
items showed increases. 

Miscellaneous Products. Ice cream is the most Important 
of the miscellaneous manufactured products. Ice cream and 
ice cream mix were valued at $25,750,269 In 1950, both items 
recording slight decreases in volume and value as compared 
with 1949. 

Fluid sales of milk and cream amounted to $128,884,982 
in 1950. This does not include sales by pasteurizing plants 
that are not classified as manufacturers, but which confine 
themselves to the pasteurization and delivery of milk and 
'roani. 

Foreign Trade. Butter is not an important Item among 
'anadian exports. In 1950, the quantity exported amounted to 
sly 1,629.000 lb. Three countries accounted for 78 per cent 

'F the exports, (lent any taking 33 per cent, Venezuela 29 per 
'nt and Cuba 16 per cent. Most of the remaIning 22 per cent 

,n'flt to the 3ritish West Indian islands. 
Ira.ports of butter are usually unimportant, amounting to 

only 5,849 lb. in 1950. The scarcity of the domestic article 
in 1947. 1948 and 1949 resulted in Importations of 5.119,000 
lb., 14,395,000 lb. and 1,123,000 lb. respectively. 

Cheese continued to be an important item of export. 
in 1950, exports amounted to 63,110,000 lb., an Increase 
of 20 per cent over the 52,695,000 lb. exported in 1949. 
The value was $16,552,000, an increase of less than 2 per 
cent, owing to the lower prices received in the later year. 
The United Kingdom took 91 per cent of the total exports. 
Imports of cheese in 1950 amounted to 10,160,000 lb., of 
which 6,611,000 lb. came from New Zealand. In 1949 the quan-
tity Imported from all countries was only 2.3(.0.000 lb. The 
total value Of cheese imported in 1950 was $3.687,000 as com-
pared with $1,502,000 in 1949. 

Considered as a group, exports of concentrated milk 
products continued to decline. In 1950 exports of condensed 

ilk were 3,878,000 lb. value at $649,000, a decline of 76 
r cent in volume and one of 77 per cent in value In corn-

hanson with the 1949 figures. Cuba. Venezuela and British 
(luiana were the chief markets. Exports of evaporated milk 
mounted to 33,581,000 lb. value at $3,912,000, an Increase 
I 63 per cent in quantity and of 57 per cent in value over 

the previous year. Forty per cent of the exports went to 
I3elgiuni while Peru followed with 9 per cent. Other South 
American countries and the West Indian Islands were the 
chief markets for the remainder. Exports of whole milk 
powder amounted to 9,189,000 lb, valued at $3,569,000 an 
increase of 52 per cent in volume and of 30 per cent in 
value over 1949. The chief countries of destination were 
Vc'nezuela with 18 per cent of the total, while India, Hong 
V ong and Slain each took 8 per cent, followed by Poland 
xlich took 7 per cent. Exports of skim milk powder were 
-larply lower at 9.115,000 lb. valued at $1,042,000, showing 
t'creases of 69 per cent and 67 per cent, respectively. The 
V nited States, Israel and Mexico were the main markets. Imports

Produits concentrs du lait. Les articles qui paraissent sous 
cette rubrique se divisent en deux categories principales, les 
pronuits de lait entier et les sous-produits comme le lalt ècrèmè 
et le lait de beurre condenses, évaporés et en poudre.

La fabrication de crème glacèe 
et de mélange pour crème glacèe est èvaluée a $25,750,269 en 
1950, lea deux articles accusant des diminutions en volume et 
en valour sun 1949. 

Lesventesdelaitet de crème fluides atteignent $128,884,982 
en 1950. Elles ne comprennent pas les ventes des établissements 
de pasteurisatlon qui ne sont pas classes comme fabriques mais 
qul se limitent a la pasteurisation et 6. Is livralson du lait et de 
Is crème. 

Commerce avec I'tzanger. Le beurre compte pour peu dans 
les exportations canadiennes et en 1950 la quantité exportée no 
a'élève qu'â 1,629,000 livres. Trols pays ont absorbC 78 p. 100 
de ces exportations, soit l'Allemagne, 33 P. 100, le Vênézuéla, 
29 p. 100 et le Cuba. 16 p. 100. La plus grande partle du reste, 
22 p. 100, eat allêe aux Antilles britanniques. 

