Beginning with the 1970 Census, data used for 
small estahhishmcrits are, with some exceptions, ob-
tained from administrative records of Revenue ('anada, 
as provided for by legislation. These data are strictly 
conhdential as regards particulars relating to specific 
individuals or businesses and are used only by Statistics 
Canada to produce aggregations or summary calcu-
lat ions. 

l he detmnitmon of "small establishnien i" varies 
both by industry and province and is arrived at in 
consultation with provincial authorities with two basic 
criteria in mind: easing the burden of response on small 
eslablislirnents by exempting them from the Census of 
Manufactures, and minimiiing the loss of commodity 
detail collected from large establishments on the 
Census of Manufactures "long" questionnaire.

Establishments primarily engaged in pro-
cessing raw milk and cream. Important prod-
ucts of this industry are pasteurized pack-
aged fluid milk and cream; cheese, natural, 
process, paste, spreads and curds; milk or 
cream, condensed, evaporated or powdered; 
creamery butter, butter oil and whey butter; 
ice cream, ice cream mix and ice cream novel-
ties; frozen desserts such as sherbets and 
ices. Establishments that pasteurize and 
package milk are included in this industry 
whether or not they sell the milk at retail. 
Establishments primarily engaged in purchas-
ing packaged milk for resale to consumers are 
classified in Industry 631 - Food Stores. 
Establishments primarily engaged in buying 
milk for resale to processors are classified 
in Industry 614 - Wholesalers of Food. 

evelopments 

In 1976, the industry had 491 establish-
::ents, which was a net decrease of 28 from the 
1 975 total of 519 establishments. The number 
of respondents reporting on "short-form" ques-
tionnaires in this industry decreased from 101 
in 1975 to 76 in 1976. Twenty respondents who 
reported on "short-form" questionnaires in 
1975 reported on detailed questionnaires in 
1976. The value of shipments in 1976, of 
these twenty establishments was $14.2 million.
