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This industry comprises establishments 
primarily engaged in processing raw milk and 
cream. Important products of this industry 
are pasteurized, packaged fluid milk and 
cream; cheese, natural, process, paste, 
spreads and curds; milk or cream, condensed, 
evaporated or powdered; creamery butter, 
butter oil and whey butter; ice cream, ice 
cream mix and ice cream novelties; frozen 
desserts such as sherbets and ices. Estab-
lishments that pasteurize and package milk 
are included in this industry whether or not 
they sell the milk at retail. Establishments 
primarily engaged in purchasing packaged milk 
for resale to consumers are classified in 
Industry 631 - Food Stores. Establishments 
primarily engaged in buying milk for resale 
to processors are classified in Industry 
614 - Wholesalers of Food.

iiufacturing universe resulted in the en-
trance into the industry of 26 existing 
manufacturing operations which had previously 
not been surveyed. Accordingly, much of the 
increase in the number of establishments in 
1978 was directly attributable to the effects 
of the increased coverage program. Principal 
statistics for the 26 firms birthed as a 
result of this program are presented on the 
following page:

In summary, between 1974 and 1978 selected 
ratios in manufacturing activity show the 
following trends: 

Ratios 

Some establishments report purchases of 
material inputs instead of materials used. 
Statistics Canada adjusts these purchases by 
the change in raw material inventories to a 
value of materials used. Prior to 1978, this 
was done on an estimated basis at the individ-
ual commodity level; it is now done only at 
the establishment level. An industry-level 
adjustment factor is shown in footnote 4,

des stocks. Depuis 1978, Statistique Canada fait 
concorder les chiffres de production 1 la valeur 
des livraisons en utilisant la variation nette des 
stocks. L'ajustement mentionné n'est pas effectué 
aux chiffres de production des produits individuels 
mais uniquement au niveau de l'établissement. La 
note 4 au tableau 6 de la présente publication fait 
état d'un facteur d'ajustement au niveau de l'indus-
trie qul a pour objet de rapprocher la production 
aux livraisons.

Les données préliminaires 
pour 1979 totalisent $3,970.0 millions. 

Some establishments report production 
ither than shipments of goods of own manu- 
iture. Prior to 1978, such production fig-
ros were included without adjustment in the 
::Justry ' s value of shipments of goods of own 

manufacture. To preserve the relationship 
between shipments, production and value added, 
these respondents' goods in process and f in-
ished goods inventories were omitted from 
Table 3 for the years 1975-1977, thus margi-
nally understating inventories. Beginning 
with 1978, Statistics Canada adjusts such 
production reports to a shipments basis by 
the net change in these inventories. This 
adjustment is not made to reported production 
of individual commodities but is done only 
at the establishment level. Footnote 4, 
Table 6 of this publication shows an industry-
level adjustment factor to reconcile produc-
tion to shipments. Accordingly, Table 3 for 
1978 includes all inventories reported. 

Current estimates of the value of shipments 
of goods of own manufacture for 89 industries 
and 20 industry groups are published monthly 
in Inventories, Shipments and Orders in Manu-
facturing Industries, Catalogue 31-001. These 
estimates are available about six weeks after 
the end of the month for which they are col- 
cted. Commodity detail is not collected by 
is survey.

Increase in Effective Coverage 

Establishment counts for 1978 show substan-
tial increases over 1977 figures for many in-
dustries, reflecting more complete coverage. 
There are also increases in the numbers of 
working owners and partners for some indus-
tries. The larger number of establishments 
covered this year results from a special 
project to identify establishments which had 
been unintentionally omitted in years prior 
to 1977. In practice most of the establish-
ments birthed for 1978 as a result of this 
project proved to be small relative to known 
manufacturing establishments. Consequently, 
for most industries, these additional births 
::ve had little effect on principal statistics 
ther than establishment counts. For further

Couverture étendue du recensement 

Les chiffres des établissements pour 1978 
indiquent une hausse notable sur 1977 pour nombre 
d'industries, ce qui rëvle une couverture plus 
complte. Le nombre de propriétaires et d'associés 
actifs a ëgalement augmentë dams certaines indus-
tries. Le grand nombre d'établissements pris en 
compte cette année est attrlbuable 1 un projet spé-
cial dans le but d'identifier ceux qui avaient 
été involontairement omis avant 1977. En fait, Ia 
plupart des creations recensées en 1978 1 la suite 
de ce projet se sont revelees 9tre des entreprises 
trop petites par rapport 	la taille des manufac- 
tures connues. Par consequent, dans la plupart des 
cas, ces creations supplémentaires 	eu qu'un 
effet ndgligeable sur les statistiques principales, 
mis 	part les chiffres des établissements. Pour 
de plus amples renseignements au sujet des réper-
cussions sur cette industrie, veuillez vous repor-
ter A l'introduction de la,présente publication. 

Small Establishment Data 

Please refer to itExplanatory  Notes - Small 
Establishments" for effects on the data of 
special definitions used for small establish-
ments, such as the inclusion of the cost of 
fuel and electricity for small establishments 
in the statistics on the cost of materials 
and supplies used. These differences are the 
result of efforts to reduce the response bur-
den on small establishments by simplifying 
the data collected for such units. Such ef-
forts include an abbreviated questionnaire 
introduced in the 1970 Census and designed 
to match as closely as possible the financial 
records of such units, followed by the use of 
data from administrative records instead of 
questionnaires for most small establishments, 
beginning with the 1976 Census.

The smallest unit capable of reporting cer-
tain specified input and output data; usually 
a plant or mill. Principal statistics of an 
establishment active in more than one munic-
ipality are prorated to "quasi-establishment" 
locations, treated as establishments in com-
pilations. For an explanation of recent 
changes in coverage please refer to "Notes to 
Users - Increase in Effective Coverage". 

Reporting Period 

Any fiscal year ending not earlier than 
April 1 of the reference year or later than 
March 31 the following year. 

'at of Materials and Supplies 

Generally, consumption of purchased items 
;lly at laid-down cost including transporta-

LiOfl and handling charges, duties, etc. In-
cludes transfers between units of the same 
company and work done on contract by others. 
At the manufacturing activity level, this 
item represents purchased items used in manu-
facturing operations. 

Cost of Fuel and Electricity 

Consumption of purchased fuel and electric-
ity only, at laid-down cost including trans-
portation and handling charges, duties, etc. 
Applies to large establishments only (see

Manufacturing activity. Value of shipments 
of goods of own manufacture plus net change 
in inventory of goods in process and finished 
goods, less cost of materials and supplies 
used, fuel and electricity. 

Total activity. Consists of (1) value added, 
manufacturing activity and (2) value added 1  
non-manufacturing activity. The latter is 
calculated by subtracting relevant commodity 
inputs from non-manufacturing revenue or out-
puts: these commodity inputs are net of the 
change in inventories of goods purchased for 
resale. Non-manufacturing revenues include 
depreciable fixed assets produced by own work 
force for own use, revenue from product 
rentals, etc., but exclude non-operating 
revenue such as real property rentals, 
dividends, interest.
