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This industry comprises establishments 
primarily engaged in processing raw milk 
and cream. Important products of this 
industry are pasteurized, packaged fluid 
milk and cream; cheese, natural, process, 
paste, spreads and curds; milk or cream, 
condensed, evaporated or powdered; creamery 
butter, butter oil and whey butter; ice 
cream, ice cream mix and ice cream novel-
ties; frozen desserts such as sherbets and 
ices. Establishments that pasteurize and 
package milk are included in this industry 
whether or not they sell the milk at 
retail. Establishments primarily engaged 
in purchasing packaged milk for resale 
to consumers are classified in Industry 
631 - Food Stores. Establishments primarily 
engaged in buying milk for resale to proces-
sors are classified in Industry 614 - Wh1e- 

In 1980 the number of establishments 
decreased to 456 from 472 in 1979. This 
represents a substantial decrease from the 
880 manufacturing establishments in Canada 
in 1970. 

In summary, between 1976 and 1980 selec-
ted ratios for Text Table I in manufacturing 
activity show the following trends.

Some establishments report data on the 
production rather than shipments of goods 
of own manufacture. Prior to 1978, such 
production figures were included without 
adjustment in the industry's value of ship-
ments of goods of own manufacture. To 
preserve the relationship between shipments, 
production and value added, these respon-
dents' goods in process and finished goods 
inventories were omitted from Table 3 for 
the years 1975-77, thus marginally under-
stating inventories. 8eginning with 1978, 
Statistics Canada adjusts such production 
reports to a shipments basis by the amount 
of the change during the reporting period 
in the value of such inventories. This 
adjustment is not made to data reported on 
individual commodities but is done only at 
the establishment level. 

The Census year is not necessarily coin-
cident with the calendar year for all re-
porting establishments. Respondents may 
report on a fiscal-year basis, the last day 
of which can fall between April 1 of the 
designated year and March 31 of the follow-
ing year, inclusive. For example, one 
establishment may report for its fiscal year 
ending on June 30, 1980; another establish-
ment for its fiscal year ending February 28, 
1981; both reports are included in the 1980 
census year. This makes a direct comparison 
betweeen Census year data and other series, 
such as import-export data, (usually aggre-
gated on a calendar year basis) subject to 
some qualification.

Data are gathered on detailed question-
naires from all manufacturing establishments 
above minimum shipment sizes (set annually 
for each Industry and each province) and all 
manufacturing establishments of multt-estab-
lishment companies. Other manufacturing 
establishments are surveyed by abbreviated 
"short forms" questionnaires; or their fi-
nancial statements, supplied by them or ob-
tained from administrative records, are 
ccepted. Beginning with 1976, administra- 
ve records are the principal data source 

The main source of new establishments for 
inclusion In the census is applications for 
pay deduction accounts for income tax pur-
poses. Nonetheless, some owner-operated 
manufacturing businesses without pay deduc-
tion accounts are included also. Since in 
1972 Statistics Canada had to turn to this 
source for detecting new establishments, 
some technical difficulties led to a pro-
gressive undercoverage, mainly in respect of 
small businesses. A project to correct 
undercoverage resulted in the addition of 
some 3,800 establishments to the 1978 Census 
of Manufactures, accounting for 1.7% of the 
value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture. Nevertheless, some undercoverage, 
mostly of small businesses, may persist. 
The census total of employees in the manu-
facturing industries in 1978 was 0.7% below 
the independent estimate of the Labour Divi-
sion of Statistics Canada. However, differ-
ences between the two series must be ex-
pected because the latter is subject to 
sampling variability and because of minor

Scope and Coverdge of the Census 

The Census of Manufactures is an annual 
survey of establishments principally engaged 
In manufacturing, together with associated 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units classified to manufacturing indus-
tries. An establishment is the smallest 
operating unit capable of reporting a sped-
fled range of basic industrial statistics 
(essentially employment data and the ele-
ments of Input and output necessary to cal-
culate census value added). In the census, 
it is usually a plant or mill.

Suppression du tableau sur le combustible et

Each establishment is classified in its 
entirety to the industry of its main activi-
ty, though it may also manufacture products 
characteristic of other industries. Many 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units are included in the establishment 
returns, but others are constituted as 
separate records because they are separately 
located or identifiable as distinct units. 
Head offices are classified to the company's 
main industry; sales offices and auxiliary 
units are treated likewise except when they 
constitute establishments in a non-manufac-
turing industry. 

Data are accepted for any fiscal year 
ending not earlier than April 1 of the re-
ference year nor later than March 31 of the 
following year. Identification of new es-
tablishments usually ceases June 1 of the 
reference year. 

Deletion of the Fuel and Electricity Table 

Detailed commodity data on 'Purchased 
Fuel and Electricity Used" (previously Table 
4) have been deleted from this publication 
but will continue to be available by indus-
try in Consumption of Purchased Fuel and 
Electricity by the Manufacturing, Mining, 
Logging and Electric Power Industries, Cata-
logue 57-208. 

Non-comparabilité des données

Non-comparability of Data 

For certain data items or statistics, 
totals which include large proportions of 
data from administrative records or "short 
forms" used for small establishments may be 
incomplete or definitionally not wholly com-
parable with other totals. No commodity 
output or input data are collected for such 
establishments. Certain conventions also 
apply to these small establishments: (1) 
cost of fuel and electricity and purchased 
services are included in cost of materials 
and supplies; (2) employee and man-hour data 
are imputed from payrolls; (3) all principal 
statistics except for numbers of working 
owners and partners are classified to manu-
facturing activity; (4) all inventories are 
classified as raw materials. The first con-
vention causes purchased services to be ec-
cluded from value added (consistent with 
National Accounts concepts), whereas they 
are included for large establishment data.

Value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture. Represents the net selling value of 
shipments of goods produced by the reporting 
establishment or made under contract for it 
from its own materials. It excludes dis-
counts, returns, allowances, sales tax, 
excise taxes and duties, returnable contain-
ers, common or contract carrters' charges 
for outward transportation (but not own car-
riers' delivery expenses). It includes reve-
nue from repairs and work done on materials 
owned by others, transfers to reporting 
units of the same firm, all exports, and the 
book value of own products shipped the first 
time on a rental basis.
