2. In order to expedite the release of such basic statistics as 
materials and supplies used, and shipments of goods of own 
manufacture, the following tables have been omitted from this 
report: 
(a) Principal statistics classified by manufacturing value added. 

by total value added, and by type of organization, last 
published in the 1966 report as Tables 3, 4 and 6, 
respectively. 

(b) Principal statistics classified by shipments of goods of own 
manufacture and by total employed, last published in the 
1967 report as Tables 2 and 3, respectively. 

Most of the above tables are available on request, however, 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division. 
Similarly, the list of establishments classified to the industry, 
omitted from this report in the interests of both timeliness and 
economy, is available on request. In the case of an extensive 
request involving a large number of industries, it may be neces-
sary to levy a charge. 

3. Users interested in obtaining the value of production (manufac-
turing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials and 
supplies used (manufacturing activity), cost of fuel and 
electricity, and value added (manufacturing activity). The 
resulting statistic is equivalent in concept to "gross output" 
shown in Table 7 of the 1966 report.

This industry covers those eat.bitsh-
sante primarily engaged in manufacturing 
candies, chocolates, cocoa products, chasing 
gun and other confectionery such as salted 
nuts and popcorn. 

One hundred and forty-seven establish-
ments manufacturing in Canada were claeaif ied 
to this industry in 1969. These establish-
ments shipped goods of their own manufacture 
to a value of 5229,111,000 during the year 
as coarsd to $221 ,499.000 shipped by the 
155 establishments clsastf Led to this in-
dustry in 1968. 

While 13 establishments were classified 
to this industry in British Colombia and the 
data for Britt,h Col,ia are not, in them-
selves confidential, nevertheless the Bureau 
has had to suppress theee data in order to 
avoid residual disclosure of the data re-
ported for Nova Scotia and New Brunswick 
sd,ers the 8 estabiish.ents reporting to this 
industry are dooinated by two.
