This industry includes establishments pri-
manly engaged in manufacturing yarns and 
broad woven goods of natural silk. It also 
includes establishments engaged in the 
extrusion of synthetic textile filaments. 

The production of textile filament 
yarns in 1966 was 87,600,663 pounds compared 
to the figure of 118,940,335 pounds in 1965.
