INTRODUCTION 

This publication includes data on the 
Man-made Fibre, Yarn and Cloth illa (SIC 
183), as well as on the two 	pnnents of 
that industry, Fibre and Filanent Yirit 

faccurers (sic 1831) and Throwseors, Spun 
Yarn, and Cloth MiLls (SIC 1832). 

For SIC 183, principal statistics are 
presented on a provincial and Canada level 
in Table I. For SIC 1831 and SIC 1832 all 
standard tnbies are presented. please refer 
to the Table of contents for a complete 
listing. 

mills. This Industry is defined as those 
establIshments pruiariIy engaged in nanufac-
turing man-made textile fibres (including 
glass), yarns, thrnda and broadwoven goods. 
This industry includes establishments en-
gaged in the extrusion of nan-made textile 
filaments from purchased resins. 

After several Yeats of declining employ-
ment, during which total employment dropped 
from 23,094. in 1973 to 16,672 in 1978, 
employment levels have begun to rise again, 
to 17,713 in 1979. 

The value, of ahtpments of goods of own 
manufacture increased from $983,425,000 in 
1978 to $1,212,796,000 in .1979. 

Direct comparison of import and export 
statistics with shipments data reported for 
commodities of domestic manufacture is not 
always possible. The Industrial Commodity 
Classification (ICC) used for manufactured 
products, and the Canadian International 
Trade Classification (CLTC) are, however, 
reconcilable, and the reader should request 
this concordance for the commodities of 
interest to him from the Textile and Cloth-
ing Unit of the Manufacturing and Primary 
Industries Division in Ottawa (see Note). 

An analysis of the apparent Canadian 
market for the major products of this indus-
try was made by adding the value of ship-
ments of goods of own manufacture of the 
industry to the import values, and deducting 
the value of exports. The 1978 figure of 
$1,388,189,000 jumped very significantly to

The Textile and Clothing sector has been 
examined by the Textile and Clothing 
board. (1) They conclude that despite the 
efforts of the world trading community dur-
ing the last 20 years, and notwithstanding 
various multilateral arrangements governing 
international trade in textiles, no effec-
tive lasting solution has been found. 
Canada remains, as demonstrated by the ris-
ing market share held by imports, a rela-
tively open market for imports. 

Principal statistics are presented in 
Text Table I for the "Yarn and Cloth 
Mills"(2) highlighting the overall, trends 
for these primary textile industries. Total 
activity value added for the Man-made Fibre, 
Yarn and Cloth Mills rose from $416,209,000 
in 1978 to $527,838,000, a 26.8% increase. 
This compares to the Cotton Yarn and Cloth 
t4ills,(3) where total value added increased 
from $156,406,000 in 1978 to $229,160,000 in 
1979 a 46.5% increase, and to Wool Yarn and 
Cloth Mills(4) where total value added 
increased from $99,012,000 in 1978 to 
$118,002,000 in 1979, a 19.2% increase. 

SIC 1831 - Fibre and filament yarn manufac-
turers. This industry comprises those estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
man-made textile fibres (including glass) 
and the extrusion of man-made textile fila-
ment yarns. 

Establishments in this industry use cel-
lulose, glass, synthetic resins, and chemi-
cals that are synthesized into resins. Those 
materials are extruded into fibres using 
wet, dry or melt spinning processes.

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The difference in wages in this industry 
and the textile products group in general is 
due in some measure to the higher technolo-
gies involved in the manufacturing process, 
in this industry. As a measure of this, 
manufacturing value added per production 
employee was $56,083 in 1979 as contrasted 
to $29,656 per manufacturing employee for 
the other industries in the Yarn and Cloth 
Mills. (5) 

Fuel and electricity costs rose from 
$21,897,000 in 1978 to $24,660,000 in 1979. 
Natural 	gas 	($9,699 p000), 	electricity 
($8,315,000) and heavy fuel oil ($6,500,000) 
accounted for the bulk of energy costs. 

