The amount of capital employed in the industry during 199 is chown by kinds and
provinces in Table 3. TFixed capital which.includes, land, buildings, machinery and 3
tools fell from $5, 751,606 in 1924 to $5,631,945 in 1925, a decrease of $119,661 or 2.0 °
per cent, Working capital which includes meterials, supplies and stocks on hand .
together with cash, trading end operating accounts, etc. increased during that period y
from $15,723,264 to $16,073,011, an increase of $349,747 or 2.2 per cent. Percentages
of the total capital investment by provinces according to rank were as follaws:- .

Statistics relating to employment will be found in Tables4, and.- 6. Table 4
shows the number of persons employed by classes, sex and remuneration as well as by
provinces, = Compared with 1924 there was a decrease in employment of 26 in the
salaried class, an increase of 410 in the wage earning class, and an incréase of 1
in the number of outside piece workers, Salaries decreased by $96, 348, wages paid
increased by $324,287, whilst the amount paid to outside piece workers decreased by
$309.70. The average salary per employee.irrespective of sex was approximatel . $2,011
in 1924 whilst in 1925 it had fallen to $1;919 or a decrease of a little over 4,5 per
cent, The average wage of all employees fell from about $884 in 1924 to $880 in 1925
or a percentage decrease of 0.4,
