SECTION I. THE COMBINED WOMEN'S AND CHILDREN'S FACTORY CLOTHING INDUSTRIES, 1949

In accordance with the Standard Industrial Classi{fication
edopted in 1949, *‘Children’s factory clothing’’ {8 chenged from
a division of ‘““wWomen’s factory clothing’’ to a separate indus-
try. At the same time the former division known a&s '‘Embroi-
dery,” pleating, hemstitching, etc.”* has been transferred to
“*Miscellaneous textile goods’’.

The present report is divided Into four sections as follows:
(1) Combined women's and children’s factory clothing industries,
(2) women's factory clothing industry, (3) Children's factory
clothing industry and (4) Women's and children’s factory cloth-
ing contractors. The developments in these industries for 1949
will be noted in their respective sections and the list of firms
in each category follows at the end of the separate sections.
The first section provides the overall statistics for the combined
women’s and children’'s factory clothing {ndustries for the last
twWo years.

Combined statistics for the women's and children’s factory
clothing industries are not strictly comparable between 1348 and
1949. The gross value of production rose from $222,814,726 in
1948 to $230,306,214 in 1949 but the 1948 figure inciuded pro-
duction of ‘‘Embroidery, pleating, hemstitching, etc.'’ to the
extent of $4,835,030 which was excluded from the industry in
1943, Table 2, however, indicates the comparison of similar
cowponents of the combined industries over the two years.
women's coats and suits were valued at $5,334,175 more in
1949 than in 1948 but in 1949 women's dresses showed a value

of production of $34,133 less than in 1948, Value of production
of other women's outerwear and underwear advanced by
$4,969,406 over the two years and the value of children's cloth-
ing in 1949 exceeded the previous year by $3,904,742. To-
gether these four groups represented a value of production 6.5
per cent greater in 1943 than in the previous year,

Of the combined industry’soutput of $230,306,214 in 1949
$143,647,146 or 62 per cent was accounted for by Montreal and
$53,273,288 or 23 per cent by Taronto. There were 1,034 estab-
lishments in 1949 of which I was in New Brunswick, 628 in
Quebec, 331 in Ontario, 41 In Manitoba, 3 in Saskatchewan, 7 in
Alberta and 23 {n British Columbia. Employment was given to
84,294 persons who were paid in salaries and wages the sum of
$63,026,588. The cost of materials used was $120,083,104 and
value added by manufacture amoumted to $109,663,073.

Exports of clothing and fumishings showed e drop from
$3,502,588 in 1948 to $1,032,208 in 1949. The éxportation of
artificial slik dresses dropped from $719,288 in 1948 to $117,589
fn 1949 and there were large declines in the exports of cotton
and woollen clothing. Imports over the two years showed an in-
crease from $12,485,656 in 1948 to $14,942,770 in 1949. Knitted
gamments, n.o.p. Increased from $3,215,568 {n 1948 to $3,809,401
in 1949 and imports of lace, embroideries and bobblnet increased
from $3,565,953 {n 1948 to $4,398,526 & year later. For full
details of exports and imports reference should be made to
Tables 4 and 5.

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SECTION II. THE WOMEN'S FACTORY CLOTHING INDUSTRY, 1949

Tl:v women's factory clothing industry in 1349 produced
goods valued at $202,412,558. Ihis figure i{s not comparable
with the $198,825,812 shown in 1948 because firms engaged in
embroidering, hemstitching, etc., have been reclassified to the
miscellaneous textile goods industry in 1943. when this trans-
fer {s taken into account, 1949 production is § per cent in ex-
cess of output in 1948. There was, despite this increased output,
a more selective retai] demand for the products of this industry.
‘This accounted for some price reductions in certain lines al-
though there was still a shortage of quality and novelty fabrics.
Production was also more difficult because of changing habits
of retallers who were placing orders late and requiring early
delivery. Moreover, the industry was influenced by adverse
weather conditions due in particular to a mild December and
January followed by severe spring temperatures.

The women's factory clothing industry in 1949 is com-
posed of five divisions as follows: (1) Women’s coats and suits,
(2) Women's dresses, (3) Skirts, blouses, slacks and jackets,
(4) Other outerwear and (5) Lingerie. Of the $202,412,558 value
of production, $73,906,935 or 36.5 per cent was accounted for
by the division producing dresses and $62,844,923 or 31 per
cent by the division producing coats and suits. The industry
was largely concentrated in Montreal, Toronto and Winnipeg
with $125,411,912 or 62 per cent of gross value of production
in Montreal.

The 890 establishments reporiifg ia ke -amel’s fesory
clothing industry in 1949 gave employumient to 29,138 perseps
and pald out in salaries and wages the sum of $55,424,392, Thes
cost of materials used was $105,156,893. These figures may nat
be directly compared with 1948 but when allowance is made for
the transfer of embroidery and hemstitching, the employment of
the industry is found to be up by 7 per cent, salaries and wages
to be increased by 11 per cent and the cost of materials to be
higher by 6 per cent.

The {ndustry was dominated by 26 establishments, each
with a value of production in excess of $1,000,000 and this
group accounted for $38,261,953 or 19 per cent of total value of
production, Of the 890 establishments in the industry, 479 had
an output between $100,000 and $500,000. There was little
seasonal variation in employment and the monthly employment
of wage-earners varied from a high of 26,108 in March to a low
of 23,379 in July. A large proportion of wage-eamers were fe-
male who numbered 74 per cent of total wage-earners in 1349,

The industry is largely dependent on the Canadian market
with only slightly more than one million dollars worth of ex-
ports in 1949, including children’'s clothing. The chief articles
exported consisted of wool and cotton outer garments. Ihe
chief imports in 1949 comprised miscellaneous knitted garments,
lace and embroideries, wool outer garments and cotton hanker-
chiefs. For full details of exports and imports reference should
be made to Tables 4 and 5.
