As part of a continuing effort to reduce the response burden on 
smaller establishments, the "st,ort form" or abbreviated question-
naire which is mailed to small establiehments was redesigned for the 
1970 Census of Manufactures, two major changes were the replacement 
of the previous request for the cost of materials and oupplies used 
by the expense item, "materials, supplies, services, etc.", and the 
omission at the request for number of employees. the latter are now 
imputed by the bureau from salaries and wages reported as the "short 
form". inclusion of servicss is reported expanses has the effect of 
reducing value added in small establselnta. An the concept Of mate-
rials. awpplieu. services, etc., i,,nlsdes fuel and electricity, it 
is no longer necessary for the bureau to estimate this for "short 
forms" for use in calculating value added; the industry's cent of 
fuel and electricity used, is however, reduced. 

the respondent's value of shiests in the previous year is used as
