In fact, 
in 1974 the average wage per production worker was no ly 
$5,713 which was an Increase of $760 over 1973. In 
spite of this, high labour costs, totalling $47 million 
in 1974. op 10.62 from 1973, are a continuing bsrden 
on this industry. 

The adjusted value of shipments of own manufacture 
and verb done rose 12,71 to $745.7 million in 1974. 
Quantities of wsmen's clothing shipped, howevor, remai-
ned fairly stable in 1974, with suits and slacks. sep-
arate jackets, uniforms and shirts being the only corn-
meditiea to show nudest Increases of between 3 and 182 
in quantities shipped. TIe increase in uhipmustn is 
largely a reflection of increasing prices, although 
product mix changes also contribute. For example, 
although the total of women's coats shipped dropped by 
344.000 coats, the value increased 162 to $98 million. 
partly because leather costs with accelerating high 
prices increased their share of all coats shipped and 
partly because of the inflationary price increase of 
other coats.

is indicative of the general upward trend in the 
thing industries in 1974 (See Women's and Children's 

Clothing Manufacturers, Section 1 and 11 respectively). 
The adjusted value of shipments and work done rose to 
$69.9 million, op 16.71 from 1973. 

Total wages peid increased by $6.1 million, rising 
to $47.9 million in 1974. The average wage rose $4,310 
to $4.864, making workers is this industry among the 
lowest paid manufacturing workers in the clothing 
and textiles sector. 

Historically, the numerical relationship between 
production wages and total gross output have been rela-
tively high and in 1974 stood Si 68.61 down from 69.71 
in 1973. This relationship reveals the basic nature of 
this indautry as being labc,ur intensive.
