3. Change in Source of Data for Small Establishments 

Beginning with the 1976 Census, data used for 
small establishments are, with some exceptions, ob-
tamed from administrative records of Revenue Canada, 
as provided for by legislation. These data are strictly 
confidential as regards particulars relating to specific 
individuals or businesses and are used only by Statistics 
Canada to produce aggregations or summary calcu- 
I at ions. 

The definition of "small establishment" varies 
both by industry and province and is arrived at in 
consultation with provincial authorities with two basic 
criteria in mind: easing the burden of response on small 
establishments by exempting them from the Census of 
Manufactures, and minimizing the loss of commodity 
detail collected from large establishments on the 
Census of Manufactures "long" questionnaire. 

4. Value of Production 

Users interested in obtaining the value of produc-
tion (manufacturing activity) can do so by adding cost 
of materials and supplies used (manufacturing activity), 
cost of fuel and electricity, and value added (manu-
facturing activity).

This industry comprises those establishments pri-
marily engaged in manufacturing suits, coats, dresses, 
skirts, blouses, household apparel, sportswear, under-
wear, lingerie and neckvesr, on their own behalf. This 
industry is separated from the Children's clothing 
Industry on the basis of commonly accepted size group-
ings, the latter industry comprising sizes up to 6-x. 

Women's clothing, knitted of various types of 
yarn are surveyed in the Knitting Mills industry group: 
data for the industry is published in Statistics Canada 
Catalogue 34-215, "Knitting Mills.' 

Changes in the Universe 

The number of reporting establishments decreased 
19, but the number of small(l) establishments in-

reased by 10. This change affects certain data, which 
ill be commented on where relevant. 

:rnployment and Payroll(2 

The total number in the work force increased 
slightly, but this was due to the increase of non-pro-
duction employees of about 200, the decrease in pro-
duction workers of about 50. Total remuneration in-
creased by $24,727,000, of which $16,466,000 was re-
ceived by production workers. 

Cost of materials and Supplies 

Fuel and electricity costs increased despite the 
increase in small establishments which do not supply 
separate data on energy costs. Increases in the cost 
and consumption of electricity account for about 63%, 
natural gas and gasoline for most of the remainder. 
Material inputs increaeed by about $21 million, about 
95% of which was reported by large establishments. 
Amounts paid to outside establishments increased by 
about $10 million, 

Consumption of man-made fibre fabrics increased 
considerably, the cost of knitted fabrics decressed 
slightly. Leather input costs rose somewhat. De-
creased usage and cost of cotton and wool fabrics off-
set to some extant the other increased. 

Manufacturing and Other Outputs 

The value of long coats produced increased about 
20%, that of short coats or jackets wont down by 12%,

Division(3). 

Census Year - The Census year as defined covers 
business activities for fiscal years ending between 
April 1 of the Census year and March 31 of the follow-
ing year. Some of the reported activity will occur in 
the previous calendar year, some in the next. The fol-
lowing table is based on the total value of shipments 
averaged over 12 months.

Changes in the Universe 

The total number of establishments went 
down by 9, of which 5 were small(1) estab-
lishments. The differences in reporting re-
quirements for these "small" establishments 
as compared to the large establishments and 
their possible effect on year-to-year changes 
in various data Is noted where significant. 

Employment and Payroll(2) 

Total employment fell from 6,796 in 1975 
to 6,462 in 1976. Production workers made up 
267 of this group, and the majority were f e-
nnle. Total remuneration rose at the same 
- me by almost $4,000,000. This is entirely 
ttributable to the increase in production 
ies: resulting increase in average hourly 
iges was from $2.96 to $3.41. 

Material and Other Inputs 

Energy costs increased by almost 
$100,000, most of which was for electrical 
power used. Higher unit costs offset any 
savings due to lower usage in other commodi-
ties. 

The quantity and unit cost of woven fa-
brics used went up, but knitted fabrics usage 
eli off considerably. Total material costs 

decreased by about $1.4 million. Payments to 
other establishments for work done, on the 
other hand, rose by more than $2.3 million. 
The overall value of manufacturing inputs rose 
$1 million over 1975.

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Material and Other Outputs 

The value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture and work done for other estab-
lishments went up by $6,437,000. Partly be-
cause of confidentiality restraints at the 
industry level, and danger of residual dis-
closure at the "all industry" level, the year-
to-year commodity output detail may be un-
available. "Products Shipped by Canadian 
Manufacturers, 1976" Statistics Canada Cata-
logue 31-211 (annual) which contains "all-
industry" shipments data for all manufacturing 
industries, may be ordered for $2.80 from Pub-
lications Distribution, Statistics Canada, 
Ottawa, Ontario K1A 0T6. 

General Comments 

For more detailed analysis of the 
clothing industries, the reader is referred 
to the statistics on imports and exports of 
manufactured produced on a monthly and annual 
basis by the External Trade Division of 
Statistics Canada. These are contained in 
"Imports by Commodities", Catalogue 65-007 
"Exports by Commodities", Catalogue 65-004, 
both published monthly: in addition, import 
statistics are published on an annual basis 
using the Canadian Import Trade Classifica-
tion, which presents detail on commodities to 
a 7-digit level, in contrast to the 5-digit 
one used for monthly statistics. 

A table in the same publication demon-
strates the effect of the Census year defini-
tion on the distribution of shipments data 
over the calendar years for which establish-
ments actually reported. 

Because of the industry definitions, 
the contracting costs of the Children's 
Clothing Industry may be included in either 
or both of the two contracting industries. 
Section 3 of this publication presents sta-
tistics on reported contracting costs and 
revenues in the Clothing Industries, including 
the Clothing Contractors, for analytical pur-
poses.

Definition 

This industry comprises those establishments pri-
marily engaged in the manufacture of women's, girls', 
and children's clothing on a 'contract" basis. 

Changes in the Universe 

The number of reporting establishments decreased 
by 24, representing 6 new reporting units and 30 which 
did not report due to cessation of operations, absorp-
tion by other establishments, etc. 

Fuel and Electricit 

Of the net increase in energy costs, which to-
talled $579,000 in 1976 against $536,000 in 1975, gaso-
line accounted for $32,000, electricity for $9,000 of 
the increases. Electricity consumed decreased, however, 
as did light fuel oil: price increases more than offset 
these reductions. 

Cost of Materials and Supplies 

A substantial increase in operating and other sup-
plies, together with an even greater increase in the 
cost of work contracted Out, are the main items of in-
erest here. Significant commodity detail is not pub-
ishable in most cases, and in any case consists gener-
lly of incidental materials such as buttons, zippers, 
hread, etc. The high percentage of service revenue 

decreases the significance of any ratio analysis. 

Value of Shipments and Work Done 

Confidentiality constraints have reduced the pub-
lishable data to a bare minimum. It is a reasonable 
assumption that the largest proportion of values re-
ported by small establishments is for work done for 
others, and not shipments of finished goods. 

Inventor ies 

While the increases in various categories of in-
ventory are large, their total amount is unrelatable 
to the normal raw material inputs, which are of course 
reported by other establishments. 

General Comments 

The identification of this industry with the 
women's and children's clothing industries is fairly 
stable. The following table summarizes payments made 
by and to the five clothing manufacturing industries 
which are currently surveyed. It is interesting to note 
that the Men's Clothing Manufacturers and Contractors 
appear to receive a substantial amount of revenue for 
work done for the Women's Clothing industry: this dem-
onstrates forcibly the flexibility of the contracting 
industry, and the possible need to conduct labour anal-
ysis for the clothing industries as a whole.
