Certains êtablissemnents déclarent leurs achats 
de matières premieres plut6t que Is valeur de 
celles qui ont fit6 utiliaes.

Refer to the 
Table of Contents for the complete listing 
of tables. 

Adjustment to Materials Used and Products 
Shipped 

Some establishments report purchases of 
material inputs instead of materials used. 
Statistics Canada adjusts these purchases by 
the change in raw materials inventories to a 
value of materials used. Prior to 1978, 
this was done on an estimated basis at the 
Individual commodity level; it is now done 
only at the establishment level. An indus-
try level adjustment factor is shown in 
fables 4, 9 and 14 of this publication. 

Some establishments report production 
rather than shipments of goods of own manu-
facture. Prior to 1978, such production 
figures were included without adjustment in 
the industry's value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture. Beginning with 1978, 
Statistics Canada adjusts such production 
reports to a shipments basis by deducting 
the net change in these inventories. This 
adjustment is not made to reported produc-
tion of individual commodities but is done 
only at the establishment level. Tables 5, 
10 and 15 show an industry-level adjustment 
factor to reconcile production to shipments. 

SIC 2441 - Women's Clothing Factories 

This industry comprises those establish-
ments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
women's suits, coats, dresses, skirts, blou-
ses, household apparel, sportswear, under-
wear, lingerie and neckwear, on their own 
hehalf. This industry is separated from the 
Children's clothing industry on the basis of 
onnuonly accepted size groupings; establish-
nents primarily engaged in the manufacturing 
of girl's clothing are classified to the 
Children's Clothing Industry.

The net increase of 15 establishments 
represents 74 establishments which were not 
surveyed as part of this industry in 1978, 
and 59 establishments which are no longer 
surveyed as part of this industry in 1979. 
Of the 74 new establishments surveyd 12 were 
added as a result of improved coverage.(1) 
Principal statistics for these establish-
ments are presented in Text Table I. 

The total work force increased by 3.3%. 
This increase of 981 employees included 243 
which were added as a result of improved 
coverage. 

When analysing employment in this indus-
try it is essential to examine amounts paid 
out to others for work done, that is pay-
ments to contractors. These payments in-
creased from $115,914,000 in 1978 to 
$133,102,000 in 1979, an increase of 14.8%. 
Total payments for salaries, wages and pay-
ments to contractors increased from 
$414,381,000 in 1978 to $474,833,000 in 
1979, an increase of 14.6%. 

(1) Increase in effective coverage. 	The 
larger number of establishments covered 
this year results from a special project 
to identify establishments which had 
been unintentionally omitted in years 
prior to 1977. In practice most of the 
establishments birthed for 1978 and 1979 
as a result of this project proved to be 
small relative to known manufacturing 
establishments. Consequently, for most 
industries, these additional births have 
had little effect on principal statis-
tics other than establishment counts.

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The percentage of this total which are 
paymentsto contractors has increased from 
1977 to 1979 (25.8% in 1977, 28.0% in 1978 
and 28.0% in 1979). 

The cost of materials and supplies used 
increased from $608,707,000 in 1978 to 
$707,107,000 in 1979. This 16.2% increase 
is consistent with the increase in the value 
of shipments of goods of own manufacture, 
which increased 17.1% to $1,311,413,000 in 
1979. 

In order to provide more detailed infor-
mation on the actual composition of certain 
yarns and fabrics, particularly those com-
prising wool or cotton fibres and yarns some 
changes in commodity classifications were 
made for the 1978 Census year. These chan-
ges have affected the comparability of cer-
tain data in Tables 4 and 5. Definitions 
used for fibre mixtures are found on page 
11. 

