The adjusted value of shipments and work done 
(uSe Table 7) shows on increase of $1,331,000 or 18.8Z 
in 1973 as compared to 1972. After the close of 1972 
two entabllnhmenta went out of business but this loan 
to the industry was more than offset by an increase of 
20.72 in the value of manufacturing r000nue reported 
by the remaining establishments. 

The number of production workers increased by 
8.25 from 463 in 1972 to 501 in 1973, while their wages 
increased by 20.22 rising from $1,790,000 in 1972 to 
$2,152,000 in 1973. The average annual earnisgn per 
employee in this category increased by $429. (11.12) 
to $4,295. in 1973. 

The ratio of production workers' wages to the 
total gross output-manufacturing (manufacturing revenue 
adjusted for changes in inventorirs of goods in process 
and finIshed goods of own manufacture) rose fractional-
ly from 25.41 in 1972 to 25.82 in 1973.

Over the same period three new 
firms esterred the industry, and the sddltion-deietion 
combination resulted in a net loss to the industry of 
$272,941 in shipments. This lose to the industry was 
more than offset by as increase of 12.3% in the salue 
of manufacturing revenue of the remaining establish-
monte. 

The number of production workers declined by 0.9% 
from 1,144 in 1972 to 1,134 is 1973 while their wages 
increased by 13.01 risisg from $4,814,700 in 1972 to 
$1,439,000 in 1973.

Includes repair and custom 
revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, all exports, book value of 
own products shipped on rental basis.

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output less purchased 
commodity Inputs used and contract work by others. 
(a) Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods of own 

manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and finished 
goods, less cost of materials and supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

\.due addrd, total activity Consists of (I) value added, manufacturing 
,iilvity and (2) value added, non-manufacturing activity. The latter is S  .ticsilated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs front non-
n.lnufacturing revenues or outputs; these commodity inputs are net of the 
change in invrntones of goods purchased for resale. Non-manufacturing 
revenues include depreciable fixed assets produced by own work force for 
own use, revenue from product rentals, etc., but exclude non.operating 
revenue such as real property rentals, dividends, interest. 

Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are reported before 
deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise all man-hours 
paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well as bonuses, 
consmissions, etc., paid to regular employees. Where shown, production and 
related workers classified to non.manufacturing activity include separately 
reported loggers, employees on construction for own use: beginning with the 
1970 Census outside piecewerkers formerly included for certain industries are 
excluded from all employment totals and their remuneration treatrd as 
contract work done by others. Sales and distribution ensployees include all 
personnel charged to selling expense, certain drivers, etc. 

Inventories - Book value of owned inventory held in Canada, including 
good.s in transit and on consignment. 

Small Establishments 

For establishments filing "short forms", beginning with 1970 data, "cost 
of materials, supplies and services" includes all purchased services, and "total 
revenue excluding interest and dividends received" is used for both shipments 
of goods of own manufacture and gross output, total activity; value added is 
calculated using these figures and net change in total inventory, and is thus 
identical for manufacturing and total activity. Numbers of employees are 
irnpsited from reported salaries and wages. 

Head offices, sales offices and auxiliary units - Included in the individual 
industry of the company's largest activity. (The allocation of some such units 
to the major industry group level was discontinued with the 1970 data).
