Definition of Industry 

This industry is defined as comprising those Es-
tablishments primarily engaged in manufacturing fabric 
gloves". 

Review of 1974 

Shipments of goods of own manufacture increased 
by $3 million in 1974, or by 36% over 1973. Generally 
higher selling prices were responsible for much of this 
increase, but at the same time, the volume of output as 
measured by dozens of pairs of gloves, increased by 
18.5% over the previous years. 

The costs of materials, also affected by infla-
tionary pressures, increased by 51.6% over 1973. This 
large increase did not, however, prevent the value 
added from rising to $5.6 million, an increase of 28.8% 
over the previous year. 

Table 8 represents selected conanodity shipments 
on an "all industry" basis.

Although the value of shipments in the industry 
advanced 9.3% to $20.9 million in 1974, the level of 
shipments was still 8.5% below that which existed in 
1969 (see Table 1). 

Although the value of shipments has been rising 
in each of the years since 1969, the industry has shown 
little sign of recovery from the long slide in the value 
of shipments which occurred in the sixties. Moreovcr, 
the volume of headwear shipped has been steadily declin-
ing over the long term, reaching a low of about 649,000 
dozens in 1974, down 15% from 1973. At the same time, 
import penetration of the Canadian market has taken 
place over the period 1970 to 1974 as the imports of 
women's and men's hats increased more than five times 
to about 177,000 dozens.

1974 

Definition of Indust 

In terms of the 1970 Standard Industrial Classi-
fication, this industry is defined as comprising those 
establishments primarily engaged in manufacturing aca-
demic vests and gowns, theatrical costumes and other 
items of apparel not elsewhere classified. 

R.view of 1974 

The value of shipments increased at a rate of 
0% between 1973 and 1974 or at a lesser rate than the 
ist several years. Value added, however, advanced 
6% or at twice the rate of 1973 due mainly to a mod-

eration in the rise of the cost of materials and sup-
plies which rose only 4% in contrast to a 20% increase 
in 1973. 

The cost of raw materials was held to this low 
overall increase due to the behavior of two principal 
commodities, leather and uncoated cotton fabric which 
together comprise 40% of total raw material usage. In 
the case of the latter, less cotton fabric was used 
while the price per square yard remained stable; leath-
er, after experiencing large price increases in 1973, 
stabilized in price in 1974 causing the total cost of 
leather consumed in this industry to rise only 8Z over 
1973. 

Industry shipments are presented in Table 7 while 
Table 8 presents selected commodities on an "all irtdus-
try" basis. Safety clothing has been omitted from Ta-
ble 8 in 1974 due to the possible inclusion of many 
non-homogeneous items into this very broadly defined 
category.

La valeur des livraisons a augmenté de 10 % sutre 1973 
et 1974, subiasant un ralentissement par rapport a ces derniC-
res années. La valeur ajoutée a cependant progressé de 16 1, 
soit le double de celia de 1973, en raison principalement 
d'une hausse modérée de 4 1 du coOt des matires et des four-
nitures au regard de 20 1 l'année précédente. 

La coOt des matières brutes a également subi cette aug-
mentation globale par suite do niveau de consoztmmtion de deux 
principaux produits, le cuir et le coron non enduit, qui ont 
totalisé 40 1 des matières brutes utilisées. L'emploi do co-
ton a diminué at son prix Is verge carrée eat demeuré stable. 
Aprs avoir enregistré des augmentationa aensiblea en 1973, le 
prix du cuir s'est maintenu l'année suivante, entralnant une 
augmentation de 8 1 seulement du prix total du cuir consommé 
dana cette industrie. 

Le tableau 7 illustre lea iivraisons, tandis que le ta-
bleau 8 présente certains produits en regard de toute l'indus-
trie.
