Sawmills in Nova Scotia, producing less than 
1,000 M ft.b.m. per year, and sawmills in New Brunswick, 
Quebec and Ontario, producing less than 2,000 M ft.b.m. 
per year, are excluded from this survey. For these 
small mills, and any larger mills that fail to report, 
production is estimated on the basis of the figures for 
the previous month and the rate of increase or decrease 
in production of the reporting mills. Initially the 
production of non-reporting m$lls has been estimated on 
the basis of their known production in previous years 
and the rate of increase or decrease shown by reporting 
mills. Stocks are estimated from total estimated 
production figures on the basis of the assumption that 
total stocks/production ratio equals the stocks/pro-
duction ratio or the reporting mills. For Saskatchewan 
only the Saskatchewan Timber Board and the few rela-
tively large independent mills are asked to report. 
For the numerous small mills in Saskatchewan production 
is estimated on the basis of a fixed ratio between their 

Llective production and the production of the S.T.8., 
tablished by the Forestry Branch of the Department 
Natural Resources. It is assumed that these small 
lls do not hold any stocks of lumber. The data for 
berta are established by the Alberta Bureau of 

• ttistics, in co-operation with the Department of 
ods and Forests and the Alberta Forest Products 

,\ssociation. The co-operation of all participating 
parties is acknowledged gratefully. 

The species distribution of estimated production 
and estimated stocks is based on the species distribution 
of reported production and reported stocks in the same 
province. 

Table 3 gives the distribution of shipments 
reported by sawmills and planing mills. It is to be 
noted that the reported destinations are not necessarily 
final destinations. Undoubtedly part of the lumber 
shipments is subsequently redistributed and shipped 
to other destinations than those reported by the manu-
facturers. The reported shipments also include sales 
to other sawmills and planing mills that are included 
in this survey. The subsequent shipment of this lumber 
by the purchasing mills is again included in the reported 
shipments. This leads to duplication in the figures 
for shipments by destination. However, the total of 
reported shipments and estimated shipments and adjust-
ments is free of duplication because this figure is 
calculated from the estimated total production and the 
estimated total stocks, both of which are free of 
duplication. The quantities of lumber purchased by 
reporting mills from other mills are shown in Table 5.

Nul doute qu'une 
partie de cc bois d'oeuvre eat subsCquomment expddiSe aillours 
qu'aux endroits mentionnCs par los manufacturiers. Los expC-
ditions dCclarCes coniprennent en plus Los ventes 3 d'autrea 
scieries et ateliers de rabotage gui sont inclus dana Ia pré-
sente cnquête. Las expeditions ultCrieures de cc bois d'oeuvre 
par lea moulins qui l'ont acheré eat dgalement inclus dens lea 
expeditions dfclarCes. 11 en découle un double empiot des 
chiffres des expeditions aulvant is destination. Cependant, 
le total des expeditions dCclarées, des expeditions estimatives 
et des rectifications eat exempt de duplication vu que cc 
chiffre eat calculé 3 partir de Is production totale dvaluée 
et des stocks globaux estimés, gui sont exempts de duplication.
