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statistics relating to exports and imports of products 

of the wood-using industries are given in publications of the 

External Trade Branch of the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. 

A list of all firms reporting is now publiahed for each 

of the sixteen groups forming the wood—using industries, as 

an appendix to the annual preliminary report for each industry. 
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C)ttawa August, 1936 - A report on the Wood-Using industries in Canada for 
1934 has just been issued by the Forestry Branch of the Dominion Bureau of Statistics0 
This publication deals with the statistics relating to a part of the "Wood and Paper" 
group of industries according to the chief component material classification of the 
Industrial Census.) 

The primary step in production in the wood and paper group consists of oper-
ations in the woods, These operations produce certain commodities such as ties and poles 
which are used as such without further manufacture, but the greater part is separated at 
this stage and goes either toward the ultimate production of finished commodities made 
of wood or toward those made of paper, 

The pulpwood forms the raw material of the pulp and paper industry which in 
turn provides raw material, for the paperusing industries. The logs and bolts pass into 
saw-mills and mills producing lath, shingles,, staves )  hoops, heading and veneer. In 
these mills the wood undergoes its second step in production whIch is covered by an 
annual report on the lumber industry. The rough luinber, lath, shingles, cooperage stock, 
veneer and other products of this group of mills are either used In rough construction 
or for building purposes in the form in which they leave the saw-mill or are sold or 
transferred to the next group of industries where they are used as the raw material in 
the manufacture of sash, doors.)  furniture, boxes 9  barrels, etc, These jndustrlpq which 
might be considered as representing the third step in production of forest products are 
covered in the present report and are classed as wood using industries. The class also 
includes certain mills which do not depend on the saw.-nill for their raw material but 
purchase it In the form of logs and bolts and carry out the second stage of its 
preparation themselves, In other mills, such as those manufacturing excelsior, there is 
no second stage comparle with 'the work done by saw ini1ls but the finished product 
which is manufactured direct from the logs or bo] ts is considered to be of the same 
status as the other products of the wood-.'ualng group. 

This wood-using group does not include every industry into which wood enter 
as a raw material,, but only those producing commodities whøse chief component is wood 
There are a number of industrial. 'groups in which wood is an important material such as 
the manufacture of agricultural implements, musical instruaents, etc.,, and others such 
as the manufacture of machinery in which wood Is necessary but only in comparat'.vely 
small proportions There are also cases in which wood is used indirectly in the manu 
facture of aUmetal products as for example in the use of wooden patterns and w oden 
foundry boxes in naking metal caetinga Wood in the form of barrels, boxes and other 
containers also enters into the distribution of commodities of all kinds.. Even if the 
almost universal use of paper made of wood is disregarded it is difficult to find any 
form of industral activity in which wood is not used directly or indirectly.. 

In subdividing the different wood-using iridustr: e into the sixteen groups 
described in this bulletin the classification has been based on the principal product 
reported by each individual firm. If a manufacturer a output consists chiefly of sash 
doors and planing mill products his operations are grouped with planing mills although 
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he may also report the production of furniture, boxes and woodenware as side lines or 
by..products0 Similarly an establishment specializing in woodenware will be classed as 
such although it may also produce sash, doors and boxes as side lines0 The statistics 
of each group of industries as discussed in this report should be considered with this 
fact in view0 However, in Table 11 all the products of the wood-using industries are 
combined and arranged in alphabetical order for convenient reference0 In this table 
are listed mattresses, boxing gloves and other products in which wood is not the chief 
component material but which have been produced as side lines in wood-usi'g industries. 
Complete figures for the production of any one individual commodity by all classes of 
industries can be secured on application to the Bureau where a central card index 
compilation of commodity- production is maintained0 

Total production in the wood-using industries in Canada during 1934 reached a 
value of $57,860,721, an increase of over five million dollars from the output of 
$52,289,642 reported in 1933 The 1,999 establishments engaged in this line of menu-
facture represented a capital investment of $95,05,120 and gave employment to an 
average of 25,192 employees0 The cost of materials used in these industries amounted 
to $26,746,464, as against $23,650,940 in 1953, and the value added by manufacture was 
$29,758,273 For the reasons given at the bottom of Table 1, this net value of pro-
duction is not comparable with that of previous years. 

