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WOOD-USING INDUSTRIES IN CANADA, 1936. 

Ottawa, december, 1938. - A report 
on the Wood-Using industries in Canada for 
1936 has just been issued by the Forestry 
Branch of the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. 
This publication deals with the statistics 
relating to a part of the "Wood and Paper" 
group of industries according to the chief 
component material classification of the 
Industrial Census. 

The primary step in production in 
the wood and paper group consists of opei'-
ations in the woods. These operations pro-
duce certain commodities, such as ties and 
poles, which are used as such without further 
manai.facture, but the greater part is sepa-
rated at this stage and goes either toward the 
ultimate production of finished commodities 
made of wood or toward those made of paper. 

The pulpwood forms the raw material 
of the pulp and paper industry which in turn 
provides raw material for the paper-using in-
dustries. The logs and bolts pass into saw-
mills and mills producing lath, shingles, 
staves, hoops, heading and veneer. In these 
mills the wood undergoes its second step in 
production which is covered by an annual re-
port on the lumber industry. The rough lumber, 
lath, shingles, cooperage stock, veneer and 
other products of this group of mills are 
either used in rough construction or for build-
ing purposes in the form in which they leave 
the saw-mill or are sold or transferred to the 
next group of industries where they are used 
as the raw material in the manufacture of 
sash, doors, furniture, boxes, barrels, etc. 
These industries which might be considered as 
representing the third step in production of 
forest products are covered in the present re-
port and are classed as wood-using industries. 
The class also includes certain mills which do 
not depend on the saw-mill for their raw mate-
rial but purchase it in the form of logs and 
bolts and carry out the second stage of its 
preparation themselves. In other mills such 
as those manufacturing excelsior, there is no 
second stage comparable with the work done by 
saw-mills but the finished product which is 
manufactured direct from the logs or bolts is

This wood-using grout does not 
include every inthisry into which wood enters 
as a raw material, but only tho!e producing 
cocinodities whose chief componert is wood. 
There are a number of industrial groups in 
which wood, is an important material, such as 
the manufacture of agricultural implements, 
musical instruments, etc., and others such as 
the manufacture of machinery in which wood is 
necessary but only in comparati'cely small pro-
portions. There are also cases in which wool 
is used indirectly In the manufacture of all-
metal products as for example in the use of 
wooden patterns and wooden foundry boxes in 
making metal castings. Wood in the form of 
barrels, boxes and other containers also enters 
into the distribution of cocinodities of all 
kinds. Bven if the almost universal use of 
paper made of wood is disregarded it is diffi-
cult to find any form of industrial activity 
in which wood is not used directly or indi-
rectly. 

In subdividing the different wood-
using Industries into the seventeen groups 
described, in this bulletin the classification 
has been based on the principal product re-
ported by each mnaividual firm. If a manufac-
turer's output consists chiefly of sash, doors 
and planing mill products his operations are 
grouped with planing mills although he may 
also report the production of furniture, boxes 
and voodenware as side lines or by-products. 
Similarly an establishment specializing in 
woodenware will be classed as such although it 
may also produce sash, doors and boxes as side 
lines. The statistics of each group of indus-
tries as discussed in this report should be 
considered with this fact in vie. However, 
in Table 11 all the products of the wood-using 
industries are combined and arranged in alph.-
betical order for convenient reference. In 
this table are listed mattresses, boxing 
gloves and other products in whUh wood is not 
the chief component material but which have 
been produced as side lines in w.od-uaing in-
dustries. Complete figures for he production 
of any one individual conznod.ity y all classes 
of industries can be secured on applicatlon to 
the Bureau where a central card Index compila-
tion of coninod.ity production is naintained.

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Total production in the w00%-using 

industries in Canada during 1936 reached a 
value of $714,72,115, an increase of close to 
ten million dollars from the output of $614,-
502,326 reported in 1935.  The 1.999 estáb-
lishments engaged in this line of manufacture 
represented a capital investment of $95,303,-
7314 and gave employment to an average of 25,-
713 employees. The coat of materials used in 
these industries amounted to $36,206,1467, as 
qgainst $31,213,225  in  1935,  and the value 
added by manufacture was $37,027,559, as 
'omparad to $32,173,906  in  1935- 

With $22 plants, Ontario accounted. 
for 14.7 per cent of the total production in 
1936. The  674 establishments in quebec pro-
duced 22.14 per cant. In British Columbia, 190 
plants produced 1147 per cent, followed by 
anitoba'e 73 plants with 3.7 per cent and 

Alberta's 145 establishments with 3.5 per cent. 
'here were 113 plants in Nova Scotia, 146 in 
New Brunswick, 27 in Saskatchewan and 9 in 
Prince Edward Island, accounting for 3.0 per 
cent, 2.9 per cent, 0.9 per cent and 0.2 per 
cent respectively. 

