WOOD-USING INDUSTRIES IN CANADA, 1938. 	INDUSTRIES UTILISANT LE BOIS AU CANADA, 1938. 

Ottawa, June, 1940. - Sawmills and 
pulp-mills draw their raw material directly from 
t}'e forest in the form of logs and pulpwood, and 
produce sawn lumber, other sawmill products, and 
pulp and paper. There are also a number of 
importAnt industries which use the products of 
the sawmills as raw material for further manu-
facture. Some of them produce commodities made 
almost entirely of wood, others manufacture 
articles in which wood is the most important 
component. These several industries are known 
as the "Wood-Using Industries" and are dealt 
with in the present report. Together with the 
lumber industry, the pulp and paper industry, 
and the paper-using industries, they form the 
It ood and Paper"group, according to the chief 
component material classification of the Indus-
trial Census. 

Ottawa, juin 1940. - Les scieries et 
lea pulperies tirent lean's matires premlres 
directement de la fort, sous forme de billots 
et bois h pulpe, et produisent du bois de 
aciage, de la pulpe et dii papier.

Avec 1 1 industrie du sciage, l'indus-
trie de la pulpe et du papier, et lea industries 
utilisant le papier, elles forment lo groupe 
"Bois et papier", selon la classification 
dlapAs La principale matire constituanto, en 
usage au Recensement Industriel. 

In subdividing the different wood-
using industries into the sixteen groups des-
cribed in this bulletin, the classification has 
been based on the principal product reported 
by each individual firm. If a manufacturer's 
output consists chiefly of sashes, doors, and 
planing mill products, his operations are 
grouped with planing mills, although he may 
also report the production of furniture, boxes 
and woodenware as side lines or by-products. 
Similarly an establishment specializing in 
woodenware will be classed as such, although it 
may also produce sashes, doors and boxes as 
aide lines. The statistics of each group of 
industries as discussed in this report should 
be considered with this fact in view. However, 
in Table U all the products of the wood-using 
industries are combined and arranged in alpha-
betical order for convenient reference. In 
this table are listed mattresses, bed springs 
and other products in which wood is not the 
chief component material but which have been 
produced as side lines in wood-using industries. 
Complete figures for the production of any one 
individual commodity by all classes of indus-
tries can be secured on application to the 
Bureau, where a central card index compilation 
of commodity production is maintained. 

Dens la subdivision des différentes 
industries utilisant le bois en seize groupea 
dcrits dans ce bulletin, la classification eat 
base sur le produit principal diclarC par cha - 
que etablissement individuel. Si lea chassis, 
lea portes et le bois rabot4 sont lea produits 
principaux d'une manufacture, ces operations 
sont placees sous l'en-tte "ateliers do rabota-
ge', bien que le mme etablissement puisse aussi 
declarer une production do meubles, bottes at 
autres articles en bois cosine h c8t4 ou produits 
secondaires. Do mme, un etabflssement so ape-. 
cialisant en ustensiles en bois eat classe comae 
tel, bien qu'il produise aussi des chassis, por-
tea, bottes et autrea menus objets. C'est un 
point qu'il ne faut. pas oublier en etudiant 
lea statistiques do chaque industrie dont traite 
ce rapport. Toutefois, dans le Tableau 11, thus 
ces produits des industries utilisant le bois 
ant ete combines et sont presentes par ordre al-
phabetique en anglais, avec la traduction fran-
çaise en regard. On trouve dans cette hate des 
matelas, des sommiers et autres produits dana 
lesquels le bois n'est pas ha principale mati-
re, mals qui sent tout de mime sortis des indus-
tries utihisant he bois. .On peut se procurer 
lea chiffres complets sur la production de tout 
article distinct sur demande au Bureau, oti ii 
eat gard6 am fichier de toute ha production du 
pays. 
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Total production in the wood-using 
industries in Canada during 1938 reached a 
value of $80,397,651, a decrease of over 
seven million dollars from the output of 
$87,696,283 reported in 1937. The 2,110 estab-
lishments engaged in this line of manufacture 
represented a capital investment of $95,697,442 
and gave employment to an average of 30,597 
employees. The cost of materials used in these 
industries amounted to $39,043,315, as against 
$42,469,362 in 1937, and the value added by 
manufacture was $39,747,208, as compared with 
43,357,374 in 1937. 

With 743 p1ant, ntario accounted 
for 46.5 per cent of the total production in 
1938. The 850 establishments in Quebec pro-
duced 25.1 per cent. In British Columbia, 194 
plants produced 13.7 per cent, followed by 
Manitoba's 77 plants with 3.9 per cent and 
Alberta's 51 establishments with 3.6 per cent. 
There were 108 plants in Nova Scotia, 52 in 
New Brunswick, 25 in Saskatchewan and 10 in 
Prince Edward Island, accounting for 3.2 per 
cent, 3.2 per cent, 0.6 per cent and 0.2 per 
cent respectively. 