Les importations de beurre sont habltuellement trés peu 
considérables et en 1950 elles ne s'élèvent qu'â 5.849 livres. 
Toutefois, pour remédier a la pénunie domestique en 1947, 1948 
et 1949, Il a fallu en Importer 5,119,000, 14,395,000 et 1.123,000 
lIvres respectivement. 

Le fromage continue d'être une denrée importante et régu-
here d'exportatlon. En 1950, les exportations atteignent 63,110,000 
livres, augmentation de 20 p. 100 sun los 52,695,000 llvres ex-
portèes en 1949. La valeur, $16,552,000, ne represente qu'une 
augmentation de moms de 2 p. 100, lea prix du fromage ètant 
moms èleves ces dernières années. Le Royaume-Uni a absorbé 
91 p. 100 des exportations globales. Les importations de fromage 
pour la memo annèe se chiffrent par 10,160,000 llvres, dont 
6,611,000 en provenance de la Nouvelle-ZClande.

Les exportations de produits concentrés du lalt, consldêrès 
comme groupe, continuent de dirninuer.

Les exportations de halt ècrèmé en poudre 
accusent one forte baisse pour s'établlr a 9,115.000 livres d'une 
valeur de $1,042,000, diminutlons respectives de 69 et 67 P. 100. 
Los Etats-Unis, Israel et he Mexique ont étè lea pnincipaux ache-
teurs. Los importations de produits concentrés du lalt soot 
toujours négligeables.

('ONCENTRATED MILK PRODUCTS 

The condensery industry is centred in Ontario, 18 of the 
33 plants being in that province. Quebec reported 10 plants, 
Alberta 2, Nova Scotia, Saskatchewan and British Columbia, 
1 each. A small amount of concentrated milk is manufactured 
in creameries and this is included in Table 8 with the pro-
duct of the condenseries proper. In the general tables of 
this report the condenseries are placed in a separate group, 
as distinct from the butter and cheese factories. 

The figures in Table 8 are not comparable in some 
respects with those published by the Agriculture Division 
of the Bureau, the 1950 statistics of evaporated whole 
milk bulk, whole milk powder roller process and con-
densed buttermilk, for exarrple, being lower than those 
published by the Agriculture Division, which receives 
reports from a few firms making these products outside 
che dairy factory industry. 

PRODUITS CONCENTRES DU LAIT

MISCELLANEOUS PRODUCTS 
The most important miscellaneous products, in point 

of value, are the milk and cream sold. The figures in Table 9 
do not represent the total sales of fluid milk or cream in 
Canada, but only those of firms reporting to the Census of 
Industry as manufacturers. Sales of these products by pasteur-
Izing plants that do not manufacture butter or cheese are not 
Included. Statistics on the total disposition of fluid milk and 
cream may be found In the publications of the Agriculture 
Division of the Bureau. 

Ice cream is the next most important miscellaneous 
product of the dairy factory industry, which makes about 
two-thirds of all the Ice cream made In Canada. However, the 
confectionery and specialized ice cream industries also make 
a good deal of ice cream and statistics of the estimated total 
production of this commodity, prepared by the Agriculture 
Division, have been included at page 37 of this report, 
immediately preceding the statistics of the specialized ice 
cream industry.

The Milk Equivalent of the Total I)eliveries of Milk and 
Cream. The milk equivalent of the quantities of milk and 
butter-fat in cream delivered to the factories during the year 
1950 was 10.763.772,369 lb., compared with 11,303,42,000 
lb. In 1949. In reducing the butter-fat content of the cream 
to milk, the proportion of 3.5 lb. of butter-fat to 100 lb. 
if milk is used. 

The bulk of the milk (including the equivalent in milk 
of the cream) is used in manufacture, but there Is also a con-
siderable quantity supplied to meet the reQuirements of the 
fresh milk and cream trade of the industry. In 1950 the mann-
facture of butter, cheese, concentrated milk and other manu-
factures absorbed 77 per cent of the total milk equivalent of 
the milk and crearr delivered to the factories, while the equi-
valent of the milk and cream sold as such accounts for the 
remaIning 23 per cent. 

Milk. The milk delivered to all factories in 1950 amounted 
to 4.665.785,669 lb., a decrease from the preceding year of 
294,497,7rl lb. or 5.9 per cent. By percentage the total quan-
tity is divided among the various kinds of factories as follows: 
to creameries 48 per cent; to cheese factories 22 per cent; to 
combined butter and cheese factories 7 per cent: and to con-
centrated milk factories 23 per cent.