The total cost of materials and supplies 
used rose from $214,007,000 in 1978 to 
$256,830,000 in 1979. 

The single largest item, chemicals, 
increased from $99,845,000 in 1978 to 
$138,703,000 in 1979. This one category 
includes chemicals of various types, those 
that are converted to resins, those used in 
a bath for wet spinning, solvents used for 
dissolving resin solids, and other iniscella-
000us chemicals used by this industry. 

sic 1832 - Throwsters, spun yarn and cloth 
mills. The industry comprises those estab-
lishments primarily engaged in throwing and 
spinning man-made yarn, and in weaving fab-
rics composed wholly or chiefly of nan-made 
fibre yarns. 

• Throwing yarn, the twisting and texturing 
of fibres, has been a separate step in yarn 
manufacture; there is an increasing trend 
For fibre producers (SIC 1831) to integrate 
this step into the fiber spinning process. 

The number of establishments classified 
to this industry rose from 77 in 1918 to 79 
in 1979. 

The value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture and amount received for work 
done rose from $557,020,000 in 1978 to 
$701,688,000 in 1979. Spun yarns, filament 
yarns, tire fabrics and broadwoven fabries 
continued to be thç main products of this 
industry (see Table 11 for details). 

It should be noted that statistics on 
shipments and revenue are potentially dupli-
cative; that is, the value of what one

The total coat of fuel and electricity 
used increased from $12,859,000 in 1978 to 
$15,963,000 in 1979. This 24. It increase is 
due to both increased unit prices and to 
increased usage of the major energy sources. 

Total cost of raw materials purchased and 
other manufacturing Inputs used, rose from 
$326,263,000 in 1978 to $417,035,000 in 1979 
(27.82). The ratio of value of raw materi-
als used, to value of production, remained 

P  relatively unchanged - 51.9% in 1978 and 
52.9% in 1979. 

Materials and supplies used by this 
industry include raw fibres, both nan-made 
and natural,and yarns of all types. 

In order to provide more detailed infor-
mation on the actual composition of certain 
yarns and fabrics, particularly those com-
prising wool or Cotton fibres and yarns some 
changes in commodity classifications were 
made for the 1978 Census year. These 
changes have affected the comparability of 
certain data in Tables 10 and 11. Requests 
for more detailed information should be sent 
to the address found in the 'Nate" immedi-
ately preceding the iadustry summary. 

Yarns and fabrics are identified by the 
major component, by weight, of the product. 
A wool yarn or fabric, for example, has wool 
as its largest single component. Within 
tht8 general context, the following terms 
apply; 

Denotes that the specified item com-
prises 95% or more by weight of the product, 
e.g., " UtO' Cotton or 'pure" wool.

The main source of new establishments for 
inclusion in the census is applications for 
pay deduction accounts for income tax pur-
poses. Nonetheless, some owner"'operated 
manufacturing businesses without pay deduc-
tion accounts are included also. Since in 
1972 Statistics Canada had to turn to this 
source for detecting new establishments, 
some technical difficulties led to a pro-
gressive undercoverago, mainly in respect of 
small businesses. A project to correct 
undercoverage resulted in the addition of 
some 3,800 establishments to the 1978 Census 
of Manufactures, accounting for 1,72 of the 
value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture. Nevertheless, some undercoverage, 
mostly of small businesses, may persist. 
The census total of employees in the manu-
facturing industries in 1978 was 0.72 below 
the independent estimate of the Labour Divi-
sion of Statistics Canada. However, differ-
ences between the two series must be ex-
pected because the latter is subject to 
sampling variability and because of minor 
differences in approach.

Scope and Coverage of the Census 

The Census of Manufactures Is an annual 
survey of eatabUshments principally engaged 
in manufacturing, together with associated 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units classified to manufacturing indus-
tries. An establishment is the smallest 
operating unit capable of reporting a speci-
fied range of basic industrial statistics 
(essentially employment data and the ele-
ments of input and output necessary to cal-
culate census value added). In the census, 
it Is usually a plant or mill. 