The ratio of the value of manufacturing 
inputs to the value of production(2) re-
mained almost constant being 53.7% in 1978 
and 53.1% in 1978. Similarly the ratio of

I 	v i e w 	f 	1 	iii1 	1:iiLiaLIVc4 	Laki'ri 	in 
field of import restraints, the statis-

tics on commodity imports are of particular 
importance in any detailed analysis of the 
clothing industries, and of particular com-
modities. The reader's attention should be 
drawn to Imports by Commodities Statistics 
Canada Catalogue 65-007, produced monthly by 
the External Trade Division. The Department 
of Industry, Trade and Commerce has issued a 
number of bulletins and reports on imports 
of clothing, which are based on combinations 
of commodities, referred to as control 
groups. Because these groups cut across 
industries, the publication patterns used in 
these reports do not lend themselves to 
direct comparison with Census data. 

An analysis of the Apparent Canadian Mar-
ket for the major products of the men's, 
women's and children's clothing industries 
was made by adding the value of their ship-
ments of goods of own manufacture to imports 
of such products at f.o.b. value, and deduc-
ting the value of exports. The 1978 value 
of $2,752,126,000 rose to $3,302,546,000. 
The ratio of the value of imports to the 
\pparent Canadian Market rose from 11.0% to 
12.4%. See Text Table II.

SIC 2450 - Children's Clothing Industry 

This industry comprises those establish-
ments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
girl's and/or children's clothing on their 
own behalf. Establishments manufacturing 
girl's and/or children's clothing from ma-
terials owned by other establishments are 
classified to Women's Clothing Contractors 
(SIC 2442). Establishments manufacturing 
"young men's", "youths", "boys" clothing 
are classified to Men's Clothing Factories 
(SIC 2431). 

The number of establishments increased 
from 128 in 1978 to 131 in 1979. There were 
four establishments added as a result of 
improved coverage with total shipments of 
$4,453,000. 

Total employment increased 6.4%, from 
6,074 in 1978 to 6,465 in 1979. Average 
annual earnings of production workers rose 
10.6% from $8,388 in 1978 to $9,273 in 1979. 
Shipments per production worker increased 
12.1% from $41,286 in 1978 to $46,295 in

The analyst interested in such 
information will find useful the various 
releases of the Textile and Clothing Board 
and of the Department of Industry, Trade and 
Commerce which relate to this matter.

This industry comprises those establish-
ments primarily engaged in the manufacture 
of women's, girls', and children's clothing 
on a "contract' basis. 

The number of establishments classified 
to this industry increased from 315 in 1978 
to 349 in 1979. This change represents an 
additional 81 establishments not classified 
to this industry in 1978 including eight 
which were added as a result of improved 
coverage and 47 establishments no longer 
surveyed as part of this Industry. 

Because this industry is an extension of 
the labour force employed in the women's and 
children's clothing industries, it is likely 
to be affected strongly by changes in the 
roduction activities of those industries.

It is significant that average an-
nual earnings for 1979 were $9,027 for this 
industry and annual average earnings for 
production workers in the Women's Clothing 
Industry (SIC 2441) were 10.0% higher and 
those in the Children's Clothing Industry 
were 2.7% higher. 

Some establishments were reclassified to 
this industry from "Embroidery, pleating and 
henstitching manufacturers" (SIC 1893), 
because their major revenue comprised pay-
ments received for work done for other 
establishments. 

Text Table III presents data on contract-
ing payments and revenues for the major 
clothing industries. The shipments of small 
establishments in the two contracting indus-
tries have been classified as contract re-
venue for this analysis. It should be noted 
that ony the men's, women's and children's 
clothing industries are included in this 
analysis.

Scope and Coverage of the CenBus 

The Census of Manufactures is an annual 
survey of establishments principally engaged 
in manufacturing, together with associated 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units classified to manufacturing indus-
tries. An establishment is the smallest 
operating unit capable of reporting a speci-
fied range of basic industrial statistics 
(essentially employment data and the ele-
ments of input and output necessary to cal-
culate census value added). In the census, 
it is usually a plant or mill. 

Data are gathered on detailed question-
naires from all manufacturing establishments 
above minimum shipment sizes (set annually 
for each industry and each province) and all 
manufacturing establishments of multi-estab-
lishment companies. Other manufacturing 
establishments are surveyed by abbreviated 
"short forms" questionnaires; or their fi-
nancial statements, supplied by them or ob-
tained from administrative records, are 
accepted. Beginning with 1976, administra-
tfve records are the principal data source 

these small establishments. 