With 801 plants, Ontario accounted for 505 per cent of the total production 
in 1934 The 678 establishments in Quebec produced 237 per cent0 In British 8olumbia, 
189 plants produced 103 percent, followed by Alberta's 37 establishments with 4.1 per 
cent and Manitoba's 79 plants with 3,7 per cent0 There were 122 plants in Nova Scotia, 
54 in New Brunswick, 26 in Saskatchewan and 13 in Prince Edward Island, accounting for 
33 per cent, 3.2 per cent, 08 per cent and 03 per cent respectively0 

Capital engaged in plants in operation during 1934 amounted to $95,065,120, a 
decrease of 4.1 per cent from the $99,157,436 reported in the previous year. Lands, 
buildings, fixtures, machinery and other equipment were worth $56,570,522; materials on 
hand, stocks in process, fuel and miscellaneous supplies on hand, $13,175,558; finished 
products on hand, $6,923,928; and operating capital (cash, bills and accounts receivable, 
prepaid expenses, etc0), $18,395,112 - The greatest investment was in the sash, doors 
and miliwork group at $29,940,846,or 315 per cent of the total for all wood-using 
industries; $27,160,732 or 28.6 per cent was invested in the furniture nduatry; $11,589,-
50 or 120 per cent in miscellaneous wood-using industries; $7,046 9 619 or 7 per 
cent in boxes, baskets and crates; and smaller percentages in the other industries. 
Ontario with 54.1 per cent of the total for Canada had the highest investment at 
$51,411,057, of which $29,605,992 or 57.6 per cent was invested in lands, buildings and 
machinery0 Quebec was next'with$20,460,839 In British Columbia the capital -was 
$8,067,211; in Manitoba $3,677,645; in Alberta, $3,610,130; in Nova Scotia, $3,101,398; 
in New Brunswick, $3,000,851;cci in 8aaa-tcnv.en1,430,931. Prince Edward Island reported 
the lowest investment at $305 9 0.58, 

An explanation is necessary of the method used throughout the Industrial 
Census for compiling statistics relating to employment0 Each establishment reports 
the number of employees on its pay lists on the fifteenth of each month, and these 
monthly ilgures are added together and divided by twelve, irrespective of the period 
during which the plant was in operation, This gives employment for the year on a 
quantity basis in terms of man-years The employment figures given in this report 
therefore represent the number of years 0  work for an individual furnished by the industry 
rather than the number of individuala given employment0 

The average employment in the wood-using industries was 25,192 man-years or 
7,8 per cent more than the previous year. Salaries and wages in Canada for the entire 
group of wood-using industries totalled $18,806 465 as against $17,08,956 in 1933 
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Employment in Ontario amounted to 12,705 man-years with a total pay-roll of 
$9,996,202. Quebec to 6,737 man-years at $4,466,183 in salaries and wages, and British 
Columbia to 2,234 -at $1,850 9 087. The furniture industry ranked first in employment at 
8,423, sash, doors and miliwork came second with 5,993 9  and boxes, baskets and crates 
third with 2,949. 

Vorking hours varied considerably in each industry and in each province0 In 
the wood-using industries as a whole 16.2 per cent worked 44 hours per week, 144 per 
cent 48 hours, 13.5 per cent 60 hours, 12.9 per cent from 49 to 50 hours, 10.7 per cent 
55 hours, 1000 per cent 40 hours or less, 6.9 per cent from 56 to 59 hours, 5,9 per 
cent 54 hours, 4.6 per cent from 45 to 47 hours, 2.4 per cent over 60 hours, 1.3 per. 
cent from 41 to 43 hours and 1.2 per cent from 5J. to 53 hours per week. 

Employment in these industries in 1934 rose steadily from 18,129 in January 
to 22,027 in October and then declined gradually to 20,268 in i)ecember. 

Total power equipment in the wood-using industries in 1934 amounted to 
116 9 549 HOP., as compared to 116,085 in 1933. Of the total for 1934, 94,5 per cent 
was ordinarily in use and 5.5 per cent in reserve or idle. Of the equipment ordinarily 
in use, 55.8 per cent was provided by electric motors on current purchased from central 
electric stations and amounted to 61,470 H.P.; the remainder, which was primary,  power 
generated by power plants within the industry, amounted to 48,671 H.P., of which 39 9400 
H.P. provided by steam engines, 762 H.P. by Diesel engines, 3,610 H.P. by gasoline gas 
and oil eagines (other than Diesel) and 4 1 899 H.P. by hydraulic turbines or water wheels. 
In addition there were ordinarily in use 756 electric motors rated at 7,733 H.P. operated 
by generated power and 778 boilers rated at 60,442 H.?. 

Expenditures for fuel in the wood-using industries reached a total value of 
$632,607 in 1934. A total of 64,267 tons of bituminous coal valued at $399,138, 22,451 
cords of wood at $78,134, miliwaste at $68,384, fuel oil at $21,857 and gasoline at 
$19,100 were among the more important items. The cost of fuel in Ontario amounted to 
$389,777, and in Quebec to $143,440. The furniture industry showed the greatest con-
sumption of fuel with a total expenditure of $313,895. Fuel used in the sash, doors 
and miliwork industry amounted to $90,475; and in miscellaneous wood-using industries 
to $70,501. 