Capital engaged in plants in oper-
ation during 1936  amounted to $95,303,73 14 , an 
increase of 2.1 per cent from the $93,350 ,551  
reported in the orevious year. Lands, build-
ings, fixtures, machinery and other equipment 
were worth $514,355,511; materials on hand., 
stocks in process, finished products, fuel and 
miscellaneous supplies on hand., $21,1452,863; 
and operating capital (cash, bills and accounts 
receivable, prepaid expenses, etc.), $19, 1U5,-
060. The greatest investment was in the sash, 
doors and millwork group at 30,150,645, or 
31.6 per cent of the total for all wood-using 
industries; $26,577,1141  or 27.9 per cent was 
invested in the furniture industry; $11,509,-
205 or 12.14 per cent in miscellaneous wood-
using industries; $6,951,132  or 7.3 per cent 
in boxes, baskets and crates; and smaller 
Dercentages in the other industries. Ontario 
with 52. 14 per cent of the total for Canada had 
the highest investment at $149,936,0814,  of 
which $27,15 14,746 or 514.14 per cent was in-
vested in lands, buildings and machinery. 
uebec was next with $21,1014.76 14. In British 
Columbia the cepital was $9,619,072, in 
Manitoba, $3,606,623; in Alberta, $3,205,1458; 
in Nova Scotia, $3,205,569;  in New Brunswick, 
$2,975, 1401; and in Saskatchewan $1,325,353. 
rince Edward Island reported the lowest 
investroant at $319,110. 

An ex;planation is necessary of the 
method used throughout the Industrial Census 
for compiling statistics relating to employ-
rent. Each establishment reports the number 
of oalo'ees on its pay lists on the fifteenth 
of each 'ionth, and these rjv>rthiy figures are 
added together and divided by twelve. irreepso-

This gives employment for the 
year on a quantity basis in terms of man-years. 
The employment figures given in this report 
therefore represent the number of years' work 
for an individual furnished by the industry 
rather than the number of individuals given 
employment. 

The average employment in the wood-. 
using industries was 28,713 man-years or 7.3 
per cent more than the previous year. Salaries 
and wages in Canada for the entire group of 
wood-using industries totalled $23,194,9141 as 
against $20,63 11,7414 in  1935- 

hiployment in Ontario amounted to 
114,0914 man-years with a total pay-roll of $12,-
019,622. quebec to 7,500 man-years at $5,258,-
561 in salaries and wages, and British Columbia 
to 3,169 at $2,952 ,294 . The furniture industry 
ranked first in employment at 9,677, sash, 
doors and miliwork came second with 7,6414, and 
boxes, baskets and crates third. with 2,922. 

Working hours varied considerably in 
each industry and in each province. In the 
wood-using industries as a whole 17.1 per cent 
worked 148 hours per week, 17.0  per cent 44 
hoars, 13.5  per cent 60 hours and over, 12.0 
per cent from 149 to 50 hours, 8.3 per cent 55 
hours, 8.3 per cent 54 hours, 7.1 per cent 140 
hours or less, 6.1 per cent from 56 to 59 hours. 
6.5 per cent from 145 to 47 hours, 2.3 per cent 
51 to 53 hours and 1.2 per cent from 141 to 143 
hours per week. Employment in these industries 
in 1936  rose steadily from 21, 1439 in January to 
25,146 in October and then declined gradually 
to 214,030  in December. 

Total power equipment in the wood.-
using industries in 1536 amounted to 117,924 
H.P., as compared to 114,6 149 in 1935.  Of the 
total for 1936, 95.7 per cent was ord.inarily in 
use and 14.3  per cent in reserve or idle. Of 
the equipment ordinarily in use, 58.6 per cent 
was provided by electric motors on current 
purchased from central electric stations and 
amounted to 66,126 H.P.; the remainder, which 
was primary power generated by power plants 
within the industry, amounted to 146,6814 H.P., 
of which 36,689 H.P., provided by steam engines, 
1,164 H.P. by Diesel engines, 14,139 H.P. by 
gasoltne,gas and oil engines (other than Diesel) 
and 11,692 H.P. by hydraulic turbines or water 
wheels. In addition there were ordinaril" in 
use 936 electric motors rated at 6,737 H.P. 
operated by generated power and 6142 boilers 
rated at 57,968  H.P.