La production totale des industries 
utilisant le bois au Canada en 1938 atteint une 
valeur de $80,397,651, soit une diminution de 
plus do sept millions de dollars sur la pro-
duction do $87,696,283 rapportée en 1937. Lee 
2,110 établissements en exploitation dans ces 
industries représentent un engagement capital 
de $95,697,442 et ont occupé en moyenne 30,597 
personnes. Le cost des matires premires I_ 
Ave & $39,043,315 comparativement & $42,469,362 
en 1937, et la valeur ajoutée par la fabrication 
s'élve $39,747,208, comparativeinent 
$43,657,874 l'année précédente. 

Los 743 établissetnents de 1'Ontario 
ont contribué 46.5 P.C. de la production totale 
en 1938. Lee 850 établissements du Québec en 
ont, fourni 25.1 P.C. Dane la Colombie Britanni-
quo 194 ateliers ont produit 13.7 p.c., puis 
viennent les 77 du Manitoba avec 3.9 P.C. et los 
51 de l'Alberta avec 3.6 P.C. L'on compte 108 
établlssements en Nouvefle-Ecosse, 52 au 
Nouveau-Brunswick, 25 en Saskatchewan et 10 dane 
l'Ile du Prince-Edonard, contribuant 3.2 p.c., 
3.2 p.c., 0.6 p.c., et 0.2 P.C. respective-
ment. 

Capital engaged in plants in oper-
ation during 1938 amounted to $95,697,442, a 
slight decrease from the $95,903,348 reported 
in the previous year. Lands, buildings, fix-
tures, machinery and other equipment were 
worth $53,185,151; materials on hand, stocks 
in process, finished products, fuel and mis-
cellaneous supplies on hand, $23,147,913; and 
operating capital (cash, bills and accounts 
receivable, prepaid expenses, etc.), $19,364,378. 
The greatest investment was in the sash and 
door and mill-work group at $29,530,813 or 
30.9 per cent of the total for all wood-using 
industries; $26,585,729 or 27.8 per cent was 
invested in the furniture industry; $13,066,858 
or 13.6 per cent in miscellaneous wood-using 
industries; $7,835,742 or 8.2 per cent in 
boxes, baskets and crates; and smafler percen-
tages in the other industries. Ontario with 
49.1 per cent of the total for Canada had the 
highest investment at $46,988,735, of which 
$25,009,126 was invested in lands, buildings 
and machinery. Quebec was next with $23,538,-
012. In British Columbia the capital was 
$10,299,180; in Manitoba, $3,534,408; in Nova 
Scotia, $3,484,623; in Alberta, $3,310,359; in 
New Brunswick, $3,078,895; and in Saskatchewan 
$1,099,063. Prince Edward Island reported the 
lowest investment at $364,167. 

An explanation is necessary of the 
method used throughout the Industrial Census 
for compiling statistics relating to employ-
ment. Each establishment reports the number 
of employees on its pay lists on the last day 
of each month, and these monthly figures are 
added together and divided by twelve, irrespec-

The average employment in the wood-
using industries was 30,597 man-years or 3.4 
per cent less than the previous year. Salaries 
and wages in Canada for the entire group of 
wood-using industries totalled $26,984,592 as 
against $27,054,807 in 1937. Employment in 
Ontario amounted to 14,275 man-years with a 
total pay-roll of $13,175,460. Quebec to 
8,934 man-years at $6,982,276 in salaries and 
wages, and British Columbia to 3,290 at 
$3,437,258. The furniture industry ranked 
first in employment at 10,284, sashes, doors 
and mill-work came second with 8,134, and 
boxes, baskets and crates third with 3,552.

Employment in these industries in 1938 rose 
steadily from 23,197 in January to 26,548 in 
June and then declined gradually to 23,674 
in December.

Of 
the total for 1938, 95.2 per cent was ordin-
arily in use and 4.3 per cent in reserve or 
Idle. Of the equipment ordinarily in use, 59.4 
per cent was provided by electric motors on 
current purchased from central electric 
stations and amounted to 71,727 H.P.; the re-
mainder, which was primary power generated by 
power plants within the industry, amounted to. 
48,934 H.P. of which 38,376 H.P., provided by 
steam engines, 1 1 529 H.P. by diesel engines, 
4 1 383 H.P. by gasoline, gas and oil engines 
(other than diesel) and 4,546 H.P. by hydrau-
lic turbines or water wheels. In addition 
there were ordinarily in use 871 electric 
motors rated at 8,301 H.P. operated by 
generated power and 615 boilers rated at

A total of 31,729 tons of 
bituminous coal valued at $360,706, 21,436 
cords of wood at $61,651, mill-waste at 
C81,429, sawdust and shavings at $68,479, gaso-
line at $35,011 and fuel oil at 30,530 were 
among the more important items. The coat of 
fuci in Ontario amounted to $353,279, and in 
Quebec to $179,196. The furniture industry 
showed the greatest consumption of fuel with 
a total expenditure of $264,356. Fuel used 
in the sash, dcor and miliwork industry 
amounted to $129,511; and in miscellaneous 
wood-using industries to $120,172. 