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MISCELLANEOUS STATISTICS 

Number of Establishments. The advent of better trans-
portation facilities in the rural areas and government aid 
toward the amalgamation of cheese factories have resulted 
in a steady decrease in the number of plants reported each 
year. In 1917, there were 3,418, by 1927 the number had dropped 
below the three-thousand mark and in 1950 the figure had 
dropped to 1,839. 

The number of combined factories reporting showed 
a net decrease of nine. This does not necessarily mean 
that there were fewer plants with facilities for making both 
products but rather that some combined plants found it de-
sirable to concentrate on the making of one or the other 
commodity.

Employment. Employment in the dairy factory industry 
is of a seasonal nature, increasing about April and reaching a 
peak in July or August. Table 18, at page 34, shows employ-
ment by months and Table 20, at page 36, shows the number 
of days that plants were operating. 

Table 19, at page 34, shows employment in 1950 by 
provinces and types of factories while Table 14 below, 
summarizes this information for 1949 and 1950. 'SalarIed 
Employees' includes working proprietors, managers, clerical 
and technical employees, including head-makers and secre-
taries. 'Wage-Earners' comprises assistants, delivery per-
sonnel, journeymen and ordinary labourers. Total employ-
ment In 1950 was 22,563, a decrease of 7 per cent from 
1949.

Individual or co-operative owner-
ship Is still the predominating pattern in the dairy factory 
industry. Of the 1,839 dairy factories reporting in 1950, 
762, or 41 per cent, were owned by individuals or partner-
ships while 752, or 41 per cent were operat.d by some 
form of co-operative association. Quebec leads in the number 
of co-operative plants reporting, with 342 or 51 per cent of 
the C74 incorporated co-operatives and 40, or 51 per cent, of 
the '78 unincorporated co-operatives. Further details are given 
in Table 21, at page 36.

i.,000 gallons, a decrease of 5.6 per cent from the all 
leak reached in 1948. 

Total Ice cream production reported in the table below 
is based on the quantities of liquid ice cream mix manufac-
tured and reported monthly to the Dominion Bureau of Sta-
tistics. There are three classes of ice cream manufacturers 
reporting to the Bureau, (1) specialized ice cream plants, 
(2) creameries and condenseries also engaged in the pro-
duction of Ice cream mix and (3) daIries mainly concerned 
with the pasteurization and distribution of fluid milk and 
cream for direct consumption. 

Statistics of the total production of Ice cream from 1939 
to 1943 are given at Page 45 of the 1948 edition of the Dairy 
l'actories Report. Certain notes on the growth of the industry 
are also inciuded.there: 

The manufacture of ice cream in plants other than dairy 
factories, bakeries and confectionery establishments Is 
classified under the name "Ice Cream Industry". In 1950 there 
were 46 plants reporting, located by provinces as follows: 
Newfoundland, 2: Prince Edward Island, 1: Nova Scotia, 4 
New Brunswick, 1; Quebec, 10; Ontario, 12; Alberta, 1 and 
British Columbia, 15. 

The value of the output of the industry in 1950 was 
$9,067,707, an increase of 2.8 per cent over the 1949 figure. 
The quantity of ice cream produced was 5,050,257 gallons, a 
decrease of 0.5 per cent from the 1949 figure. The average 
price per gallon increased from $1.53 in 1949 to $1.61 in 1950.

THE PROCESS CHEESE INDUSTRY 1950 

The process cheese industry continued to operate at a 
high level in 1950, the total value of production being re-
corded as $22,480,266. While this was a decrease of less 
than 1 per cent, the decline was in the manufacture of egg 
powder, the production of process cheese having increased 
by 6 per cent in volume and by 7 per cent in value. Of the 
total value of production of the industry, process cheese 
accounted for 66 per cent, cream and cottage cheese for 
6 per cent and miscellaneous items, such as sandwich 
spread, salad dressings, egg powder, etc., for the remaining 
28 per cent. 

Process cheese plants reporting in 1950 were located 
as follows: Quebec, 7; Ontario, 9; Manitoba, 2; and Alberta, 
2. 

In addition to the amount of process cheese made in 
the specialized industry there were 1,133,407 lb. valued 
at $422,018 made in the Dairy Factory Industry. 

The cheese is consumed chiefly on the domestic market, 
only a small quantity being exported each year