Data are gathered on detailed question-
naires from all manufacturing establishments 
above minimum shipment sizes (set annually 
for each industry and each province) and all 
manufacturing establishments of multi-estab-
lishment companies. Other manufacturing 
establishments are surveyed by abbreviated 
"short forms" questionnaires; or their fi-
nancial statements, supplied by them or ob-
tained from administrative records, are 
accepted. Beginning with 1976, administra-
tive records are the principal data source 
for these small establIshments.

Each establishment is classified in its 
entirety to the industry of its main activi-
ty, though it may also manufacture products 
characteristic of other industries. Many 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units are included in the establishment 
returns, but others are constituted as 
separate records because they are separately 
located or identifiable as distinct units. 
Head offices are classified to the company's 
main industry; sales offices and auxiliary 
units are treated likewise except when they 
constitute as tblinhments in a non-manufac-
turing Industry. 

Data are accepted for any fiscal year 
ending not earlier thin April 1 of the re-
ference year nor later than March 31 of the 
following year. Identification of new es-
tablishments usually ceases June 1 of the 
reference year. 

Deletion of the Fuel and ElectricIty Table 

Detailed commodity data on "Purchased 
Fuel and Electricity Used" (previously Table 
4) have been deleted from this publication 
but will continue to be available by indus-
try in Consumption of Purchased Fuel and 
Electricity by the Manufactt.iring, Mining, 
Logging and Electric Power Industries, Cata-
logue 57-208. 

Non-comparability of Data 

For certain data items or statistics, 
totals which include large proportions of 
data from administrative records or "short 
forms" used for snail establishments may be 
incomplete or definitionally not wholly con-
parable with other totals. No commodity 
output or input data are collected for such 
establishments. Certain conventions also 
apply to these small establishments: (1) 
cost of fuel and electricity and purchased 
services are included in cost of materials 
and supplies; (2) employee and man-hour data 
are imputed from payrolls; (3) all principal 
statistics except for numbers of working 
owners and partners are classified to manu-
facturing activity; (4) all inventories are 
classified as raw materials. The first con-
vention causes purchased services to be cx-
eluded from value added (consistent with 
National Accounts concepts), whereas they 
are included for large establishment data.

Included are con-
signment shipments to other countries, but 
domestic consignment shipments are included 
is inventory until, sold.

Cost of materials and supplies. Represents 
consumption of purchased items at laid-down 
coOt, including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. It includes transfers 
from units of the same company and contract 
manufacturing done by others using materials 
owned by the respondent establishment.

Activity 
taken into account in non-manufacturing 
value added includes: fixed capital forma-
tion with own work force for own use; rental 
of the firm's own products; cafeteria Opera-
tions, etc. It does not inctude other ren-
tal revenues, dividends and interest re-
ceived. Total activity value added includes 
production subsidies, but excludes indirect 
taxes except property and business taxes. 

Working owners and partners. Include only 
those active in unincorporated businesses. 

Employees. Exclude working owners and part-
ners of unincorporated businesses, which are 
separately tabulated, and outside piece-
workers. Respondents are asked for average 
number employed during the year. Production 
and related workers in manufacturing acti-
vity &nclude those at the establishment en-
gaged in processing, assembling, storing, 
inspecting, handling, packing, maintenance, 
repair, janitorial and watchmen services and 
working foremen. Administrative office and 
other non-manufacturing employees include 
all functions at head offices, sales offices 
and auxiliary units as well as cafeteria 
workers, research personnel, truck drivers, 
etc. 

Salaries and wag. These are compiled be-
fore deductions for income tax and employee-
paid portions of both employee benefits and 
social insuramcC. They include payments for 
regular work, overtime and paid leave as 
well as bonuses, commissions paid to regular 
employees, severance pay, etc. Withdrawals 
of working owners and partners of unincor-
porated businesses are excluded.