I 
The main source of new estabLishments for 

inclusion in the census is applications for 
pay deduction accounts for income tax pur-
poses. Nonetheless, some owner-operated 
manufacturing businesses without pay deduc-
tion accounts are included also. Since in 
1972 Statistics Canada had to turn to this 
source for detecting new establishments, 
some technical difficulties led to a pro-
gressive undercoverage, mainly in respect of 
small businesses. A project to correct 
undercoverage resulted in the addition of 
some 3,800 establishments to the 1978 Census 
of Manufactures, accounting for 1.7% of the 
value of shipments of goods of own manufac-
ture. Nevertheless, some undercoverage, 
mostly of small businesses, may persist. 
The census total of employees in the manu-
facturing industries in 1978 was 0.7% below 
the independent estimate of the Labour Divi-
sion of Statistics Canada. However, differ-
ences between the two series must be ex-
pected because the latter is subject to 
sampling variability and because of minor 
differences in approach.

Each establishment is classified in its 
entirety to the industry of its main activi-
ty, though it may also manufacture products 
characteristic of other industries. Many 
head offices, sales offices and auxiliary 
units are included in the establishment 
returns, but others are constituted as 
separate records because they are separately 
located or identifiable as distinct units. 
Read offices are classified to the company's 
main industry; sales offices and auxiliary 
units are treated likewise except when they 
constitute establishments in a non-inanufac-
turing industry. 

Data are accepted for any fiscal year 
ending not earlier than April 1 of the re-
ference year nor later than March 31 of the 
following year. Identification of new es-
tablishments usually ceases June 1 of the 
reference year. 

Deletion of the Fuel and Electricity Table 

Detailed commodity data on "Purchased 
Fuel and Electricity Used' (previously Table 
4) have been deleted from this publication 
but will continue to be available by indus-
try in Consumption of Purchased Fuel and 
Electricity by the Manufacturing, Mining, 
Logging and Electric Power Industries, Cata-
logue 57-208. 

Non comparabilité des données

Certain conventions also 
apply to these small establishments: (1) 
cost of fuel and electricity and purchased 
services are included in cost of materials 
and supplies; (2) employee and man-hour data 
are imputed from payrolls; (3) all principal 
statistics except for numbers of working 
owners and partners are classified to manu-
facturing activity; (4) all inventories are 
classified as raw materials. The first con-
vention causes purchased service8 to be ex-
cluded from value added (consistent with 
National Accounts concepts), whereas they 
are included for large establishment data.

It includes 
revenue from repairs and work done on mater-
ials owned by others, transfers to reporting 
units of the same firm, all exports, and the 
book value of own products shipped the first 
time on a rental basis. Included are con-
signment shipments to other countries, but 
1onestic consignment shipments are included

Coat of materials and supplies. Represents 
consumption of purchased items at laid-down 
cost, including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. It includes transfers 
from units of the same company and contract 
manufacturing done by others using materials 
owned by the respondent establishnertt. 

Value added - Manufacturing activity. Mea-
sures the value of net output as calculated 
by shipments of goods of own manufacture 
plus the net change in inventories of goods 
in process and finished goods, less the cost 
of materials, supplies, fuel and electricity 
purchased and used. It includes production 
subsidies, excludes indirect taxes, as 
applicable.

Total activity value added includes 
production subsidies, but excludes indirect 
taxes except property and business taxes. 

Working owners and partners. Include only 
those active in unincorporated businesses. 

Employees. Exclude working owners and part-
ners of unincorporated businesses, which are 
separately tabulated, and outside piece-
workers. Respondents are asked for average 
number employed during the year. Production 
and related workers in manufacturing acti-
vity include those at the establishment en-
gaged in processing, assembling, storing, 
inspecting, handling, packing, maintenance, 
repair, janitorial and watchmen services and 
working foremen.