In 1934 the wood-using industries purchased 34 9 232,633 kilowatt-hours of 
electric energy, an increase of 9.1 per cent over the previous year's consumption of 
31,375,337 kilowatt-hours0 The cost of this electricity in 1934 amounted to $723,377, 
of which $358,561 was spent in Ontario and $167,760 in Quebec. The sash, door and 
planing mills alone used over 1-1million kilowatt-hours at a cost of $273,169. 

The raw materials used in the wood--using industries in 1934 cost $26,746,464 9  
as against $23,650,940 in 1935, and formed 46.2 per cent of the total value of finished 
products in 1934, as against 45.2 per cent in the previous year. 

Lumber and logs used in the wood-using industries as a group totalled 
541 9 688 M ft. b.,m. valued at $13,299,517, of 'which 413,865 M ft.b.m,, or 76.4 per cent 
of the total quantitr, valued at $8,809,134, was softwood and 127,823 M ft.b.m0, or 
23.6 per cent, valued at $4,490,383 was hardwood. Sash, door and planing mills recorded 
the greatest consumption of lumber among the wood-using industries with a total of 
245,880 M ft,b.m. of softwood valued at $5,509,864 and 22,058 M ft.b.m. of hardwood 
valued at $897,065, and the box, basket and c:rate industry ranked second with a total 
of 115,054 M ft.b.rn. valued at $1,825,642. The furniture industry used 39,644 M ft.b.in. 
of hardwood, valued at $1 9 521,701 9  and 19 9030 9 ft.b.mo of softwood, valued at $4358129. 



In addition, furniture frames valued at $349,339 were purchased Lumber was purchased 
to the amount of 41,980 M ft.bAn...,valued at $1 q 277,940, in the hardwood flooring 
industry, hardwood accounting for 36009 M ft,bri valued at $1.138,655, Bolts used 
in the wood=.using industries amounted to 70,028 cords and were valued at $387,104 
during the year0 Veneer and plywood were used to the extent of 40,975 M surf, ft., of 
veneer valued at $831,656 and 12,857 M surf, ft, of plywood valued at $452,643, 

Heading, staves and wooden hoops for slack and tight cooperage were also used 
to a large extent and formed the major part of the materIals employed in cooperage0 
Their cost value aggregated $816,769, of which $353 q 066 or 432 percent represented 
the value of tight. staves; $200,551 or 24..6 per cent the value of Black staves; 
$115,795 or 142 per cent the value of tight heading; $113,266 or 13.9 per cent the 
value of slack heading; and $34,091 or 4.1 per cent the value of wooden hoops.. Barrels 
for repairing or remaking valued at $32,797 were also purchased in this industry0 The 
purchase of hubs, spokes, bent goods, etc..., reported by the carriage sleigh and vehicle 
supply industry totalled $113,081.. Blocks, blanks, squares and other wood .valued at 
$558,708 were used in the various industrIes principally in the handles, spools and 
woodturning, lasts, trees and wooden shoef.thdings and furniture industries. The 
purchase of all other •materials including timber, etc, for preservation, such as piling, 
posts., 'poles, tie8, etc0, amounted to $9,904,850.. 

Production in the wood-using industries of Canada reached the value of 
$57,860,721 in 1934, showing an increase of 10...6 per cent over the corresponding figure 
of $52,289 9 642 recorded in 1933,, The most important class of products on the list was 
sash, doors and rnill-.work which were sold to the amount of $6,240,103, followed by 
upholstered 1iving-room furniture at $4,051,539. Bedroom furniture was valued at 
$3,316 ) 792; planed lumber at $3,083,809; matched lumber (exclusive of hardwood flooring) 
at $2,519,049; box shooks at *2,260,534; boxes and containers, n,e..s., and parts at 
$1,934 9 549; caskets at $1,773,679; dining room furniture at $1 9 693,758; household 
furniture ç, n,e..s0, at *1,148,549; kitchen furniture at $1,091,808; office and store 
furniture and fixtures at $1,090,530; fruit and vegetable baskets and crates at 
$1,020687; radio cabinets at $855,582; mouldings at $838,838; wooden heels at $702 2 774; 
and birch hardwood flooring at $648,879.. 

The following tables give, first, a review of the principal statistics of the 
wood using industries from 1923 to 1934, followed by a surnmar'y of the principal statistics 
for 1933 and 194 and detailed tables covering capitaJ invested, employment, power 
enuipment, fuel, electricity, materials used and products manufactured,..