The furniture industry 
showed the greatest consumption of fuel with 
a total expenditure of $274,303. Fuel  used 
in the sash, doors and miliwork industry a- 
mounted to $99,924; and in miscellaneous wood-
usinr, industries to iC 1  ,192. 

in 1536 the wood-usint  industries 
purchased 43,477,022 kilowatt-hours of electric 
ener', an increase of 13.0 per cent over the 
previous year's consumption of 39,I90 ,9 46 
kilowatt-hours. The cost of this electricit,' 
in 1936  amounted to $852,9149 of which $388,737 
was spent in Ontario and $193,281  in tuebec. 
The sash, door and planing mills alone used 
over 15 million kilowatt-hours at a cost of 

3!45 ,260. 

The raw materials used in the wood-
using industries in 1936 cost $36,206,67, as 
against $31, 213, 22 5 in 1935  and formed. 48.4 per 
cent of the totsl value of finished products in 
1936, as against 48.2 per cent in the previous 
year. 

Lumber and logs used in the wood-
using industries as a group totalled 719,511  
M ft.b.rn. valued at fl3,32 4 ,6 08, of which 
549,7 	M ft.b.rn., or 76)4 per cent of the total 
quantity, valued at $12,189,881 , was softwood 
and 169,767 M ft.b.m., or 23.6  per cent, valued 
at $6,13 4 ,727 was hardwood. Sash, door and 
planing mills recorded the greatest consumption 
of lumber among the wood-using industries with 
a total of 351,709 '.Z ft.b.m. of softwood valued 
at $9,10,383 and 27,5112 M ft.b.m. of hardwood 
valued at $1,216,762, and the box, basket and 
crate industry ranked second with a total of 
126,237 M ft.b.m. valued at 1,976,175. The 
furniture industry used 52,915 4 ft.b.rn. of 
hardwood., valued. at 2,130,772 , and 18,319 
M ft.b.m. of softwood, valued at $1100,995. In 
addition, furniture frames valued at $1413,668 
were purchased. Lumber was purchased to the 
amount of 51,999 M ft. b.m., valued at $1,628,-
805, in the hardwood flooring industry, hard-
wood accounting for 116,029 M ft.b.m. valued at 
81,1162,8148. Bolts used in the wood-using 
industries amounted to 59,1014 cords and were 
valued. at $325,903 during the year. Veneer and 
plywood were used to the extent of 53,820 
M surf. ft. of veneer valued. at $1,133,116 and 
25,519 M surf. ft. of plywood valued. at $799,-
6814. 

Reading, staves and wooden hoops for 
slack and tight cooperage were also used to a 
large extent and formed the major part of the

Their cost 
value aggregated. $737,311, of which t27 1 ,094 or 
36.4 per cent represented the value of tight 
staves; $199,976 or 27.1 per cent the value of 
slack staves; $113,822 or 15.14 per cent the 
value of slack heading; $103,186 or 114.0 per 
cent the value of tight heading; and .149,233 or 
6.7 per cent the value of wooden hoops. 
Barrels for repairing or remaking valued. at 
$141 ,2314 were also purchased in this industry. 
The purchase of hubs, spokes, bent goods, etc., 
reported by the carriage, sleigh and vehicle 
supply industry totalled $714,177. Blocks, 
blanks, squares and other wood valued at $851,-
713 were used in the various industries, 
principally in the handles, spools and wood-
turning, lasts, trees and wooden shoefindings 
and furniture industries. The purchase of all 
other materials including timber, eta. for 
preservation, such as piling, posts, poles, 
ties, etc., amounted to $13,505, 053. 

Production in the wood-using in-
dustries of Canada reached the value of $714,-
728,115 in 1936, showing an increase of 15.3 
per cent over the corresponding figure of 
$614,802,326 recorded in 1935.  The most 
important class of products on the list was 
sash, doors and cailiwork which were sold to 
the enunt of $10,289,1468,  followed by uphol-
stered living-room furniture at .45,6 143,216. 
Matched. lumber (exclusive of hardwood flooring) 
was valued at $14,025,290; bedroom furniture at 
$3,933,1439 ;  planed lumber at $3,785,559; box 
shooks at $2,551,830; dining-room furniture at 
$2,1914,658; boxes and containers, n.e.s., and 
parts at $2,163,919;  caskets at $1,890,384; 
office and store furniture and fixtures at 
$1,719,189; household furniture, n.e.o., at 
$1, 1419,37$; radio cabinets at $1,155,958; 
kitchen furniture at $1,152,3 141; furniture and 
fixtures for churches and other public build-
ings at $1,088,879; plywood at :41,0140,795; 
birch hardwood flooring at $976,957; wooden 
heels at $7 141,228; maple hardwood flooring at 
$594,261; axe and long tool handles at 568,-
393; furniture, n.e.s., and other cabinet work 
at $565,585; furniture frames only at 4563,5 148; 
rough lumbar at $559,091; and fruit and 
vegetable baskets and crates at $556,500 .