In 1938 the wood-using industries 
purchased 46,449,144 kilowatt-hours of electric 
energ.,r, a decrease of 4.6 per cent from the 
previous year's consumption of 48,775,471 
kilowatt-hours. The coot of this electricity 
in 1938 amounted to Z912,594 of which $384,516 
was sent in Ontario and $239,495 in Quebec. 
The sash, door and planing mills alone used 
over 17 million kilowatt-hours at a cost of 
$361,816. 

The raw materials used in the wood-
using industries in 1938 cost $39,043,315, as 
against $42,469,362 in 1937 and formed 48.5 
per cent of the total value of finished pro-
ducts in 1938.

Lumber and logs used in the wood-
using industries as a group totalled 724,128 
U ft.b.m. valued at $19,465,832, of which 
530,365 U ft.h.m. or 73.2 per cent of the 
total quantity, valued at $12,585,862, was 
softwood and 193,763 B ft.h.., or 26.6 per 
cent, valued at $6,e79,970 was hardwood. Sash 
and door factories and planing mills recorded 
the greatest consumption of lumber among the 
wood-using industries with a total of 339,633 
M ft.b.m. of softwood valued at $8,523 0 615 and 
27,190 U ft.b.m. of hardwood valued at $1,147,-
025, and the box, basket and crate industry 
ranked second with a total of 143,339 U ft.h.m. 
valued at $2,705,676. The furniture industry 
used 56 0 115 U ft.b.m. of hardwood, valued at 
$2 9 187,017, and 19,448 U ft.h.m. of softwood, 
valued at $501,534. In addition, furniture 
frames valued at $439,091 were purchased. Lum-
ber was purchased to the amount of $57,381 U 
ft.b.in., valued at $1,905,787, in the hardwood 
flooring industry, hardwood accounting for 
50 9 690 M ft.h.m. valued at $1 9 731,013. Bolts 
used in the wood-using industries amounted to 
69,503 cords and were valued at $347,441 during 
the year. Veneer and plywood were used to the 
extent of 44,067 U aq.ft. of veneer valued at 
$930,456 and 25,172 U sq.ft. of plywood valued 
at $873,535.

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heading, staves and wooden hoops for 
slack and tight cooperage were also used to a 
large extent and formed the major part of the 
materials employed in 000perage. Their cost 
value aggregated $751,858, of which $255,814 or 
33.8 per cent represented the value of tight 
staves; $252,545 or 30.9 per cent the value of 
slack staves; $125,185 or 16.6 per cent the 
value of slack heading; $100,311 or 15.3 per 
cent the value of tight heading; and $40,203 or 
5.4 per cent the value of wooden hoops. Barrels 
for repairing or remaking valued at $52,951 
were also purchased in this industry. The 
purchase of hubs, spokes, bent goods, etc., 
reoorted by the carriage, sleigh and vehicle 
supsly industry totalled $5,966. Blocks, 
blanks, squares and other wood valued at 
$720,156 were used in the various industries, 
principally in the handles, spools and wood-
turning, lasts, trees and wooden shoefindings 
and furniture industries. The purchase of all 
other materials including timber, etc. for 
preservation, such as piling, posts, poles, 
ties, etc., amounted to $15,456,049. 

Production in the wood-using indus-
tries of Canada reached the value of $80,397,-
651 in 1938, showing a decrease of 8.3 per cent 
from the corresponding figure of $87,696,283 
recorded In 1937. The most important class 
of products on the list was sashes, doors and 
mill-work which were sold to the amount of 
$10, 756,144, followed by upholstered living-. 
room furniture at $5,978,671. Bedroom furni- 
ture was valued at $4,670,092; planed lumber at 
$4,385,623; matched lumber (exclusive of hard-
wood flooring) at $3,947,539; boxes and con-
tainers, n.e.c., and parts at $2,802,650; box 
shooks at $2,770,508; dining-room furniture at 
$2,190,934; caskets at $1,956,403; office and 
store furniture and fixtures at $1,637,459; 
kitchen furniture at $1,717,741; niywood at
